These lovely graces should be so con­
spicuous in every believer as to’be 
spoken of, and consequently heard-of, 
even by those who have never seen 
us. Paul says, “ We give thanks' to 
God and the Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, praying always for you, since 
wuAeard of your faith in Christ Jesus,

taints^hr the hope which ia laid 
fagjou ia heaven.”

with inward assurance and joyfiil ex­
pectation, therefore do we love the 
word more and more. Will we not 
price to the utmost that sacred word 
which has brought us such a hope? 
Yes, that we will; till we exchange 
hearing for seeing, and the message of 
Jesus for Jesus himself, we will always 
lend a willing ear to the testimony of 
Jesus.

This hope is marvelous, once more, 
because, the substance of it is most extra­
ordinary. Brethren, what is the hope 
which is laid up for us in heaven ? It 
would need many a sermon to bring 
out al) the phases of delight which be­
long to that hope.

Our life struggle shall not end 
in defeat, but in complete and eternal 
triumph; for wo shall overcome 
through the blood of the Lamb. Nor 
do we hope for victory only; but in 
our own persons we shall possess per: 
fection. We shall one day cast off 
the slough of sin, and shall be seen in 
the benuty of our new-born life. 
Truly, “it doth not yet appear whnt 
we shall be,” but when wo think of 
the matchless character of our Lord 
Jesus, wo are overjoyed by the assu­
rance that “ wo shall be like him." 
What an honor and a bliss for the 
younger brethren to be like the flrat- 
bom 1 To whnt higher honor could 
God himself exalt us ? I know not of 
aught which could surpass this. Ob,

When sin lay 
heavily upon your conscience. Satan 
came and wrote over the lintel of 
your door, “ No hope," and the grim 
sentence would have stood there \o 
this day, had not a loving hand taken 
hyssop,and byasprinklingof precious 
blood removed tbe block inscription. 
" Wherefore remember that at that 
time ye were without Christ, having 
no hope, and without God in the 
world.” Ever since by faith we looked 
to Christ on tbe crons, a hope full of 
glory has taken possession of our 
hearts. Is not this a marvelous thing?

More marvelous still is it that pur 
. hope should venture to be associated 

with heaven. Can there be heaven for 
such as we are ? It seems almost pre­
sumptuous for a sinner who so richly 
deserves hell, even to lift up his eyes 
toward heaven. He might have some 
hope of purgatory, if there were such 
a region, but a hope of heaven, is not 
that too much? Yet, brethren, we 
have no fear of hell or of purgatory 
now, but we expect to taste the joys 
laid up in hMven. Is it not a miracle 
of love, that such poor creatures as 
ourselves should be enabled thus to 
hone.in God?

It if even more marvelous that this 
hope Came to us simply by hearing. 
“Whereof ye heard before in the word 
of the truth of the gospel." “ Faith 
cometh by hearing,” and hope comes 
by faith; and so the divine hopd of- 
being in heaven came to us by hinr- 
ing; not by working, not by deserv­
ing, not by penance and sacrifice, but 
simply by hearkening diligently unto 
the Divine Word, and believing unto 
life. We heard that tbe pierced band 
of Jesus had opened tho kingdom of 
hMven to all believers, and we boliev-

You seo not a* yet your hope, beloved, 
but it is. laid up: it is hidden with
Christ in God. and made as wife as th^

you make out of it, ye tried ones? 
Your Sabbaths are very sweet now 
on earth, but when they are over 
yon have to return to yon cold world 
again ; but there your Sabbaths shall 
never end, and your separation from 
the wicked will be complete. It will 
be a strange sensation for you to find 
no Monday morning, no care to be 
renewed, no toil to be encountered, 
no harness to be buckled on afresh ; 
above all, no sin to be dreaded, no 
temptation to be escaped. Heaven 
is so peacefill that the storms of 
earth are there unknown, the stir­
rings of the flesh are never felt, and 
the bowlings of the dog of hell are 
never heard. There ail is peace and 
purity, perfection and security for-

“Laid up for you in 
heaven," " whore," says the Savior, 
as though be were expounding tbe 
text, “neither moth nor rust doth cor­
rupt” This moans that no process 
of decay will cause your treasure to 
become stalo and worn out; no secret 
moth will eat tho garments of heaven s 
courtiers, and no rust will tarnish the 
brightness of their crowns. Our Lord 
adds, “Nor do thieves break through 
nor steal.” We can not imagine a 
burglar's breaking through tho walls 
of heaven. We could not imagine 
Satan himself undermining the bas­
tions of the New Jerusalem, or leap­
ing over the bulwarks which guard 
tbe city of the Great King. If your 
hope is laid up in heaven it must be 
perfectly safe. If your hope lies in 
the bank, it may break; if it lies in 
an empire, it may melt away; if it lies 
in an estate, the title-deeds may be

How can I enter hoaven as a total 
stranger to him who is tho king of 
it ? Is not tho knowledge of God as 
noedfol us it is desirablo? Those 
who have a good hope of hoaven will 
not rest without knowing tho Lord, 
from the least oven to tho greatest of 
fiiom.

Onoo again, tho Apostle says, 
“strengthened with all might, ac­
cording to his glorious power, unto 
all patience and long-suffering with 
joyfiilnoss." A hope of hoaven is a 
mighty strongtboner for bearing the 
ills of life and tho persecutions of the 
adversary. “ It will soon bo over," 
says a man who looks for heaven, and 
therefore ho is not over-weighted 
with grief. “It is an ill lodging," 
said tho traveler, “but I shall be 
away in tho morning." Woll may 
wo be strengthened with all might 
by tho hope of hoaven: it is but 
reason that tho exceeding weight of 
glory should cast into tbe shade this 
light affliction, which is but for a 
moment

You will My, " But have you not 
wrought this part of tho chapter into 
your subject without any warrant ? " 
No. Here is my warrant in the 
next voree: “ Giving thanks unto 
the Father, which has-made us moot 
to be partakers of the inheritance of 
the Mints in light." 1 have been 
following tho evident track of tho 
Apostle's thoughts. The Lord gives 
us a hope of glory, and then he gives 
us a ineetneM for it, and that meet- 
noes is largely wrought in us by tbe 
Holy Spirit through tho instrument­
ality of our hope. Cultivate, then, 
your hope, dear brethren. Make it 
to shine so plainly in you that your 
minister may bear of your hopeftal- 
ness and joy; cause observers to 
take note of it, because you speak of 
heaven, and net as though you really 
expected to go there. Mako tho 
world know that you have a hope of 
boaven: make worldlings feel that 
you are a believer in eternal glory, 
.and that you hope to be where Jesus 
ia Often surprise them as they nee 
what they call your simplicity, but 
what is in truth only your sincerity, 
while you treat as matter of foot the

disappointed. Still is tho oar siol 
and tho heart painod with every day'i 
report of failure in trust, of loss, o 
defalcation. There is a lesson hen 
for all of ns, if wo will receive it.

What is the spring of these defalca­
tions? It is in some cases a lovo ol 
money, pure aud simple; a lovo ol 
money for its own sake. In otbei 
cases there is a desire Ao live more 
extravagantly than tho legitimate in­
come will allow ; a desire to spend 
86.000 on a salary of 82,600. This 
desire, this thirst is one of the eurset 
of American life. It is close akin to 
a virtue. Everybody wants to be a 
little ahead of where his father was 
before him. This is well, provided he 
does it by honest labor. But when 
ho means to live bettor, to spend 
more than his father didj-to spend as 
much ns mon do who have twice his 
income, it is a curse, and a crime.

There is need that the preachers 
show this; there is need that they 
preach on the duty of contentment. 
“Let your convoraation bo witbout 
covetousness; and be content with 
such things as ye V»vo.” We must 
learn to took on tho carriiges and 
horses of our neighbor, on her silks 
and her Mtins, on his house and 
grounds, with contented philosophy ; 
we must learn to My : “ I will not 
grudge them ; I will not covet them ; 
1 will not ape them."

And tbe ministers must show tho 
duty of honesty and the nature of 
honesty. There is really great need 
of instruction on this point. People 
do not understand. There uro 
Christian men who argue that a man 
has a right to use for bis own pur­
poses trust-money if ba puts it back. 
But he can not be sure of putting it 
back. And he baa no right to use it 
without tho express consent of tho 
owner.

There is need that all should 
watch against tho very beginning of 
dishonesty. “ No one suddenly be­
comes very base." It ia the little 
foxes that spoil the grapes. It is tbe 
act whose character is unsuspected 
oven by the door, that ruins man.

And, we must add, there is need of 
the execution of justice. Wo bavo 
no right to wink at these matters. 
If, years ago there had been a reso­
lute and inflexible execution of tbe 
law in all cases, if we bad realized 
that sympathy, social position, high, 
standing, were all to be oowftsaxmh; 
we baiters that by thisJtaMh, tbes^

That Croqaat DIbobmIm.

In un tuuioeiation recently a rojiort 
of a committee on temperance wan 
read, in which gaming waa included 
and Ktrongly censured, such tin cro­
quet, checkera, etc., which caused 
considerable discussion both for and 
against, especially in regard to cro­
quet. Not having a chance ut the 
time to express iny views orally, I 
will now write them. I am decidedly 
with the ro|>ort holding that croquet 
should lie discountenanced, especially 
among Christians. But before I give 
my reasons for opposing the game, I 
wish to answer some arguments of 
my dear brethren offered at the time 
in favor of it.

Bro. C. said the game should not be 
condemned till shown to be wrong; 
but wo ask, upon the other hand, 
should it be approved or engaged in 
till shown to lie right. * Ordinarily, 
when mon get up now things by 
which they hope to derive profit from 
the public, they first advertise, toll all 
alioiit thorn, show how good they are 
but in the present case this order is 
reversed. A new game is thrust upon 
die publie, in w^iich both saints aud 
sinners engage with impunity, until 
the thing has become almost univer­
sal. nobody having taken the pains 
to show it is right or harmless, none 
pausing long enough to inquire; and 
now, at this late day* hero Colm's Bro. 
C. who says, “ O, you must not con- 
domn it till yiyi show it’s wrong, "^t 
reminds one of tho strategy of an 
army which seitos a fort, or a jmrty 
in law who takes possession, just 
simply to secure the advantage of 
acting on tho defensive themselves 
and making their opponents aggres­
sors. We maintain thut those who 
originated, those who introduce, those 
who play or advocate it, are wholly 
responsible for it. Therefore, their 
obligation to show it is right must be 
greater than thut of the opjiosite party 
to show it is wrong.

Again: Bro. Jeter says ho had as 
soon go to lloavon from a croquet 
ground as from anywhere olso. Lot 
us grant it; and then does it amount 
to any more than if any other good 
man hud said it ? Does it not stand 
to reason that, at most, it was only a 
playful remark, and therefore no ar­
gument either for or against croquet? 
Would tho doctor say so if fully con­
scious that tho time to “go''had come 
with him?

Again, ho said the health of his wife 
had boon much improved by playing 
croquet. But If it be good for the 
sick, lol it be .confined to the sick— 
lot them bo tho exception. Those in 
health du not need it, because " they 
that are whole need not a physician.''

-Next, Bpo. M. said, in favor of cro­
quet, •• Wo must have something to 
amuse tho children.'' But we ask 
must evon tho children Iio amused at 
tho expense of doing wrong? Will 
the end justity the moans ? If so, then 
why not have dances and all kinds of 
sinful ontortainmonts " to amuse tho 
children?" For if amusing tho chil­
dren is tho only end to be sought in 
croquet, there are a great many things 
even worse which would doubtless 
be more amusing to thorn.

Again, ho said, with emphasis, "You 
may adopt this report, and then tliese 
brethren and sisters will go homo and 
do just as they please.'' Woll, if that 
be admitted us an argument in this 
case, then why not admit it in every 
case? and if so, then why instruct, 
admonish or advise at all ? Will you 
not, in every case, bo mot witli this 
insolent and defiant saying, "We ll do 
just as wo please," would not this put 

. tho break on all moral teaching and 
leave mon free to sin without restraint 
or check of conscience.

Wo will now say wo do not think 
such things are in tboir.proper places

in homes of Christian!, or oven the 
tru^- refined. For illustration, we 
sometimes* see unclean animals in 
beautifol cyges, kept as pets in the 
mansions if tbe great; but wo know 
that, should we trace them to thair 
proper hofte in nature, we would find 
an uncommonly filthy den. So it’is 
with all such games. They may be 
found among refined Christians, but 
they are only there as pets. Thoir 
proper homos arp tbe haunts of vice, 
such m dram-shops, saloons, otc.

Wo object to croquet because we 
believe it involves a sinfhl outlay of 
both money and time. Wo mean to 
say that ho who spends money for 
the "set” fails to get back an equivalent 
and applies money to an unworthy 
object; and this is wrong, when wo 
consider that there are a thousand 
worthy obioctaaround us constantly, 
and rightfullj^laim all the moans wo 

have to spare. Wo have no money 
to spare for naught.

Again: the great Creator surely 
designed that inan should spend his 
time in u profitable way here. This 
seoms clearly implied in the language 
“ in the sweat of thy face shalt thou 
eat bread." But man may sweat never 
so much iBMhe game under notice, 
and still get no bread, simply because 
there's none in it to got.

Wo have no time for garni ng. Good 
people often seem to act ns if under 
tho impression that the Lord gives 
them so much of their time in which 
they can do as they please, in which 
ho closes his eyes, so to speak, and 
takes no cognizance of their acts. But 
what says tho Word? " For God shall 
bring every work into judgment, with 
every secret thing, whether it be 
good or whether it be evil." Again : 
••Every idle word that men shall Hjxjak 
they shall give account thereof In the 
day of judgment," Reel. 12:14; Matt. 
12:30. Therefore, we find that for 
all our conscious time, our thoughts, 
words and nctions, arc recorded and 
kept unto the judgment. O, how 
carefill wo should be !

In conclusion, wo suy playing cro­
quet is either serving God or the 
Devil. If serving tbe Lord it is right, 
for “ Him only shalt thou servo," and 
“ no man can serve two masters ;" if 
serving the Devi), it is wrong and 
should be condemned. Who will un­
dertake to say it is serving the Lord ?

History of tho Corn Creek Cheech.
And a l»ouk of rrtnombrnnce wm written.—Mal. 

3:M. A»k tor tbe uld paths. —Jer. 6:16.
Tho Baptist chureh of Jesus Christ, 

ealled Corn Creek, was constituted on 
tho first .Saturday in January, 171*5. 
Immediately after tho tide of immi­
gration reached this section of the 
country, while the hardy pioneers 
roared their rude cabins, and the 
sound of the woodman's ax was heard 
in the forest, and the red men still 
lingered in the hills, twenty persons 
assenibloil and gave themselves to the 
Lord and to one another, and agreed 
to keep house for the Lord, and 
adopted tho covenant aud articles of 
faith generally hold by tho Baptiste 
of Kentucky, and adopted tho name 
of Corn Creek, tbe name of a little 
stream near by. The location they 
selected for their place of worship is 
a picturesque spot, four miles south of 
tho Ohio river, opposite Madison, in 
Trimble county (then Gallatin), Ky. 
This lot was deeded to tho church in 
April, 18B4, on which they erected a 
good howod log-house, with gallery, 
and completed it in 1H07, and dedi­
cated it to the worship of Almighty 
God. Thia bouse was used until 
about 183S. when they built a largo, 
substantial frame-house, capable of 
seating 8V0 |ieraons, which is still in 
use, and is in good condition.

Tho church had no regular pastor 
until April 3, 1802, when Rev. John 
Taylor, a Baptist preacher of pioneer 
notoriety, settled nour here and join­
ed by letter, aud immediately became 
their paqtor, aud continued in that 
relation till he moved away in 1815. 
Although doslituto of regular pastoral 
labor, thoy hold regular meetings for 
business and worship, the hand ofitho 
Lord was with them, uud the little 
ohureh in the wilderness grew, so 
that in 1803 their report to tho associ­
ation showed 05 mombors. The Corn 
Creek church first united with tho 
Long Run Association, and contin­
ued a member of that body till 1822, 
when it withdrew and joined tho 
Concord Association, and withdrew 
from that body in 1826 and joined the 
Sulphur Fork Association, and has 
been a member of that body over 
since.

Tho Concord Association mot at

Corn Creek in 1824; Rev. John Scott 
preached the introductory sermon. 
Philemon Vawter was ordained to 
tbe gospel ministry by this church 
the flrat Sunday in April, 1805. He 
waa a good man and very useftil in 
the chureh and community till he 
moved to-Indiana in 1810. David 
Owens and Presley Gray were or­
dained first deacons, July 2, 1802. 
George Kendall was ordained to the 
gospel ministry by this church in 
1816, and preached occasionally here 
and elsewhere till his death. In 1818 
William Buckley, a Baptist pres her, 
settled near here, and joined this 
church by letter, and served them as 
pastor several years. Uis labors were 
greatly blessed, so that ho baptized, 
at different places, more than a hun­
dred persons in loss than one year.

The Corn Creek church kept pace 
with the times, and grow with the 
growth of the country, so that in 
1820 their number was 140. John 
Gardner was tbe first clerk, and serv­
ed till 1802, when Presley Gray was 
chosen, and served most of the time 
till 1831. David Owens, John Tay­
lor, Jolin Conway, Wyeth Coleman, 
and George Kendall, were the first 
moderators.

In February, 1812,the church ap­
pointed a committee to look after 
Baptists who had settled in thoir 
bounds and had not united with the 
church—un oct well worthy of imita­
tion by our modern churches.

The doctrine of these primitive 
Baptists may bo soon by tbe form of 
their letters, which read as follows: 
“The Baptist church of Christ at 
Corn Creek, holding the doctrine of 
particular redemption, personal elec­
tion, effectual calling, justification by 
the imputed righteousness of Christ 
believer's baptism by immersion, final 
(lersevorance of saints an i eternal 
judgment, sendoth greeting," etc.
. In early times this church was 
strictly opposed to secret societies. 
In 1819 David Owens, one of their 
deacons, and an influential man, uf- 
torwurd member of the Legislature, 
joined tbe Free Masons. As soon us 
tho fact was known a charge was 
brought against him, and Rev. John 
Taylor made a long speech against 
Masonry. Bro. Owens agreed to 
cease being a practical Mason, and 
the church retained him, but deposed 
him* from tho office of deacon. If 
February, 1819, Brother Owens 
moved away and called for a letter, 
which was granted, and the clerk 
ordered to make the following state­
ments on tbe face of tho letter: 
" Thore is a number of members 
iu this chureh whose fellowship 
is hurt with Brother Owens on the 
account of his having joined tbe Free 
Mason lodge long since he was u Bap­
tist." The Corn Crock church lias 
long since outgrown this opposition 
to secrecy, and thoir members are 
free to join such societies ns they 
choose to.

The first Saturday in Muy, 1828, 
was set apart as a day of fasting, hu­
miliation and prayer, that God xvould 
revive his work, and they called on 
all tbe members, to observe the day 
and meet at 10 o'clock for divine wor­
ship. Customs have slightly changed 
since then, for now the May mooting 
is considered show day when the peo­
ple exhibit their spring rigging. The 
Corn Creek church gave Thomas 
Townsend license to preach tbe first 
Saturday in May, 1831.

John McGuire, William Wallace, 
Thomas Hill, Archie Smith, W. B. 
Smith, J. M. McGuire, Clark Riley. 
Andrew Jackson and others have 
been successful pastors in modern 
years; aud in 1876 W. E. Spear was 
called and is tho present pastor. 
Archie Smith bold tho longest pastor­
ate, commencing in 1846 and ending 
in I860. This church continued to 
strengthen ber stakes and lengthen 
her cords, and reached out her arms 
and embraced this whole country for 
miles around, ho that in 1860 there 
wore four hundred members, includ­
ing tho leading citizens of tho county.

Corn Creek is indeed the mother of 
churches. Tlic constituent members 
of the Poplar Ridge church, seven 
miles jtouthwest of here, withdrew 
from this church to constitute that 
one. In 1856 about thirty withdrew 
and constituted tbe Locust church, 
seven miles east of here, which still ex­
ists, and now has about three hundred 
members. Milton church is uno of 
our daughters. Many Baptist families 
have moved away, and many of our 
mombors have died, and those settling 
in tboir stead are not Baptiste. Th^e 
combined causes have greatly re­
duced our numbers, so that our pres­
ent membership is about one hun-

dred. We are not as numerous now 
as we have been, nor as spiritMl as 
we deeire to be; bat we still main- 
tain tbe order of a gospel chureh, and 
are earnestly contending for the faith ■ 
onoe delivered to tbe saints.

The Corn Creek church has stood 
about eighty-five years as a signal- 
warning for sinners to flee tbe wrath 
to come. Scores of souls are in glory, 
to-day who wore boro into the king­
dom and patience of tbe Lord Jesus 
Christ at Corn Creek. Many others 
are senttered abroad in different parts 
of the world whose hearts linger 
around this consecrated altar. Old 
Corn Creek is a dear spot. Here the 
voices of our ancient worthies echo 
in our ears; here we come to bury 
our dead; here our friends lie buried; 
here we meet to worship our common 
Lord. Long may it live to do work 
for the Master.

Brewsstews (M.) Aesselstlos.

Leaving Jeffersonville early Satur­
day morning, 6tb inqL, your corre- ' 
spondent reached Langdon’s Station, 
on the J. M. A I. railroad, in time to 
meet the messengers from tbe Union­
town church, who were in waiting. 
Owing to the recent heavy rains, the 
Muscatatac river had overflowed its 
banks, covering the bottoms on each 
side, ho that we were compelled to 
travel horseback through tho deep 
water for about a mile. When we 
reached the Mt. Pleasant church, six 
miles west from the railroad, the oh- 
Hociation was already in session, the 
introductory sermon was being de­
livered by Rev. A. Ogle, of Seymour.

The election of officers for the ses­
sion resulted in tbe choice of Rev. A. 
Ogle for moderator, and Bro. L. D. 
Caqienter, of Seymour, for clerk. 
Letters from the several churches 
represented in the association showed 
an increase in membership in some, 
while othen: were troubled with 
• coldness " and dissensions which 
threatened to " freeze out " and rend 
the churches asunder. Ninety-five 
baptisms were re]K>rtcd for the year. 
Several additions to’ these churches 
wore by relation (ex]>erience and im­
mersion at the hands of Anti-Baptist 
administrators), Two new churche* 
were admitted into tho association. 
The membership of the churches rep­
resented now number about fifteen 
hundred. From tbe reports of con­
tributions for missions you would 
suppose the missionary spirit needed 
larger cultivation. Last year less 
than sixty dollars was contributed to 
both Foreign and State Missions. 
One church gave all that was given 
for Foreign Missions and nearlytwo- 
thirds of the amount for State Mis­
sions ; another gave twenty-five cents, 
while eleven gave nothing! But 
they will do better next year.

Pending tbe investigation of the 
faith and practice of the churches ad­
mitted during this session the com­
munion question came in for a good 
share of discussion. Interrogatories 
and speeches (not a few of which 
were propounded and made) revealed 
the existence of some little “ loose " 
communion proclivities among tbe 
churches. The majority, however, 
are firmly fixed in thoir “ restricted " 
views. A good deacon created a sen­
sation by inquiring if he must “ re­
fuse the bread and wine to immersed 
persons who are not Baptists when 
they reach out for it."
