No blame attaches to anyone 
for a state of attain* which could not 
have been reasonably anticipated— 
certainly none to Dr. Boyce who has 
labored in season and out .of season, 
and whose sacrifices and exertions in 
behalf of the Seminaiy have been 
such as few will ever know. In this 
condition of affairs there is but one 
thing to be done. The churches must 
ut once, and promptly take up the bur­
den. Everything indicates, that ut 
the worst this burden will be but 
tenqiorarj’.
