Hence 
the consequences of their sin were 
transferred or transmitted to their 
ohilifren by the constituted laws of 
nature, or of humanity, and thus all 
infants were made sinners, not by any 
act or knowledge of their own, but 
without their knowledge or consent, 
that is, they became sinftil, unholy, 
and unfit for heaven by one man's 
disobedience, not by their own dis- 
obadfance.

By thia, his obedience, he baa ar- < 
rested and absorbed the consequences i 
of Adam’s sin, so far as it relates to i 
the world to come.

“Therefore," 
says he, “by the deeds of the law 
there shall no flesh be justified in his 
sight; for by the law is the knowl­
edge of sin."

He then introduces the way and plan 
of salvation through faith in Christ, 
by which is “manifested the right- 
oousnees of God without tho law, 
being witnessed by tho law and the 
prophets,” and asserts that “ this
righteousness of God by faith of Je-

quires holiness, and without holiness 
no one can see God.

According to the reasoning of tho 
apostle, infants are under law, “ for, 
until the law, sin was in the world, 
but sin is not imputed whore there is 
no law;" “But yet death reigned 
from Adam to Moses, even over those 
who sinned not after the likeness of 
Adam’s transgression," that is, over 
infants. Now death is the penalty of 
law, hence infants who suffered the 
penalty- of law must be under law. 
The sin of Adam is imputed to them, 
hence they die; the seeds of death 
wore implanted in them, and the 
poison of sin tainted their blood by 
Adam’s sin. Hence by tho trespass 
of tho one, the many died; “ For the 
judgement camo of one, unto condem­

Only those who have sinned as did

day. Ever}' one will be judged ac­
cording to his works ; every one will 
bo rewarded according to his deeds. 
Infants performed no works and 
committed no deeds. As they were 
once hid jn Adam, so now they are 
hid in Christ—above law, and free 
from the judgment. Read Matt. 25: 
31-46. No infanta are found here. 
The blessed are represented as hav­
ing done what infants could not have 
done, and the accursed are represent- 
ed as having not done, what infants 
could not have done. And read Rev. 
20:12, 13. Here John sees "the dead, 
tho great and the small, standing be­
fore the throne." and •• they were 
judged—according to their works,” 
And “ they were judged, each one, ac­
cording to thoir works." As infants 
have no works, they are not judged; 
they do not appear in the judgment. 
Rev. 22:12: “ Behold, 1 come quickly, 
and nty reward is with me. to give to 
each one according as his work is."

And 
tbe last message that comes to us 
from our risen Lord through his be­
loved disciple closes with the same 
terrific warning, denouncing the 
curses which are written in the Book 
upon all “ who shall take from or add 
to the things which are therein writ­
ten." Rev. 22:18, 19. These warn­
ings seem to imply just what has been 
verified in the history of the church, 
that men would often determine for 
themselves what they thought ought 
to be essential truth, und add it in 
their systems, or, on the other band, 
determine what ought not to be es­
sential and drop it out of their sys­
tems. 1 make this point with the 
greater emphasis because since com­
mencing this paper, 1 have received 
from a minister and an editor a note 

i which seems to imply that in bis view 
it is a very small matter whether a 
doctrine is sustained by a good ar­
gument or a bad one, so that our peo­
ple believe what we wish them to be­
lieve.

Unquestionably, it is an unspeak­
ably precious privilege to a Christian 
parent to present a child to God in 
the ordinance of baptism when he 
clearly jicrceivcs that God has made 
it his privilege and his duty so to do, 
and has promised his gracious bless­
ing both to parent and to child in : 
the use of this ordinance. But to 
say that we would feel restrained in 
the matter of dedicating our chil­
dren to God, if he had not instituted 
this ordinal)*^ is going beyond what 
most of us feel. And certainly very 
few of us would venture to affirm— 
«It would be sadly out of harmony with 
his whole character if he had passed 
the children by, or left them out of his 
church"—iC by that utterance you 
mean what you are supposed to 
mean—if he had excluded them from 
the nyht to^ptistn until they could re- 
ceice it upon their own responsibility.

But.we will not dwell upon a 
statement which seems to imply a 
disposition to prescribe to the Divine 
Mind what sort of rites be should 

. appoint for tbe use of the church, 
aud to deny to him thu right to say 
under what restrictions they should 
bo used—a sentiment which we sup­
pose to bo entirely out of harmony 
with tbe views of the great body of 
Christian people, and which, no 
doubt, you will, in a more thought­
ful mood, bo willing to expunge. 
Besides, we shall bo obliged to touch 
upou this idea of private consecra­
tion of children at another point in

fact by it, und deny tbe veracity 
of consciousness when it testifies to a 
fact which they wish to reject.

But to return to your Scripture. I 
told you in my first article that you 
need not exjioet from me any learned 
discussion of this subject, for I have 
no learning upon this question and 
only propose to show bow it presents 
itself to my mind in the Scriptures. 
You will not bo surprised, therefore, 
when I toll you that the interpreta­
tion of Paul’s expression, “ circumci­
sion without hands,” is new to me.

Boston has some enterprising men 
within its precincts, a few years ago 
friend John Silw, sr., determined that

I went over into Tennessee and 
spent a day and night with Rev. 
Thomas Smith, pastor of the Boston 
church.

He is succeeding finely in his tempo­
ral iffairs. When I left Bro. Smith 
gave me a dollar in eash for our 
grand work.

S. and 
1 started for the canvass of Williams­
burg, the Court-house of Whitley 
county. This is a pleasant little vil­
lage of about two hundred souls. It 
is situated-on the waters of the Cum­
berland river.

They 
come to listen to the preaching of the 
gospel, and after services there is one 
difficulty, which is not always appar­
ent in all parts of the world, that is 
to decide of the many pressing invi­
tations which one to accept.

Gerwaay la Theotegy.

The biatory of the roligioua devel­
opment ot Germany ia more than 
UBunlly unique aud inntructive, and 
it pronente such startling contraate of 
opinion that the attention of the or­
dinary reader, oh well an that of the 
scholar, ia challenged. The Ameri­
cana are perhapa more than othera 
ititcreated in thia subject, partly be- 
cauac the Htorn apirit of Proteatant- 
iam which won the characteristic of 
our earlier colonial life was encour­
aged by the^ equally atern and aue- 
ecasftil Proteatantiam of Germany, 
and partly because so many of our 
citizens emigrated from that land of 
logic and have brought with them 
the modes ot thought in which they 
were educated. Those of us also 
who are native and to the manner 
born, recognize the fact that Ger 
many has projected henelf into the 
intellectual and theological life of 
the world, and had a marked influ­
ence on our religious opinions and 
progress. A casual glance at the 
past and the present of Germany is 
sufficient to siiow that sho bus fioth 
increased and decreased, in different 
epochs, the faith and the infldelity of 
modern times.

In the first place, it won she who 
materially helped to vindicate the 
right of personal judgment, und wus 
a true und helpftil yokefellow to 
Englund when, in the sixteenth cen­
tury, the tide of buttle was turned in 
the grout conflict with oeclesiubtieul 
despotism. In the second pluce, it 
was site who, in later times, aid more 
than any other nation toward nnder- 
inining the foundations of all possi­
ble religious belief, leaving a vast 
proportion of the world's thinkers 
on the edge of an abyss of unbelief 
und despuir; In the third place, it is 
sho who, with u Titan’s energy, is 
working to rebuild on the old foun­
dations a faith without superstition, 
and u system, of theological thought 
ut onco conservative and radical, 
which will bear the tests of the most 
scrupulous scholarship. ,

Lot us look at this matter u little 
more in detail. Through whut are 
Mpularly known as the Reformers, 
Germany openly resisted the en­
croachments of a church which, in 
growing old, grew also somewhat ca­
pricious and despotic, and gave un­
speakable encouragement to that 
longing for religious liberty which 
had already manifested itself in 
France and England. That the en­
ergy and fearlessness of some oi her 
gifted men had much,to do witli the 
establishment of a new order of 
things in the Christian church, goes 
without saying.

Since the beginning of this cen­
tury; however, some of the most 
powerful and influential thinking of 
Germany has been in the direction of 
a blank denial of the most sacred 
and solemn truths which mankind in 
all ages has hold so dear. This epoch 
of doubt was inaugurated by startling 
assertion, or rather by a series of as­
sertions so conspicuously bold, and 
maintained with such vigor, that a 
certain class of scholars were at once 
captivated by the apparently unriv­
aled research which they exhibited, 
and by the fascinating, if not blind­
ing rhetoric, with which they were 
displayed. Men were loft in jmibhcb- 
sion or a greatly prized and greatly 
exaggerated individualism, which 
tended to make the world intellectu­
ally top heavy, which constituted 
each man tho maker of his own 
ereed, which blotted out all authority 
except that of logic and argument, 
but which, in due process of time, by 
following its own fatal logic, came 
very near destroying the individual 
himself. Instead of acknowledging 
n supernatural standard of morality, 
it compelled each man to be a revela­
tion unto himself, and tho result was 
a sorios of honest but hurtfal vaga­
ries, which nearly drove the world 
into an utter Indifference toward all 
morality.

Tho reason for this mad rush to ex­
tremes is not far to fetch. Gorman 
thought has always been vigorous 
and independent, and consequences 
have had no influence in holding it 
back. It has certainly not been us 
reverent as one could wish and never 
hesitated to attack the gravest mat­
ters, and to subject them to tho same 
philosophic and scientific tests which 
were applied to truths of a different 
and lower order. Strauss and Baur 
were intellectual iconoclasts of the 
most daring kind. They camo into 
the field at u time when Germany 
had grown somewhat indifferent to

half Kholan by the novelty of their 
methods, the startling character of 
their denials and the plausibility of 
their logic. They founded a school 
of rationalism which attempted to rob 
Christianity of ite supernatural de­
mon t and to rod uco its originators to the 
level of thoughtful, well-meaning, but 
greatly overestimated, and in many 
roepecta greatly mistaken, teachers. 
So great was the influence of this 
rationalism, and so cogent were its 
arguments that a new impulse was 
given to the philosophy of doubt in 
England, and for a time it seemed as 
though the Book from which the 
world has for centuries drawn ite'in- 
spiration was about to be relegated to 
the dusty alcove to take its place by 
the side of the writings of Plato and 
Socrates. In America,Theodore Par­
ker, Emerson and Channing sprang 
from the head of German philosophy 
as Minerva from the bead ot Jove. 
Each of those scholars, in his own 
•particular way, gave expression to 
the general doubt which began to be 
felt in all communities, and which is 
cosily traced to German writers. The 
rationalism which found its prolbund- 
est expression in Porker and Emer­
son, its feebler expression in the Uni- 
tariunism of New England, and 
which still finds an inane expression 
in a whole army of bitter malcontents 
and vagariste throughout the length 
and breadth of our land, was and is

During the last twenty years, how­
ever, a very decided change has come 
over the religious convictions of the 
German people. Wo can plainly see 
the progress of a reaction toward be­
lief from this reaction toward unbe­
lief. The reaction from an extreme 
conservatism, not wholly unmingled 
with superstition, drove the nation to 
infidelity; and the reaction from that 
infidelity is gradually leading them 
back to a Christian faith corroborated 
bynciontific investigation. Infidelity, 
as a dominating order of thought, has 
lost ite crown and its throne, and a 
rational conservatism, freely conced­
ing the supernatural as a component 
part of Christianity, is gradually tak­
ing possession of the national mind 
and heart. Not only are Strauss and 
Baur dead, but their influence, if not 
quite dead, is so weak that it need 
awaken no alarm. Parker is also 
dead, and ho left so little behind him 
in the way of a vilu'l doubt that \ew 
England is swinging back to the 
faith of the Fathers. The authority 
of all these inon is a thing of the 
past, and their arguments ugninst the 
supernatural have been buried under 
a muss of still stronger arguments for

the majority of our churches ? To avoid the 
unjurt aocuutioh that, aa Baptista, we attach 
undue importance to thia rite, and to di.prove 
the erroneoua doctrine of ite xaving eflicnoy, 
young converts are allowed to go days and 
week, and even months in neglect of a known 
duty. If that is the-way they are taught to 
attend to their Ohrixtlaa obligations in the in­
fancy of their proftasion, is it surprising that 
so many apply the same principle to other 
duties, which instead of^performing at once, 
they intmf to do at some future convenient 
time? Thus their growth in grace is hindered, 
the cause of ChristBxffen, and erroritte gain 
an advantage. It is no proof of sincere love 
to Christ and submission to his will to say

Dr. Samael Johnaon used to deciare 
the “ habit of looking on the bright । 
aide of things wan worth a thonaand 
pounds a year." The burly autocrat i 
of Eighteenth century English litera- ; 
turo was not perhaps the best expo- । 
Dent of his own cheerful philosophy, i 
but his theory was a good one, what- ( 
ever may be said of his practice. It 
is unfortunately true that the family of 
Croakers, is an exceedingly numerous 
one. We meet them everywhere, in 
businem, in society, in our ehurchoa. 
They are people with a genius for 
gloom. They have a special gift 
for discovering the dark side of 
things. Their faces are long and 
their groan* arc longer. They live 
perpetually on the verge of a sigh or 
a snivel. If the “ times are good," 
they assure you it is only the prelude 
to general bankruptcy; if the “ times 
are bad,” there are worse coming. If 
any particularly bright ray of sun­
shine has crossed your path, they arc 
always ready to match it with an 
inky cloud from their own.

No doubt it is best to look at both 
sides of the picture—to weigh care­
fully and dispassionately and from 
different points of view every impor­
tant question in life. Occasionally 
gloomy views are rwisc views, and 
prophets of evil, by their very per­
sistency and iteration, do sometimes 
keep individuals and society from im­
pending disaster. But the habit of 
croaking is utterly incompatible with 
a calm and dispassionate judgment of 
men and events. Of course too en­
thusiastic a nature may equally inter­
fere with wise conclusions. But wc 
can pardon excess of hope as wo can 
excess of sunshine. The world has 
little enough of either, and any su­
perfluity of enthusiasm in individual 
instances is more than compensated 
by the general inertness of the race. 
But the man who habitually adds to 
that inertia the gloom of his own 
perennial groans, who has the croak 
of the raven over disagreeable things 
without the raven's usefulness in re­
moving them,—such a man is a hin­
drance and a snare to himself and a 
f>orpetuul stumbling-block to others 
in every pathway that he treads.

It is* the hopefiil man and not the 
croaker who succeeds in business. 
Activity, push, enthusiasm, are not 
born of clouds and gloom. No 
great enterprise was ever yet curried 
out to success that was not led by 
men ^who thoroughly believed in 
themselves and their work. Such 
faith is strengthening, inspiring. 
Other and naturally loss hopeful 
minds are certain to catch the infec­
tion and be lifted by it into a now life 
and more exhilarating atmosphere.

It is, however, in the churches of 
Chriat and in the work of converting 
the world to Christ that the voice of 
the croaker sounds most completely 
und inexcusably discordant. If there 
is room tor hope in anything, it is 
hero. If thcre-is rohfn for faith any­
where, it is here. If anywhere en- 

kthusiasin is sober wisdom andan ex- 
I tilting confidence in ultimate triumph 

should be the unshaken belief of rea­
sonable men, it is surely here.

The example of the early disciples 
should certainly rebuke our want of 
faith, our want of courage, our want 
of abounding hopefhlnesn in every 
obterprise upon which we max’;legiti­
mately invoke the favor ot God. 
Christianity, when Paul first begun 
to proclaim it, wa» but a single spark 
in the midst of a thoroughly dark 
and thoroughly hostile world. There 
was nothing in human history or. in 
the condition of the nations to cn- 
eduragc the hope that • that spark'

Chrirtianity to-day, even in the 
world’ff Mtimate, is no foeble experi­
ment. It is in the midst of its moat 
assured success. Thore are centuries 
of triumph and “clouds of witnesses" 
between us and these early and en- 
tbusiagtit! miasionories of the cross. 
We have the same Christ, the, same 
promises, the same hopes, with all the 
added motives which can come from 
ages of wondrous history and won­
drous growth. The conflict of truth 
with grror is not yet ended. There 
are hard battles yet to be fought. 
But have wc not even more reasons, 
if possible, than Paul possessed, for a 
full assurance of faith in the ultimate 
triumph of that Truth? Ought not 
the jp>ldiers of the cross rather to 
gain courage than to lose it os they 
near the day of final victory?

Loi us, then, banish from our 
thoughts and hearts all words of com­
plaining and despondency. Lot us 
remember that joy and rejoicing and 
not discouragement are the right and 
the duty of every Christian. Gloom, 
fault-finding, ungenerous criticism, 
those' dismal weapons of weakness 
and despair should have no place in 
the armory of one whose triumph is 
assured, who is “ an heir of God and 
a joint heir of Jesus Christ"

The Observance of Sunday in Loslivllle.

A very important and hopeful 
movement has been recently under-, 
taken by the barbers of this city. 
At a m acting held last week in which 
many of the principal members of 
the craft wore present, it was re­
solved to take measures to secure, if 
possible, the closing of their shops 
on Sunday. While the resolutions 
adopted do not base the effort upon 
any religious grounds—and this is 
no doubt wise—but only on the plea 
that a day of rest is a natural right 
which they, like other workingmen, 
may projicrly demand; the move/ 
ment is nevertheless one in which nil 
friends of religion nnd good morals 
will heartily sympathize. Christ de­
clared that “ the Sabbath was made 
for man,” and there is no truth 
which ;al) human experience more 
conclusively confirms. Workingmen 
of all others are the ones who arc 
most injured by any abbreviation of 
their right to rest on Sunday. In­
stead of joining with the enemies of 
the Sabbath in its desecration, and in 
efforts to hinder the enforce mon l of 
wholesome laws for ita observance, 
they should most jealonsly guard 
their right' to this day of rest A 
movement like the one indicated‘is 
therefore doubly gratifying.

Since an instrument for cheaply and easily 
multiplying copies of letters, or any other 
form of Writing, is of much practical interest 
to Sunday-echool workers, I reproduce the 
recipe for making and tbe directions for 
using a tablet which I have found to be of 
groat service. There is an additional advan­
tage which can be appreciated by those of us 
who have a largo correspondence, in the fact 
that letters thus copied may bo mailed in un­
sealed envelopes at a cost of only one cent 
each. Take one part by weight of gelatine 
(glue will do, though not so good), let it 
swell in two parts of water, then melt, and 
add four parte of common glycerine, with a 
few drop* of carbblic acid, and enough whit­
ing or white lead to make the whole milky. 
Pour into a shallow tin or xinc dish. It will 
be ready for use in about twelve hours.

Ea^aM's Fifth

What t^e Fourth of July is to 
American boya and girls, the Fifth of 
November is to their British cousins 
across the sea.

And there—intent on 
his wicked purpose—was found Guy, 
or Guido Fawkes, standing in a 
dark, abadowy corner, close by the 
concealed gunpowder; matches and 
everything ready for firing the train 
wore found on him.

,gret that be had “ lost the precious 
opportunity of at least sweetening 
his death by taking vengeance on 
his and God's enemies," as be chose 
to style the Protestant king and Par­
liament.
