Are you going to furnish a religion 
suitable only to the cultivated and 
moral communities of our favored 
country when nearly the whole outer 
world lies in darkness? When the 
cry rises from benighted millions for 
a well-founded hope, ore you going 
to reply by offering a religion capa 
ble of being appropriated only by the 
cultivated and pure?—an eclectic re­
ligion, an aristocratic religion, a re­
ligion suited only to tbe aristocracy 
of culture? This, when a race needs 
to bo saved ! There is nothing so ex­
clusive and unjust in the highest of 
hyper-Colvinism. Even supralapHa- 
nanism makes no such cruel distinc­
tions between tbe creatures of the 
Omnipotent Hand. Commend me to 
that God who rewards virtuous faith 
with everlasting life and punishes dis­
belief and immorality with measure­
less pain, rather than to him who, in 
response to the great needs of the 
world, furnishes a salvation suited 
only to a class! 1 h»ve never be­
lieved that the promise made to Jesus 
Christ, that ho should sec of the tra­
vail of his sou) and be satisfied, meant 
that tho vast majority of God's crea­
tures were to bo lost; and I um not 
coming at tins age ol the world amid 
tho grandest triumphs of tho gosjiel 
at home and abroad to accept for the 
religion of our Lord a faith whose 
most comprehensive principle rests 
irresistibly and almost, exclusively • 
upon culture.

wealth. To servo mammon or seek for 
wealth—make that our supreme motive—is 
nothing but selfohuoM, which is directly'op­
posed to the service of God. Therefore, in 
reason and in iho nature of things, the two 
are incompatible. Slop now and read James 
4:4 and I John 2:15. But must not Chris­
tians provide for the future? Certainly! 
But Cbritt forbids too much fcnxiely and care 
about our future wants. Wo should du our 
duty and trust in God’s care. Turn, at once 
to Psalm 6622 and Phil. 4:6, Jusus says, “H 
God gave you life and bodies, bell give you. 
food for the one and clotbre for the other," 
provided, of course, you perform your duty 
ia tbe premises, just u the birds do theirs, in 
reeking for food.

several covenants made with Adam, ( 
Noah and Abraham as illustrating j 
God's method of dealing with men ( 
for tiie lienefll of their children. We ( 
oughtto note carefully that there are , 
differences as well as resemblances t 
between the several covenants. All । 
covenants must be alike in the essen-. f 
tial features of a covenant, otherwise ( 
it would be an abuse of language to 
apply to them the same name. But f 
they are not, alike in their terms, nor । 
in the magnitude or nature of the in- t 
tcrests involved, nor in the extent of ( 
their duration, nor in tho signs and j 
seals set to them. (

The sign of- a covenant, even when ( 
embracing tho interests-of children, ( 
is not necessarily applied to them. ; 
In tho covenant with Adam tho sign ( 
mid seal was the tree of life, we may < 
boliovu. But while the covenant ?m- 
braces the interests of tbe children to ( 
tho extent of life and death, they had ( 
no personal connection with the sign, 
for the great catastrophe bad oc- ] 
currod—the covenant was broken— ( 
man was ruinod, aud tho hopes of tbe , 
race lost, before the first child was , 
born. And it was not in its nature j 
adapted to tbe use of infant children. ।

In tho covenant with Noah, of t 
which you apeak, all mankind wore । 
embraced; but tho sign of the cov^- ( 
nant was sneti that infant chililrefl'Tj 
could have no personal connection । 
with it. The rainbow spanning the , 
heavens could only be apprehended ( 
through the organs of vision, and , 
children in early -infancy arc too j 
much excluded from tho light to have ( 
any participation in that sigh. ,

In the covenant with Abrahum 
there was a seal which pertained to । 
tho children with specific directions , 
as to how it should bo applied. The , 
only question is as to whether there । 
were any limitations, as to what were । 
the nature and extent of tho limita- , 
lions. f

In tho Now Covenant, considered । 
us a Covenant of Redemption in which । 
tho parties uro tho Father and tho t 
Son, tho seal was the blood of the , 
Son—the precious blood of the Lamb , 
of God, of which every paschal lamb , 
had boon a tyjio. e

In the Now Covenant, as the be­
liever is a party, the grand seal.is the । 
Spirit applied to the heart. “In ( 
whom alter that ye believed ye were 
scaled with that IIolj- Spirit ot prom- , 
iso." That this was to be tho grand । 
sign and seal of tho Covenant to tho f 
believer under tho New-Dispensation , 
in evident from tho plain expression ( 
of tho apostle. “Which” (iho seal- t 
ing Spirit) “ is the earnest of our in- । 
horilniico unlit tho redemption of the । 
purchased jiosscssiou" Eph. 1:14. ( 

; The very expression limiting it shows । 
. its nature. Wo shall always, even in , 
lour highest degree of exaltation, lie , 
I dvpondent creatures, mid need to be ( 
I sustained by divine power. But , 
I when the. believer cornea into full , 
i possession of the benefits purchased 
I by Christ for hint and promised in 
Him, he will no longer need anything 
ns the signor tho pledge of tho ful­
fillment of that promise. This was 
fully promised to tho apostles in the 

j last conversation Christ had with 
thorn before ho suffered mid renewed 

j when ho gave them tho great com- 
| mission us Iio wus about to ascend to 
I heaven; but they seem never to have 
I understood it until tho day of Peute- 
icoet when they witnessed and expo- 
| rionced tho marvelous workings of 
that Spirit,—then connecting these 

j marvelous results with tho previous 
i promises of Christ, they understood 
i him, no doubt, for the first time, 
i When the sign or seal of a cove- 
‘ nunt is contemptuously disregarded,

ordinate sign or seal, no matter to 
what extent thdrinigbt be multiplied. 
The other signs, whatever may be 
their significance, were only added in 
condescension to our weakness, and 
are only valuable as they help us to 
comprehend or* realise in part tbe 
fullness of the benefits contained in 
tbe greater seal. As wo can not dis­
cern accurately and discriminatively 
the ■ phenomcM^ of our own minds 
without cultivation, even so until we 
acquire skill and experience in divine 
things wo can not discover clearly 
and discriminatively the motions ot 
the Spirit within us, or apprehend the 
greatness of tho benefits he is con­
stantly communicating to us, but in a 
progressive way until we attain to 
the fullness of tbe blessings of re­
demption. Tho outward rites, there­
fore, though inferior in their eharac 
ter, yet serve a useful purpose in that 
they assist our feeble minds to dis­
cern the things of Christ, or tho bless­
ings we have in him, which are all 
conveyed to us by tho one sealing 
Spirit whose indwelling is the pledge 
given to us that we shall ultimately 
come into full possession of the pur­
chased and promised blessings.

If this-doer ri no be accepted it must 
have a very controlling influence over 
our views of the outward signs, even 
as the one is both a sign and a fact, 
while the others are only signs of a 
fact, and of a fact which may or may 
not bo realized by tho participant of 
the sign. The primary seal necessa- 
rily connects with the blessing. The 
outward sign* <Jo not in any case con­
nect tho reeipieit with the blessing, 
unless he grasp it by a true faith, 
which is the obvious condition. We 
can have no interest, therefore, in 
contending for infant baptism unless 
it signifies that the child is made par­
taker of the benefits convoyed by the 
greater seal.

Let us note, now, how material lj* 
tho several covenants differ in their 
nature and designs. The covenant 
with Adam was made with him for 
himself and his whole race in the 
highest souse. He was the js-rsonal 
representative of each one of his pos­
terity. Ho stodd for them before the 
law. What ho did, they did. What 
he left undone, they left undone^ 
What ho won by his obedience, they 
won. What ho lost by his disobe­
dience, they lost. Tho sad result, 
written in tho history of the race, 
shows its nature.

There is and can bo hut one other 
like it—aud that is tho covenant with 
Christ the soconil Adam. He stands 
precisely in relation to nil whom ho 
represents as Adam stood to all whom 
ho represented. Christ was a per­
sonal representative; his obo ionce 
was the obedience of his people; his 
disobedience (if the thought may be 
uttered without irreverence) would 
have boon their disobedience. What 
ho achieved by his obedience they

father Abraham which he liad, being 
uncircumcised.”

This limitation is so direct and so 
plain that we can not believe, after 
hearing the apostle, that there was 
any necessary communication of the 
spiritual blessing even to-tbe circum­
cised child of Abraham. It was upon 
that ground partly, no doubt, that 
Paul treated circumcision with con­
tempt when the judaizing teachers 
clamored for it aa an essential link in 
the chain of causes that connected the 
believer with the blessing sought.

It seems to me that Abraham is not 
to be considered tho head of tho 
church at all except in a very limited 
sense, and for a limited jieriod. And 
it seems strange that any one can be 
clamorous now for a connection with 
him in that view. Shall we clamor 
for it simply that >vo may hove tho 
right of succession to circumcision, or 
to something which wo think ought 
to come in its room ?

But how do wo know that Abra­
ham was tbe head of the church only 
in a limited sonse? Why, because 
Paul writes it so as with a beam of 
light. Gal. 3:16: Now to Abraham 
and his seed wore tho promises made. 
He saith not, And to seeds, as of 
many; but as of one. And to thy 
seed, which is Christ." Abraham ns 
the head of the family through whom 
Christ was to come, and us tbe most 
illustrious of believers, stands as the 
representative head of the church for 
a time; but when Christ, the child of 
Abraham,, to whom the promises 
wore given tor tho chureh, and who 
holds them for the church—when he 
comes in the dispensation of the full­
ness of time and seals tho New Cove­
nant with his blood, then he is over- 
more tjie covenant head of the church; 
und our only-need now is to trace our 
connection to him in order to find all 
tbe promised blessings, for they are 
to him and in him for hit? people.’ 
From that point all previous distinc­
tions are done away. “ There is nei­
ther Jew nor Greek, neither bond 
nor free, neither male nor female; we 
are all one in Christ Jesus." But, 
says the apostle to the narrow-minded 
Jew, if you wish to consider yourself 
a child of Abraham, unite yourself by 
faith to Christ, and you will be a 
child of Abriilium in the only s ^nso 
worth considering—i. o., you wilt be 
in common with him a child of God. 
“ For wo ore all the children of God 
by faith in Jesus Christ," and you 
will bo like Abraham in respect to 
faith; for us the most illustrious of 
'believers be stands at tho very head 
of tbe lino, and is called “the father 
of tho faithful.”

Now. wo should bo led from this 
view of the subordinto and tein]>orary 
headship of Abraham to conclude that 
vircumcision as connected with the 
Abrabamic covenant, whatever may 
have been its significance, wus totally 
done away; for ns Christ rises above 
Abrahum and (ho New Covenunt is 
exhibited in him, Abralmtn and the 
rites pertaining to the covenant with 
him di»appoar; and tho cross, when 
tho New Covenant is sealed with the 
blood of the true Lamb, bueomos the

nehievod. Everything which ho did 
that was essential to that aehiovment, 
we did in him. It is thus only that 
we ure dead, buried and risen "in him 
and with him. I do not conceive 
that tiny such idea is embodied in the 
covenant with Noah. God chose to 
give ti promise to mankind that he 
would no more destroy the earth by 
u flood, but that “summer mid win­
ter, seedtime and harvest," should -be 
in perpetual succession. Anil Noah 
was tho first one to whom the prom­
ise was communicated; but he does 
not stand related .to it in tiny such 
sense as Admit and Christ stand re­
lated to tho good or evil which falls 
upon their race. I think this can 
scarcely need elucidation.

Now, what is the nature of this cov­
enant with Abraham, and bow doos 
he stand related to his posterity in 
that covenant, or how do his posteri­
ty stand related to the blowings of 
the covenant through him? Did 
Abraham personally represent bis 
posterity in any such sense that bis

But wo are not loll to reach tlris 
conclubibn by inference from any­
thing, for the a]xistio tells uh plainly
that circumcision lias w

, covenant was decaying eighteen hun- 
, dred years ago, certainly by this 
r time it ought to huve completely 
। vanished away.
( Lot us now consider tho same point, 
i substantially, under a little -different

aspect of It M presented in^owar* 
gamont. Your position is Unw th* 
church under all dispensation* Em z 
been tba ume; and that, cinuncio, 
ion, having been in nee under th* 
Abrahamic covenant, must eontinu* 
in use under the New Covenant, el** 
we must have something a* a substi­
tute for it I think the argument you 
make is sometime* handled in a way 
that ia calculated to delude tbe mind* ’ 
of our people. When you aay that 
the church is the same now that it 
was before Chriat came, you certain­
ly do not mean to teach that it ia 
made up of tho same people; you 
certainly do not mean to teach that it 
must necessarily have tbe same ritea 
and ceremonies, except ao far aa they 
may be modes essential in the service 
of God.

There arc certain grand feature* 
which must be tbe same under every 
dispensation of tbe grace of God to 
sinful men. It must be hold under 
all dispensations.

1. That tho ultimate source of tho 
blessings of salvation is the sover­
eign grace of God.

2. That that grace must flow 
through Christ, our atoning sacrifice 
and the only Mediator between God 
and man.

3. That tho benefits of redemptioa 
arc applied, and applied only, by th* 
Divine Spirit

4. That the moral law must eter­
nally remain ns the rul6 of duty to 
men. For while there are_some whe 
would tell us that tbe law has bees 
set aside to believers in Christ, it ia 
too absurd a thought, I imagine, to be 
entertained by many. The whole 
law was gummed up by our Lord 
into two heads—love to God, and 
love to man, who is made in tbe im­
ago of Gbd. And through the apo»- 
tle, by a higher generalization, he re­
duced it to one, “ Love in the fulfill­
ing of the law.” >So it must forever 
remain. Charity can never cease ia 
the moral universe except under a 
curse.

These ure the great constitutional 
provisions, we may say, under which 
everything which can be called a 
church must be organized. And n* 
one, I imagine, with whom we ar* 
called to contend in tho discussion of 
baptism, denies this.

But when',wc come to other mat­
ters, how is tbe church tbe sanfo un­
der different dispensations? Was it 
iho same from Adam to Abfabam 
as from Abraham to Moses? And 
was it the same from Abraham to 
Moses as from Moses to Christ? 
Where are the sacrifices now ? Where 
is the priesthood? Where is tbs 
limitation of worship imposed by tbe 
tabernacle and tho temple? Where 
are the distinctions between cloaa^ 
and unclean? Where are the feast* 
and fasts and jubilees? Whore ia 
the great Day of Atonement—the 
day of the most sublimely solemn 
and significant transactions of the 
Jewish church ? It is no more. Bo- - 
cause Jesus lias torn away the vail, 
approved of God, ho has ascended 
into the holiest, whore he over live* 
as our High Priest, and now we 
have freedom and even boldnesa of • 
access to tbe mercy seat

Whore is the ]>assover? ft ia true 
we have the eucharistic feast—a sup­
per ordained by our Lord as the me­
morial of his death; but it seems to 
me it would bo difficult to prove that 
this exists by uny necessary connec­
tion with the passover. I suy it in 
nil deferendb to your views, and you 
have a majority on your side.

Whore in circumcision? Ah, that 
is tbe absorbing question now. Shall - 
echo answer* where? No. You tell 
us it still exists—it must exist for the 
church is the sumo; but it exists -un­
der a slightly different form—it ia 
still u bodily rite, but it is “ made 
without hands."

But nothing in your view can over 
cease, for Christ camo not to destroy, 
but to fulfill! Your interpretation 
must certainly have the merit of be­
ing novel. I had supjtosed before 
thut Christ came to fulfill the shad- . 
owy and typical* forms of tho law, 
and that when he bad fulfilled them, 
they necessarily ceased.

With this we finish what wo have 
to say in review of j’our sermon in

'the doctrine of infant baptism in n 
form which was essentially differoni 
from that commonly taught by Pie 
dobaptiste. This statement might re­
lieve mo from any obligation to give 
a farther expression of my views ui 
this time. But as my views upon 
thia Bubjoct may bo regarded uh 
somewhat peculiar, I shall proceed to 
give a more fall expression of them 
in another article.

Notwithstanding those words are

the healing of the nations; and, as in 
the one case, the city moans hoavon, 
tho leaves of tho trees that grow 
there must bo fer the nations that uro 
supposed be Jin heaven and need heal­
ing. To all this exogetieal barbarism, 
uro they lod, who undortaka to sym- 
bolize or spiritualise there “ true und 
faithful words of this prophecy.” 
And this results from dlsro arding 
tho established rules of interpreta­
tion; for no sufficient cause tbr de­
parting from tho litoral sense, can bo 
given.
• This scheme of spiritualising und 
rnotuphorising the obviously literal 
language of the Scriptures, und espe­
cially of tho {prophetic writings, lui* 
led many into tbo mischievos error ot 
rejecting tho promillonnial personal 
coming of Christ, tbo literal resurrec­
tion of tho dead, and tho reign of the 
glorified saints with Christ "on tbe 
earth,” in his millennial kingdom.

' Wo may, in view of tbo justly recog- 
' uisod rules of interpretation, nsk, 
1 with emphasis, whore is there a 
' causa, or necessity for departing from 

tho literal sense of the apostle's Ian-
1 guage, in recording what ho saw and 
' hoard,which was “trueand faithful?”

donbtedly is, that, “In all the intar-’ 
pretationa of Scripture, the literal 
sense is to be presumed and chosen, 
unless there be evident cause to the 
contrary," then there will certainly 
come to pass, truly and faithfully, the 
following things, in that last day, or 
age, down into which the apostle wee 
carried in spirit: First, the personal 
return of Christ to this earth, and to 
the scenes of his humiliation, suffer­
ings and death; when, again, bis feet 
shall stand upon the Mount of Olivee 
(Zeph. 14), from whence he ascended 
far ubove all heavens, leaving bis 
promise to return in like manner as

Brethren along the different linos

It is frequently said, and with । 
truth, that tho advancement made in । 
tho industrial arts is nowadays so 
rapid that a single year often adds as 
much to the world’s progress os whole 
centuries have done in the past. Re­
markable, however, us this material 
advancement may appear, it is after 
all loss wondorfal than those moral 
revolutions which Christians are per­
mitted to witneM in the marvelous 
age in which our lot has been cast.

Asia has long been looked upon as 
in many reepecta tho moet difficult 
portion of the world to roach and in- 

. fluence by missionary operations.
■The reason of this is to be found 
partly in temperament and the nat­
ural inertia and conservatism of its 
people, partly in causes which ante­
date tho advent of Christianity itself 
and which must be sought in tho cu­
rious mixture of materialism and 
dreamy superstition which under va­
rious forms and names has for un- 
known ages benumbed and ovor- 
ishadowed the intellectual and spirit­
ual progress of tho East

In recent times, however, some 
most remarkable changes have oc­
curred. Japan, as is well known, for 
some years has been tho scene of a 
series of tho most remarkable mato- 

-■ rial, social had religious changes that 
the world has ever witnessed. Other 
Asiatic peoples are visibly becoming 
less impermeable to Western ideas 

x while tho great central empire of 
China, venerable with a civilization 
that antedates authentic history, 
compared with which all modern gov­
ernments and nationalities uro in 
their. infancy, .and which for a hun­
dred generations bos stood like a mo­
tionloss rock in the midst of tho 
rushing centuries ; oven China fools 
tbe thrill of a new life, and there is 
strong evidence that it is even now 
upon tho ove of changes which will 
soon place it in the race of progress 
side by side with its sister empire of 
tho East.
‘ Onp of tho grcatestdifficultios with 
which missionaries have to- contend 
in all oriental countries comes not 
only from the degradation but. also 
from the almost impenetrable seclu­
sion of women. They are only ac­
cessible to members of their own sex, 
and even then tho truth must often 
bo proclaimed under conditions which 
render its acceptance next to iinporwi- 
blc. Nowhere uro these barriers 
more insurmountable thun in Chino. 
With the women of tho lower classes 
tho wives of our missionaries often 
succeed in forming an acquaintance 
or even friendship. In an interesting 

i ' article from u periodical entitled
“ Womans Work in China,” we find 
tho following picture by the wife of 
one of tbe missionaries of her at­
tempts at sociability among the Chi­
nese women:

Within the past few weeks a most 
singular change has boon brought 
about, one which few Christians will 
be disposed to consider os other than 
providential, and which bids fair to 
work the complete overthrow of this 
strongest citadel of Chinese conserv­
atism and custom and pride. One 
thing which renders ''this social revo­
lution all the more interesting too, is, 
that under God it appears to be 
largely duh to the skill of an Ameri­
can young lady physician, who has 
hod tho good fortune to restore to 
health tho wife of the groat Governor 
Li Hung Chung/who is conceded to 
be the most influential man in China, 
and who recently entertained Gen.

Since tho account above given wan 
written, later intelligence has )>ccn 
received, which indicates that this 
important Christian work bits been 
greatly enlarged, two missionaries 
having bech regularly appointed 
physicians for tbe palace, with a dis­
pensary, and other ample buildings 
set apart for their use in their general 
work oPministering to tho bodies and 
souls of mon, while a similar commis­
sion is promised to Miss Howard, to­
gether with appropriate buildings for 
another dispensary and mission rooms 
for women. The Viceroy pays all the

This, of course, is a mere evasion. 
When the editor of the Methodist dis­
covers and produces the one passage 
of Scripture we first called for, it will 
be limo enough for tut to consider his 
proposition.

tion, are not numerous; bat they are 
strong, because they have behind 
them this almost universal feeling of 
the people that some change must be 
made in the system of government 
It is understood that a portion of the 
royal fhmily sympathize* with thia 
feeling and favors the establishment 
of representative government

The attempts which have been 
made upon the life of the Emperor 
have strengthened bis hold upon the 
mass of the people; but they have 
made it more difficult for him to 
yield to the demand for a modifica­
tion of the government. What would 
appear to be generosity, under ordi­
nary circumstances, would now seem 
to be extorted by intimidation ; and 
there is nothing from which a bravo 
man shrinks more naturally than 
from the appearance of yielding to 
fear.

I once knew a lady who assured 
me that sho suffered so much from 
a chronic disease, that sho found a 
jumping toothache an agreeable re­
lief, as it broke in upon the mono­
tony of her suffering and gave her 
something else to think about. It is 
very much in this way that it is a re­
lief to mo to write about something 
else than tho chronic miseries of tho 
unhappy Turkish Empire, even 
though the subject bo itself a disa­
greeable one. Thore can bo no doubt 
that Russia is now suffering from 
something very like a jumping tooth­
ache. Tho reports which are pub­
lished in the European papers, and 
especially those in the English pa­
pers, are vary much exaggerated and 
give a very erroneous idea of the 
state of tho country. I visited Rus­
sia a fow months since, and saw not 
only many of tho highest officials, 
but also people of evory condition— 
natives and foreigners. I visited one 
place which the English papers de­
clared had been burned by the Ni­
hilists; but there was no sign of 
such a catastrophe -to bo scon I 
found General Tollcben walking 
about Odessa with his daughters, 
unattended, while tho papers repre­
sented that ho could hanllv leave his 
house for fear of assassination. I 
visited a dozen cities and could sec 
no evidence of any special excite­
ment or any unusual precautions on 
the part of*tho government.

He has proved bis devotion to the 
interests of his people by freeing the 
serft, by purifying the courts of jus­
tice, by abolishing the hereditary 
character of the priesthood, and es­
tablishing seminaries for the educa­
tion of tho clergy. He has encour­
aged education, treed dissenters from 
their civil disabilities and from per­
secution, encouraged commerce, built 
railway*, harbors, roadsand canals-, 
but all these things have cost money, 
and the late war baa added to the 
heavy burden of taxation. The 
emancipation of tho serfs ruined 
thousands of landed proprietors and 
awakened hopes in the hearts of the 
emancipated which can not possibly 
be realized. The very development 
of education has raised up/a host of 
ambitions and discontented young 
men, who are ready for anything.

There is no possible escape from 
this universal discontent except in 
some modification of the system of 
government. There is no danger of 
revolution, and severe police meas­
ures may repress the expression of 
disloyal feeling ; but, sooner or later, 
the change must come. Russia will 
have a constitution and a parliament. 
This is supposed by some to be the 
rammun bonum of earthly bliss; but 
it is very doubtful whether it will 
materially improve tho condition of 
the Russian Empire. What Russia 
needs is not to bo expressed in two 
words, however potent those words 
are supposed to be. The govern­
ment can never bo better than the 
people, whatever form it mAy take. 
There is probably no better, or more 
enlightened man in tho Empire than 
tho Emporor himself/and no parlia 
mont can ever bo more earnestly de­
voted to the good of tho people; but 
the Em]>eror is forced to rule through 
such agents as he can find, and bis 
government thus sinks to tho level of 
the people themselves. The great 
mass of the Russian people are ■ very 
poor; filthy, ignorant and supersti­
tious. The upper classes are gener­
ally unpractical in their ideas, im­
moral, indolent and selfish. The of­
ficials are corrupt, arbitrary bureau­
crats. Nono of those things will be 
changed by assembling a parliament 
at St. Petersburg. There are, of 
course, a vast number of enlightened 
and upright men in Russia; but it ia 
very doubtful whether as many of 
them will find places in the new ad­
ministration as in tho present. It 
would probably be fnr better for the 
people if they wore willing to wait 
twenty years longer for a new form 

' of government, until tho great re­
forms already mode have had time to 
bear fruit But they will not wait 
Men never do, under such circum­
stances. Tho agitation will go on 
increasing until some change is 
made. If tho -Emperor is wise, ho 
will yield to the inevitable as soon as 
possible.

What Russia will be, under a more 
popular form of government, it is

not easy to foresee. In all probabil- i 
ity the will be more aggreeelvfl and 
warlike in her policy than ebe i*i 
now. It waa the will of the people . 
which forced the Emperor into the 
late war with Turkey, in opposition । 
to hi* own judgment. There ia but 
one thing which will tend to prevent 
thia. It to the Cact that the Russian 
Empire extend* over a va*t territory 
and includee nationalitiee who have 
no common internet* and sympathies. 
The only bonds of union are the 
Emperor and tho army. Upon any 
radical change in the form of gov­
ernment, there will be an immediate 
tendency to disintegration and sec­
tional oonflieU. Different parts of 
the Empire will demand decentrali­
sation and an extension of the pow­
er of the provincial governments. 
There will be a demand for auton­
omy from all sides. There is quite 
aa much of this now m there is in 
republican France, and Russians arc 
contented with what they have, so 
long as the central power is the Em­
peror. It will be very different 
when a parliament is substituted. 
Then there will bo a “ Home Rule ” 
party in every province. Thi* inter­
nal conflict, which is sure to come, 
and which may in the end break up 
the Russian Empire, may distract the 
attention of the people from their 
dreams of conquest

Nihilism will not be satisfied with 
a representative government and 
will, probably, be more violent than 
ever. Other and milder forms of 
Socialism will attract the attention of 
the people, and there is no country 
in the world where the people are ho 
ready to try experiment* which 
would make the hair of European 
political economist* stand on end. 
Russia' i* a civilized country. No 
one can pass into it from Turkey 
without being deeply impressed with 
this feet. But there is a very gen­
eral feeling among the Russians that 
tbey are destined to be the propa­
gators of p higher and better civili­
zation than Europe has yet iseen. If 
the Christianity oft the people wore 
more pure and practical, and less 
tainted with superstition, this desire 

, to improve upon the civilization of 
। Europe would be very hopeful; for 

every thoughtful man in Europe and 
America i* painfully conscioua of the 

। fact that there are great social prob­
lems which our presentk«*vilizatton 
can not solvo. They can not be 
solved without the aid of Christian- 

; ity; and it is to bo feared that there 
i* not spiritual life enough in Rus- 
Hian Christianity to insure Huccess in 
Huch experiments. Still we can not 

• tell. The RussianH are intensely re- 
■ ligious; they hold the great essential 

truths; there is a simple-hearted 
' oarnestneH* in their faith, and a 

readiness to die for the name of 
Christ, which is uncommon in more 
advanced nations. It may be that 
God will shame us, who are proud of 
our superior knowledge and imagine 
that we are free from superstitution, 

• by allowing these |>oor Russians to 
solve problems for humanity which 

( we have left untouched. It may be 
, that, in tho very effort, they will de­

velop a higher and more spiritual 
, Christianity than the}' now possess.

At any rate, there is no nation in the 
, world which is more worthy of our 

sympathy than the great Russian 
people. Tho internal history of the 
country since tho Crimean war, is de- 

, serving of tho most careful study, 
and Xhe progress of events there 

। during the next fow years will have 
- a still higher interest for all who are 

interested in the progress of tho hu­
man race.
