I am afraid that this is a mag­
azine-reading age—a newspaper- 
reading age—a periodical reading 
age, but not so much a Bible-reading 
age as it ought to be. In the old 
Puritanic times, men used to have 
a scant snpply of other literature, 
but they found a library enough in 
the one book—the Bible. And how 
they did read the BibUt

How little of Scripture there is in 
modern sermons compared with the 
sermons of those masters of theology 
—the Puritanic divines I Almost ev-

atWied the sacred books continually, 
paring over each word and letter. 
Tbqy made notes of very little inl­

' M to which wm the middle verse 
of the entire OM Testament, which 
veree was half way to the middle,

lettor occurred, and the size of the 
letter, and its peculiar position.

They have left us a mass of won­
derful notes upon the mere words of 
Holy Scripture. They might have 
done the same thing upon another 
book tor that matter, and the infor­
mation would have been about os im- 
portent as the facte which they have

We are always read­
ing it No passage escapes our crit­
ical eyes." Yet our Lord proceeds 
to pat the question a second time. 

X “ Have ye not rood ? ” as if they had 
not read after all, though they wore 
the greatest readers of tho law then, 
living.

He insinuates that they have not 
*vad nt all; and then ho gives them 
incidentally the reason why ho had 
asked them whether they had read. 
He says, "If ye had known whal 
this mcancth,” ns much as to say, 
"Ye have not read, because yo have 
not understood.” Your eyes have 
gone over tbo words, and you have 
counted tho letters, and you have 
marked tho position of each verso, 
and word, and you have said learned 
things about all the liooks, and yet 
you are not oven readers of tho sa- 
cred volume, for you have not ac­
quired the true art of reading ; you 
do not understand, and therefore you 
do not truly read it. You are mere 
•bimmers and gtancers of the Word : 
you have not read it, for yon do not 
nnderstaud it.

long distance above ground gradu­
ally gather tor themselves somewhat 
of the soil through which they flow, 
and they lose the cool freshness with 
which they started from tbo spring­
head. Truth is sweetest where it 
breaks from the smitten Rock, for nt 
its first gush it has lost none of its 
heavenliness and vitality. It is al­
ways best' to drink at the well, and 
not from tho tank. You shall find 
that reading tho Word of God for 
yourselves, reading it rather than 
notes upon it, is tpo surest way of 
growing in grace. Drink of the un­
adulterated milk of the Word of God, 
and not of tho skim milk, or the 
milk and water of man's word.

But now, beloved, our point is, 
thjil much apparent Bible roading is 
not Bible reading at all. Tho verses 
pass under the'eye, and the sen­
tences glide over the mind, but 
there is no true roading. An old 
preacher used to say, “Tho Word 
has mighty free course among many 
nowadays, for it goes in at one of 
their ears and out at tho other.” So 
it seems to bo with some readers— 
they can read a very ^roat deal, be­
cause they do not rood ahy thing. 
Tho eyo glances, but tho mind never 
rests. Tho soul doos not light upon 
tho truth and stay there. It flits 
over the landscape ns a bird might 
do, but it builds no nest therein, and 
tindifno root for tho sole of its foot. 
Such reading is not roading. Under­
standing the meaning is the essence qf 
true reading. Reading has a kernel 
to it, and the mere shell is little 
worth. V

2. Now i£ wo are thus to under­
stand what we read, or otherwise we 
read in vain, this shows us that 
when wc come to the study of Holy 
Scripture we should try to have our 
mind well awake to it. Wo uro not 
always fit, it seems to mo, to read the 
Bible. At times it wore well for us 
to slop before wo open tho volume. 
“ Put off thy shoo from thy foot, for 
the place whereon thou standest is 
holy ground.”. You have just come 
in from careful thought and anxiety 
about your worldly business,- and 
you can no.t immediately take that 
book and enter into its heavenly 
mysteries.

our Uord wishes ns to 
good slingers, and he puts up some 
precious truth in a lofty place, where 
we can not get it down except by 
slinging at it; and at last we hit the 
mark and find food for our souls. 
Then have we the double benefit of 
learning tho art of meditation and 
partaking of the sweet truth which 
it has brought within our reach.

We must meditate, brothers. These 
grapes will yield no Vine until we 
tread upon them. These olives must 
be put under the wheel, and pressed 
again and again, that the oil may 
flow therefrom. In a dish of nuts 
you may know which nut has been 
eaten, because there is a little hole 
which the insect bus punctured 
through the shell—just a little hole, 
and then inside there is the living 
thing eating up the kernel. Well, 
it is a grand thing to bore through 
tbo, shell of the letter, and then to 
live inside feeding upon the kernel. 
I would wish to be such a little worm 
as that, lining within and upon the 
Word of God, having bored my way 
through the shell, and having reached 
the innermost mystery qf the blessed 
gospel.

Tho Word of God is always most 
precious to the man who most lives 
upon it As I sat last year under 
a wide-spreading beech I was pleased 
to mark with prying curiosity the 
singular habits of that most wonder­
ful of trees, which seems to have an 
intelligence about it which other 
trees have not. 1 wondered and ad­
mired the beech, but I thought to 
myself, I do not think half us much 
of this beech-tree as yonder squirrel 
does. I see him leap from bough to 
bough, and I feel sure that he dearly 
values the old bccch-trcc, because he 
has his home somewhere inside it in 
n hollow place; those branches urc 
his shelter, and those beech-nuts are 
his food. Ho lives upon the trees. 
It is his world, his play-ground, his 
granary, his home; indeed, it is ev­
erything to him, and it is not so to 
me, for I find my rest and food else­
where.

With God's Word it is well for. us 
to be like squirrels, living in it and 
living on it Lpt ns exercise our 
minds by leaping from bough to 
bough of it, find our rest and food in 
it, and make it our all in all.

ture life—all sensible observers would 
say that he was, not only “ living be­
neath his privileges," but that be was 
an ungrateful and unworthy son.

Now, Christian reader, if this 
would be a just opinion regarding 
this unappreciative prince, what 
must be the thought of the dullness, 
stupidity, want of appreciation, and 
perverseness, of a son of the King of 
kings, and Lord of lords, who, 
though he acknowledges that be is ,a 
joint-heir with Christ to “ all things,” 
and that be, through the infinite 
mercy of his Redeemer, is to sit with 
Christ on His throne, and “judge an­
gels,” is, nevertheless, content to 
spend bis time in pursuit of riches, 
honors, pleasures or, in fine, wastes 
jiu time iu piling up “wood, bay, 
stubble,” for the final conflagration I 
How feeble must be the faith of that 
Christian who, While professing to be 
a child of God, is willing to waste his 
time and blood-bought energies in 
the service of “ the world, the flesh, 
and the devil,” instead of giving 
them all, without reserve, to Christi

But some one may inquire, “ What 
are the Christian’s privileges?” I 
answer—1. It is bis privilege to be 
“filled with the Holy Spirit”—to

us, and when we take Hie book and 
begin to read, and want to know what 
it moans, we must ask the Holy Spirit 
to reveal the meaning. He will not 
work a miracle, but He will elevate 
our minds, and He will suggest to us 
thoughts which will lead ne on by 
their natural relation the one to the 
other, till at lost we come to the pith 
and marrow of His divine instruc-- 
tion. Seek, then, very earnestly tho 
guidance of the Holy Spirit, for if the 
very soul of reading be the under­
standing of whpt we read, then we 
must iu prayer call upon the Holy 
Ghost to unlock, the secret mysteries 
of the inspired Word.

USE ALL MEANS AND HELPS 
toward the understanding of the 
Scriptures. When Philip asked the 
Ethiopian eunuch whether he under­
stood the prophecy of Isaiah he re­
plied, “How can I, unless some man 
should guide me?" Then Philip 
went up and opened to him the Word 
of the Lord.

The Lord Jesus Christ pleases to 
give more knowledge of His Word, 
and more insight into it, to some of 
His servants than to others, and it is 
ours joyfully to accept the knowledge 
which He gives in such ways as He 
chooses to give it. It would Ve most 
wicked of us to say, “ We will not 
have the heavenly treasure which ex­
ists in earthen vessels. If God will 
give us the heavenly treasure out of 
His own hand, but not through the 
earthen vessel, we will have it; but 
we think we are too wise, too heav­
enly minded, too spiritual altogether, 
to care for jewels when they are 
placed in earthen pota. Wc will not 
bear anybody, and we will not read 
anything except the book itself, nei­
ther will we accept any light, except 
that which comes in through a crack 
in our own roof. We will not seo by 
another man's candle: we would 
sooner remain in the’ dark.”

No candid student of the Scriptures 
can, I think, deny that these are 
some of the privileges of the Chris­
tian, set forth in tho Word of God— 
privileges, not for any particular 
class or of one fovored age, but for 
every believer in Christ In view of 
such a life as that above hinted at, 
how mean and profitless are the lives 
of most of those who profess their 
faith in Christi How for do- most of 
us live beneath our privileges!

“But,” says some one, “Can you 
tell us how I may enter upon such a 
life as that -to which allusion is- 
made?” Most gladly will I try. 
1. “ You must deny yourself "—your 
old nature, ‘‘the flesh," or “carnal 
mind,” otherwise designated as “ the 
lust of the flesh, the lust of the eye, 
and the pride of lift"—“take up 
your cross, and follow Cbritt" 2. 
You must give up all to Christ, for 
time and eternity. 3. You must be­
lieve that He accepts yon, according 
to His promise. 4. You should learn 
to distinguish “ the two natures *’ in 
you—your real self from the flesh; 
and learn, also, how the latter is to 
be controlled (Gal. 5:16); and live by 
faith—yea, constant faith in the Soo 
of God. 5. You should view your- 
Mlf—i. e., your real seif—ns already 
saved, as even now “complete in 
Him." 6. You should pray most ear­
nestly for the Holy Spirit (Luke 11) 
to take possession of you. 7. Never 
be discouraged; but resolve, feeling 
or no feeling, to trust God, plead His 
promises, and rely solely upon Christ.

The Christian who will persevere 
in thia direction will soon see light 
foiling in upon his hitherto darkened 
pathway, and realise that bis soul ia 
flooded with the waters of life. Try 
it, dear reader; and soon you will bo 
enabled to sed< that Christiana gener­

(1.) Tho covenant of Sinai, al­
though it was given amid the most 
terrific displays of the divine majesty 
and holiness, and places man bopo 
leasly beyond the reach of salvation 
by works, was not intended as a 
curse, but a blessing; and it incul­
cates groat principles for tho good of 
all who rightly receive it. There can 
hardly be any difference of opinion, 
that in the second command a duty is 
enjoined, and a curse denounced upon 
all who violate it, and a remarkable 
blessing promised to all who faithful­
ly observe it But wbat we wish par­
ticularly to notice is, that the curse 
descends upon divers generations, 
and the blessing is promised to par­
ents and their children through many 
generation*. In the language “ show­
ing mercy unto thousands of them 
that love me and keep my commands," 
wo are unmistakably taught that God 
will bless the pious influence of par­
ents to their children. And the par­
ent is herein taught, not only to love 
God and keep his commauds in order 
that the children may thereby inherit 
a blessing, but he is taught to teach 
the child “to fear the Lord and obey 
his commands."

knowledge bis absolute right in us, 
and his sovereignty over us. This 
must lie acknowledged first by the 
parent and then by the ehila, and 
first by the parent for the child. And 
this involves the duty and the privi­
lege of wholly consecrating the child 
to the Lord, with the expressed prom­
ise that, if the duty nna privilege im­
plied is faithfully exorcised by the 
parent, the blessing will fall upon the 
child. The principle then is clearly 
established in the covenant of Sinai, 
that the parent may and auglrr'

in such a relation to God that he my 
make "an acceptable offering to Him, 
is so thoroughly intontovan into the 
teachings of the New Testament, that 
wo shall not attempt to point out the 
many forms and places in which it is 
taught. We must, however, indicate, 
a few. “ A oup of cold water, given 
in the name of GhriM,” that ia oat of 
faith and love to Him, can not tail to 
be accepted by Him. The “ mite cast 
into the treasury of the Lord," as an 
offering of faith and love, is welcomed 
by Him and He hastens to show, in 
the most emphatic manner, how cor­
dially he accepts it. The crowning 
glory of believers is that they arc a 
“ royal priesthood,” i. e., distinguish­
ed by the freedom and confidence 
with which they may bring their of­
ferings tnOGod? They have “bold- 
new of access ” to God by faith. They 
are placed in a jioeition to know that 
“whatever they wk. He heareth 
them.” Now can it be conceived 
that the Lord would give them such 
ground of assurance that tho smallest 
offerings they bring to Him, in faith 
and love, arc accepted, and yet leave 
them in doubt as to whether He will 
accept the offering when they bring 
to itim the greatest treasures they 
possess,^nd an offering which, ac­
cording to its very nature, more than 
any other, shows their love for Him 
and their trust in Him? Can it be 
admitted that the Lord accepted the 
offering which the pious Hannah 
brought Him when she brought her 
only child, and that He fully answer­
ed the prayer and expectation of her 
believing heart by conferring abund­
ant grace upon Samuel, ana then bo 
denied that He will extend equal tavor 
to a believer under the new covenant? 
Is not the believer constituted, by his 
very covenant with God,an intercessor 
for his child, at least in its infant years, 
and is not the thing, in ita nature, 
agreeable to his will when he asks 
for it the anointing of the Spirit- 
even the seal of the Spirit unto eter­
nal redemption ? None, if God obli­
gates believers lo consecrate their 
children to him, and in so many vari­
ous forms gives his pledge that he 
will accept the offerings they bring, 
what more need be done to satiaty 
them that this is an exalted privilege 
that grace has conferred upon them ? 
But whut do we mean by consecrat­
ing a child to God? Simply this—the 
parent bows before God on behalf of 
his child and, first, acknowledges 
God s sovereign control over it and 
his right to it; second, be covenants 
with God that he will teach the child
ita duty to him, and train it up in hie

Dear Brother: Wo do not proj»oso 
at this time to discuss the standards 
of tho Presbyterian church upon in­
fant baptism, but it is necessary to 
say this much : While the standards 
might, by some persons, be consider­
ed ambiguoue, we give, it us our judg­
ment, after attentive examination, 
that almost any candid mind would 
regard them as intended to teach the 
doctrine of infant regeneration in 
baptism, or, that infants are baptized 
berauso they nro within ‘•the cove­
nant of grace,” by virtue of having 
been born of a believing parunL But 
such doos not soctn to bo the faith of 
Presbyterian ministers und people; 
on tho contrary, they believe—

1. That a chilli is not borq within 
tho covenant of grace by having been 
born of a Christian parent.

2. That infants are not regenerated i 
in baptism.

3. That infants arc not baptized 
because tho |mrcnts or tho church be­
lieve that they have been regenerated.

4. That infants arc not brought 
into the church by baptism, but ran 
only be admitted in nmluro life, upon 
a confession of personal faith in 
Christ.

S. That tho object of iuftint bap­
tism is to bring the parent under a 
formal and solemn obligation to train 
up tho child in the fear of the Lord, 
and to bring it more directly under 
tho car© of the church.

Now wo propose to show that all 
that Christian parents hope to gain 
by tho baptism of thoir infants is 
amply.socurod to tho people of God 
in the several eovenanU, without the 
use of any external rite whatever. 
There never has been a seal given to 
any of tho covenants of salvation in 
which infants wore expected, or al-

the aMurance that the transaction 
being a covenant with the Lord, He 
will not and can not fail to perform 
ull that He has promised, if tLere bo 
a true performance by the parent. 
But there wax no spK-ial seal ap­
pointed for this consecrating act of 
tho parent. We have shown that cir­
cumcision was not such aseal. It was 
evidently appointed for u different 
nuqxwe. And we have no reason to 
believe that God, under the old cove­
nant, discriminated between male and 
female in the beatowment of his spir­
itual favors. We dare not believe it, 
without a special divine revelation to 
that effect. Thore is no such revela­
tion, but much to the contrary. We 
know that some of God's most distin­
guished saints under the old covenant 
wore women, especially in the last 
age of its history, when the Marys, 
by the constancy of their faith, and 
their tender and courageous love for 
Christ, caxt a shadow even upon the 
piety of thy apostles.

(2.) Under the new covenant, the 
dutj- and privilege of parents be­
lieving)}* mid hopefully to consecrate 
thoir offspring to the Lord, is oven 
more fully taught. The act of tho 
believer in consecrating himself to 
the J,ord, is one of the most solemn 
und comprehensive character. It is 
nn act in which ho covenants to con- 
Reunite hiinself, and all he has, to the 
Lord, to be his tcholly and forener. 
And it ran not l»c safely admitted, 
that any one ran be in covenant rela­
tion with God upon any lower terms. 
This being admitted, it follows neces­
sarily that as his own children are his 
most precious treasures, these are the

to labor and pray for its ------------ -
third, he pleads with God as his cov­
enant Goa through Christ to own the
child its hjs, and seal it for himself by 
his promised Spirit.

This, we say, the believer has the 
privilege of'tlomg under all covenants 
which God has made with his people; 
nay, more, their covenant relation to 
God binds them to do this. And 
they may do it in the assurance that 
God says to them — “according to 
your faith be it unto you." We ran 
not now be understood aa teaching 
that the children of the believer are 
consecrated to God simply by a gen­
eral and comprehensive act of faith 
when be covenants himself to the 
Lord. Sut-h is the nature of Chris­
tian life that a special act of faith 
must accompany every dutj^ and 
privilege and offering. The same act 
of faith that enabled us to partake 
profitably of the Ixird's Supper on u 
former occasion will by no meaus suf­
fice for our profitable partaking of it 
now.

(2). It is evident that the faith by 
which the parent can consecrate his 
child to God so as to secure a saving 
blessing for it, is of no ordinary । 
kind. The faith that can “remove 
mountains ” is not the common faith 
of the churcb. The faith of the 8y- 
ropbenician woman was quite extra­
ordinary. The faith with which 
Hannah consecrated Samuel was not 
common to the mothers in Israel. 
And it wonld be in the highest de­
gree unreasonable to infer from the 
covenants that baptism, which is the 
symbol of an accomplished fact, 
should bo allowed to ail parents for 
their children, when it is incredible 
that parents generally have that ex­
traordinary faith which is requisite 
in order to secure salvation for them. ' 
The very fact that Psdobaptists gen­
erally refuse to recognize baptized 
infants os members of the church, 
shows that the experience of centu­
ries has abundantly proved that, as a 
general fbet, they show by their 
views and conduct, as soon as they 
come to suitable intelligence, that 
they have not been regenerated. 
And the church refuses to recognize 
them as members because they un­
derstand the New Testament as 
teaching that the unregenerate should 
not be received.

(8). The sbarch can not make dis­
criminations among its members. If 
wo open the way for those who have 
consecrated their children to God to 
present them for baptism, we neces­
sarily open the way to all. It is 
mueb easier to present infant chil­
dren for baptism, than to consecrate 
them by au unwavering and earnest 
faith to God. Hence the millions 
are ready to do the one, under u su­
perstitious notion that there is a 
charm about baptism, and a benefit 
in a quasi connection with the church. 
But, wo have reason to fear that 
there are comparatively few who 
wrestle with Goa in believing prayer 
until they Recure salvation for their 
children. The devont cues, who ra­
tionally consider the matter, are 
least likely to feel that their children 
are not sale without baptism; while 
the less devont will be more anxious 
for the external rite.

(4). Under the New Testament 
dispensation, ail who enter into cov­
enant relation with God through 
Christ’, are - sealed with the Spirit of 
promixe." And none are allowed to 1 
receive the outward and subordinate 
sign of the covenant except those 
who art^. believed to have received 
the true seal. The infant ran not bo ' 
in covenant relation with God with- < 
out the seal of the Spirit any more I 
than an adult person can be. Bap­
tism does not vary in its character i 
according us the subject is adult or < 
infant. It has but one simple signif- ' 
icance fbr all—“ as many as are bap- i 
lized into Christ have put on Christ."

We do not think there would be 
•any impropriety In allowing believ­
ers, who professed to have solemnly 
consecrated their children to God at 
their private altars, to come forward, 
at certain stated times, in tba charch, 
and publicly consecrate them, sol­
emnly engaging to train them up ia 
the “ nurture and admonition of the 
Lord"; in which public net they 
would be supported by the faith and 
prayers of the whole body of believ­
ers and by suitable instructions aad . 
exhortations by the pastor. Indeed, 
we think if this spirit prevailed, the 
brighter day would soon dawn upon 
the rchvreh. Buch a change would 
strike a telling blow at the growing 
superstition of the times, and wonld 
evince a degree of spirituality and 
earnest devotion to God that might 
inspire the hope that the hosts ol God 
weald march on to the speedy eon- 
quest of the world. But, certainly, 
we dare not apply the seal of baptism 
to any such transaction Without a 
special divine warrant; and we have 
no such warrant. Our divine Lord 
seem* to have intended to repress the 
greed of the human mind fbr outward 
cereiuoniee in religion by appointing 
only two sacramental rites in his 
chun-h, and by giving a special warn­
ing against “ will worship,” i. e^ 
against devising ntes and ceremonies 
according to our own will. Such being 
his evident purpose, we ought to Cm 
bound to acquiesce in his views. We 
oughvto carry out his purpose ia this 
regard with the strictest fidelity. To 
this end We ought be careful, (1), to 
use these signs upon the occasions for 
which tbev were appointed; and, (2), 
l*o careful not to use them upon any 
occasion for which they were not ap­
pointed. Now, to deny to a believer 
the privilege of receiving the sign of 
baptism upon the occasion of bis en­
tering into the fellowship of the 
churcb bv a public profession qf-bis 
faith in C’brist, seems to be a manifest 
violation of the intention of our Ixird 
in appointing this ordinance. Christ 
distinctly taught that the principles 
of bia kingdom were so antagonistic 
to those of the world, that to oocome 
bis follower was to be looked upon aa 
"taking up,a croM." And he very 
much insists upon an open and bold 
confession of our allegiance to him; 
and he particularly presented tho 
form in which it should be made- 
Now, it is startling to think how few 
among the millions of Ptedobafrtwts 
have ever confessed Christ before the 
world in the particular form which 
he prescribed, viz., by being M bap­
tized in the name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” 
But often, without even an allusion 
to baptism, their names are enrolled 
upon the books of the church. This 
looks too much like forsaking the 
orderaof our All-wise King in order 
to practice what we consider a more 
excellent, or at leust u more conven­
ient, way. Why should wo separate 
by u space often, twenty, forty, even 
eighty years, the occasion of one'i 
baptism and the occasion of his pub­
lic profession of faith in Christi 
Why should we do it after th‘e Mosier 
has ordained thut they who hear his 
word and believe on him should then 
come forward and o|>enly confess 
their allegiance to him by being bap­
tized in his name?

. To this terrible indictment wo fear 
there is but one plea. The reetless 
forces which lie behind what is called 

Modern Progress ” are, for the most 
part, utterly selfish. Christianity, so 
fUr from Icing responsible for this, 
must be held to be “the one thing 
needful" for the correction of this 
selfishness. What is termed “civili­
zation " is simply unregonerate hu­
man nature working under new and 
wondorfullj* improved conditions. So 
long as moral progress does not keep 
pace with material, those nations that 
have made the greatest advancement 
in industrial arts, have simply that 
much added power to crush less for­
tunate and loss “progressive" na­
tions. Great Britain has abundantly 
demonstrated its utter selfishness in 
its treatment of those who stand in 
in the way of-cither its ambition or 
greed, while our own government is 
by no moans guiltless of the same 
selfish policy towards the ignorant 
and the weak.

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A shot-tower is certainly a curious 

place to the uninitiated visitor, and 
the process of manufacturing the 
leaden missiles is most interesting. 
Of course it is necessary that the 
shot should fell from a considerable 
elevation, and the height of many of 
the towers is over two hundred feet 
As pure lead will not make perfect 
globules, it is necessarily “tempered.” 
This “temper" is prepared by the

with pig-lead, hoisted to the fop of 
the tower. Here are two small 
rooms, one about twelve feet below 
the other, and each containing two 
huge kettles in which the pig-lead 
and the “temper” uro melted. From 
one or the other two kettles in both 

—as each room has a separate 
shaft—streams of shot are constantly 
flowing. At the bottom of each ket­
tle the molten stuff pours into square 
pans perforated at one side. These 
perforations are large or small, ac­
cording to the size of shot desired, 
and separate the mass into distinct, 
delicate, gloaming streams, which in 
turn, as they come in contact with 
the atmosphere, separate into perfect 
globules, or shot, which are cooled in 
their two hundred feet journey and 
the water into which they fell below.
