things in public worship that might 
be corrected or amended for the bet­
ter. That people may enjoy or be 
profited by public worship, they 
should bo kept in a good humor. To 
this end they should never bo disa­
greeably disappointed. The minister 
who conducts the worship should 
watch this point carefolly.

He should always meet his appoint­
ments unless providentially hindered. 
People on many occasions put them- , 
selves to much trouble and inconven­
ience to attend preaching. If the 1 
preacher fails to meet with them, 
they feel that they have been 
wronged, and it frequently take* ( 

(them a long time to get in a good , 
' humor again. They lose confidence ;

, in him, and he may lose the one op- 
, portnnity of bis life to load them to 
( Christ.

Ho should never be late. This 
taxes the patience of the people, and 
irritates them by keeping them in 
suspense. He will hardly get them 
in a good, comfortable humor during 
his discourse. k

He should begin public worship as 
soon as a few people are come togeth­
er. If people engage in miscellane­
ous conversation for an hoar before 
they begin to worship, it will take 
another hour to wean their minds 
from what they huvo been talking 
about. They will hear but little off 
the sermon, and will think the 
preacher is dull and prosy.

Ho shonld not disappoint any ex- , 
pectation bo creates among the poo- i 
pie. Jf he says: “Lot us spend a 1 
moment in prayer,” and then calls on 1 
some old hangor-on who keeps the ' 
people on their knees five, ten or fif­
teen minutes, they will be disappoint­
ed and annoyed. It will take a good ‘ 
deal of coaxing to got thorn in a good J 
humor again.

the property subject to his ownership, 
which is at once the incentive to ef­
fective work and the motive which 
reconciles men to their condition. No 
matter how well the boy's wants are 
provided for from a fund winch is 
common to the whole family, bo takes 
no particular interest in adding to 
that fond because he does not feel 
that it is his, and he tires of labor 
and thought, the proceeds of which 
ho must share with several others;

The Boomerssg.

This curious weapon, peculiar to 
the native Australian, has often 
proved a pazzler to men of science. 
11 is a piece of curved wood, nearly 
in the form ef a crescent, from 
thirty io forty inches long, pointed 
at Itolh ends, and the corner quite 
sharp. The mode of using it is quite 
as singular as the weapon. Ask a 
black to throw it so as to fall at his 
feet, and away it goes foil forty 
yards before him, skimming along 
the surface at three or four feet from 
the ground, when it will suddenly 
rise in the air forty or sixty feel, de­
scribing a carve, aud finally drop at 
the feet of the thrower. During its 
course it revolves with great rapid. 
Ity, as on a pivot, with a whizzing 
noise. It is wonderful so barbarous 
a people should have invented so 
singular a weapon, which sets laws 
of progression at defiance. It ie 
very dangerous for a European to 
try to project it at any olject, ns it 
may return and strike himself.
