Now, as all have sinned and 
come short of the obedience unto 
life, it is clear that the sentence of 
condemnation unto death is on every 
man. The reversal—the entire put­
ting away of that condemnation, is 
justification unto life. Sin destroyed 
the title of life, and brought death. 
Justification destroys tbe death, and 
restores tbe title of life. . - Be ye 
holy, for I am holy, saith the Lord. 
Without holiness no one shall see tbe 
Lord." These passages express the 
necessary fitness—or mcetncss for en­
joying heaven, and our restoration to 
that character of godlike holiness 
may be called sanctifioation. Both 
justification and sanctification are of 
grace. ■ Through the redemption 
that is iu Christ. God can be just, and 
tbe justifier of him that beiievetb in 
Jesus." And the same indebtedness to 
divine grace is expressed by the apos­
tle s prayer for the Thessalonians:

work of santifleation makes it de­
lightful. Tbe carnal mind, though 
alien to the Divine precepts. likes to 
enjoy the promisee: but sanctification 
renews the moral and spiritual taste 
so that the precepts of God become 
sweeter than honey, it works a desire 
in the soul after the law ol tbe Lord, 
so that, as Galvin translates the 
Psalmist, 119:20, it exclaims.

II. Another impression in regard 
to tbe South that I *ish to correct— 
and that ia, that they are antagonis­
tic tp.having Northerners come down 
there nnd settle.

I came to this 
field without the company of ths 
school-teacher. I preached the gos­
pel to adult Indians, as if children 
constituted no part of my charge, far 
they did not come to our meetings 
Wonderful succeos attended the la­
bors of all Indian missionarisa 
Churches were multiplied, and hue- 
deeds were baptized. Dov-btleei this 
caused me for a time to overlook ths 
vast importance of schools as evaa- 
golizing agencies, and. led our South­
ern Baptists to conclude that they 
could well afford to do without them. 
At first tbe American Indian Mirek* 
Association received contribnUOM 
and bequests for Indian schools, and 
did something for their establishment, 
but after the wonderful success to 
which 1 have alluded, they appointed 
a Committee on Education that re­
ported to the annual session in tbt 
city of Ix>uisvillo in 1851. and frou 
tbe Minutes I take the following:

afterwards, when the Indians freely 
ojer as both lands and money, we 
delay, for many tedious years, to ac- 
tept either, because some brethren 
think that would be wrong ! I ought 
w have a great deal of forbearance 
towards inexperienced brethren who 
do not appreciate mission schools as 
important evangelistic agencies, for I 
once made that mistake myself; but 
my patience is sorely taxed when 
brethren, who know the importance 
of such schools, and yet will not give 
money for their establish ment, per- 
patently vote against accepting the 
Indians’ land and money as a oom- 
penaation for Christian teachers, 
because they want such for thoir 
children, and when they do not 
by th<se offers discriminate in favor 
of any one denomination, but make 
the same overtures to all whom they 
regard as Christians. If it is wrong 
for Baptista to take land <y money 
from the Indians for mission schools, 
then it is wrong for other Christian 
denominations to do so ; then it fol­
lows that the Indiana must bo edu­
cated by infidels, or Christians must 
aducate them without compensation ; 
for the Indians hold both their lands 
and thoir school funds in common, and . 
they are not able as individuals to 
pay for tho education of thoir youths- 
This makes their condition anoma­
lous, and removes what might other­
wise bo an objection. Instead of 
regarding them os a nation or gov-

the youths a Chrtettan training, while 
they were educating them in science 
and agriculture.

I am not yet converted to the opin­
ion that preachers should leave the 
pulpit for the school-room; but other 
Christians can aid ministers, as in­
struments, In the conversion of the 
world in many ways; but in no way 
more effectually than by teaching the 
rising generation, and by training 
them to obedience and to industrious 
habits. It should never be forgotten 
Jhal the schools for which I plead 
are directly and truly evangelizing 
agencies of an importance that is 
secondary to nothing but public 
preaching.

Christian men and women who are 
not professional preachers can in this 
way lead many to Christ, and uid 
much in the evangelisation of the 
world. If brethren will not hear me 
in reference to Indian missions, let 
them listen to Bro. Clough's testi­
mony in reference to the great in­
gathering on the Telugu field in a 
foreign land. Ho says " What these 
schools have done in the years gone 
by, the 8,<191 converts baptised in 
June and July answer. All were 
led to Jesus by Mrs. Clough's old 
scholars."

EofbrolM tlu 8«Bd«y Law.

The first attempt to enforce the new 
Sunday law in thifl city was m de on 
Sabbath laat. The Mayor of the city 
ieeued ordere to the Chief of Police 
to take the names of all violators of 
it** provision* and present them be­
fore the Grand Jury for indictment 
A great deal of aenseleM vitupera­
tion against Mayor Baxter has been 
indulged in on account of thia order. 
Wu fail to see any good reason for it 
What Mayor Baxter's secret intents 
and motives may have been we have 
no means of knowing. It is charged 
that ho is in league with the whisky- 
aelling interest, and that his aim is 
to render tho law obnoxious byon­
forcing it in its most stringent form 
against all classes of business, in­
cluding those which most religious 
people deem necessary and proper. 
The course pursued by the police 
undoubtedly gives some color to 
this view. But the order of the 
Mayor upon its fiwe was right. We 
auy with him, “ Let the law be rig­
idly enforced without fear or favor to 
anybody.” If the moral part of this 
community is too fond of ita own 
ease and comfort to submit to what­
ever of annoyance the most rigid ex­
ecution of the law will involve, we 
may well despair of the future. We 
ask that whisky-sellers and others 
carrying on still more objectionable 
callings shall Tor the good of the com­
munity give up, one day in seven, a pro­
fitable but exceedingly dangerous and 
harmful traffic. With what propriety 
can we ask these men to thus suspend 
their business if wo are unwilling to 
Submit to the small inconvenience 
which the strict and impartial en­
forcement of the law in ail cases will 
involve ?

Wo find in a sermon preached last 
Sunday by the Elder D. W. Yancy, of 
the Reform church, a pertinent par­
agraph which so nearly expresses our 
own views of the matter that we 
copy it. He says:
. It U urged that if the Munday law i* en­
forced auaia.l one branch of biuineu it mutt 
and (ball be enforced xgnin.t all, aguntt 
•treet-cani, again.t Sunday paper* and oven 
a^aintt preaching. Thal it right- Let the 
law be executed to ita ftilleat extent, or let it

understanding that indictment! are 
tobe preferred against them under 
the general provisions of the Bunday 
law. It is needless to say that all this 
is done*out of a pure spirit of spite. 
No one for a moment believes that 
such indictments can be sustained. 
Not only the city officials but even 
the whisky dealers themselves will 
soon be ashamed of the whole matter. 
This year of grace Is altogether too 
near the close of the nineteenth cen­
tury; preachers have been following 
their calling in this country unmo­
lested too long; there are too many 
schools, churches, printing presses, 
and other appliances for mental and 
moral training; people have too muny 
“prejudices”—if you please to call 
them such—in favor of virtue, good 
order and law, and against rum-sell­
ing, disorder, vice and erime, for any 
such raid upon the churches as that 
made on Sunday last, to prove other­
wise than supremely disastrous to 
every man who has been engaged in 
it. We trust, for the honor and good 
name of the city, that the Mayor will 
at onoe disavow all sympathy with 
this superscrviceable zeal of his sub­
ordinates.

So fur as the whisky shops and 
other open gateways of ruin are 
concerned, wo understand that no 
uniform rule was observed. Some 
obeyed the law, others openly defied 
it, others adopted what wo suppose 
prudent whisky dealers would call 
the “golden moan.” They kept the 
front-door closed and the back-door 
open. Several of the “ variety shows” 
of the baser sort advertised perform­
ances to begin at precisely “ 12 o’clock 
on Monday morning,” and wo pro- 
sume these midnight revelers made 
ample amends for any enforced sobri­
ety on the previous day.

The present bitter opposition, if 
the friends of the Sunday law are 
only prudent, can delay, but can not 
finally prevent tho execution of the 
law. It is possible that the statute, 
ns it at present stands, may need 
some revision to adapt it to the pres­
ent requirements of society. In the 
mean time let it be rigidly enforced. 
Its faults, if it has any, will thereby 
be the better seen. If good men 
sometimes find themselves inconven­
ienced or aggrieved by its provisions, 
or even if it is made use of by tho 
friends of whisky selling ns a means 
of potty persecution, time and the 
courts will remedy all that. Evon in 
extreme cases, it is bettor to suffer 
wrong than, by any sympathy, active 
or passive, to give aid und comfort to 
the enemies of the law. Again we 
say. Let the SundaV law ue strict­
ly enforced!
