It is not my purpose to defend Dr. 

Dodge against tbe charge of violat­
ing tbe acknowledged canons of 
sound logic, but to criticise Dr. Wor­
rell’s specimens of syllogistic reason 
ing in proof of the " Existence of 
God." By the term God, Dr. Wor­
rell means, of course, a being in­
finitely wise, omniscient, omnipotent, 
omnipresent, perfectly holy, the un­
created Creator of all things. A be­
ing lacking a single one of these at­
tributes is not God.

Dr. Worrell’s proof of the exist­
ence of such a being is thus pre­
sented : “ Whatever displays marks 
of wisdom (or of a wise being), must 
have proceed ad from a wise being; 
the univeree displays wisdom ; there­
fore it must have proceeded from a 
wise being.’’

Now, conceding that the syllogism 
is in proper form—that the major 
and the minor premises are true, and 
that the conclusion is legitimate, 
what has he proved? Why, simply 
that the universe must have pro­
ceeded from a wise being! But a 
wise being is not necessarily God.

In this same way he proves that 
"the univeree must bo the work of 
some being of power.” But a being 
may be both wise and powerful, and 
yet not be God.

Gethsemane was what we would 
call an olive orchard, in which was an oik 
praas; the word signifies oil-press—a plan 
where the oil was, by the feet, pressed out of 
the olive berries and allowed to run down a 
stone trough to a lower vat or receptacle 
Tradition points out the very place yet, and 
there are eight large olive trees there which 
are not less than a thousand years old. Thes« 
can not' be tbe original tree., for Titus cut 
down all tbe trees around Jerusalem; but 
they may have sprung from tbe original 
roots. These tree, are protected by a wall 
and are guarded by some monk, living neat 
on the mount. Jesus was accustomed to fre­
quent Gethsemane (Luke 2288; Matt- 26:16.

Certainly it 
had proved so with them. Their spiritual 
nature was alive with zeal; but their bodily 
nature was weak and sluggish. As a general 
thing this is universally true.

and his will aa the Son of God has triumphed 
over the unwillingness—tbe Shrinking of tbe 
human nature, and he is submissive to 
the will of God.

The highest interests of men are 
involved in the question of regenera­
tion. A mistake upon thia, tbe most 
important of human experiences, is 
fraught with the most disastrous con­
sequences to tbe soul. It is exceed­
ingly important, therefore, to come 
th the earnest consideration of this 
question with devout prayer for tbe 
illumination of the Holy Spirit. “ If 
any man lark wiedonf; let him ask 
of the Lord, who giveth to all men 
freely and upbraideth not, and it

both used in imitation of the . He­
brew parallelism.

While these are the only two pas­
sages in which the word regeneration 
occurs in the New Teotsment, yet 
the nme idea is abundantly taught 
elsewhere throughout its pages.

Regeneration may be properly de­
fined m “ the instantaneous change 
from spiritual death to spiritual life. 
Regeneration is, therefore, a spirit­
ual resurrection; the beginning of a 
now lift." (Hodge.) Various forms 
of expression are used in the Scrip­
tures to designate this change. “ A 
new heart also will I give you, and a 
new spirit will I put within you; 
and I will lake away the stony heart 
out of your flesh, and I will give you 
a heart of flesh." The heart wm 
considered the seat of tbe affections, 
and to take away the stony heart 
and give a heart of flesh, or a new 
heart, implies a thorough and rad­
ical change of the affections. “I 
will put my laws into their mind, 
and write them in their hearts ; and 
I will be to them a God, and they 
shall be to me a people." The writ­
ing of God's law in their heart im­
plied the implantation of a radically 
new principle of action. “God, 
who commanded the light to shine 
out of darkness, hath shined in our 
hearts, to give the light of tbe 
knowledge of the glory of God in 
the face of Christ Jesus." This im­
plies the imp4Lrtation of tbe glorious 
light of the Sun of righteousness to 
dissipate tbe darkness of tbe soul. 
“ Therefore if any man be in Christ, 
he is a new creature; old things are 
passed away ; behold, all things are 
become new." So thorough and 
complete is this change that it is 
compared to a new creation. “ And 
you hath he quickened, who wore 
dead in trespasses aud sins." "But

converted, strengthen thy brethren.” 
This was just before our Lord’s be­
trayal, and Peter had been associ­
ated with him, for more than three 
years. The Master knew that Pster's 
self-confidence would soon bo the 
cause of his shameful foil and hence 
he says to him, “ when thou art con­
verted, strengthen thy brethren 
when thou hast repented of thy sin 
and hut fully returned to thy allegi­
ance to me, then thou canst strength­
en thy brethren. Certainly Peter 
bad been regenerated before this 
time, but he wm soon to foil into a 
terrible sin, and his restoration after 
that sin is called a conversion. It 
wu a returning to the Savior with all 
the affections of bis soul In this 
Henne we all need to be converted of-

With these definitions in view, we 
are prepared to answer our query 
negatively. Regeneration and con­
version are not synonymous, and in 
another paper I will note some of 
their distinguishing features.

“Judas”—a native of Kenoth, and hence 
called lacanot. He was treasurer of the 
apostles and was a hypocrite and thief. He 
betrayed bis Lord for thirty pieces of, liver, 
equal to about fifteen dollars; “ a great mul­
titude"—consisting of 1. A detachment of 
the Roman cohort, which »u quartered in 
the tower of Antonia during the feast, in 
case of an uproar, and in John 18:3, IX called 
“* band." This force was probably fur­
nished by the Roman authorities, at the re­
quest of the sanhedrim. It was armed with 
“swords,” a short, one-edged instrument, 
chiefly used for cutting. 2 There was also a 
police force from the temple, called in John 
18:3 “ officers from tbe chief priests sad 
Pharisees; " In Luka 226X “ captains of the 
temple." They seem to have been Levites- 
(2 Kings 11:9; John 7:8$ Acte 4:1-8.) They 
were armed with “ staves," clubs, or cudgels.

the verb employed to represent the 
same idea being “ anagennao.” The 
noun “ pnlingenesia" means a be­
getting or bringing forth again ; tbe 
verb '‘anagennao’' moans to beget 
or bring forth anew. The noun was 
lined by ancient writers in various 
metaphorical senses. The return of 
the verdure and beauty of -nature in 
spring, utter the dreariness and 
gloom of winter, was called a regen­
eration, So Cicero, in writing to bi* 
friend Atticus, “expresses tbe state 
and dignity to which he was reap­
pointed after his return from exile, 
by this word regeneration.” Jose­
phus, in his •• Antiquities," speaking 
of the return of the Jews from their 
captivity, calls the rebuilding and 
restoration of Jerusalem a regenera­
tion. Lalor we find tbe word used in 
a religious senae. When a heathen 
became a proselyte to Judaism he 
was said to be born again. Dr. 
Hodge says: “This usage in a 
measure passed over to tho Christian 
church. When a man became a 
member of tbe church he was said to 
be born anew ; and baptism, which 
waff tho rite of initiation, wm called 
regeneration.' (Vol. 3, p. 5.) There 
is, however, a difference of opinion 
as to wholber the Jews borrowed 
this idea from Christians, or whether, 
as Dr. Hodge states, the Christians 
found tho. idea already in existence, 
and embodied it in their descripli ns 
of this great moral change. At any 
rate wo find tho word regeneration ap­
plied to those who became proselytes 
to the Jewish religion. The word 
regeneration occurs only twice in the 
Now Testament. In Matt. 19:28 we 
read: “And Jesus said unto them, 
Verily I say unto you, that ye which 
have followed me, in tho regenera­
tion when the Son of man shall sit 
in tho throne of his glory, ye also 
shall sit upon twelve thrones," etc. 
Here it is moat probable that regen­
eration doos not refer to the spiritual 
birth, but to “ tbe times of the resti­
tution of all things," spoken of by 
one of tho sacred writers, when 
“there will be a new heaven and 
new earth wherein dwelleth right­
eousness. " In Titus 3:5 this lan­
guage occurs: “Not by works of

cber of spiritual death, and when
the Holy Spirit, clothed with power 
divine, descends, rolls away the stone 
and bids tbe dead come forth, then it 
is that new life is instantaneously 
imparted to the soul. This resurrec­
tion of tbe soul from spiritual death 
is regeneration. *

Common usage has improperly at­
tached a wider meaning to regenera­
tion than tbe one I have given. 
This makes it exactly synonymous 
with conversion. But more fre­
quently conversion is restricted in 
meaning so as to exactly correspond 
with regeneration. There is, how­
ever, a unity of opinion among theo­
logical writers that tbe meaning of 
regeneration should be restricted to 
tho imparting of spiritual life to tbe 
soul.

“ Conversion is represented in 
the New Testament by tbe verbs 
strepho and epittrepho. The word 
contertion means simply a turning. 
Il is used to denote (1) Simply a 
change from one opinion, or set of 
opinions, to another. When a poli­
tician renounces the principles of 
one political party and adopts the 
tenets of some other party, be is said 
to bo converted to the new party. 
When a man of science becomes sat­
isfied of the incorrectness of. any 
theory and discards it in order to ac­
cept another, he is said to be con­
verted. (2.) It is used to denote a 
change from one set of religious 
opinions lo another. When a Roman 
became a proselyte to Judaism, he 
was converted. When a Christian 
makes a change from one religious 
communion to another, ho is said to 
be converted lo tho new communion. 
(3.) It is used to denote a change or 
turning from the ways of sin to God 
and holiness. “Thon will I teach 
transgressors thy ways, and sinners 
shall be converted unto thee.” In 
Matt. 18:3 our Savior says: “ Ex­
cept ye be converted and become os 
little children, ye shall not enter into 
tbe kingdom of heaven." The turn­
ing from sin to God must be charac- 
terixed by a child-like simplicity and 
trust, the convert exclaiming like 
young Samuel: “Speak, Lord, for 
thy servant heareth."
