But it is this very impossibility of 
retrogression and elimination of the 
bad elements acquired in early life 
which render the stamp given to it 
ineffaceable, and make it in so many 
of its ultimate aspects so tragic and 
appalling. The law which remains 
forever operative in the moral as in 
the material universe is^ “ As a man 
soweth, so shall be also reap.” This 
great law, however, is brought into 
play only when we have passed from 
the receptive and passive stage into 
the active and responsible. How far 
that responsibility is modified on the 
ground of inherited traits, it comes 
not within the soojie of our discus­
sion to determine. But that the 
home training and the homo influ­
ences mainly give the bent and 
prophecy to the ultimate products of 
character constitute a fact which is 
recognized in every system of ethics 
and every inquiry into the laws of 
civil and ravage’society. When it 
comes to pass, as it not unfrequently 
does, that a human spirit surmounts 
the mighty barriers which h false 
and vicious training has projected 
into the initiatory steps of its life, 
and rises into the rarer air of a 
sweet and wholesome piety from 
amid the deadly vapors of corrupt 
example; such a result is occasioned, 
by certain superhuman influences, 
and are in no sense to be credited to 
the accidental possession of moral 
functions, either eelf-deriyod or be­
gotten from the natural order of 
thin^. These remarks of course are 
applicable only to the moral and re­
ligious features of lifepjuid are not 
intended to embrace-three intellectual , 
prodigies which„in spite pt every form ,

morning, and evening sacrifice.
If mothers and fathers compre­

hended fully that in the training of 
their children the destinies of nations 
for good or otilAre affected, that the 
elans on the lowest room are the real 
arbiters of fate; the true kings and 
queonsof society, the destined rulers of 
the world, what weighty consideration 
would influence them in giving such 
questions to buddingthought, and im. 
pulses to noble deeds in the young 
committed to their care, that nothing 
should bo wanting to assure the pass­
ing generation that tho-one succeed­
ing them shall transmit unimpaired 
the heritage of truth, life, purity and 
immortal hope to this sad and sor­
rowful worlds and hasten the glad 
day when the triumphant' acclaim 
shall be hoard, “ Behold I make all
things new."

Its altar of prayer is overthrown in 
the dust Impure hands touch ifs 
white soul and defile its lovliness. 
Its heavenly aspirations are suffo­
cated amid the pestilential vapors of 
blasphemy, ignorance and crime. It 
is almost impossible in the nature of 
the ease that the influences that first 
affect the budding life of some chil­
drep should bo other than deleterous; 
and it can only, be by a miraclp of 
omnipotent power that they can be 
rescued from the doom that tyrannical 
and remorseless eircumstenoe has 
woven Around them. Their teachers 
are inimical to their davelopement in 
virtue frqm the start, and in many 
instances the child's inherited tender­
ness stamps upon it a character for 
misfortune and vice, ere it awakes 
to a sense of personal responsibility. 
The kennel is its nursery. Ite inlls- 
bies are curses, profane songs, and 
blasphemous revelry. Of the inno­
cent gayities of childhood it knows 
nothing. Ite home is the street, and 
it learns to lie by instinct and from 
policy. Cunning and deceit are only 
smartness. It inherits the instincts 
of the lion's whelp, and it is trained 
up to prey upon society, and to be­
come its burden and its curse. How

• This school-room is a microcssm. 
Pretty muchallthe elements Are here 
in miniature which makes up the 
larger world of mature life. ‘ It is a 
sort of cave of Trophonius to the ex- 
pirant who seeks to consult the cir­
cle of wisdom. The votary who 
sought this classic retreat prepared 
himself lor several days by purifica­
tion and sacrifice, and lying prone on 
bis back part of his feet into the cave 
when ho was caught by sonic unseen 
force and violently pulled inside. 
This kind of experience is not alto­
gether mythological, although the 
classical model differs in some resjiect 
from modern methods. Children are 
not trained tip. they are dragged up. 
Tbo temple of wisdom is too oftetf in­
vaded by loud clangor aud vitupera­
tion. But the goddess will-not deign 
to unveil herself to adoration unless 
the neophyte approaches 'her shrine 
with his finger on his lip. The cram­
ming, high pressure system of educa­
tion is destructive of every normal 
mental development. There is a dis­
ease incident to childhood known as 
“ rickets,” in which some of the bones 
attain an unnatural and even mon­
strous development The head and jaw 
bones, or a leg or arm have a prodig­
ious growth, and the other functions 
of the body shrink and shrivel up into 
dwarfish proportions. If this state of 
things be suffered to continue un­
checked the result is a hideous and 
disgusting monstrosity. It may be 
cured, if taken in time, by free ex-, 
posure to the pure bracing air, plenty 
of salt-water bathing, and large doses 
of iron, quinia and cod liver oiL

There is such a thing as intellect­
ual rickets The, child is developed 
only on cue aide. His mental panu- 
lum is not admistered in just propor­
tions. 8o we see one with a phe­
nomenal memory; but he teas to all bis 
other faculties only a fool. Another 
is devoted to the culture of the rea­
soning powers, and baa no relish for. 
any land of mental food that is not 
seasoned with Aristotle, or Sir 
William Hamilton. There are no 
curves in his mind, and nothing is 
behntiftil unlesoitia drawn in straight 
lines. He is all for practical utility. 
His enthusiasm in witnessing the

ease in ours.” “He is under a 
formal, dietative or moral reHtraint. 
Ho can not let his intellect or his In­
clination loose in society. He is for­
lorn among his coevals; his juniors 
can not lie his frfends.” The most 
sensible men, in the pretension of a 
teacher, are most .paiufolly conscious 
of this truth. It is perhaps mostly 
the fault of the teacher himself. If 
he is proud, stilled or pedantic noth­
ing is more certain than that he will 
alienate the affections oi his pupils. 
He that can be most natural, who 
can restrain a presence most, of the 
boy-nature in his comjxwition and 
habits will win the love of his pupils, 
and succeed where every other will 
fail. One of the great secrets of a 
successful educator lies in the proper 
use he makes, and the direction he 
gives to the functions of hearing and 
seeing. This was the method of God 
himself, when he would introduce his 
great pupil, the new made man, to the 
mysteries of his visible creation. 
Everything was made “pleasant to 
the eye.” And then he was qualified 
to sing

the glory of God, but it is onlv to the

It is the sixth, in which he 
thinks he has solved satisfactorily the 
question of infant salvation. If it is , 
thie that the atonement of Christ re­
moved all men from under Adam's 
sin, but left them all with a sinful na­
ture, is there any difference, between 
one dying in infancy and one in adult 
years, which requires the adult not 
only t6 repent of hie sin and believe 
on the Lord Jesus, but to be cleansed 
from his sinthl nature, while the in­
fant, who can not repent Jr exercise 
faith, may go to heaVeW'WJth that 
same sinful nature? Every child is 
born with a sinflil nature—its death 
certainly no more changes or takes 
away that nature, than does the death 
of a sinner take away his. How, 
then, can it* unclean spirit enter that 
heaven where, it is written, nothing 
unclean can come?

The very terms of Dr. Solomon’s 
argument admit that there is no defi­
nite authoritative utterance of Scrip­
ture as to the fact, that dying infanta 
are saved, or as to the manner. It is-, 
with him, as with u* all, born of oUr 
desire, and nurtured by inference. 
The Scriptures teach but one way of 
salvation for any disqendant of 
Adam. If, after all that Christ's 
atonement has done for the race, 
they are only relieved from Adam's 
guilt, and the salvation of an adult, 
according to the Word of God, is not 
attained by simply death superadded 
to that, then something more than 
dying in infancy without Adam's 
guilt is necessary to infant salvation. 
Is this necessity met in Dr. Solomon’s 
plan ? Every man, however vile, was 
once an infant—was he born with a 
sipful spirit, or was it acquired at 
some subsequent jioriod? If so, at 
what time? Certainly it was before 
the commission of the act of sin, 
which is the dividing line between 
one who may be saved according to 
the Doctor’s plan and one who has to 
repent and believe the gospel. Thon 
a corrupt nature, which may conceive 
a sin which'** when finished bring* 
forth death,” has nothing to do with 
man's unfitness for associating with 
God—it require* the act of sin, ac­
cording to Dr. Solomon’* argument, 
and that, the act of disbelief. If the 
position here set forth by the Doctor 
is true, then God could saVs all metf, 
without the loss of.one, by virtue of 
Christ's death, without the regenera­
tion of the soul by the Holy Spirit, 
simply by IdIHng them in infancy, 
then if the work of the . Holy Spirit 
is necessary, as I affirm to be the 
Scripture teaching, then, the case, 
left- simply Ms the end of an atone­
ment, which removes Adam's guilt 
from man, but leave* them all pos­
sessed of an evil nature, can not and 
does not meet the Scripture require-

tive assembly, oould listen to a paper 
containing such confused and illogical 
statements, and then gravely order it 
to be published to the world as a de­
fense of their own views, and as a 
successfh! refutation of the Baptist 
doctrine.

Dr. McInnis is no doubt a man of 
ability, and of great usefulness in the 
evangelical work, but either from the 
native difficulty of his theme, or from 
a want of care in selecting and hand­
ling his points, he has not discussed 
this imj>ortant question with consist­
ency. Of course it falls within the 
range of possibilities that we have 
misunderstood him; but we flatter 
ourself with the belief that we have 
had a sincere desire to understand 
him correctly; and if we have misun­
stood him upon so simple a question 
as this, it must be because it is always 
difficult to understand an argument 
that is inconsistent with itself. In­
deed, it would not be too much to as­
sume that a writer who is illogical 
and inconsistent, does not fairly un­
derstand his own positions. Dr. 
McInnis admits tbat'the Westminster 
Assembly admitted the validity of 
baptism by immersion. And he tells 
us that they based their decision 
" upon the common-sense argument 
that mere mode could not invalidate 
any act of religious worship, er 
Christian ordinance." And in de­
fense of that position, he lays down 
this proposition: “ God may be wor­
shiped standing, sitting or kneeling. 
It it qpt the mode, the external act, 
but the inward feeling, the spiritual 
exorcise that gives validity to wor-
ship." little strange that the
Doctor did not perceive that this 
proposition was entirely irrelevant to 
the matter under discussion. For al) 
will admit, Baptista at least, that the 
spiritual frame of mind is an essential 
element in every act of acceptable 
worship. But he is even more unfor­
tunate in the illustration of his idea. 
He adds, “po the emblems of the 
broken body and ebed blood of Christ 
may be received standing, sitting, or. 
kneeling, though all admit that they 
were first received in a reclining pos­
ture. It is not the mode, but the 
spiritual remembrance of the suffer­
ings and death of Christ symbolized 
in this ordinance, that enables the 
recipient to partake of it worthily. 
And hence, to make the validity of 
Christian baptism to de|iend upon 
mere mode is without scriptural au­
thority, and ts inconsistent with the 
spiritual nature of the church, and 
the design of her ordinances."

Now doe* be mean to affirm that 
there is nothing essential in the ordi­
nance of the Supper, bpcause it Is a 
matter of mere convenience, or‘taste, 
whether it be received sitting, stand­
ing, or kneeling 7 Does he mean to

Surely there is 
something essential in the ordinance

If those essential circumstances of 1 
the feast may be omitted, provided * 
there be a professed remembrance of 1 
tho sufferings and death of Christ on 1 
the occasion, it is difficult to see why 1 
there may not be a total omission of 1 
all the external form*, provided there 1 
be a spiritual remembrance of the 1 
sufferings and death of Christ But ' 
this would be a manifest denial of the 1 
wisdom and grace of Christ in insti­
tuting the ordinance.

Wo say it seems strange that the 1 
Doctor should find it necessary to lay 
down a proposition involving such 1 
absurd consequences as preliminary 
to the discussion of the mode of bap- 1 
tism. But when he insinuates that ’ 
Baptists make the validity of Chris- ' 
tian baptism depend upon the mere 
mode, in violation of scriptural au­
thority and of the spiritual nature of 1 
the church, and the design of her or­
dinances, wo are at a loss to determine 
whether his preliminary statements 
are intended to make a false issue 
with the Baptists, or merely to ena­
ble him with greater facility to estab­
lish the position which he means to 
maintain, viz., that it is folly to con­
tend seriously for the mode of bap­
tism.

In his argument the analogy is not 
fairly traced between the Supper and 
baptism. No one pretends that the 
bodily attitude at the Supper, nor the 
hour of the day at which it was first 
celebrated, nor the upper room in 
which it was instituted, forms an es­
sential element in the right celebra­
tion Of it. For neither of these cir­
cumstances is significant of any great 
fact to -be commemorated, nor would 

: they in any degree assist our minds 
to commemorate the great fact which 
is symbolized in that ordinance.

Last year we bad a fine row of late to- 
matoes growing beside the cabbages. While 
putting wood-ashes on these to drive off their 
enemy, the cabbage-worm, some one stand­
ing by remarked that the tomatoes wore al­
most rained by the worms.
