cmufale the brutal and ferocious hu­
man monsters whom they bavo 
learned from their ten-cent novels, to 
regard as the beau ideals of all that is 
brave and free and independent. To 
be deetinguished, yea immortal, is to 
fellow in.tho footsteps and aspire, to 
achieve the beoric deeds of “Buffalo 
Bill," “Threefingered Jack," ar "The 
Bloody Pirate of the. Mississippi." 

’ It was stated a few weeks ago, by 
a prominent and intelligent official of 
a New York pruyin, that nine-tenths 
of all the juvenile criminals com­
mitted to bis charge were. gtoody 
readers of such sensational literature 
as The Boye of New YdrJt j' The Boys 
astd Girl/ Weekly; The Polioe Ga­
zette; The Days' Doings; and such 
other filthy sheets that are yet< tol­
erated in spite of the'unanimous de­
mand of the better class nf citizens 
to suppress them. When' Mr. Ooin- 
stoek, in his office in New York, got 
a glimpse of tbe horrible extent to 
which obscene literature was circu­
lated in this country, he was con­
founded. When he gave hiq facte to 
editors and clergymen, they wero in­
credulous. But in six months 400,- 
000 publications of a vile character 
were confiscated. In two stores in 
New York 40.000 infamouH book* 
were found. Then the. public naw 
that this gentleman had not under­
taken tbe work one day too soon—-a 
work neglected by the police and ig­
nored by the city officials. , 

“ A gentleman in India went into

his library one day and took a book 
from the shelves. As he did so, he 
felt a slight pain in his finger like 
the prick of a pitf. He thought that 
a pin had boon left by some careless 
person in tho cover of the book. 
But aoon-hie finger began to ewall, 
and then his arm, and then bis whole 
body, and in a few days he died. It 
was not a pin, but a small and 
deadly serpent. There are serpents 
amqng tho books now-a-days. They 
nestle in the foliage of some of our 
most . fascinating literature ; they 
coil around the flowers whose per­
fumes intoxicate the senses. We 
read, we are charmed by the'plot of 
the story, by the skill with, whinh 
characters are sculptured or grouped, 
by the gorgeonsnoss of the word 
painting; we hardly feel the sting of 
the evil that is Insinuated."

Earn­
est prayer is entreated of all Chris­
tians that God’s abundant blessing 
may follow this work." David Hume, 
a little before tbe nineteenth centu­
ry, boastfully predicted the downfall 
of Christianity. But almost imme­
diately afterwards, these great socie­
ties were organized in Britain, which 
had for their object the printing and 
distribution of Bibles, religions books 
and tracts, which work baa now 
reached such vast proportions that 
the Word of God is disseminated all 
over the world to-day in over two 
hundred languages. And iff the 
very spot where Hume uttered his 
evil prophecy, die first committee

that the ver}' press from which Vol­
taire issued 'bis banofal tract to de­
stroy Chrikianily, was used after­
wards in Geneva to print the Holy 
Scriptures. '• We admire the divine 
wisdom in this matter. Let wicked 
men do their worst by means of the 
press, as well as by ail other agen­
cies, and learn the impossibility of 
doing permanent injury against tbe 
truth. How large a number of good 
books have originated from tbe pub­
lication of bad ones. If Paine,lives 
in bis works, ho does Bishop Watson : 
if Byron continues to issue bis pesti­
lential firee, Cowper and Montgom­
ery still semi forth their streams of 
living water to check their progreHS ; 
and if the infidel productions of 
France and Germany are widely cir­
culated. so are tbe admirable works 
of Gregory, Mcllvaine, Monod, Tbo- 
luck, Ste'ir, Olshausen, Neander, 
Chalmers and a thousand others.” 
How vast and far-reaching is tho in­
fluence of words for good or evil. 
Landor has well said, " On n word 
rests the axis of the intellectual 
world. A wbrd lias struck incradi- 
cally in a million of hearts and en­
venomed every hour throughout their 
hard pulsation.

ment would only aggravate the diso­
bedience, and would, to say the least 
of it, leave him without any evidence 
that God bad accepted his service. 
The sin of Cain Mems to have con­
sisted chiefly in his presumptuously 
bringing tbe fruits of bis field as an 
offering to God, whereas He had re­
quired -a bloody sacrifice. The case 
is precisely so in regard to Christian 
baptism. The first and most eMential 
element of it must be to conform in 
spirit to the divine command, as in 
every other act of worship. But if 
there are any essential elements of 
the ordinance, which can only be met 
by a particular mode, it would be the 
merest presumption to chim-that the 
command was complied with in spirit, 
and that was all that could be reason­
ably demanded, while these essential 
elements were neglected.

For instance, if the command is 
“to believe and lie baptized,'' “to 
make disciples and then baptize 
them," it mnst be an impious act to 
baptize an infant in lieu of a be­
liever.. If only those who are spirit­
ually united to Christ in bis death 
and resurrection are entitled to bap­
tism, and if the mode by immersion 
is intended to symbolize that union 
to Christ in his burial and resurrec­
tion, tbjn to baptize by sprinkling 
must be an ignoring of the com- 
rnnnd, just as much tu> it would bean 
ignoring of the command to anoint 
the subject with oil in plaoe of bap­
tizing him with water. So that the 
broad assumption which Dr. McInnis 
makes that the mode is a matter of 
indifference is wholly inadraissablo. 
Wo can not properly and fairly de­
termine the question of the mode 
without examining into tbe nature 
and design of the institution. And 
when a man enters upon the discus­
sion of this subject, and silently 
passes over the design of the ordi­
nance, or assumes, wiitbout produc­
ing one Scripture proof, that it 
means nothing more than to symbol­
ize the regenerating work of tbe 
Spirit and tbe mode of his descent 
upon the subject, and resorts to the 
expedient of charging immersionists 
with an attempt to sectarianize the 
Christian ohureb, and proceeds to 
affirm that there never was any such 
thing as immersion in the apostolic 
age, ho simply begs the question, or 
evades the real isauMJn tho case.

When Dr. McInnis, and tbe pree- 
bytery after him, affirms, “ There is 
not a single example in the Scrip­
tures of Christian baptism being ad­
ministered by immersion," we might 
meet him by affirming that there is 
not a single example in the Scrip­
tures of Christian baptism by sprink- 1 
ling or pouring.

Colonel Aaron Burr wore a lofti­
ness of mien that could not pass un­
noticed by a stranger.
