Nothing that we can say will change 
their purpose. They can already 
speak with contempt of religious re­
straints aud duties.

Here and there one will 
jlru square back into tho narrow 
path of virtue. But whore one is re­
claimed and purified a thousand will 
press on from bad to worse, and be 
forever lost.

Thus far it has been taken as 
granted that tho feelings which 
prompt the selection ol a minister 
spring from proper motives. These 
are, that God's truth may be estab­
lished. God glorified in the salvation 
of sinners. But proper motives do 
not always underlie the choice of a 
minister; and whenever they are ab­
sent there is the absence of a divine 
indication in such choice. It matters 
uot how harmonious or earnest their 
desires may bo, if they are actuated 
by motives that do not look primarily 
to the glory of God, God is not di­
recting them. And hence, in decid­
ing upon a place of labor, ministers 
should look closely into tho surround­
ings, and. as far as possible, recognize 
and appreciate tho true indications in 
the case.
• 111. The ordinary events of life, and 
the operation of the laws of nature.— 
These God sometimes uses to direct 
His ministering servants whore He 
will have them labor. In Isaiah

if this has been the divine procedure , 
in the ages past, must it not still be ? । 
God has not changed. And in chang- ( 
ing from the old to the new dispense- ; 
tion, as we have already seen, He did , 
not retire and leave the management ( 
of the work of salvation wholly in < 
the bunds of His people. God uses , 
storms, and war, and angry men, ( 
worldly difficulties and heavy afflic­
tions. In this way He very forcibly , 
calls attention to the indications of 
duty previously given.

A failure to recognize, or regard 
surrounding indications, is producing 
much confusion and trouble in the 
worlj. We sometimes find a minister 
whers ho is doing no good, and whore 
the surroundings show he never Van 
do any good. I n such a case some­
thing is wrong: either God has called 
a mun to preach wbo is incapable of 
doing any good, or the man is in the 
wrong place. The latter, of course, 
must be true. And if he is iiT the 
wrong place, why is it so ? Where is 
the fault? Are there any reasons by 
which he can ascertain the Lord’s 
will in this matter? If there are not, 
ho is certainly not to blame for being 
in tho wrong place. But there are 
moans, and unless he disregard them, 
a minister can not long remain ignor- 

' antly and innocently in the wrong 
1 place.

But it may be that he has neither 
। expected nor sought divine direction, 

but has just gone to work wherever 
' work was to be done. It may be thhl 
1 he has sought to follow his own, in­

stead of the Lord's will. It may be 
i that be has looked to his financial in- 
• terost, more than to the cause of 
I Christ, It may bo that he thinks it 

is bis privilege to work where ho 
> pleases, and tho Lord's business to 
• bless that work as suite him. How-

“When thy judgments are in the 
earth, the inhabitants of the world 
will learn righteousness." That ia, 
When the events of life, or the opera­
tion of nature s laws, become calami­
tous to the people, they learn to do 
right. As this proposition stands re­
lated to God's dealings with Hia peo­
ple in the ages past, few, if any, reject 
it. But when applied to the present, 
many doubt, and some positively 
deny, that those tilings over have 
any such Injuring in our day. Mgny 
are ready to tell us that the events of 
life are brought about by the opera­
tion of principles for which the actors 
in those events are themselves not 
only responsible, but the only parties 
concerned. And the operation of na­
ture's laws ia in accordanoe with fixed 
and invariable rules; and therefore, 
they argue, these things can not have 
anything to do with moral obligation. 
But these things have always been 
just aa they are now. In the produc- 

Ition of the storm that brought Jonah's 
voyage to a premature end, there ia 
■o reason to conclude there waa any-

over it may have "been, or whatever 
may have been the determining con­
siderations, for a minister to be whore 
ho is accomplishing doth i ng, and 
where there in no probability that he 
ever will accomplish anything, ia, to 
i«ay the least of it, strong presump­
tive evidence that he boa- failed to 
apprehend, or refused to be guided 
by the providential indications about 
him. To be a little more specific on 
this point, let us notice—

1. Financial EmbarraaamenL—Fi­
nancial difficulties may come upon a 
miuister aa u result of hie own mis- 
nianhgomont, or bo forced upon him 
by circumatancea he could not con­
trol. In either case, it may be need 
to bring him to a better appreciation 
of hia surroundings and consequent 
duty. But it may be aaid that finan­
cial embarrassments are common oc­
currences, they come upon men indis­
criminately; and bow can they bo 
recognized us divine correctives? 
Storms huvo.boen common in all ages

God's ministers, and such treatment 
be used as the instrument by which 
they are brought to recognise and 
heed God's directing finger.

3. Withholding a proper support.— 
A meager, or partial support, is not ' 
always to be taken as proof that a 
change of field is necessary. A min­
ister may fail to get a support because 
of a want of proper instruction, or 
poverty of the people. But with­
holding tho accustomed material aid 
is u sure evidence that something is 
wrong, and calls for a careful exam­
ination of the surroundings ; for wo 
may very reasonably doubt whether 
there ever was a case of this kind 
without othor and precedent indiha- 
tions. This, like tho other point, 
does not seem to be the brotherly 
way of meeting the case. But min­
isters are men, subject to the com­
mon frailties of humanity, and when 
pleasantly situated, it sometimes re­
quires severe measures to remove 
them. If the brethren continue to 
pay as a matter of duty, having been 
useful there, he might be blind to the 
real condition of things. His breth­
ren might otherwise be unable to 
make him see tho importance of a 
change. Ho might refer them to 
long successful pastorates, and the 
evils of frequent changes, all of 
which might be true and still it 
might be necessary, in his case, to 
change. In some cases, they may ap­
prehend the unfruitfulness of their 
labors, and realize that they arc no 
longer acceptable to their brethren, 
and yet be unwilling to undergo the 
pecunary sacrifice and uncertainty 
of a change, for ministers, like thoir 
lay brethren, sometimes permit 
money to get in the way of duty. 
1 n such cases we may seriously ques­
tion whether it would not do less in­
jury to tho preacher himself and tho

as the starting point Then the Deity 
of Christ is denied or explained away, 
then follows, as a necessity, heresy 
as to the doctrine of atonement, an 
avowal of annihilation, and w on to 
the end. Indeed, when a man starts 
in the way of error, there is no help 
for him, without a epecial divine in- 
terpoeition, till, like the man who 
plunges into the Niagara at the head 
of the rapids, he goes over the falls.

These thoughts have been suggest-

many bad things that ean be laid to 
tbe charge of the Romish chureh. 
Dr. Thomas, aa a member of, aa a 
minister within the pale of tbe Meth­
odist Episcopal church, bad a perfect 
right to interpret the Scriptures as he 
honestly believed to be in harmony 
with the mind of the Spirit. He eould 
do no lees than thia. But when be found 
himself out of line with the theologi­
cal thought of his brethren, Christian 
manhood and honor demanded that 
he quietly withdraw. We admire 
men of convictions, men who read 
and think, and go down to the roots 
of things for themselves. We would 
that all men were after that fashion, 
even although their views may be 
radically different from our .own. 
But wo must ever insist that the 
church is above the individual, and 
that, as the depository and exponent 
of Christ’s law, she must require the 
fafth of the individual member to be 
in harmony with her accepted stand­
ards. And when any one steps back 
on his personal righto, and, in his 
teachings, antagonizes the faith of his 
church, be is to be dealt with as a 
disorderly walker. This applies to 
Baptist churches just aa truly and 

i forcibly as to all other religious bodies.
