Coleridge pertinently asks : “ If you 
are not a thinking man, to wbut pur­
pose are yon a man at all? There 
is one knowledge which it is every 
man’s duty and interest to acquire, 
namely, self-knowledge. To what 
end else was man alone of all ani­
mals endued with the faulty of self- 
consciousness? ’’

Pascal, with equal force and troth, 
says: “ Man is evidently made for 
thinking : this is the only excellence 
be can boast To think aright is the 
sum of human duty: and the true 
art of thinking is to begin with our­
selves, our Author and our end."

It is an awful proof of human de­
pravity that men generally give 
most thought and attention to sub­
jects which have tbe least intrinsic 
and relative importance, and pervert 
and waste the intellect and affections

Yet even here there are pos- 1 
sibilities of thinking, even though i 
scanty from want of use. There is 1 
enough to make the owners reeponsi- i 
ble both to human and divine law. i 
That they will not nse the small ca- , 
pabilities they do possess is tho great < 
reason why they remain wo scanty, i 
and this is guilt. Do not then flatter 1 
yourselves with the notion that more i 
thoughtlessness will he received as i 
an excuse for yonr wrongdoings or < 
failures, or will mitigate tho miseries < 
it creates. From thoughtlessness a 1 
man may leave his door unbolted and 1 
thieves may rob him of his troasuros. 1

gineer may neglect proper adjust- ;

You may think it witty to 
mock st religion, to jest sbout bell, to 
turn everything holy into sport snd 
ridicule. You may thus stifle 
thought, evade reflection and live on 
in careless indifference, but from al) 
this there must be a fearful awaken­
ing. Better now arouse thee from 
this lethargy and levity than wait till 
death's sepulchral call or the arch­
angel's pealing trumpet shall pro­
claim that the time for reflection is 
past, and that the solemn realities of 
eternity have come.

At a; late meeting of tho Minis* 
tsmf Conference in Philadelphia re­
cently, P. 8. Henson, D.D., read a 
paper on “ Prevailing Methods of 
Securing a Pastor." He said:

It is. an error to suppose that tho ■ 
former days were better than these. 
There was just as much undue 
method in securing positions as now. 
There ;were,. as bow, men who 
brought the ministry into contempt. 
Vacant churches are apt to be over­
whelmed with eager applicants, who 
come as doves to their windows. If 
a church is vacant, it should, , first of - 
all, look up, and ask God for a minis­
ter. But in feet, the churches walk 
in tbe light of thdr own 'pyee. 
There should be not only prayer, bat 
the use of appropriate means. What 
are these means ? Shall it be by the 
use of the tot ? But wbo shall decide 
among whom the choice by lot is to'

‘ained by intelligent and discriminat­
ing choice. But bow can a church 
have such knowledge as to make a 
judicious choice. They can not de­
pend on credentials; these are given 
very carelessly. Shall a few judicious 
brethren “ spy out the land," and 
recommend a minister ? Thia is con­
trary to the genius of our denomi­
nation. The coming man suould 
come, and see if he fills the place. 
Shall a minister who is without a 
charge, or who needs a charge, se­
renely wait for a call? Our Lord 
Jesus and Paul did not thus “ wait;!'* 
they gave calls rather than wkited‘: 
for them. Tbe minister is to hunt 
for souls, and for places where the 
souls are. If a pulpit is vacant, and 
I am vacant, perhaps God means 
that this vacancy may fill that m- 
cancy.

If you bad not, no blame would 

rest upon you. We do not censure 
an infhnt or an idiot for not reflect­
ing. If they are not capable of con­
sidering, they are not culpable for its 
neglect. Great capabilities are the 
measure of great obligations. And 
when you say yon can not think at 
all, you acknowledge that you are a 
fool.

But men* possessing ordinary ra­
tional faculties are able to fix their 
minds upon subjects of importance, 
and to weigh the bearings and conse­
quences oi their actions. They show 
that they are, in plana they form, 
and in perseverance with which they 
pursue such plans, for gain or pleas­
ure or honors. They can study out 
methods for making money or win­
ning fame. They can discover a 
path that promises to lead to earthly 
good, and follow that, though it may 
be rough and steep. Obstacles are 
trampled over and aide are promptly 
accepted. They will forego present 
enjoyments and advantages to make 
sure of a good thing in the future. 
A proper consideration of worldly 
interests induces the parent to select 
and the youth to consent to a long 
and drudging apprenticeship or to a 
tedious course of studies that prom- 
fee profit In tbe future. Years of se­
vere, unpaid toil are devoted to mere 
preparation for future benefits. Mon 
can reflect, and some do. And 
only those Mino faculties are exer­
cised in looking a little further for­
ward into the enjoyments and inter- 
oats of tbe days beyond age and 
death. The same capabilities that 
can forecast for worldly welfare can 
forecast for heavenly welfare. There 
is no impossibility about this matter. 
I admit that there ate many whose 
course in life-like that of the prodi­
gal—seems to indicate that they have 
no mental ability for looking forward 
and tracing consequences. Youag 
mon, giving unrestrained, license to 
debasing propensities, acting only

others employ than
I do not mean that to think and 

plan for worldly interests is wicked. 1 
Yoi may do thia I complain of you ' 
if you do not. It is wise in youth to 
discipline the mind for the duties of 
manhood; in manhood to provide for ' 
the needs of old age. But if yon let ' 
all these powers He dormant concern- 1 
ing eternal interests, that is wicked ' 
as well as foolish. It is unworthy an 
immortal being, to whom this world's ' 
life is only a brief introduction into 
an everlasting existence, to live as 
though death ended all. Is it wise to 
look for nothing beyond a possible 
old age? Does annihilation t^ea 
come? None of you really believe ' 
that. Does what la beyond then de­
serve no reflection? Some of yon 
employ your thinking faculties in 
pondering whether yon may not so- ‘ 
cure eternal happy life without a 
present life of piety-, whether you 
can not coneort with sinners and be 
saved with saints; eqjoy tbe glee of 1 
tbe godless and then the gain of the । 
godly; whether there may. n3f be 
some way to Heaven ‘along paths of 
self-indulgence and disobedience. 
And while you are speculating over 
your own dreams, life is wearing 1 
away and every day bringing you .

these questions will be settled.
One thought! offer for your seri­

ous reflection: if you do repent of 
sin and abandon it, believe in the 
Lord J os us Christ, and obey God; 
you will be certain of Heaven. There 
are black clouds of doubt, to say the 
least, shrouding every other way. 
There is .possibility that every hope 
not based upon tbe meditation and 
sacrifice oft Jesus may prove a delu­
sion. Reflect, then, whether it will 
not be best to travel along the surest 
path that trends heavenward. Who 
would push off in a. frail skiff to

irrational if yon do not strive to as- 
cure It?: Your heart has but to cease 
beating for a moment aud yonr ever­
lasting destlnie. aseflxed. A fall, a 
fevey, • blow, a fit and all is over for 
this earth, and you are neither noth­
ing, or miserable, or happy.

The Relation of Faith to Regeneration

18 PRACTICAL FAITH ESSENTIAL T« 
REGENERATION?

I have often noticed in publications 
expressions favoring this view; but 
I have not soon it' in language so 
pointed as that used by Dr. Burrow* 
in his review of Dr. Graves' book on 
Landinarkism. In his fourth number 
is this language: ‘^Evangelical ie u 
term appropriated to charactcrizi- 
those doctrines which wo call doc­
trines of grace, faith in which is ne­
cessary to a sinner’s salvation." 
Again : " Thore are certain truths, a 
practical faith in which is csiMiniial to 
a sinner's regeneration and salva 
tion.” <

My purpose in this notice is tv 
elicit the truth in reference to thi- 
subject) so important in its relation U> 
human redemption. And my reason 
for referring to this subject in th< 
language of Dr. Burrows is not be­
cause the sentiment is jicculiar to 
him, but because he hus made it mon 
jointed. In order that the issue, be­
tween those who bold and teach tbi- 
view, and those who differ from it, 
may be clearly seen, I put it in the 
form of a query, thus: Is practical 
faith in the doetpfhes of grace or any 
other truths, oMntial to regenera­
tion? Or, on the other hand: Is 
practical faith a reevlting fruit of re 
generation ?

The purpose of this inquiry is to

of a birth of flesh by a natural gen­
eration. And “they that are in tbe 
flesh can not please God,” and “ with­
out faith it is impossible to please 
him.” Honea the necospity for regen- 
eration, or spiritual birth.

The Apostle Paul said to tbe Cor­
inthians, “ The natural man recei^eth 
not the things of the Spirit of God : 
for they are foolishness unto him: 
neither can ho know them; because 
the}- are spiritually discerned.” By 
this he shows tfto necessity for a 
spiritual birth to give spiritual dis­
cernment, that llio things of tbe Spirit 
should no longer appear to be foolish- 
iicsa, but the power of God, and the 
wisdom of God. The same a|>osllc 
in bis letter to the Galatians contrasts 
iho fruits «f the Spirit with the works 
uf the flesh, in which faith is given 
as a fruit of the Spirit, Ibus he says: 
The fruit of tbe Spirit is love, joy, 
l>caco, longsuffering, gentleness, good­
ness, faith" And iw practical faith 
icorks by love, they are given together 
as fruits of the Spirit \

This being so, if a similar practical 
faith which includes love with its 
kindred fruits, could exist as an os. 
oential prerequisite to regeneration, 
no one could over know without a 
now and special revelation that such 
a change had over taken place. For 
practical faith works by love; and 
by it as a fruit of the Spirit wo arc to 
know that wo have passed from death 
unto life. “ He that believotb on the 
Son of God hath tbe witness in him­
self," says tbe apostle John. And ho 
says again, “ Those things have I 
written unto you that believe on the 
Son of Gbd ; that ye may know that 
yo have eternal life.” And again, 
“ We know thal wo have passed from 
death unto life, because wo love tbe 
brethren. He that lovoth not his 
brother abidoth in death "

uuvo men of ,tbe brethren, it the 
evidence that spiritual life has tikou 
the place of spiritual death. And re- 
'/rneration is the term to denote this 
change ; and love is its fruit and one 
of the witnesses giving testimony of 
life from a death in trespasses and in 
-ins ; or in other words, spiritual life 
from spiritual death. That which is 
a fruit and evidence of what has al­
ready passed, can not precede it and 
be essential to iL If it were possible 
tor such a state of things to exist, it 
would be imjXMsible by such evidence 
<o know that such a change has 
'aken place. Practical faith, then, 
<an no more precede or be essential 
to regeneration, of which it is a fruit, 
tban the fruit of a tree could precede, 
aud lw essentia) in the production oi, 
the tree that bears it The same may 
lie said of all the olber fruits of tbe 
Spirit.

They who are the subjects of faith 
and love wilb tbe other fruits of tbo 
Spirit, have the witness in tbeynsolves, 
and may therefore testify to others of 
their own experience. By this 
churches claiming a regenerated 
membership judge of tbo fitness of 
applicant*; for by tbeir fruit they 
■ire to be k uown. If we place a prac­
tical faith,-working by love, before 
the change of heart called regenera­
tion, we obliterate all traces of such
change from both human oxpuriouce j 
and the sacred writinr —1 1

natural to begin with tbe weather. 
I recollect once asking an old Vir­
ginian Baptist, what bis opinion was 
as to the atmospheric probabilities, 
and with a quizzical twinkle of bis 
eye, be replied, “ Well, it is going to 
clear up cloudy, and be a long spell 
of weather.” For the last two weeks 
wo have bad oar full share of “ woatb- 
er.” “The rain, it raiueth every day,” 
until war roads have become almost 
imp*s*ablc. I suppose you are no 
bettor off in old Kentucky. This is 
the uotton season in Gcqrgia, but tbe 
unseasonable rains have cut tbe crop 
very short, and many of tbe farmers 
are down in the mouth. We bad 
a nine weeks spell of drought in mid­
summer, which blighted the promise 
ot ii4C spring, and now the early 
frosts and the fall storms—very unu­
sual in this latitude—have crowned 
our agricultural calumnies. I u olber 
purls of the Stale, however, u lull 
crop has been made; so liiai “ ut this 
time ibeir abundance will be a supply 
tor our want”

As regards church mutters, a very 
considerable stir has been made in 
our little town, by tbo advent ot cer­
tain mon, culling themselves uvauge 
lists, wbo belong, I believe, to u sect 
known as Plymouth Brethren. They 
have invaded our membership, and 
drawn away disciples utter them. 
They avow ibeir purpose to disrupt 
und disorganize the churches of every 
name. They pretend to a high 
standard of piety, including assur­
ance of tbeir salvation; and they 
demand as a test that all wbo express 
a desire to “ walk with them” ahull 
be able to say they know they are 
children of God. Their aeeurance, 
however, includes a good deal more 
tban that element of subjective 
Christianity. It is very like pre­
sumption and self 1
noflue in reading tjio, reports of tbe 
m^iCings of tbe Baptist Union of 
Greal Britian and Ireland, that some 
of tbe speakers refer to these char­
acters in no measured terms, and re­
port thal they have succeeded in 
rending some of the Baptist churches 
of Ireland into fragments. If any of 
these mon should appear in your 
State, it is well to put the unsuspect­
ing on their guard against them. 
They are fanatics of tbe most danger­
ous type. While some of my mem­
bers have been perverted from their 
principles, I tbank God that these 
troubles have been made instrumen­
tal in evoking from my church in 
general expressions of warm, person­
al attachments, and in confirming 
them in tbeir adherence to tbote 
greal principles which Cbrist has 
given them to conserve and to pro­
pagate.

The Baptists of Ge«rgia are a unit 
in doctrine and in methods of work. 
About two years ago the General 
Association concluded to dispense 
with paid agencies in collecting mis­
sionary funds. I think it is gener­
ally conceded that the amount of 
money paid into tbe treasury tor all 
beneficent purjioseK, hag been from 
that lime very largely increased. 
There is only one exception to the 
above rule in the matter of agencies, 
and thal is in the person of Dr. De

Tbe Baptiste 
have been greatly blessed in this lo­
cality as regards the ministry of many 
men whose reputation extends be­
yond tbe limits of tbe State. Among 
these are such names as Dagg, 
Crawford, Mallory, Saunders, Bat­
tle and last, though not least, tbe dis­
tinguished Merc, r, from whom the 
University takes its name. The re­
moval of the laltcr school to Macon 
was disastrous in many respects to 
Baptist interests in Middle Georgia. 
Two years ago, tbe property in Pen- 
field was made over in fee simple to 
tbe Georgia Association. There is a 
flourishing High School there con­
ducted by Rev. J. W. Ellington, an 
excellent teacher, and a man of su« 
perior talents as a minister of tbe 
gospel. The method of associatiooa) 
work differs somewhat from that 
which is pursued in Kentucky; Tbe 
territory embraced in tbe Georgia 
Association is divided into five dis­
tricts, in each of which is held al 
different times during tbo year, a 
general meeting in which our dis­
tinctive doctrines and practices are 
ireely and ably discussed. To tbia 
plan wc are largely indebted for tbe 
success that bus attended the Baptist 
eduse here. Tbe jioopie generally 
are well indoctrinated. This plan 
very much obviates tbe necessity (if 
nocessit}- there be) for public debates 
between representative men of tbe 
leadingdenominations. With regard 
to tbe revival meeting systems, many 
of our foremost brethren are doubt­
ful of its scriptu rain ess and utility. 
We sigh ovftr the deplorable fact that

Had it been otherwise, had Christ 
really designed to institute a rite, 
had it been purpose that hie dis­
ciples should themselves symbolize 
the spirit and the behavior which he 
had just symbolized, what occasion 
could have been so fit aa that very 
occaaion for tbe first obeenance of 
tbe ceremony? Not a bint of an> 
such understanding on the part of 
tbe disciples or of any such intention 
on tbe pag^of tbe Lord, does the 
narrative furnish. Il all reads as if 
tbe symbolic act wore to be tbe Lord’s 
alone. It would be wide misconcep­
tion on our part of tbe real spirit and 
purpose of wbat Christ did, a mis­
conception amounting almost to a 
kind of irreverence, for us to exact 
>»vor a symbolism that he betrayed 
no thought of permitting ta any men 
or to auy man to share with himself 
in enacting. Lot us leave tbe sym- 
holism unique and complete, enacted 
once for all by our Lord. Let us not 
disparage il by ropetilion of our own. 
Bui tbe thing* symbolized, these let 
us do, and be bappy in doing them, 
according to the grace of his wonder­
ful words. And let us not allow 
needless confurion of thought arising 
from the present narrative U> jierplex 
our obedience to the explicit and quite 
unmistakable commands that enjoin 
baptism and communion. Ab to 
these commands, tbo symbolisms are 
ours to enact Let us not tai) to en­
act them. But wo shall, in respect 
to baptism, fail to onact thorn if wo 
think either to baptize any that have 
not believed, or to baptize any, evon 
believers, without immersion in 
water.—Pboit.

The question that is now, in cer­
tain quarters, agitating the minds of 
Christian people in a manner such as 
seldom before—the question as to 
whether the ^individual member of 
the church has a right to his individ­
ual opinions, known to be in conflict 
with the faith of the church—is one 
of profound significance and interest

be given to this question. Every so- 
called evangelical church assumes 
that Christ, the Founder and Head 
of the church, has revealed in the 
New Testament a system of doc­
trines, which they formulate into a 
creed. It is presumable that all these 
religious bodies believe that this is a 
full and final disclosure of truth. 
Nothing is to be added to the revela­
tion, nothing taken from it. It is 
also presumable that all these bodies 
believe that every doctrinal state­
ment, every ordinance, is an impor­
tant part of the scheme as a whole. 
We can not see bow any one can be­
lieve otherwise, or less than this, 
without calling into question the wis­
dom of the Lawgiver. Therefore, for 
any one to step aside, in his theologi­
cal faith, from that held and taught 
by the particular denomination of 
which be is a member, is for him to 
become in some way infidel to some 
part of the New Testament teaching. 
It is also presumable, in this connec- 
ticn, that every religious society be­
lieves that the gospel, as a whole, has 
been committed to that particular so­
ciety rather to any other, to be pro-
served against the corruptions of men

This is right Church creeds are sa- < 
cred things. To the religious body I 
holding and indorsing them they are, i 
or ought to be, the very mind of ’ 
Christ They are ours to preserve in < 
all their original purity.

While proud and happy parent* are 
desirous that their daughters be ac- 
eomplisbed in music, drawing, paint­
ing, and the languages, they seem to­
tally to ingore the more necessary 
art* of housekeeping and home mak 
ing, or to imagine the knowledge of 
such to be degrading. We know of 
no more pitiable object than a young 
wife placed at the bead of the bas- 
band's home, utterly ignorant of her 
duties as its mistress. Trial*, well 
calculated to make her life miserable, 
await her, and many of the unhappy 
marriages of which we know and 
bear, have their origin in just such 
•eases ; for while men are loving and 
indulgent, they are .selfish, and but 
few have sufficient self-denial to bear 
patiently the mistakes that interfere 
so materially with their comforts.

A girl who has been raised in a 
well-regulated and orderly household, 
•an not understand the misfortunes 
•f such wives as we speak of. Il is 
not only a knowledge of housekeep­
ing which is so essential to the well­
doing of a family, but it is equally 
necessary to bo thoroughly acquaint­
ed with the art of home-making. It 
doos not do for the wife and mother 
to limit her efforts to tbe wants only 
—physical, mental and moral—of the 
family. She must understand bow to 
keep her house clean, and orderly; 
when and by what means her bou*e 
became filled with impure air. She 
must know what kinds of food are 
easiest digested, which kind nutri 
tious. This of course demands some 
knowledge of philosophy and chem­
istry. Then, too, sho must under­
stand how to make clothing suitable 
for winter and summer. In short, 
a good wife and mother must be famil­
iar with the science of health and 
tbe laws of hygiene.

Many persons imagine that money . 
will do away with all these trials and 
inconveniences. This is all a mis­
take. Money will not work ; it only 
pays for having it done, and when 
the mistress is ignorant and incapa­
ble, much can not be expected of tbe 
servants. We have seen well-trained, 
•ompetent housekeepers take an in­
different cook or laundress, and by 
patience, and occasional direction of 
affairs, have tbe work satisfactorily 
done; while on the other hand, wo 
have known ignorant and inexperi­
enced mistresses to utterly fail in 
having anything like comfort in her 
household when employing a good 
servant, for every establishment must 
have a head.

While accomplishments contribute 
greatly to tbe pleasure of ourselves 
and our children, we should not for­
get tbe equally necessary knowledge 
•f household duties, and bow thor­
ough must be tbe home education 
that teaches what to do, and in what 
manner it should be done.—2Tomc-

“In the regeneration [TA* reno­
vated world], when tbo Son of Mun 
shall sit upon tho throne of his glory, 
yo also-shall sit upon twelve thrones, ( 
judging tho twolvo tribes of Israel.’’ ( 
—(Matt. 19:28.) Probably it-was tbo ( 
recollection of this promise which ’ 
inspired Paul’s question, “ Do ye not , 
know that tho stunts shall judge tbo , 
world ? "—(1 Cor. 6:2.)

Il is not unlikely that tho disci- ; 
plos measured our Lord's wok-ds me , 
chanically, anticipating that they 
should occupy visible jddgmont-seate, 
aa being, so to speak, associate jus­
tices with thoir Master in a grand 
court hold by him in bodily presence, 
as judge in chief.
