Third.— True repentance repels all
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I will unto him, Father! I have sinned 
gainst Heaven and before thee, and am no 
more worthy to be called thy ion. Luke 
1&18, 19.

We have heard our wretched lad re­
solving to go back home. Now, he 
ponders what he shall say when he 
returns. What sort of story shall he 
make up to excite pity in his father’s 
heart and'prevail with him to toler­
ate and welcome him back. He 
might hypocritically invent some 
plausible tale, with enough truth in 
it to render it credible, and so impose 
upon the credulity of his fhtber and 
waken compassion for bis misfortunes 
and sufferings. This kind of appeal 
has often been tried by depraved 
wretches, who, after the gutter and 
the jail, wanted to regain the com-

man is sorry for his crime as soon as 
he feels the constable's clutch upon 
his shoulder. Yet, in the solitude of 
his dungeon, he may plot new out­
rages and relieve bis grief by plan­
ning revenge against bis betrayers. 
If he oould escape this calamity by 
assassinating bis keepers or breaking 
through his dungeon walls, he would 
not hesitate a moment to do either. 
There is no true penitence in the 
anguish which wails over the conse- 
quenoee of guilt A threat of perdi­
tion may arouse terror without 
awakening a single pang of sokqw 
for the sin itself which invokes such 
denunciation. One may shrink with 
horror at the thought of being sent 
to hell, while he has no desire or 
taste for the purity of heaven. The 
true penitent does not plead, “ Lord, 
1 am very unhappy, and condemned 
to direst misery. 1 am likely to be 
wretched forever; therefore have 
pity on me.” No, not that, but, 
“ Father, I have sinned; 1 am not 
worthy to be called thy son/'

Second.—Shame is not repentance.
Mortified pride often brings bitter 

languish. You can easily imagine 
the sickening mortification of ouF 
ragged, hungry young man when he 
happened to meet a comrade of his 
revels sneering at his woful plight, 
or at the idea of walking in such a 
condition into bis father's house. 
When some folly or crime of a young 
man's life is exposed, perhaps exag­
gerated, how his soul is tortured by 
the remembrance. This sense of

tion, but if I expected that fears sp 
excited would lead any soul In loving 
repentance to God, I made a mistake. 
And if any of them accepted the ter­
rors that thrilled their souls as genuine 
penitence for, sin, they made a mis­
take. There is no penitence in fear. 
An assurance of danger may lead to 
thought as to the cause of that dan­
ger, and so to a perception of the 
guilt of sin, and to gratitude and love 
for the wonderful provisions mad§ in 
the coming and sacrifice of the Son 
of God for our redemption and cleans­
ing; and so the terrors of the law 
may lead to admiration and accept­
ance of the grace of the gospel. But, 
after ail, only love can induce peni­
tence. A sense of danger may pre­
cede repentance, and may be mistaken 
for it; but it is not repentance.

1 do pot mean that a sense of misery 
or shame, or loss, or danger, may not 
be associated with true penitahce. 
But any or all of these emotions 
may be felt without heart-felt repent­
ance. One may bitterly bewail his 
own wretchedness and yet ?ling to 
his sins; ho may be wofully morti-

bleared visage and. staggering limbs 
to his tortured wife’s door and begged 
for pity’s sake to be tried just once 
more. But it is not love for her nor 
loathing of his own vices that drives 
him ; it is often only besotted selfish­
ness seeking relief. Many a ruined 
son has .begged for a corner in his 
mother's kitchen because no other 
shelter or resting-place was open to 
him. He would rather sleep in the 
cellar of a4bagnio if he was sure he 
would not be kicked out of it, as he 
often had been.^If be could wheedle 
the kind-hearted dame by maudlin 
crocodile oozings from his blood-shot 
eyos and knavish vows of reforma­
tion, he will gladly rest awhile and 
recuperate for farther raids upon de­
cency and honesty. But in the para­
ble before us our young man seems 
to be studying bis character rather 
than his conduct, his unworthiness 
rather than his misery. It is in­
tended to be an illustration of true 
repentance for guilt, rather than re­
gret and’shame for its consequences. 
Wc suppose that ho in heart felt 
what he’proposcd to say, “ Father, I 
have sinned!"

We have here suggested then the 
nature of genuine repentance.

1'ou ought"to gain clear views on 
Shis subject, for repentance is cssen- 
■lal to salvation. “ Except ye repent 
ye shall perish.”

For the sake of clearness let us 
first look at this subject negatively. 
Some emotions that are called re­
pentance come far short of what the 
Bible means by the word. *

First.— Wretchedness is not repent­
ance.

Our prodigal does not propose to 
plead: “ Father, I am very miserable. 
I have suffered awfully." There 
may be intense agony without an ele­
ment of penitence. The arrested 
criminal, when the prison lock is 
famed upon him, may throw himself 
prone on the floor of his cell and tear 
his hair and beat his head and curse 
his folly, and wail that he is a miser­
able, ruined man, and be keenly
•brry that ho committed the crime 
for which ho is imprisoned. He is, 
indeed, in a pitiable condition. But 
in all this there may not bo a word 
or thought of his guilt. It is the de­
tection and misery which discovery 
causes which he bewails. Every

Tn such suffering. It may be en­
dured, while at the same time bitter
hate and deadly revenge and a de­
sire to repeat the crime, if -secrecy 
could only be assured, may share the 
shame within the flurried breast. 
There is no real penitence in all this.

Third.—Neither is lamentatiin over 
losses repentance.

The prodigal did not propose to go 
to his father and say : “ Father, all is 
gone; the portion thou gavest mo is 
all lost, and I am a beggar now , 
therefore have pity and help me." 
All this ho might have said, and 
must have felt, and yet, with the 
plea, there might have still been in 
bis soul a desire und purpose, if he 
could only secure another portion, to 
try it all over again, with such cau­
tions against disaster as experience 
had taught him. The suffering that 
is caused by losses, by the feeling 
that there is notbingdeft now but re­
ligion, that there is no further pros­
pect of much worldly enjoyment, 
and therefore ho will reluctantly give 
it all up, and as a last resort try if 
God will not help and save him.; in 
all this there is no element of repent­
ance. A man may say^ “ I will 
give up the, world," when the world 
has given him up. Every other av­
enue of gratification is blocked, and 
with a lingering look behind, he may- 
say: “Woll! I will turn my steps 
into the narrow path and seek God's 
favor.” This is just what some of you 
proclaim that you mean to do. It 
will be time enough for you to be­
come Christians when you have ex­
hausted the enjoyments of the world. 
You will turn to God when you have 
nothing else more pleasant to do. 
The Lord abhors all such purposes, 
and you will meet a frown where 
you stupidly anticipated a smile and 
hoar an indignant* “ Depart from 
me," instead of a gracious welcome. 
You can not palm off your chaff upon 
Jehovah alter you have wasted al) 
the wheat.

Fourth.—Dread of danger is not re­
pentance.

Our prodigal did not plead, “Father, 
1 am in danger of starvation, or of 
being beaten and murdered by my 
enemies.” A sinner may be intense­
ly anxious to get to heaven, so os to 
keep .out of hell. I have preached a 
good many sermons on the certainty 
and the horro«'s of future retribu-

You perciove, then, repentance is 
more than regret, for a criminal may 
regret bis crimes because of their 
consequences. It is more than re 
morse ; devils may feel remorse, but 
they never repent. It is more than 
sorrow; for “ the sorrow of this 
world worketh death." It is more 
than fear; for one may fear the pen­
alty and yet love the sin.

Our prodigal has gotten beyond all 
these emotions. There seems to be । 
but one thought, one feeling in his 
soul: “ Father, I have sinned. I am
no more worthy.” There are no ex­
cuses, no (udliations, no (charging 
others with the blame of his ruin. 
He is not thinking about his wretch­
edness, or mortifications, or losses, or 
perils, but about his own guilt and 
unworthiness. Real repentance has 
reference to sinfulness. It loathes 
pollutions. It mourns over guilt.

II. Let us consider then ap 'maticely 
ichat are the essential elements of true 
repentance as illustrated in this para­
ble.

First.— The repentance has reference j 
primarily to God. • J have sinned 
against Heaven and in Thy sight."

This feature of sincere and savingl 
penitence, is brought out very plain-1 
ly in the Word of God. David' 
charged by Natbun with blackest 
crimes against his subjects—adultery ।

• How, then, could David say, "Against 
- Thee, Thee only, have I sinned?" 

Because all sin is first of all against
• God. This is its supreme guilt Wo 
i can do no wrong to man without first 

sinning against the Lord, for we 
break God's law by any injustice or 

> injury done to men. There is no pos- 
. sible sin which is not pritnarily a sin 
• against God. Its chiefest guilt is its 
। disobedience and rebellion against 
l JlRovah.

And, who is Jehovah, that sin 
against Him should so afflict us? 
Who is he? What is bo to us? The 
Creator io whom we owe life; the 
Sovereign to whom we owe obedience; 
the Providence to .whom we owe 
gratitude for every blessing; the 
Holy God, who hates sin; the Just 
Gfcd who must insist upon the penal­
ties of His law; the Benevolent God 
who provides for the well-being and 
happiness of His creatures; the Om­
niscient God, the undeceived witness 
of every act of our lives and thought 
of our hearts. It is against such a 
God that .men have the daring pre­
sumption, unspeakable folly and un­
measurable guilt to sin. What is sin 
against Jehovah? It is repudiation 
of His authority; contempt of His 
laws, abuse of His love. Truly all 

, wrongs against men may sink into 
forgetfulness in comparison with this. 

, Woll may weeping penitence, gain­
ing a glimpse of such guilt, sob 

। through flowing tears, “ Father, I 
, have sinned, I am unworthy to be 

called Thy son.”
If you would only reflect one 

. hour, first, upon God's right to your 
। < obedience, and, secondly, upon His 

love to win your obedience and faith, 
you would be sorry that you bad 
ever offended and opposed Him.

to the essential hatefulness of sin* in

It forgets consequences in disgust 
of its innate defilement and corrup­
tion. The evil of sin is not in its re­
sults so much os in its nature. It is 

1 filth and rottenness within the soul. 
1 In Cave Hill Cemetery you see many

chral monument. Dig beneath it, 
and you find only putridity, and

It will not make distinctions be­
tween great and little sins. A pud­
dle befouls as surely as a ditch. A 
disposition to sin shows a hateful 
state of heart toward God, and the 
sorrow and indignation of the peni­
tent will be aimed at that state of 
heart. A little sin is as truly disre­
gard of divine authority and protest 
against divine law as greater. If you 
are determined to have your own 
way in little things; if you will not 
even in small matters conform to 
God’s will,, then how will you be 
likely to act when strong temptations 
urge you to grosser violatidns? True 
repentance is universal in* its decis­
ions. It would sweep out of the 
soul all sin, because it bates that hos­
tility of heart to God in which all sin 
originates. It would bring back the 
heart into that grateful, loving, com­
plete Subjection to the Lord which 
delights in all things to consult bis 
will and enjoy his favor.

Fourth.—Need I say, then, that true 
penitence will forsake all sin, or at least 
honestly desire, and strive to forsake itT

You can not hate sin and yet in­
dulge it.

Every week records its tragedies of 
prodigality. How our hearts were 
pained and thrilled during the past 
week in reading of the wretched 
death of a cultivated, accomplished, 
popular, brave and genial young law­
yer, who, after a week’s desparate 
dissipation and gambling, dared will­
fully to rush to the bar of divine jus­
tice, pleading, “Guilty, guilty, 
guilty." O, bad he only believed the 
lessons of this parable, and in a re­
pentant spirit kneeled at his heavenly 
Father’s,mercy seat, sobbing, “Fa­
ther, I have sinned: forgive me,” 
upon what a bright and happy earth­
ly life he might even yet have en­
tered ; restored a pure husband to a 
heart-broken wife, a loving and ex­
emplary father to his little children, 
a useful and honored citizen to soci­
ety.

Fifth.— True penitence leads to con­
fession. ‘I will say, Father I have 
sinned."

“ I will acknowledge my transgres­
sions.” If we have wronged or in­
jured any person through misappre­
hension or sudden passion, if we have 
any manliness or honesty of char­
acter, we will acknowledge it and 
ask pardon for it Your child, after 
some wayward disobedience, comes to 
you weeping and says: “ Father, I 
have done wrong, I am sorry for it. 
Please forgive me.” Your anger is 
gone; your heart melts and yearns 
toward him. In a spirit like this the 
penitent comes to his abused and of­
fended Lord and says: “ Father, I 
have sinned. I have been vile and 
ungrateful. Father forgive me. Love 
me again Let me live near thee in 
any humblest place, but let me enjoy 
thy favor. I can not live without it." 
This heart-felt penitence is confes­
sion.

From Ute Indians.

A GREAT CALAMITY.
The Tallehassc Presbyterian Mis- 

•ion buildings were consumed by fire 
night before last, one of the coldest of 
the season, and one hundred boys*and 
girls, besides superintendent, teachers 
and attaches, were thrown out in the 
cold, and for tbe time made .homclem 
and destitute. It would be difficult 
to estimate the greatness of the calam­
ity. The buildings were of brick, 
and cost ten thousand dollars; but 
the loss to the students-and to the 
pation, caused by the suspension of so 
excellent an institution, can not be 
estimated. This Manual Labor School 
has been in successful operation about 
thirty-six years—four years before 
my coming here—and has accom­
plished incalcuable good. The fire, 
as reported, was aiqidcntiul.

UNPROVOKED MURDER. i
One night last sveck two Indian J 

men called at tbe bouse of Mr. Mc­
Veigh, a white man who -lived about! 
•even miles from me, and asked per-: 
mission to sleep on the floor by his 
fire, which permission was readily 
granted. About 3 o'clock in the 
morning, Mr. McVeigh got up to 
quiet one of his twin children which 
was crying, when ono it the Indians 
asked him for his pipe and tobacco 
that be might smoko; as bo was 
handing tho pipe to him tbo Indian 
•hot him in the breast with a pocket 
pistol, andons he turned to lay the 
ehild in tbe bed with its mother, tbe 
Indian shot him in tbo back of the 
head. A young man who had gone 
from bis father's house without leave 
in Missouri, chanced to bo sleeping in 
the samo house, having hired to 
work for^Mr. McVeigh ; and, seeing 
the latter fall dead, ho sprang from 
tbo bed, and attempted to roach tho 
gun in a rack above the door, when 
the two Indians sprang upon him and 
held him down, and one of them 
getting hold of an ax, cut one of his 
bands off,'and also cut a large gash 
in bis head, cutting ono oar nearly 
off. Tho Indians shot several times, 
one shot going into the pillow, on 
which the young man luy, und an­
other into tho bod where Mrs. Mc­
Veigh had been, sleeping, but with­
out' hitting her. Whiljj they were 
trying to kill the young man with 
tho ax, tho dog ran to the door ami 
barked, and tho Indians supposing 
that tK^mo ono was coming made their 
escaped It is thought the wounded man 
will recover, for as soon us tho In­
dians left, he and Mrs. McVeigh went 
to Dr. Tennant’s, near by. and the 
doctor dressed the wounds, tying the 
arteries that ho might not bleed to 
death. No cause for the foul deed 
has been discovered yot, though tho 
murderers have b^en arrested by tin!

THI OKLAHOMA RAIDERS.
G. W. Grayson, of Eufaula, returned 

yesterday from a visit to Captain 
Payne's party that is threatening to 
invade the Indian country, in spite of 
the soldiers, and the President's proc­
lamation. He says tbe outfit con- 
siste of 32 wagons and about 75 or 80 
pedons in all. They are camped on 
the Kansas side of tbe line, with tbe 
soldiers a little in front of them. A 
more miserable set of ignorant white 
people ho never saw; and they are in 
a pitiable plight, destitute of all com­
fort, and camped on the south side of 
a hill, to protect them from tbe ex­
treme cold weather. Many of them 
are dissatisfied and would return, if 
they had anything to return to; but 
having nothing with them, and hav­
ing loft, nothing at home, they are 
kept in place by the influence of the 
adventurer who leads them, and de­
ludes them by false hopes and 
promises. Captain Grayson was ac­
companied in his visit by some Choc­
taws and Cherokees, among whom 
was Governor Overton, of the Chicka­
sa wb, who told them.that the object of 
their visit was, to dissuade them from 
infringing upon the treaty rights of 
the Indians, and to do this, he for his 
part would “ exbauHt every argument 
from the Bible down to a shot ^un.” 
The raiders have Bent n delegate to 
Washington, to plead with Congress 
for permission to settle in W&at they 
call Oklahoma, and the deluded peo­
ple think that they will receive the 
desired permission in a few days. 
From my own personal knowledge of 
the covoted territory, I am sure they 
greatly overrate it, and if Congress 
wore to sanction tho settlement, the 
people would have to be fed by the 
charity of the States, or it would 
soon bo another “ bleeding KanHM.”

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It is not the purpose of the present 
article to go into an Investigation of 
the subject of Pre-adamitism in gene­
ral. That would necessitate a series 
of articles. Nor shall we brand as 
infidels, by any ineana, those whoso 
views are different from our own. 
No doubt some very excellent and 
fine-spirited Christian gentlemen hold 
to and defend the existence of Pre- 
adamic man. Our present purpose is, 
simply, to survey this doctrine from 
the sUnd-poini of the atonement 
But what is Pre-adamitism? Of 
course, in simplest language, it is the 
theory that teaches that other races of 
men preceded Adam, in order of time, 
upon our globe. Adam, hence, was 
not the first man. The history of 
man reaches back, consequently, in­
definite geologic periods into the past; 
how far, none can tell. Pre-adamit- 
ism, according to Dr. Winchell, ope 
of its ablest expounders, does not 
mean a plurality of origins. It does 
not even mean plurality of species. 
It means simply that Adam was de­
scended from a black] race, and not- 
the black race from Adam. In this 
it is simply a reform of popular faith, 
a reversal of current teaching. But 
just how this teaching can be made 
to harmonize with the scriptural ac­
count of the creation of man, repre­
senting Adam as the direct result of 
omnipotent energy, we can hardly 
see. Anything in the line of a com­
mon sense interpretation of the 
Scripture statement of the creation 
of Adam, would place him at the 
head of the human fhmily. He was 
the first, Christ the second Adam. 
The first was of the earth, earthy; 
the second was the Lord from heaven. 
The first was at the head of the natu­
ral seed, the second at the head of the 
spiritual The first introduced sin, 
followed by the dark shades of spir­
itual night; the second introduced 
righteousness, and with it the joy 
and brightness of salvation. These 
seem the dictates of. common sense in 
reading those sublime and wonderful 
revelations at the very beginning of 
the Book of God. And we are quite 
sure that nothing, either in the field 
of advanced scientific thought, in the 
way of demonstrable fact, or in the 
domain of sound Scripture exegesis, 
will ever overturn -them or reverse 
their decision. But it is the relation 
of this to the atonement that we are 
to discuss in the present article. That 
Che Chinese, Negroes, Australians, In-

such a question can hardly be settled 
by “a priori presumptions.” And, 
new we think of it, why was not the 
promise given to the father and 
mother instead of Adam, the son ? If 
Adam’s ancestors were sinners they 
needed the promise, surely, tbe same 
as Adam did, and in its absence could 

be saved. If not sinners, they 
needed no promise, nor do they now, 
unless it "can be shown from revela­
tion that they, as well as Adam, have 
sinned and lost their original state of 
holiness. These Pro-adamites were 
created either in innoesney or holi­
ness. If in1 depravity, then God 
must in some sense be the author of 
sin. If holy, they need no salvation 
unless they have fallen. If they have 
fallen, and their fall antedates that of 
Adam, then there can be no salvation 
for .them unless there bo a distinct and 
special promise given p them. Nor 
can we labor for the "\al/ation ot 
these diverse races without the sup­
port and inspiration of such special 
promise. Dr. Winchell attempts to 
meet this on this wise: “ Orthodoxy 
holds that tbe atonement was retro­
active at least four thousanil.and four 
years; why not a few thousand years 
farther? Why may not the negroes 
have been as much embraced in the 
plan of salvation as Noah dr Abra­
ham? If it reached Adafn, the re­
motest ancestor to whom the Jews 
could trace their lineage, why is it 
prohibited to presume that it reached 
the littlq-divergont ancestry to whom 
Adam was able probably to trace his 
lineage f" Such views are surely un­
worthy one so learned and so gener­
ally accurate in thought as Dr. Win­
chell is. Dr. W. surely knows—all 
men ought to know—why the atone- 
ment is retroactive at all. It was not 
on the ground that there were sin­
ners, simply, before the time of 
Christ. It was because of the prom­
ise given. That was to Adam and his 
posterity the pledge of the morning, 
the herald of the rising of the great 
Sun of Righteousness. The race 
from Adam down had the Promised 

' Seed constantly before them in the 
types, shadows; offerings, that wore 
committed to them; and it was 
through faith in Him who was thus 
set before them, crucified, in slain 
bird and beast, that they were saved. 
Atonement, therefore, was 'not retro­
active in any arbitrary sense of the

dians, as well as the white race, have 
boel made subjects of God's redeem­
inggrace, is just as certain as that 
there is any redeeming mercy.

Says Winchell: *• That he " (the 
-'negro) “ has all along.been a subject 
of salvation, is testified by hundreds 
of religious teachers who have led 
him to repentance and witnessed the 
phenomena of a changed life, and 
passed judgment on tbe relations of 
these phenomena to the plan of sal­
vation. According to the testimony 
of these witnesses, the negro i^ de­
monstrably embraced under that

term. It reached and influenced 
those, an4 those only, to whom the 
promise camo, to whom God’s sym­
bols of truth came. If this be not 
tbe meaning of Scripture promise, 
symbol and prophecy, wo confess our 
inability to extract their moaning; 
and wo thoreforo repeat what has al­
ready been said, that if thcr* is no 
distinct and special promise to the ne­
gro. tho mongoloid ond other races, 
then there is no salvation for them. 
Lot onr missionaries to the freedmen 
in the South, our missionaries to Af­
rica, to China and to Japan, all bo re­
called. If we have boon-simply wast­
ing money and life for tho past sev­
enty years, it is high time that it 
wore stopped. But, thank God! 
while these men are sinners, there is 
salvation for them. They are our 
brothers “according to tho flesh.” 
They are involved in the transgres­
sion pf the race and the terrible con­
sequences that flow from it But by 
simple faith in Christ the Son of God, 
they, as well as we, -may be delivered 
from tbo law of sin and death, and 
brought into the possession of tbe life
and freedom which tho gonpol 
porta. '

Where are the other children? 
Thousands of tho poor and destitute 
children of eur land are not in the 
Sunday-school. Robert Raikes or­
ganized Sun Ay-schools in Gloucester 
for the poor, the ignorant, the desti- 
titute, the vicious. For these this 
great movement and system arose. 
It would be unjust to say that through 
all these years it has departed this 
original ideal Yet in this-centen­
nial year it needs to be filled with it 
anew. Within the reach of our Sun­
day-schools there are thousands of 
peer children who are not receiving 
the instruction they need. We put 
this question to our Sunday-school 
workers: Are the poor children of 
your community, town and city in 
the Sunday-school? Look over the 
clssses next Sunday, and count up 
the children of the community. 
You may say that you do not know 
them. So it was with Mr. Raikes; 
but when he saw them he knew how 
destitute they were. Ho learned to 
know them.

The elite of society are often not 
the first and most ready to receive 
plain, simple gospel truth. There 
are some very encouraging features 
connected with work among the 
hmnblo in life. The children of the 
poor, and vicious are accessible. 
Their parents who would not allow 
them, or at leas^ encourage them, to 
go to the regular church-service, are 
glad to have them go to the Sunday- 
school. They ’can see that instruc­
tion, respectability and society will 
be secured. There is the chance of 
the church and the children who 
have no teaching or help in godliness 
at'their homes.

The poor and humble of society 
are for a large part anxious to be ele­
vated. While much of society seems 
to feel that it is rich and increased in 
goods, others do not feel so. The 
poverty, ignorance and neglect 
which rest upon this part of society 
are ita one unbearable burden. 
These children, if approached and 
taken hold of vigorously, will be 
glad enough to be helped up to a 
higher and better plane. More sym­
pathy for such is the demand of the 
hour. More effort to bring in tho 
other children must be made. The 
Sunday-school . must be taken to 
them. They have no Bible, no 
prayer, ut> by mu of praise, no pious 
instruction, no Christian sympathy, 
no helping band extended to them. 
O, the dying wants of these other 
children who are not in the Sunday- 
schools I Who will go after them ?

If the equatorial re­
gions of the earth were covered with 
water, the trade winds would blow 
steadily right round the globe, fol­
lowing the sun’s course with a north­
ward deflection from December to 
June, and with a northward slant 
from June to December.

ranks aganst the Western Ghauts of 
India, where, about the beginning 
of June, they gather in a dark can­
opy, covering the sky far and near.

On the. Coromandel coast of the 
peninsula it is the northeast monsoon 
which renders the same service at 
the reversed period of tho year for 
that side of India. The(c the life­
giving clouds are brought up from 
tho Bay of Bengal to break over the 
Eastern mountains and refresh the 
fields of Orissa and Madras. The 
snows of Himalaya, periodically till­
ing tho channels of the Ganges and 
tho Brabampootra, complete the wa 
ter supply of the Indian continent, 
which would bo a desert like the Sa­
hara were it not for the mountain 
resovoirs and these “ mausims," or 
never-failing seasonal monsoons, by 
whose recurrence the land is watered 
front the sea, Indra and Narayen 
keeping alive the children of the sun.
