No better antidote 
can be found for the unbelief of the 
age than a thorough knowledge of 
the Scriptures. No surer corrective 
can be applied to the spasmodic piety, 
prevailing in many churches than a 
lookout over a broader horizon on 
the nature and duties and privileges 
of a spiritual life. Nor would it be of 
lees value that errora in doctrine 
could be corrected, and minor blem* 
ishee of life bo revealed, and loose 
social tendencies be exposed, by sim­
ply following the order of counsel 
and reproof in the apostolic letters.

Perhaps if we were to ex­
press their spirit as thatof zeal beyond grace, 
we would be correct The occasion in Eli­
jah’s life alluded to may be found in 2 Kings

the will of Jesus that they should thus de­
stroy the inhospitable Samaritans. Evident­
ly they desired to do so; but the text does 
not so say; Jesus' reply indicate* a* much.

V*. 66, 60. Jesus rebuke* them for making 
a proposition so little in accord with- the gos­
pel dispensation. Such a spirit suited the le­
gal dispensation; but that wa* passed. A 
new spirit, one full of love, mercy, grace and 
forbearance was now inaugurated. But this 
J*mes and Johb seem not to know; so Jesus

Are infants subjects of such a salva­

save them from, and consequently, no 
salvation for them.

And yet there are 
many professing to be wise, who de­
clare them innocent as angels, and 
thus cut them off from any part in 
the Mlvation of God. Tbe truth is 
this, infante are “conceived in sin, 
brought forth in iniquity, and go as­
tray from the womb," thus justifying 
the declaration of Heaven, “ There is 
none good but God-" Then infants 
are not good, for they are not God. 
And if they are not good, they need 
Mlvation us certainly as do adulte; 
and salvation means deliverance from 
ein and ite consequences in their case,

___ _  as his methods of Mviag in- 
fanta, oonld not have benefited ua, 
for we are not infonte, and it would 
have been of no service to them, for 
we oould not have communicated tbe 
plan to them.

of salvation.
Our second inquiry in the investi­

gation of this subject to, Are infante 
realty saved in heaven from sin and 
ite consequences? The Scriptures 
nowhere state, in so many words, 
that they are; but enough has been 
said to satisfy any reasonable man 
that they are saved. Of course I 
speak only of infante dying in infancy. 
Such are saved. I shall endeavor to 
sustain this position by fair and rea­
sonable deductions from the Word of 
God. Dkvid said of hj» dead infant, 
“ 1 shall go to him, but he shall not 
return to me." We are not here told 
that this child was saved. We must 
reach such a conclusion by a course 
of reasoning almost tortuous. My 
first thought liere is, that David does 
not allude* to tho grave, hi the re­
mark, “ I shall go to him." Ho knew 
enough of tho grave to understand 
fully that there could never be a 
pleasant reunion of parent and child 
in ite dark and loathosome domain. 
My second.is, that he had direct ref-

Again : In the Now Testament we 
are told that the people, on one occa­
sion, brought little children to our 
Savior “ that he might put his hands 
on them and pray," and when objec­
tions were made by the disciples to 
this interruption of the Master, bo 
made it tho occasion of an important 
lesson concerning children, a part of 
which, it seems to me, implies their 
salvation. “ Suffer the little children 
to come unto me, and forbid thorn 
not: tor of such is tho kingdom of 
God." The-Bible Union puts it “ for 
to such belongs the kingdom of God.” 
This remark, be it remembered, has 
reference to the little children who 
wore brought to*him, that is, to lite­
ral children; for he had not yet in. 
traduced the adult child, who is made 
a child by grace. If I am correct in 
this, then it follows that children dy­
ing in infancy go to heaven—are 
saved; “ for of such is the kingdom," 
etc. I confess my inability to see 
how the kingdom of God “is of 
such," or “belongs to such," unless 
they are saved—unless they go there. 
Whatever others may think on this 
subject, 1 choose to believe that in­
fants, dying in infancy, are saved, 
and that this part of my creed is 
scriptural.

ing companion on account of their 
unbelief. “ For,” says he, “ the un­
believing liubband is sanctified by 
the wife, and the unbelieving wife is 
sanctified by the husband, else wore 
your children uncleaq, but now are 
they holy.”

The apostle in­
tends simply this, an unbelieving 
companion is so ceremonially sancti­
fied that a believer may live with 
such a one, in the relation of husband 
or wife, without sin ; for, if this wore 
not so, your unbelieving children 
would be too unclean for you to live 
with them in the relation of parent 
and child without sin; but now are 
they ceremonially holy, or clean, be­
ing made so by the believing parent 
But Paul never dreamed of any real 
holiness descending to the child from 
either of ite parents, any more than 
he thought of teaching that real ho­
liness was imparted to the husband 
by the wife. Ue understood too well 
the faith he preached, “ we have be­
lieved in Jesus Christ, that we might 
be justified by the faith of Christ," 
ever to intimate that holiness could 
descend from parent to child ?

2. Infants are not saved by, or for, 
any natural holiness of their own.

and show, if we ean, bow they are 
saved. I answer the question thus: 
Infante are saved precisely as adults 
are, in every particular, except that 
they are not required to repent and 
believe. They are incapable of do­
ing either, and are therefore required 
to do neither.

1. The dying infant is regenerated. 
By natural generation it received a 
sinful nature—was born without ho­
liness. By regeneration it is given a 
holy nature, and is thus qualified for 
holy enjoyments. It is passive in ite 
regeneration; so is the adult. Neith­
er has anything to do in that act of 
grace. It to alone of God. “ You 
hath he quickened.” We are his 
workmanship, “created anew in 
Christ.”

2. They are justified.
“Without holiness no man can see 

the Lord.” The Scriptures teach 
us that we are justified “ by faith” 
(Acte 13:39, Rom. 3:28), and “by

It to gaaendly agreed that thia baa 
beenone of tbe coldest winters within 
the memory of onr oldest dtixana.

A VISIT TO ST. LOUIS.
I spent the, fourth Sunday in last 

month in St Louis, and spent the 
Sabbath with the Second Baptist 
church, this being the second time I 
have visited this church.

The 
pastor, Dr. Boyd, is a warm-hearted, 
generous, noble brother, and a 
preacher of good ability, if I may

blood " (Rom. 5:9). The infant can 
not be justified “ by faith," for it can 
not believe; nor “by works,” for it 
can do no work; but it can be “ by 
grace,” for that is unmerited favor; 
and it can be justified “by his blood,” 
because be died for all; and if for 
all, then for infants. Such a justifi­
cation is all they can need; it is in- 
nocency before God, and whoever is 
innocent in his sight is saved, be 
them infant or adult.

3. Infants dying in infancy are 
adopted into the family of God. 
This must be the case, or they must 
be lost. None but the children of 
God will be permitted to enjoy the 
inheritance. None are^his children 
by nature. “ Ye are of your father 
the Devil” If not naturally the 
children of God, they can only be­
come such by adoption. The infant, 
being justified, is*a suitable {person 
for adoption; and as Jesus never 
turns a suitable person away, the 
justified infant receives the “ new 
name "—is saved in heaven. *•

CONCLUSION.

Wo often hear people talk I of the 1 
innoconcy of babes, of theirJpurity, 1 
etc. I have only to say these per­
sons have never studied tbe Word of 1 
God. Thore they might have learned 1 
that “there were none good but 1 
God," and that he “ had reckoned ( 
all under sin that ho might have 1 
morcy on all.” Infante have an un- ' 
holy natjiro, for “ they are conceived 
in sin, and brought forth in iniquity." 
Now if none are good but God, in- 1 
fante must bo bad—not innocent and ' 
pure; and if “all are under sin," in- ' 
fonts must be under it, i. e., slaves to 
it, in ite power, to obey ite lusts; 
and this they do as soon as they are 
capable of acting at all. “ The wick­
ed are estranged from the womb: . 
they go astray as soon as they bo 
born, speaking lies.” They certainly 
have no holiness of Jbeir own for 
which they are saved.
. 3. They are not saved by baptism.

Baptism is so far from being a sav­
ing ordinance that in tbe economy of 
God it is not permitted but to the 
saved. Tho living infant is not in a 
saved state—hence is not entitled to 
baptism, and therefore is not saved 
by it. If baptism wore a saving or­
dinance, Paul was exceedingly re­
miss when indulging a thankful 
spirit that be had baptized so few of 
tho Corinthians. If baptism were in 
any way a means of salvation, his 
conduct in this instance is unac­
countable. That one usually so zeal­
ous in tho cause of Christ, and so 
anxious to “save some” that- he 
“became all things to all men,” 

। should at any time rejoice that he 
had Mved so few, is singular indeed. 
The truth i« Paul knew that baptism

saved by anything we can do for I 
them, takes the honor of their salva- - 
tiou away from God and gives it to a f 
worm of the dust. Awajf with tho I 
thought. Besides, it would, in in- i 
numerable instances, make their sal- < 
ration an impossibility. No differ- i 
ence how little is to be dons by tbe i 
parent, or any other human being, to < 
secure ite salvation, that little is of­
ten impossible; hence Catholicism 
has conjured up a place for such un- , 
fortunates where they are at reel, j 
but are not happy; whore tboy are j 
neither in heaven, hell, nor purgato- , 
ry. Such a system is dishonorable to ( 
God and man, and is’therefore false. । 
Salvation is by grace, and not of । 
works, whether performed by the 
saved or by others for thorn. ,

2.' Infant salvation, based on the 
grace of our Lord Jeans Christ, is a 
source of infinite satisfaction to be­
reaved parents. Wo sorrow not at 
their graves as those who have no 
hope. We, are not tormented with 
the idea that we have left something 
undone which was essential to their 
future happiness. All was in the 
hands of the infinitely Wise and 
Gopn, and we are satisfied. Wo 
bury them out of sight and confi­
dently expect to meet them again in 
brighter, blandor worlds on high.

my first visit His. social virtues are 
of a very high order; and his warm­
hearted generosity and geniality dis­
tinguish him from the great mass of 
city pastors. The church seems to 
be thoroughly organized for work. 
There are, I believe, no less than 
1,600 students connected with the 
different Sunday-schools taught by 
the members of this church. At 
present there is a revival spirit in the 
church, and baptisms occur quite fre­
quently.

this object? By way of answer, 
every Christian, aye! every individ­
ual, who enjoys the blessings of 'the 
gospel should spare no effort to have 
the glad tidings preached to every 
creature; and many are the ways in 
which this effort should be directed.

A want of system in planning and 
doing, places us often in a very differ­
ent attitude from what we desire to 
occupy. Because we have not large 
contributions to bestow, we are 
ashamed to give smaller. Rather, be­
cause wo can not give largely, we 
look not at the spirit oc motive 
prompting the gift, underestimating, 
or ignoring the small amount entirely. 
Let us then in this also seek counsel.

What is the gospel plan? Some 
gave tithes of all they possessed.

lees, the “foreign plant” gained 
now friends. In the year 1830 or 
1831, Pastor Von Ahsan permitted 
some of the students to hold a Sun­
day school in his parish. A few 
years later Pastor Platt permitted it 
also, and so did Pastor Geiken.

Since 1832 Bro. Krueger was a 
teacher in a Sunday-school at Ham­
burg, where he obtained the facts. 
Butin 1834 he was baptized; so he 
left the school. Bro. Oncken had 
left it some time before. Then the 
first German church was organized 
that had a Sunday-school of their 
own.

On the 9th'of January, 1850, the 
25th anniversary of the first Sundays 
school in Germany was celebrated, 
and that in the State church pastors’ 
much-despised chapel of the Baptist 
church. Rev. Mr. Rantenberg, the 
co-founder of the Sunday-school, 
mode a praise-worthy exception. Ho 
was present and made the anniver­
sary address, in which he thanked 
God fonthe good that hod been done 
the children in the past twenty-five 
years by the Sunday-school, for his 
blessihgs had visibly been bestowed 
upon it. x-

To corroborate the foregoing state­
ments, Bro. Krueger haa a song 
printed for the anniversary now in 
possession, whi^h, it seems to me, es­
tablishes the fact that Bro. Oncken, 
in connection with Rev. Rantenberg, 
has the honor of having organized 
the first Sunday-school in Germany.

Baptista have often said as much as 
this concerning the teachings of the 
“ Book of Common Prayer," but 
very seldom has an Episcopal minis­
ter borne testimony so emphatic as to 
the “ horrible dogma ” of baptismal 
regeneration. Such testimony from 
such a man is worthy of presevation.

What a world of meaning there is 
in these two words! When our 
Savior said, “ I will; be thou cleans­
ed," how full of significance the 
words I And when the poor prod­
igal said, “ I will arise and go to my 
father," he truly entered upon a 
new life. And just so with many 
others who have wandered far from 
home. When they come to them­
selves and their eyes are opened to 
see the fearfulness and beinousness 
qfjtheir sins, the blessed Spirit en­
ables them to say, “ I will;" Such is 
the firm and resolute answer of the 
quickened soul to the gentle and lov­
ing calls of the Holy Spirit The 
storm of vengeance is gathering, the 
angry clouds lower over the troubled 
way, while mercy, tender, long-suf­
fering, blood-bought mercy, is call­
ing the wanderer to return; and 
whep he firmly says, “ I will," the 
dark clouds rift away and there is a 
great calm, while hope and peace 
and joy shod their soft and beautiful 
light along the way that leadeth unto ] 
life everlasting. How many have ]
fallen into sin! Some evil habit 
fixed itself upon them until the soul 
was well-nigh the pit of-eternal de­
struction, when some truth has been 
so forcibly applied that the danger­
ous situation has been fully realized, 
and the soul, longing to be freed 
from such a thraldom, cries out, “ I 
will,” and the needed strength is 
given to put the besetting sin away.

When a true man or woman says,

The calling of a pastor is,-by many 
churches, esteemed merely Os a busi­
ness transaction, and often dispatebed 
with too little consideration. It 
should bo the subject of serious
thoughtand prayerful consideration 
by the whole church. How are we 

’ to be guided by the divine will, with­
out seeking to know the mind of the 
Spirit? Some churches esteem so 
lightly the calling of a pastor, as not 
to engage in prayer for guidance; 
while others prefer to call a pastor 
who can please the world, draw large 
congregations, make splendid show, 
and keep up appearance of great 
work. This is surely a mistaken pok 
icy. We ought to seek the guiding 
influence'of the Holy Spirit, above 
every other consideration, in calling 
a pastor. If guided by the divine 
will, we are sure to get a pastor who 
will feed the flock. We know of no 
instructions, in the Word of God, for 
calling a paster to feed the wdrid.

Our Savior said to Peter, “ Feed ' 
my sheep;" and Paul said to Timo- j 
thy, “ If thou put the brethren in re- 
membranes of these things, thou shalt 
be a good minister of Jesus Christ” 
He did not say, “ Put the world in 
remembrance," etc. We ought to call 
a pastor that will feed the sheep, take 1 
care of the lambs, and see that they i 
are all in the healthy exercise of re- i
ligious ■ experience and in the dis­
charge of Christian duty, regardloss 
of what 'the world may say, or do. 
Wo should Then have more efficient 
pastors and more efficient churches, 
because of tbo co-operalion of pastor, 
church and Spirit in the great work. 
We will have fewer changes in the 
pastorate, more peace in the churches, 
and more usefulness in the cause of

Dr. Croaby is delivering a course 
of lectures to the students in Union 
Theological Seminary, New York, on 
preaching. The first lectors was on 
the Proper Method of Preparing the 
Sabbath Sermon. While we are not 
able to indorse the views of Dr. C. 
touching the temperance work, we 
are truly glad that we can, without 
any mental reservation, give most 
sincere and hearty approval to his 
views upon the method of pulpit 
preparation.

Much has been said and written 
during the past few years, directly 
and indirectly, upon this subject, that 
is of real value, and that should be 
helpful to the preacher in his work. 
But we have met with nothing that 
has more of real practical sense, and 
comes so squarely to the matter in 
hand, as some of Dr. Crosby's utter­
ances. We will give the reader the 
benefit of some of these. “ The ob­
ject " (of the sermon) “ should not be 
to increase the general knowledge of 
your congregation.” .. “ The-sermon 
should be very far removed from any 
thing of the sort. In saying this I 
am not fighting a man of straw, but 
an evil that exists. The Sabbath is 
not a day to talk of hospitals and as­
ylums. It is well enough to have 
knowledge; but the library is not the 
place to go for sermons. -God’s Word, 
sought in the right spirit, is better 
than all libraries. The style should 
be one that the people may under­
stand easily..........The man who so 
elaborates a line of thought that he 
has to go over it several times him­
self to follow it, can not expect his 
hearers to catch it in a moment”

While some of these statements 
-must be accepted with modifications, 
and the modifications that Dr. C. 
himself would make, yet in purpose 
they are just and right T^e evil of 
which Dr. C. complains is, as he tells 
us, not a man of straw. It has an 
existence, especially in some of our 
principal cities, where its influence is 
sadly and highly prejudicial to the 
interests of the cause of Christ, hin­
dering the growth and enlargement 
of the spiritual life and power of the 
churches and the salvation of men.

The instructions of Paul to Timo­
thy to “preach the word” were 
never mqre sadly neglected than they 
are to-day. This, too, not because 
any true minister of Jesus Christ 
wishes to be unfaithful in the per­
formance of any duty required at his 
hands; but rather as a result of the 
unconscious influence that the spirit 
of the age has upon him and his linos 
and methods of thought The age is 
one of advanced thinking. The ad­
vantages of higher education are 
much more generally enjoyed than a 
few years since. In most of the con­
gregations that are gathered, even in 
towns of comparatively small popula­
tion, there will be found one or more 
graduates of some one of our colleges. 
Then the great bulk of the people 
road as never before. We come in 
contact with intelligent, cultured 
thought everywhere. The spirit of 
this is abroad in the very air. It is, 
then, one of the moat natural things 
in the world for the preacher, 
prompted, too, by a desire to do men 
good, to hold them in the congrega­
tion, to gain an influence over them, 
to get into sympathy with their line 
of thought, so as to bring them into 
sympathy with his—it is very natural 
that be ahould desire to adapt his 
method of presenting the truth to 
their methods of thought Does the 
question arise in any mind, What is 
to be done in such a case? what is the 
proper method? We answer, We

must be strictly and thoroughly Wb- 
lleal in our methode, of preaching. 
Support comes to this proposition 
from two sources: from the Bible, 
ourqgreat law-book’; and from the 
hlitory-of preaching, with its attend­
ant results,-daring the past genera­
tion or two in thia country. Wo sup­
pose that it will readily be admitted 
by all, that it is always safe to follow 
the Bible. The wisdo® that it con- 
tains and unfolds is infinite. It is the 
l<.w-book of the oburch, given by the 
Great Head—Ho who; looking down 
to the consummation of the redemp­
tive scheme, not only saw all the evo­
lutions of history, but every possible 
exigency that could arise in the fu­
ture, work of the church. He fore­
saw, with his Omniscient eye, this 
very state of things that exists to­
day,—that men would become cul­
tured, that they would have itching 
ears, that they would crave some­
thing more gratifying to their cul­
tured thought and literary tastes 
than the “ old, old story." But with 
this fall knowledge before Him, He 
says simply, “Preach the Word.” 
And what a grand tribute is there 
given to the power of the Word! 
The Word of God is quick and pow- 
erful. The gospel is the power of 
God, and has breathed into the Word 
His own omnipotent energy; and 
when it i^failhfhlly, lovingly, ten­
derly preached, it will triumph over 
every opposing power.

The results that have attended the 
preaching of the fathers on this con­
tinent establish and confirm this 
truth. In the general acceptation of 
the tertn-education, they were unedu­
cated men. They knew compara­
tively little of the great systems of 
theology and philosophy as they have 
been elaborated and taught by the 
schoolmen. But they knew the Bible. 
They preached it fearlessly, plainly. 
They honored God [by honoring His 
Word, and God honored them, and 
gave them abundant reward for the 
faithful labors performed, in souls 
saved and in Zion strengthened and 
enlarged. When we speak of preach­
ing the Bible, not history, science, 
philosophy, we of course would not 
be understood as pleading for an un­
educated ministry, nor for an unstud­
ied, unsystematic method of preach­
ing. A preacher, to be a lucid and 
an able expounder of Scripture, must 
be educated. Sermons, to be of real, 
practical value, must be thought out 
and elaborated carefully and prayer­
fully by the preacher in his study, 
alone with God. Nor would we be 
understood as decrying the introduc­
tion of history, science or philosophy 
into the pulpit There are fewtexts of 
Scripture that can be clearly and intel­
ligently unfolded without the aid of 
history. The aid of science and phi­
losophy may also be invoked to illus­
trate, and thus render more forceful, 
the truth. The more that wo can 
draw upon nature to make it illus­
trate the truths of God's higher king­
dom, the better. The danger is—and 
it is against this that we must care­
fully guard—that these things, the 
instruction of the mind, the enter­
tainment of the congregation, are re­
garded as an end, rather than as a 
means to an end. Let the preacher 
lay hold of everything that he can 
that will aid him in illustrating and 
enforcing his sermon, remembering 
ever that it is the gospel that he is 
commissioned to preach, and that the 
gospel only can save perishing men.

Ths exhortation of. Paul in the 
second chapter of his first letter to 
Timothy to pray for kings and for 
all that are in authority, seems at 
the present time of special force. 
Mr. Garfield has just gotten himself 
comfortably seated, if, indeed, it can 
be said that he has in the brief space 
of two weeks; and as .the ruler, not 
of a section, but of the whole people, 
he-tahould be earnestly remembered 
in prayer. He needs the wisdom 
that comoth from above. Questions 
of great interest in a great country 
are almost constantly arising, al­
though the land may rest in peace, 
and these require much of states­
manlike wisdom for their adjust­
ment It is not knowledge, a knowl­
edge of political history and of the 
general principles of state-craft, that 
men need simply, or even, perhaps, 
that they most need; but it is wis­
dom—that practical tact that will en­
able them to use their knowledge to 
the advantage of the people. This 
the President of this great Republic 
needs. As we pray, therefore, lotus 
ask God to bless him and his consti­
tutional advisers, to make them pure, 
right-minded men, to help them so

to administer the aflWro of the Gov­
ernment that the highest interests of 
the people shall be rabeerved, and 
that peace and good will and frater­
nal feeling may prevail throughout 
the whole country.

As announced, and hence antici­
pated, a grand inauguration ball was 
enjoyed the evening of March 4th in 
Washington. The question keeps 
rising in our mind, “ Is it right in a 
Christian land when the Chief Magis­
trate of a groat and nominally Chris­
tian people, who take the Bible as 
their guide, is about to be inducted 
into office, to have the ball a ‘part 
and parcel’ of the programme?" If 
men and women in Washington want 
to “trip the light fantastic toe” at 
that time, we suppose they have as 
much right then as at any other time. 
We have no more right to protest 
against a private ball the night of in­
auguration than the night after; but 
the ball to which we object is not of 
the ordinary kind. It is to all intenta 
and purposes Just what its name pur­
ports, “an inauguration ball." To this 
the President, according to long-es- 
tablished custom, is expected to go. 
It would be regarded an unpardon­
able breach of social etiquette should 
he refose. This is what we object to. 
The President of this Republic should 
not be subjected to any such social 
requirements as these, and we trust 
that, in the interests of Christianity 
and of good morale, the time will 
aoon come when these abominations

food in an available form. It may be sown 
broadcast under trees as far out as the limbs 
extend, to the extent of one or two bushels 
per tp»e of thirty feet spread oi limb on rich 
soils, and »-balf or a^third that quantity on 
poor, thin, and sandy soils, with the certain­
ty that it will nol <inly induce fruitlufness, 
but materially aid in the destruction of fruit- 
destroying insects, which seek and are pro­
tected by the earth during the winter season.

Spontaneous Combustion.—Some 
experiments made at Riga with reference to 
to the spontaneous oombuslion of various ma­
terials—wadding, raw flax, hemp, the waste 
from silk, wool and cotton spinning, also 
sponge, as well aa the wood dust found in 
cabinet-maker's shops—appear todmomstrate 
the important fact, among others, that small 
quantities really lake fire sooner than large 
ones. The substances named were saturated 
with various fluids—oils, fresh and in a gummy 
state, turpintine, petroleum, various varnishes, 
etc. All the fibrous materials took fire when 
saturated with any of theae oils, or with mix­
tures of the same; sponge and wood dust, on 
the contraf), proved to be entirely harmless. 
Combustion ensued most rapidly with seven­
teen grains of wadding, and sixty-seven 
grains of a strong oil varnish—namely in 
thirty-seven minutes; while 200 grains of 

saturated with 750 grains of strong oil rarn- 
ish and the remainder wrapped about it, re­
quired a period of well nigh fourteen hours. 
All these materials being placed in a well- 
sheltered spot and subjected to a beat of from 
28° to 40° C., silk did not flame up, but slow­
ly charred, and, as already mentioned, small 
quantities seemed to take fire soonest.

Cream Corn Cakr.—Three cupfuls of 

com meal, one cupful of fiour, two cupfuls of 
sour milk, half a cupful of cream, one egg, 
one tableapoonfril of salt, saleratus enough for 
the sour milk.

Stir until “frizzling” hot, when turn out 
into a hot dish.

Buttkrkd Toast.—Cut all the crust from 
slices of stale bread half an inch thick.
