By inquiring 
every Sunday what we can give to 
tbe Lord we are kept in remem­
brance of what he has given us 
His gifts to us are systematic, every 
day and hour be remembers ns. 
Then, if we do not give regularly, we 
can not be in full sympathy with his 
cause. Tbe systematic giver, as a 
rule, is an intelligent giver; know­
ing where his offering is most 
needed. There is so great a need of 
our offerings that we can always find 
a place to put them. But if there 
should be no immediate demand, it is 
still our duty to lay by us in store every 
week as God has prospered us so that, 
we can invest it when tbe opportunity 
is afforded. It is tbe Lord's money, 
we dare not spend it on oureelvcs. 
Many Christians find it difficult to 
give when an appeal is made. They 
have never consecrated one of the 
compartments of their purse to God, 
they do not set aside every week a 
part of their income, saying, “ Lord, 
this is thine, and I am'thy steward.”

God thinks more 
of the giving than he does of the 
gift Right here we make a great 
mistake; we are chiefly concerned 
about how we shall get so much 
money. It is vastly more important 
that people should give with the right 
motive, that they may be benefited 
and God well pleased. When all 
Christiaps abound in this grace, his 
cause will lack nothing. But with­
out a willing mind it is im{K>ssible to 
abound in liberality. He who has 
the willing mind will naturally give 
regularly and as the Lord has pros­
pered him. We often work ourselves 
up to tears, wishing we had some­
thing to give, and yet when five dol­
lars come into our hands we forget 
to make an offering of a part of it 
“ Where there is a will there is a 
way.” Nono of us are so poor as the 
poor widow. In Italy it is common 
to see poor, ragged women going into 
the churches with a few coppers, ap­
parently all the living they have, to 
make an offering to God, but in our 
land of plenty, elegantly dressed 
ladies are too poor to give anything! 
It is not uncommon for churcb-mem- 
bera (I will not say Christians) to 
boast that they give nothing. They 
are too smart to join a poor church! 
They love to see the rich fellows 
shell ont! I once knew an old lady 
who said she had been a Baptist 
thirty years, and, thank God! it bad 
only cost her ten cents! Her religion

ways, showed himself to be liberal. 
He was now making an effort to 
gather money from all the Gentile 
churches for the poor saints of Jeru­
salem, and he bad a right to expect 
that his brethren would respond.

If 
the brethren of Macedonia, who were 
poor, made lideral offerings, giving 
beyond their means, why should not 
the Corinthians be moved by their 
good example to abound in this grace 
also ? We emulate our lellowmen in 
getting on in the world; their exam­
ples of enterprise, industry, economy 
and honorableness arouse us to
greater exertions, so

When we see 
churches and brethren struggling 
bard to propagate the gospel and re­
main unmoved by their example, to 
say the least, we act unnaturally. 
But there are more powerful induce­
ments than the exhortation of an 
apostle and the example of brethren.

1. The needs of God's cause should 
induce us to five liberally. We have

Make plans of your own, but see that 
you do something in the spread of 
the gospel. Don't say, “ Charity be­
gins at home," for 1 have noticed 
that this kind of charity doos not be­
gin at all Besides, this is not charity, 
it is duty.

You 
can visit these and be sure your gifts 
arj worthily bestowed. You need no 
agents in this work. The constant 
and worthy demands of the cause we 
love should be enough to move us to 
abound in the grace of liberality.

2. The benefits which accrue to us who 
five should induce us to abound in this 
grace. “ It is more blessed to give 
than to receive.” The pleasure' of 
giving can be felt but not easily de­
scribed. You remember one day 
when you were anxious to do some­
thing for God and the opportunity 
was given you of helping some 
worthy person, or, of contributing to 
some worthy cause, how happy you 
felt, how sweetly you slept that 
night! Of course, we must give 
with willing minds, if we give grudg­
ingly, it wall make us unhappy. In 
one of the asylums in London a poor 
blind girl beard a sermon on foreign 
missions and determined to make an 
offering to this great work. Nearly 
a year after this the preacher was 
surprised one morning by this poor 
girl coming to him after the sermon 
and begging him to send her offer­
ing to the heathen. He looked at it;

half “ Why, my dear child,” said 
be, “where did you get so much?"

Closely akin, indeed another form 
of persecution, is- tbe social osfra- 
cism, which Baptiste here must en 
dure.

onym for all that is low and evil. 
Persons who have social standing 
would lose it by visiting Baptist 
churches.

Ona more thoroughly acquainted 
with the subjeot ooald, no doubt, 
suggest still other hindrances, but I 
think that I have mentioned the 
most important The Baptista here 
have some very commendable prac­
tice*, from which our brethren 'in 
America might well learn a Isssoa, 
and in which they ar* thoroughly 
unlike their neighbors. One of these 
is reading the Bible. In the StatAotq' 
public schools, religion' is taught un­
til the child is confirmed, at the ag* 
of fourteen. From that time on, ac­
quaintance with the Bible begins to 
fade from the memory. The col­
porteur, offering Bibles for sale, is 
frequently met with the answer, 
“ We do not need any Biblee, our 
children are through with school;" 
or, “ Oar children are too young to 
go to school." The Baptista, on the 
other hand, feel themaelvee under 
obligation to study God's Word, and 
among those who have been mem­
bers for some year*, there is said to 
exist a good familiarity with th* Bi­
ble. Regular attendance on public 
worship is also urged, and with fine 
results. They are exceptions who 
do not regularly occupy their place* 
in the Sunday services. Still more 
general is family worship. It ia 
taken for granted that no head of a 
family will neglect this duty. To d* 
bo would be to lose caste. Nor, so 
far as I have observed, is the father 
embarrassed by the presence of stran­
gers in his family. To take a meal 
at home without first invoking God’s 
blessing, would probably never occur 
to a German Baptist The same wil­
lingness is carried into the social and 
church prayer-meetings. The Ger­
man Baptist says he can not under­
stand how one can be a Christian 
who is afraid for his voice to be 
heard in public prayer. I shall not 
call kissing, which is practiced in 
some of the churches, one of the

Their social "landing is, therefore, 
not high. The tendency after con­
version is, however, upward. Many, 
since becoming Christians, have, in 
spite of the enormous odds against 
Ahem, far outstripped their neighbors 
in gathering around them the com­
forts of life. Some congregations 
contain well to do farmers ( Bauern) 
and some of the city churches wealthy 
merchants. The literary standing is 
also, of course, low; but some of the 
preachers compare favorably with, 
the nnivereity-trsined State pastors. 
There have even been two' converts 
from the ministry of the State relig­
ion. One of these after a time drew 
back, but the other remain* a faith­
ful and efficient worker. Without 
much general culture, the Baptist 
preachers have what is better—fa­
miliarity with the simple German 
Scriptures and that teachable spirit 
which is necessary to understanding 
and expounding them. But it is 
when one compares tbe moral char­
acter of the Baptiste with that of 
the Germans in general that the 
commanding superiority of the form­
er apjiears; and this superiority is 
sure to produce, in course of time, a 
more general willingness to inquire 
into the- principles of which it is 
the legitimate and necessary result.

After cold weather be 
commenced feeding from one end of 
the pit and found it had kept nicely, 
and that the cattle would leave ev­
erything else to eat it. He keeps 
from three to four hundred sheep 
and find* it very wholesome for them 
in the winter. Thinks clover krout 
will keep *beep as healthy in the 
winter as a bluegrass pasture. He 
is so well pleased with the success of 
his experiment he intends to make a 
pit thi* spring 60 or 70 feet long, 15 
feet wide and 12 or 15 feet deep, 
in a large stock barn, and fill it with 
clover and stock corn.

Tbo gonial glow of beautiful sunny 
day. ia quickly succeeded by the wild 
wind', wail, the storm cloud and the 
icy breath of the enow; and the wel­
come aunehine inviting the toil of the 
hobandman ia followed by the driv­
ing rain and the mad roar of 
•woolen atreama, overflowing field* 
and sweeping away fences and 
bridges. Yesterday was the most ge­
nial and delightful spring day , to-day 
it ia "cold and dark and dreary,'* 
with prospects of anew.

A FRCUL1AR RELIGIOUS VIEW.
Recently we met with a highly 

cultivated and devout Baptist, who 
held a novel view of the fall of man, 
rather of the preaent condition of 
the human race. There never was 
such a place as the garden of Eden. 
The expression is merely figurative 
and represents the sinless condition 
of Adam and Eve. All infante are 
now born in the same Choral con­
dition in which Adam and Eve were 
before the fall. They are born in the 
garden ot Eden and remain in it 
until driven from this garden or 
state of innocence, by actual trans­
gression. Could every infant be 
kept entirely away from temptation 
they might dwell forever in this gar­
den of Eden or state of innocence. 
All dying in infancy are saved inde­
pendently of the atonement of Christ 
as they have no actual sms to be 
atoned for, and partake of none oi 
the consequences of Adam’s sin so far 
as moral character is concerned. 
Such was the view oi this good 
brother concerning the fall of Adam 
and ite relation to bis posterity. 
Strange he could not be made to see 
that it would be a great injustice to 
subject infante to the sufferings of 
disease and the agonies ef physical 
death it they were born in just the 
same condition with our first parents 
before the fall. Strange that be does 
not apprehend the Scripture teaching 
of the representative character of 
Adam and of Christ “ As in Adam 
all die, so in Christ shall all be made 
alive." All who die in infancy are 
saved by the atonement of the Savior, 
ite'benefits being imparted without 
the exercise of faith of course as that 
is impossible. But here we tread 
upon obscure ground and must leave 
the matter of infant salvation to the 
bright light of eternity.

JUDGING or MINISTERS.
In accordance with the “eternal 

fitness of things" it seems deter­
mined that every person shall have 
his own standard for judging the 
preaching qualifications of different 
ministers. Some, who have more 
sectarian zeal than piety or windom, 
measure every minister's preaching 
ability entirely by bis denominational 
status. If he is a member of their 
ocelosiaetical communion be is in 
their judgment, a good preacher, 
though in reality he be a very ordi­
nary man. We have recently heard 
of a case in point A Baptist minis­
ter of experience and considerable 
ability, wbo has occupied important 
positions, was conducting a meeting 
at a village. A member of another 
church, when asked to go to hear 
this minister sneeringly oxclajmed, 
“ Why! can he preach T " Others 
again decide upon the ability of min­
isters by the fact of their reading 
their sermons. The masses of the 
people look very unfavorably upon 
the reading of sermons, and when 
they hear a minister read they set it 
down that be is a poor preacher, al­
though he may really be very able. 
As reading sermons is unpopular with 
thf general audience it behooves all 
ministers to try to cultivate a differ­
ent mode of delivery. Others still 
estimate a minister's ability by the 
effect of his preaching upon their 
feelings. If he can stir their emo­
tional nature, he is a splendid 
preacher, whether bis sermon has 
any plan and system about it or not. 
Because they are made to feel, they 
suppose the preaching to be good 
without ever considering the cause of 
their feeling. Of course the feelings 
have their place, in religion, and 
good preaching will always .tir the 
emotional nature. But there may 
be a moving of the feeling, where 
the goepel is not preached at all. 
Sympathetic stories may be told in a

pathetic manner and the feelings be 
so deeply aroused ae to unseal the 
fountain of tears, and yet there may 
not be any goepel truth at all brought 
to the attention of the audience. The 
feelings are to be moved only that ^be 
saving truths of the gospel may have 
aocees to the heart. The mass of un- 
educated bearers judge of ministerial 
ability by this criterion, and if a 
minUter plays upon their emotions 
and makes them feel they pronounce 
him a good preacher without ever 
considering wAy they feel.
THU WHISHT CUBSS AMD PUBLIC BXI- 

CDTIOMA
On the 25th of February a negro 

was hnng near Louisville, in Wins­
ton county, for committing tbe atro­
cious crime of killing hU wife. The 
execution waa public, and of course a 
large crowd assembled to witness tbe 
hanging of this criminal. Of course 
also a great many of those wbo as­
sembled were of “the baser sort." 
Whisky waa accessible, and many, 
who were so inclined, indulged in 
this fiery beverage of hell. A wild, 
reckless youth, seventeen years of 
age, with brain fired by whisky, 
created much disorder on the streets, 
and as tbe deputy sheriff was at-, 
tempting to arrest him he killed this 
officer almost* instantly. Will D. 
Triplett, the deputy sheriff, who was 
thus shot down, was a noble young 
man,' twenty-five years of age, de­
vout, a consistent member of tbe 
Baptist church and secretary of the 
Sunday-school. He waa always at 
his post of duty unless absent from 
town in the discharge of official 
duties. He lived only a few minutes 
after he was shot. His murderer, to­
gether with an accomplice, are in jail 
at Macon awaiting trial.

Public executions are of doubtful 
propriety. If this negro had been 
executed privately it is probable that 
this murder would not have been 
committed. The large crowd would 
not have gathered, and the young 
man who deliberately shot the officer 
of the law would not have been 
brought into this easy contact with 
whisky. it is probable that these 
results would not have followed. 
Besides, we think that capital punish­
ment is designed not so much to pre­
vent crime as to punish criminals. 
If it is designed to prevent crime it 
is a failure, for instead of having a 
tendency to prevent crime it is ex­
ceedingly demoralizing. If it is de­
signed chiefly to punish criminals, 
then it would seem that it ought to 
t>e executed privately.

One other thing occurs to us in 
connection with public executions. 
Ministers ought to be exceedingly 
careful as to the impression they 
produce concerning the future of 
those who pay tbe extreme penalty 
of the law. The indiscretion (to say 
the least of it) of a priest ut the exe­
cution of this negro, at lAmisville, 
led a correspondent of a leading 
journal to make a fling at all minis­
ters of tbe gospel. In commenting 
be advocate* private executions, and 
says, “ then would ministers cease to 
populate heaven with the vilest of 
criminals.” While regarding this 
fling with the highest indignation, it 
should nevertheless teach ue a useful 
lesson.
