I do not say that there is not often 
just cause for restlcMness and 
complaint Without doubt, there ia.

They screw down the work­
men, and especially the workwomen, 
to the very lowest compensation that 
can support life. I have no apology 
to make for such oppression. It is 
immoral and unwise. It is con 
denned by tbe law of God and by 
sound principles of political econo­
my. Il is hostile to tbo best imerestn 
of society.

Many remedies are sugggested for 
tbuae inequalities among men. Pnil 
osophios have been formulated to 
discover tbe ceases and to provide 
tbe ' remedies. Wise men have 
worked at these social problems, and 
often have entangled them in knotty 
intricacies. Is no reformation possi 
ble? Can no social revolution raise 
the erics of tribute payers into mas 
tery of tbe rulers, or into some fairer 
position of equality with them ? I 
ooii fess I know of but one. Listen 
again to tbe text, “ Tbe band of tbe. 
diligent shall bear rule, but tbesloth 
fui ihall be under tribute.” In pres­
ent conditions of society there seems 
to be necessity for the continuance 
of these classes, those who serve 
-lavishly and those who rule tyran- 
iually. But it is a necessity of de­
pravity. It grows largely out of im­
moral conditions. God doos not pro 
cure nor love this state of things any 
more than bo procures and loves sin. 
Tbo devil’s black hand is busy in all 
those matters.

upon the joint application of two of 
their number, such agreement being 
to them monilory evidence that a 
miracle was to be performed. As 
Peter and John wore going into the 
temple, their charity was solicited by 
a certain man lame from bls moth 
er's womb, whoso friends had “ daily 
laid him at the gate of the temple." 
They bad probably* seen him there 
bolero and hud not passed him by 
unheeded ; but never before bad tbo 
Ihougbt entered their minds that 
they, or either of them, were author 
ixod to say to the cripple, “In^the 
name of Jesus oi Nazareth,"rise up 
and walk." The Holy Spirit, whom 
the Savior had promised to .end to 
be with them aud to guide them in 
all things, doubtless impressed their । 
minds with the conviction that thou 
aud there a notable miracle was ty 
bo performed.

Moreover, in cakes of < 
ordinary sickness why do not the ad 
voeatos of « foith cure ” send for the 
elders of the church, us recom- i 
mended by Junies, that they may 1 
anoint the patient und pray for bis ’ 
restoration lo health? Why, if the । 
anguugo of the inspired apostle is i 

addressed to church-members of the 
present day, should lbs elders bo 
upplaiitod by the doctors of medi- I 

cine? The only answer to such a 1 
question isKtbut James addressed his i 
epistle lo the "twelve tribes" that i 
werq. “ scattered abroad ” among the i 
Gentile nations, and to them only; i 
for this reason, probably.

In an increasing number of Baptist 
churches, especially in cities and 
large towns, wo find lha_organ used 
in tbo pnblic worship God. This, 
however, is a modern innovation tbat 
has mot and still, meets with very de­
cided, and, at times, quite bittor oppo­
sition. So anxious are our members 
to maintain the spirituality and per­
sonality of religion, tbat any indica- 
*lion of a tendency toward formalism 
in worship alarms thorn. Nor is this 
to be regretted. AsKKlonomination, 
we have no foe so dangerous as for­
malism, unless indeed]il,be that sick­
ly sentimentalism that|would have ns 
shun to doclare such parts of the 
<rulb as are not agreeable to the itch­
ing ears of worldly-minded profes­
sors. But is it true that instrumental 
music lends to formalism in public 
worshiu? Such is Ibe well-nigh uni­
versal impression with those who 
know least about it by observation 
and experience. Such persons (and 
a great majority nf Baptists are sneb) 
reason thus: Formalism is generally 
introduced and onoouraged by inno­
vations upon onr established customs; 
instrumental music is.au innovation; 
therefore, instrumental music tends to 
formalism.

Vocal music, it seems, was opposed 
but a few hundreds of years ago upon 
similar grounds. Yet to-day no one 
■qqioses vocal music as a part, a very 
desirable, almost indispensable pari, 
of public worship. Whether we

having instruments in worship. Thir­
ty year* before he appointed musi­
cians for various instruments in pub­
lic worship. Samuel, the prophet, 
said to Saul: “ And it shall come to 
pass, when thou art come thither to 
the city, that thou sbalt Ihoet a com­
pany of prophets coming down from' 
the high place with a psaltery, and a 
tabrot, and a pipe, and a harp before 
them." * 1 Sam. 10:5. Commenting 
on this, Scott, the commentator, says: 
“The prophets frequently used sob 
omn music to comjioee their minds 
for the illapsee of the Spirit of God." 
This idea seems sustained by whai 
follows; “ And they shall prophesy, 
'and the Spirit of the Imrd will come 
upon thee, and thou shall prophesy 
with them." It would seem, from 
this, that instrumental music was 
used, in connection with the Holy 
Spirit, in turuing Saul into “another 
man,” as Samuel forcibly puts it.

So, too, when Hezekiah restored 
the worship of God, after Israel had 
been in captivity, “ he set Levites in 
the bouse of God with cymbals, with 
psalteries and with harps, according 
to the commandment of David, the 
king, and of Gad the king’s seer, and 
Nathan the prophet: for so was the 
commandment of the Lord by his 
prophula." 2 Chrou. 29:25.

mrike tbe same mistake about insfru 
mental, our forefathers did about vo­
cal, music, future generations will be 
better able to determine.

Whether innovations upon customs 
with which we h vo grown familiar, 
are wise or foolish, profitable or ruin 
ous, it is certainly a mistake to sup 
pose tbat innovation tends to formul­
ism. On the contrary, Formalism 
is begotten of hoary-headed Custom, 
nursed at the breast* of Tradition, 
and rocked in the cradle «>f Prejudice. 
Would we avoid formality iu wot 
ship? let us ignore tbe teachings oi 
King Custom, oven though ho calls 
himself Baptist Custom, unless be 
van maintain his positions by tbe 
Booklot ns listen to no silver lipped 
Madamo Tradition, unless sho echoes 
a “ thus saith tbo Lor^j? lot us bury 
even our Prejudices beneath tbe 
mountain of revealed truth, and burn 
tbo cradlo in which they' were rocked 
at the fool of the Cross.

I shad not, then, stop to inquire 
what Baptist custom is to day or has 
been in the pasV;xdimply pausing 
long enough to s^y that I believe ii 
scriptural to worship God in private 
and in public not only jvilbout iu 
strumoutal music, but, ns is some 
times done (uccep .ably too, 1 trust), 
withwut singing. I* t il bo our pur­
pose to inquire what God has taught 
us upou this subject, aud then accept 
hi* teaching.

That David worshiped with instru 
mental music, is clearly taught. 
"And David spake to the chief of tbe 
Levites to appoint their brethren to 
be tbe singers with instruments of 
mn»lc, psalteries, and harps, and cym­
bals, sounding, by lifting up the voice 
with joy." 1 Chrou. 15:16. V*. 19, 
20, 21, give the names of ihu*e ap 
pointed for each instrument. Inch. 
17:7-36, we have a full account of tbe 
Psalm delivered by-Dayid to Asaph— 
who iduuded upon cymbals, v. 6— 
and to hi* brethren to bo used by 
them in thanking tbo Lortl. "And all 
the people said, Amen, and praised 
the Lord," v. 36. Surely al Ibal time 
instrumental music iu public worship 
did not make tbo services formal nor ; 
binder the devotional fe< ling-

The objection, strangely enough, 
has been made tbat King David did i 
this without divine authority. On

Wo will now turn our attention to 
Rov. 15:2-4, where John sees “ as it 
wore a glassy sea mingled with.tire,” 
und with that sea ho see* the tri 
umpbant hosts of God, “ having, 
harps of God," and be board them 
sing the song of Mose* and of Ibe 
Lamb. Wondrous song! glorious 
-ingers! harps or God! If God fur 
nisbed thorn with hie harps to sing 
his praise, can we believe ibal insiru 
mental music is forbidden to us who 
worship him here?

"And 1 hoard a voice from heaven, 
as the voice of many waters, and as 
the voice of a groat thunder: and I 
heard the voice of harpers harping 
with their harp«; 'and they sung a* ii 
wore a now song before tbe throne. I 
and before the»four beasts, and tbe cl- • 
ders: and no man could learn that • 
song but the hundred and forty and ‘ 
tour thousand...." Rev. 14:2, 3 *

, His voice, the Ancient of days, ac­
companied by instrumental musi< 
undone hundred and forty fourtbou 
'■«aud voices singing a new song! 
“Figurative, symbolical,” say you? 
'Very good. The verses abound ii 
figures, are a series of symbols, if yon 
will have it so. But please' lopk 
closely, weigh every i4brd carefully 
Two comparisons to give an idea of 
i hat Voice. The throne is a symbol,- 
the song another, the harps another; 
<ho four are but symbols; scare the 
one hundred and forty four thousand 
just so many symbols. Or what? 
Is John a symbol? And the isle ol 
Patmos, jras it only a symbol? Be 
cause po/tions of Revelation uresym 
liolic, let ns not therefore make the 
>*nlire book a fable. Take it as we- 
may, literally or figuratively, Applied 
fo God's children here or hereafter, 
the fact remains, that iiutrumntal mu­
sic it d vinely represented at being part 
of the accepted worship of Jehovah.

But wo have other Now Testament 
scripture to nolice. - Paul twice ex 
borts Christians to sing psalms, 
hymns or spiritual songs. Eph. 5:19; 
Col. 3:16. Do these words hare- 
meaning, as do other words? D<> 
they mean the same? They have 
meaning, and each expresses a sopa 
rate meaning. Paul was not guilty 
of tautology in (heir use. Tbe dis­
tinction seems to be about thia: 
hymns were songs of praise to God ; 
spiritual songs included all, such as 
express the experiences ot God's chil­
dren, their hopes, fears, joys, sbrrows. 
trials, temptations and triumphs. 
By many it ia thought that spiritual 
songs' wore to be sung, by one voice 
only, while hymns were for congre 
national use. Now what does psalms 
mean'? The answer is, hymns and 
spiritual songs arranged for instrb- 
meh tai accompaniment, are psalms. 
Young’s Analytical^ Concordance 
says: " Psalm, a song of praise (on 
an instrument)." Scott: "The word 
psalms is from the Greek, and denotes 
ibat these sacred bymns were, when 
suitg, accompanied with the psaltery, 
harp, or Inta." Similar ia tbe defini 
lion of Appleton's Encyclopedia. In 
liy vary limited field of inveetiga-

baa passed an act for the appropria­
tion of 12,100, the first quarterly 
payment to the Levering (Baptist) 
Manual Labor School. This is 
11,400 in excess of what they prom­
ised us in the contract, and is in con- 
sequence of their having voled os ^0 
additional .pupils, making our pres­
ent number of students 120—60 boys 
and 60 girls.

What a grand opportunity Bap­
tists now huve of doing great good, 
at a trifling cost to themselves I We 
have a farm of 100 acres connected 
with the institution, and can use as 
much land as may be necessary. 
The boys arc to be taught farming, 
and the girls hou-tewifery. My 
brethren of Kentucky and elsewhere 
will remember tbat for years J have 
been pleading for this school at every 
convention; but they do not know 
how long and arduously, and under 
what disadvantages .1 pleaded with 
these Indians for the legal right to 
establish such a school before 1 ever 
presented its claims to the Southern 
Baptist Convention. My motives 
were often misrepresented both here 
and there; and 1 was even accused 
of longing for the “ flesh-pots of 
Egypt; " but no flesh-pot have I 
seen, as I have no connection with 
the school, and never coveted any.

to leave for Atlanta, wrote me that I

Lillie Sumner had been very sick 
, for more than a week, and I had sat 

up with him of nights until I was 
ovcrcirae by loss of sleep. Realis­
ing, though, that " tbo King’s busi­
ness requires baste." I boarded a 
night passenger train at 11 p. M. for 
Muskogee, that I might be in time 
f>r the stage that left there for^BBb 
Council quite early the next morning- 
Soon after getting in the comfortable 
car I fell asleep, ang the. first con- 
sciousness I had after that the con­
ductor was giving me a gentle shake, 
and asks me, “Are you going to Vin­
ita?" 4< No. I wiobr to get off at
Muskogee." “ Bleu my life I We 
panned Muskogee some time ago; 1 
thought you were going all the way 
to Vinita." Having made euch a 
mistake, tbo next best thing 1 could 
do won to get off at the first station 
and wait for a freight back to Musko- 
lee. Fearing to go to sleep lent I 
should be left, I sat up till day before 
1 could get a train south. I was for- 
'unute in getting to Muskogve in 
time for tbe stage, but again unfortu­
nate in finding that the stage horaea 
wore no horses at all,, but only 
dwarfed .halfbreeds, being a cross 
between small donkeys and smaller 
Indian ponies.

It was raining incessantly, and the 
chronic grumblers on the streets and 
aide-walks wore wishing that the 
drought had lasted only a little 
logger. My traveling companions,- 
besides the driver, were three in 
number, and being big Indians, with 
heavy baggage, the little mules, that 
looked like the fraternal ancestors*of 
all the mule-eared, rabbits, bad as 
much as they conld wag! with. On 
approaching Cane creek we observed 
seventeen emigrant wagons and as 
many families camped around large 
log heap fires. This was ominous, 
and some of our companions re­
marked, “ Cane creek must be past 
fording.,r On getting nearer I could 
see that tbe Stream was fearfully 
swollen, but our driver, who crossed 
it every day, insisted there was no 
danger as long as he could see a cer­
tain stump, the top of which was 
barely visible near the opposite side. 
In we went Boon the current was 
over the backs of the mules, and the 
stage was abont to be upset. The 
moles looked as if they were deter­
mined to commit suicide, for, refus­
ing to go forward, they began to dis­
appear beneath tbe current, and 
we all had to jump into the stream to 
save ourselves from being caught 
under tbe overturning stage. I bad 
no difficulty in swimming to where I 
could touch the bottom on tip-toe, 
and thus making my way to a bluff

AneidgraDtwomRn who had 
manifested great concern for our 
«fety reached Out to me a long stick 
•nd, taking hold of that, sho assisted 
mn up tbe slippery bank.

I knew 
I would be treated like a prince if I 
could only reach his house, for he is 
a Baptist, and often interpreted for 
me in the good old ante bellum days. 
“ Hallo! Can 1 get to stay all 
night T”

11 Bless my life I ef dataint Brad- 
der Buckner," said Sister George. 
“Are you ail well?" said I. “So 
as to be stirrin, tanks God,” said she.

After going in'Rnd explaining my 
mishap to Sister George, she had a 
large fire built, brought me in some 
warm coffee, as well as a warm suit 
of Brother Sugar George's best Sun­
day clothes, which I soon donned, 
'while my own were drying by the 
fire. She dso had a boy to rub my 
boots dry and oil them. After en­
joying the best hospitality of the 
bouse that night, about 9 o'clock the 
next morning Cane creek had fallen 
so we could cross. When I tried to 
put on my boots, however, they— 
not I myself—were too tight, as they 
had been poorly tanned and had 
shrank; so I had to wear George’tf 
old shoes to Okmulgee, where I 
bought me another pair.

He does not 
say, “ What a pity I did not think of 
thia or that, and then my whole life 
would have changed in its current 
and purpose.” The fool may say 
that; the wicked man may in some 
sense say so, for be follows the dick­
ering light of hie own insanity; but 
the man who in all his waysacknowl 
ege# God need not, may not say so, 
for God is his Guide and Light. 
This is the meaning of divine elec 

. tion; it simply means putting God in 
his right place—that is all God is 
the sum total; he fore-knows, and 
fore does, and back-reckons, and 
back-pardons—he fills the circle of 
completeness.
