Chronically 
combative, many people so habitually 
assume the offensive, that their fellow 
Christians soon come to dread associ 
ation with them, and th^ir unamiable 
attitude excites fears which repel ad­
vances, and make it perilous to meet 
them. If approached, it must be 
very warily, or up fly their quills, 
and, to avoid harm, it is found pru­
dent to keep them at a distance. 
They meet every opinion and meas­
ure with a sharp criticism, and dis 
sent from.every view and plan which 
they have not originated. While 
showing no disposition to affiliate 
with others, they are continually 
complaining of the want of love in 
the church, and instead of showing 
any sympathy with their brethren in 
Christian work, they manage to.em­
barrass and obstruct every benevo­
lent enterprise with objection to 
plans or with their chronic carping.

These “porcupine Christians" are 
especially annoying to their pastors. 
We beard one, only recently, refer­
ring to a no uncommon experience 
among ministers, who, upon making 
a call, met with one of this class. Ini 
stead of a cordial welcome, such-us a 
spiritual shepherd might expect 
from one of bis fold, be came upon a 
“fretful porcupine," and, with the 
quills bristling up, be had to hear tbe 
sarcastic remark, “I supposed'you 
had forgotten I was a member ofths. 
church.” We were not surprised 
that, with the impression made by 
such a reoeption, this pastor was led 
to My that he did not “ hanker " to 
make many or lengthy visits to such 
people. . We have too many of these 
“porcupine Christians" in all our 
churches.—Baptist Weekly.

Extinct Churches—Causes and Remedies.

It in well known to our observant 
brethren, that a few—but far too 
many—churches of our persuasion 
in this State have beeone extinct; 
and that there is a comparatively 
Urge number of others that have 
been, of late years, gradually becom­
ing smaller in membership and weak­
er in moral influence. . I propose in 
this paper to give some of the causes 
of this state of things.

1. In many neighborhoods the 
spirit of emigration bus taken away 
the prominent and active members 
and left those that were not used to 
work tor Jesus. Tbe church, therd- 
fort, must languish.

2. Month y worship in the large 
majority of our churches just keeps 
them alive.'and when any adversity 
arises, they have not the spiritual 
strength and elasticity to survive it. 
The transition from non altendunce 
three or four Sundays^ month to ,U> 
tai non-attendance is too easy to pro­
duce a shock.

3. In many families no religious 
newspa er is taken ; in others, it is 
taken little and read less. A conse­
quent ignorance of what tbe denomi 
nation is doing at home and abroad 
torpeties the beans of brethren in re­
gard to the grund interests of Christ's 

• kingdom on earth.
4 The alarming neglect of family 

worship by our brethren leaves them, 
after a profession of religion for 
twenty or thirty years, unable or un­
willing to lead in social prayer, and 
so there are either no prayer-mi et 
ings in the congregation, or tbe few 
that are held, being devoid of inter­
est, drag out a miserable existence.

5. When a church becomes small 
and poor, and unable to pay a remu­
nerative salary, too many preachers 
pass it by with neglect and prefer la­
boring in more paying abd promising 
localities.

6. Tbe Sunday school, if it has 
ever been attempted, has been stifled 
and killed by indifference and sloth, 
and tbe young people, having noth­
ing to attract them to tbe house of 
God, go elsewhere, or visit around in 
tbe neighborhood on tbe Lord's day.

7. Too many of our people have 
found out that they cun not sing, and 
too many that do sing perform tbe 
service with such a lack of spirit as 
to chill the devotions of the audience 
and repel them from tbe placo of 
meeting.

8. Some churches are too stingy 'o 
compensate the visiting ministers, 
even to the extent of defraying their 
expenses, and few ministers are able 
to go on preaching; .excursions a' 
their own charges. Material aid 
shows appreciation of the service unci 
jnvites to ils repetition.
. 9. Our independent churcb polity 
supposes that each member possesses 
vitality enough to prompt him to 
habitual attendance at the bouse of 
God. and thus that tbe whole body 
will vigorously keep up stated <en 
eons of public worship. If this is 
not done, that polity grants the body 
tbo privilege of gradual decay and 
ultimate extinction, a privilege which 
some of our once flourishing churches

are exercising. Frequent absence 
from meeting, without providential 
hindrance, is an unmistakable sign 
of apostasy in individuals, and the 
frequent forsaking of a church to as­
semble itself together for prayer and 
prairie is a plain and palpable evi- 
jisnee of its approaching death.

What a burning reproach it is to 
the holy effuse of Jesus, that a church 
to .which He has entrusted the main­
tenance of Uis honor, should consent 
hi a process of gradual but certain 
extinction I

No doctrine of tbe Scriptures is 
more clearly stated, mure ceeply em­
phasized, than thia. Regeneration is 
the introduction of a new life within. 
It ie not ours through the operation 
of any law of heredity; it consists 
not in any change in the outer life 
simply. We are " born, not of blood, 
nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the 
will of man, but of God.”

The Scriptures represent man in 
bis natural estate aa wholly destitute 
of upward, spiritual tende cies, in­
sensible as to hie real condition, dead 
as to his spiritual sensibilities. Thus 

' speaks the prophet: “ The whole 
head is sick and tbe whole heart 
fainL From tbe sole of the foot even 
unto the bead there is no soundness 
in it; but wounds, and bruises, and 
putrefying sores; they have not boon 
closed, neither bound up, neither 
mollified with ointment" Very early 
in the history of the race we bear 
Jehovah declaring that “every im­
agination of tbe thought* of his 
(man’s) heart are only evil continu­
ally;"’ and it is worthy of remark 
here that tbe Hebrew word rendered 
‘'every " embraces tbe whole imagin­
ation, includes the purposes that 
stand behind, giving rise and shape 
to the imaginations. And that which

there is none upright among men; 
they all lie in wait for blood; they 
hnnt every man hie brother with a 
net” Saith tbe apoetle: -Among 
whom "(those who bad been under 
tbe dominion of tbe prince* of tbe 
power of the, air) “also we all bad 
our conversation in times part in tbe 
lust of utir'flesh, fulfilling the desires 
of tbe flesh and qf the mind; and 
were by nature the children of wrath, 
even as others.” Nothing could be 
more plainly taught than that—in 
tbe light of such passages as these— 
all men stand in the same natural re­
lation to God, and that relation one 
of estrangement, alienation from God. 
Paul, notwithstanding his Hebrew 
birth and education, placed himself, 
as to bis natural estate, side by side 
with these Gentile converts. The 
fact that he was of Abraham's seed, 
that be was of tbe stock of Israel, ot 
tbe tribe of Benjamin, was to him a 
metier of no consequence when he 
came to apprehend the mystery of 
gospel truth. He stood on the same 
platform with all other men—a sin­
ner, ruined by the fall, estrayed from 
God, denounced by the law. And 
the advantages of birth and educa­
tion which were his, instead of being 
so much in hie favor, would only add 
to the certainty of hie speedy and ir­
remediable downfall. “ What things 
were gain to mo those I counted loss 
for Christ” He denounced them all
