Hore I* the summing up of the law:

Such is 
God’s promise in tbe Old Testament, 
and it is confirmed by Jesus when 
He tells tbe young ruler, who bad re­
peated the commandments, “taou 
hast answered rightly ; this do and 
thou shalt live.” lu the epistle to 
the Romans, Paul quote* and con­
firm* tbe word* ol Mose*: “The man 
who doeth those things shall live by 
them." “Without faith in Christ?" 
you ask. So Jesus himself tolls the 
young ruler, and *o Paul asserts to 
the Romana Christ's death bath 
freed men from the penalty of Adam's 
•in, so that a man who does not sin 
himself can be justified before God 
without faith in Jesus, wherefore we 
think that infants dying in inftney 
and idiots are among (be saved. If a 
man doss oot'sin himself, if ba ks«p* 
th* law inviolate, if—ha* any human 
creature ever done that ? “ There is 
none that doerti good, no, not one.'' 
“ Theresia not a just man upon earth 
that doetb good and sinneth noh” 
And yet I suppose seldom does a sin­
ner come to Christ who has not first 
attempted to work out his own salva­
tion by keeping tbe law : who baa 
not resolved in his own Htrength uot 
t* sin again, but to walk blame­
less. If he strive honestly and 
deal truthfully with his conscience, it 
will not be long before be will despair 
of success in bis undertaking. One 
duty performed reveals to him anoth­
er of which bo had not thought; one 
obligation carefolly kept shows by 
its light another fhrther-reaobiog one, 
whose existence be bad not suspected. 
It is as if a man stood in a cave, 
wherein shone but u feeble glimmer 
of light, endeavoring to cleanse his 
robe thst he might appear in tbe 
presence of the King. In^he dark- 
nesi bis robe seems almost white, but 
a* he light* lamp after lamp the im­
purity grows plainer and plainer, till 
at last if be carry it into foil glare of 
day, he despairs to find tbe rob* one- 
mast of foulness, with no whitenass in 
any portion.

us—to do justly, to love mercy, and 
to walk humbly with Him. Is this 
an unjust requirement? Is it oven 
arbitrary ? Though as .Sovereign He 
has the supreme right to command 
Hu creatures “ to do justly ;" would 
not that be our duty from tbo very 
constitution of the world and oqr own 
natures, even though we had no rev­
elation from our Creator? Is not 
the one object of all human law to 
compell man io do justly? Would 
society, oulture, civilisation, anything 
that is worth living for, be possible if 
all men refuse to be just? I* it, then, 
a fearful or unnatural requirement for 
God to command u* to do justly? and 
have wo any shadow of excuse for re­
fusing? Is it too hard to require us to 
love mercy? Is it not felt, instinc­
tively, to be one of the noblest traits 
of character, and do we not admire 
the exercise of it? If all men were 
strictly just to each other, humanely 
speaking, there would be little need 
of mercy; but, realising that we need 
mercy ourselves, is it too much that 
we should bo required to grant it to 
others? Do you not feel contempt 
for that servant who, forgiven his 
great debt by bi* Lord, refused in bis 
turn to forgive his fellow-servant?

The third requirement, to walk 
humbly with God, is surely no heavy 
or excessive burden laid upon us. As 
we think of Hi* power, holiness and 
wisdom, hew can we help a fooling of 
humility in view of our impurity and 
nothingness? Alaa, w* do help it, 
and how is one of the mysteries of de­
praved human nature. We are ready, 
often too ready, to humble ourselves 
before our fellow men who are distin­
guished by wealth or rank or power; 
is it loo much, then, that we should 
be required to walk humbly before 
th* King of kings ♦ 1 appeal to your 
conscience*, is there anything unrea-

Ing with each other , nay, our entire 
lives ate frequently one long battle 
between thorny Passion seeks imme­
diate gratification with no thought, 
or very slight thought, for the fu­
ture; as, when a child eats more 
than is healthful because of the pleas­
ant taste, or a man drinks intoxicat 
ing liquor because of Ila exhilarating 
effect. Now, whenever wo yield con­
trol of our action* to the passion* 
without heeding the warning of self- 
love, we are cruelly, basely urjuit to 
our own nature*, we are injuring 
our strength, debasing our character* 
and giving ourselves to the brute's 
action* without the all-controlling re­
straint of the brute’s inslincL Jus­
tice requires that all passions and ap­
petite* should be subordinate to self- 
love, which bid* u* regard the conse­
quence* to ourselves of what we do , 
which stay* the gluttonous wilb the 
thought of coming pain, which checks 
the drunkard .with warning,of shat­
tered nerve* and weakened health, ol 
palsied -hand and clouded brain, of 
dishonor and shame, closing in the 
eternal darkness which gathers 
around a drunkard's grave, it for­
bids indolence, because industry 
brings strength and prosperity; it 
rouse* man to intellectual effort in 
that knowledge is added power. Be 
ing thus in all things higher and 
nobler than the passions, we can not 
be Just to ourselves unless we subject 
them thoroughly to its sway.

My hearers, have you been just to 
yourselves even to this extent? 
Have you done nothing which en 
lightened self-love would prohibit? 
This is no question of religion , it 
doe* not even rise to the height of 
heathen pbiloeophy; but have you 
obeyed self-love and so far been just 
in your actions? Do you never fol­
low your appetite against Its warn 
ings nor yield to indolence? How 
many perfectly healthy bodies are 
before me to-day? Every pain you 
have and all the valuable time you 
lose through physical inability are 
duo to injustice to the authority ol 
■elf-love either on the part of your

higher natures? If you are just to 
all that is beet and truest in your 
own characters, you will not be un­
just to others.

If yon have not been thus just to 
yourselves, if you have made your 
passions supreme instead of subject­
ing them to self love and giving con­
science control of ail, then there is 
no hope for you eave in Christ No 
reformation, no philosophy, no change 
of circumstances will avail. There 
is no other voice which can say to 
the tempestuous waves of roused pas 
aion, “ Peace I bo still! ”

Tn OUS riLLOWMEM.
But we must be just to our fellow- 

men as well a* to ourselves. First of 
all, “do justly." " Wbal?" you ask, 
“do justly before charitably and 
mercifully?” Yes, for there can be 
no mercy shown by one who is not 
just, and what is ordinarily meant by 
charitably is not to be for so instant 
compared to justice. Men are ready 
to do anything if only they can avoid 
doing justly. Many a man and wo­
man will give liberally to feed the 
poor who will not do jastly by the 
poor in paying them a fair price for 
their work. A little more justice in 
the world would do away with the 
necessity for much alms giving, and 
what an improvement the change 
would be, every manly feeling in u* 
tells u* instantly. What thia world 
would be if every man did justly by 
bis neighbor, we can scarcely con­
ceive , the brightness of such a pic­
ture daulea our bleared eyes accus­
tomed to tbo darkness.

WHAT JCSTIC* is.
Justice consists in giving esch ac­

tion its proper reward, neither add­
ing thereto from partiality nor taking 
therefrom from envy or hatred. If 
you will read your Bible carefully 
you will bo astonished to find bow of­
ten and with what emphasis we are 
called on to “ do judgment and jus-

penitentiary. Tbe other bod power­
ful connections. He hsd committed 
an atrocious murder, but was sen­
tenced to two year* in tbe peniten­
tiary, and immediately u petition 
waa circulated for bi* pardon and 
many “ loading citixepa " signed it 
Wbat sort of jastice waa that ?

of jastice here. Look over the land 
end set- how a man wbo has com­
mitted a crime is regarded, not as a 
guilty one who should be punished, 
but a* an unfortunate oqp wbo ha* 
fallen into trouble; one to be *ympa 
thized with and comforted and gotten 
off from all penalty, if practicable. 
Alaa! a thousand time* ala*! fora 
people who look upon their criminal* 
a» poor unfortunates, ratber than a* 
guilty cuipritef

We are all to blame for this stale 
of thing* : to blame that no law <«n 
be well executed save in ud army 
which is not sustained by public sen 
tlment. We should do all we can so 
to strengthen that sentiment into jas­
tice. Both in public and private life, 
in all tbe relatione which we sustain 
to our fellows, the command come* 
home to u*, " do Juatly." And, be­
lieve me, no amount of philanthropy 
or alm»-giving, no singing of hymn* 
to freedom or boasting of liberty will 
take the place of that simple, grand 

। foundation of all virtue, Justice. One 
1 grain of it i* worth more than all tbe 

eentimental pity for tbe guilty tbat 
over blinded men from seeing their 
duly to the innocent. One soul braced 
upon this principle hi worth more is 
the day of trial than myriads of those 

> wbo are too indolent to endeavor to 
enforce justice and too selfish to sac 
rifle* time and pleasure for its main­
tenance. Il may seem bard at time*. 
Hard, yea, but remember it is tbe 
very bardne** of rock that make* it 
fit to .build on. Wbat wort of a 
structure oould be built upon a soft 
and yielding foundation ? Justice 
mom* hard, but it alone is the true 
companion of mercy. Brutus, as 

‘ judge, condemned to death bi* guilty 
■on*, and saw to their execution a* 
he did to tbe other criminal*. Tar- 
quain received hit guilty Sexto*, wor­
thier of death than tbe young Bruli, 
and wa* too tender to punish him.

letting justice and judgment take 
care of themselves, with hypocritical 
piety saying: “ We will not judge;

at aaeistanoe for anything eave crime 
would you not have appealed with 
more hope to that indexible justice

than justice from other*. How many 
unhappy moments weepend in gt-eiv- 
ing over slights and marks of want of 
appreciation, from which an honest 
oon»ciou|Dtae-that \e are receiving 
more conridtration than we have any 
right to Shk,:'would have freed usf 
How many have looked upon the 
world as hostile, and have talked or 
written with pathetic sentiment of 
the wrongs they have suffered at the 
band* of “cruel mankind!” As an 
average, we receive far mor* justice 
than injustice, and that which seems 
injustice would perhaps prove par­
tiality if >een with the -dear eyes of 
troth, instead of through the distort­
ing medium of our wounded vanity. 
Do justly to tboee about you in-esti­
mating their conduct toward you, 
and especially in judging of their 
motive*, it will add much to your- 
humility, and free yo* from many a 
pang as you go through life. v

But 1 have spoken till perhaps ^ou__  
'WTirtfiy,and have only"aetbeforo"** 

you the first of the three great duties 
required of man, and have been able 
to mention but two or three of the 
many things which prevent our do­
ing justly. But J would impress 
ujk>d you the great importance of this 
first of life's duties, so that you would 
teel that there is nothing lovely or 
desirable, true or merciful, which 
doe* not rest upon justice as a 
sure foundation. And I ask each one 
of you, Have you all your life obey- 

( ed this command ? Have you never 
, failed in a single instance to do justly 

to yourself, your fellows, or your
, God? It you have failed io tbe 

slightest, then there is no righteousness
. In tbe law which can avail you. 

Perfect obedience through all your 
future lite would not blot out that 
one failure. What will you do? 
God's justice demands an unbroken

| law, and that justice is inflexible. It 
, is tbo foundation ol tbe moral uni- 

vome. This is no abstruse theologi-
, cal point, but of vital, practical no- 
, monl to you now and her*. Do you 
। vaguely hop* that the Justice which . 
। did not spare guilty angels nor take 
, the cup of wrath from Jeeu*' lipa, 
( will be relaxed in your caae? Christ 
, ba* perfectly obeyed tbe law and 
’ borne the penalty of ein ; and if you 
। accept Hi* work in yonr behalf, if you 

believe in Him wilb ail your heart, 
, then eternal justice demands your 

salvation, and not till God is unjust 
to Hie Bon will He refuse to receive a 
soul that has accepted Christ as a 
Savior.

“Hsrsby know ye the 
Spirit of God; every spirit that oon- 
iesseth that Jesus Christ is come in 
tbe flesh, is of God; and every spirit 
that oonfesseth not Jesus is not of 
God; and this is the spirit of anti­
christ, whereof ye have heard that it 
oometh; and now it is in ths world 
already.’’ 1 John 4:2-8—new ver­
sion. Here, then, in its most con­
densed form, is the test of the tree 
and the false; and it is aU-sufflcient. 
But because men do not apprnhspd 
tbs fultasss of its meaning, they are 
often deceived. It is because false 
teachers qnote again and again this 
apostolic rule, without unfolding its 
meaning, that so many are misled to 
their eternal loss. This is not merely 
a lip confession. It is the cordial as­
sent of the heart to a formula fall of 
meaning, and fa all the fullness oL 
that meaning.

Another apostle says: "Whosoever 
shall call upon the name of tbe Lord- 
shall be saved.” True; but not ev­
ery sort of calling upon that name­
will bo accompanied by salvation. 
There Is a falsa, a profane calling, 
upon the name oflthe Lord, which 
brings not life, but death. We bear 
rometimes even ministers crying out, 
" Good Lord,” “ Good God," " ffbn 
the Lord’s sake,” and the like, with a 
flippancy of manner which indicate* 
anything rather than a high degnoe 
of bolinoM.

So in this confession; it must be 
in the spirit, not simply in words. 
Not every confession of Jesus Christ 
is accompanied with salvation. This 
confession, of which the apostle 
speaks as the test o( tbe true, is quo 
that involves such a complete subjec­
tion of the heart and life to Jesus os 
to require a radical rep ovation of na­
ture. Another apostle tell us that 
tbe natural heart is not competent to 
this confession, for 44 No man can sty 
that Jesus is I^ord but by the Holy 
Spirit." 1 Cor. 12:3. It is th« con­
fession of the Jesus of tbe gospel; 
that Josus, as John says, of whom 
you heard from the beginning, from 
the Ups of us his living apostles. 
There is no accommodation of the 
object of this confession, or of this 
faith, to the man nor to tbe times. It 
is tbe confession or acceptance of 
Him as He >8 presented in the gospel 
in His divine-human character, and 
in all the offices which he claims— 
Prophet. Priest, King—and for all tbe 
purposes for which Ho is presented 
to men.

Without attempting now to enter 
into any more minute and extended 
discussion of what is meant by the 
confession of Jesus Christ in tbe 
sense of tbe Apostle John, we simply 
indicate, in this summary manner, 
what we understand to be its mean­
ing ; and this is the test to which we 
feel bsund to bring every man wbo 
comes to ps professing to have ne« 
light and claiming authority to es­
tablish a “ new departure ” in the 
kingdom of God. He must prove to 
us tbat he is himself a true confessor 
of the Christ of tbe gospel, and this 
he can only do by proving that bo 
accepts Christ as the true and only 
Teacher of the church . that bo ac­
cepts all His teachings, and does not 
usurp the right to say what Christ 
ovyU and what He ought not to teach.

We hove long known tbat the 
evangelist differed from us in some of 
his views of gospel truth, but wo 
never joined in tbe cry against him, 
because wo were reluctant to believe 
that ho had lost his hold upon what 
arc commonly regarded as essential 
principles. It is only now tbat we 
have learned, through his widely- 
published utterances, how materially 
and sadly bis teaching* differ from 
what we have long beittvod, and still 
bejieve, to be fundamental doctrines 
of Christ and the apostles. We shall 
cheerfully show wherein we cordially 
agree with the evangelist; wo shall 
candidly show in wh:>t and why we 
differ from him. If ho is right, we 
ought to bid him "God speed.” If 
bo is fundamentally wrong; if ho-is 
teaching contrary to tbo essential

his temper as a husband and father, 
and in the generosity of his impulses 
a* a neighbor and friend. There are 
what may be termed natural virtue*. 
And in theee some may excel, who 
would disdain to be classed as Chris­
tians or ministers of Christ. Again, 
let him beware how he Blakes his 
claim of a divine mission upon the 
apparent success of his ministry. It 
is so in the history of the kingdom of 
God, that those whoso labors have 
been most fruitful in gathering fol­
lowers, sometimes have had no higher 
proofs of their divine calling hnd 
mission than some who have had less 
apparent success. Evidently the gen­
uineness of our Lord's work, and the 
divinity of his mission, are not to be 
measured by the number of profes­
sions be procured during his minis 
try. And it is possible that Paul 
may not have procured as many con­
fessions during his ministry as some 
more modern divine; yet it conld 
hardly be safe to say, in the compari­
son, that Paul's credentials were tbe 
lees clear, or that the difference in 
tbe number of confeesions obtained 
must be set down to the credit of the 
modern divine as having that much 
stronger evidence of the divine ap­
probation, and consequently, of that 
much higher claim to authority. Jer­
emiah prophesied in tears and sad 
ness, and with no apparent success, 
among a people who seem to have 
been judicially blinded and given 
over to destruction; yet it is quite 
evident that the prophet was a man of 
God, and that he executed his mission 
with great fortitude and fidelity. 
And it is possible that that wonder­
ful man, Jjhn Bunyan, could not 
count as many who had been led to 
confess under bis ministry, as some 
modern evangelist who would not 
scruple publicly to denounce him as a 
liar, and^et that Bunyan may have 
to-day a brighter crown, and a far 
higher claim to be a truthful man of 
God than the one who ho ruthlessly 
assaili the purity of bis life and 
teachings. Wo do not propose, at 
this time, to inquire whether tbe 
evangelist can sustain his extraordin­
ary < laims, even upon tbe grounds 
which ho himself lays down ; whether 
ho successfully heals the sick and 
saves sinners; whothor Ie has that 
perfect sanctification which ho claims, 
and which be sets up as tbe special 
reason of hit success ; — we say, 
whether ho bears tbeeo marks, are 
open questions, upon the discussion 
of which we do not propose now to 
enter. All we wish now, is to chal­
lenge the attention of your Christian 
readers to the simple question, Are 
tbe marks which the evangelist relief 
upon of such a nature as to famish 
conclusive proof that be is commis 
sioned of God to make a 14 new de­
parture" in presenting the gospel of 
salvation and are they such unmis­
takable proofs, that we shall incur 
the divine displeasure if we do not 
yield to the authority and accept the 
leachings of this man ? It is not well 
for Christian people to be driven 
from their proprieties, nor to make 
haste to accept the novel teachings of 
a man because he announces with 
boldness and persistency, " I am the 
man whom God has sanctified and 
taught." Because he tells us, in sub 
stance, Your teachers are blind 
guides, and as yet unacquainted with 
the sanctifying power of truth. They 
have not the Spirit Till the day 
dawns, and the shadows flee away 
from their minds, turn from them 
and bear what 1 teach, and reject it

power of physical endurance, and tbe 
remarkable preservation of his 
health under his long-oontinued la­
bor, Ue appeals often^to the fact 
of his amiable disposition in the rela­
tions of private life. He appeals to 
tbe success of hit work as evidence 
of his complete santification, and of 
the Master's high approval of him. 
“ If 1 do not heal, then tbe Lord has 
not sent me to heal; if I do not save 
souls, then the Lord has not sent 
me to preach." And we understand 
him to say, 1 do heal the sick, 
1 do save souls in great numbers; 
so you have the proof that I am 
the duly acccreditod embassador of 
Christ, and yon ought to receive tbe 
doctrine 1 proclaim to yon as the 
veritable teachings of Christ. But 
are these the peculiar tests by which 
we are to try the claims of one who 
professes to be a teacher of God’s 
will concerning the salvation of 
men ? Are we to find in these the 
distinguishing difference between tbe 
coihmonly recognised ministers of 
Christ and one who claims to have 
received a higher illumination, and 
to be commissioned to a higher work, 
for which he has been qua ified above 
all the rest, so that he may oven chal­
lenge their qualifications and demand 
that they come np and be restored un­
der hie ministry in order that they 
may be properly qualified. We 
think it no great stretch of bold­
ness for any Christian man who 
has given oven but a moderate 
portion of bis time to meditations 
upon God's Word to answer emphat­
ically No, to all these questions. Be­
cause who does not know that one 
man may have remarkable powers of 
physical endurance, and reach his 
four score years under a weight of 
labors and evil habits which make 
him a wonder to many; while an­
other man, of delicate frame, may 
drop into the grave at forty, consum- 
ed aa it were by the fires of bis own 
genius and the ardor of his devotion 
to the work of rescuing mon from 
impending spiritual destruction. Who 
doos not seo that tbe long-lived man, 
of Herculean strength, maj- have 
been all the while a monster of wick­
edness; when be wbo, bent like a 
frail plant before tbe adverse winds 
of life and sunk into an oarly grave, 
was giving evidence in his daily life 
that he was one of God's chosen in­
struments, through whom bo was ac­
complishing a mighty work in the 
salvation of men? A man may be 
able to sloop twelve years without 
taking off bis boots, wbon the con­
stancy of his duties and the activity 
cl his enemies make it necessary, and 
in that limo perform what may seem 
to bo almost a superhuman amount of 
labor, and all tbe while profess to be 
laboring for the good ot humanity, 
and withal have no special claim to 
tbodivine approbation, unless he could 
derive It from some other source If 
the possession of good health and of 
a strong physical frame is a decisive 
mark of who is and who is not a man 
of God’, then we may look for the re­
markable men of God in political and

city of Louisville for five or six 
weeks, have not called out a mc?*.de 
cided resistance, and a more outspok­
en warning from those who are set 
as watchmen upon the tower of 
Zion. Evidently, tnose two facte, if 
they continue to be facts, will be con­
strued as an indorsement of the evan­
gelist in the metropolis of the State, 
will greatly strengthen his intluence, 
and open to him a wide door into 
many other cities and towns in the 
Slate.

Wo ought not to require every 
man to have his coat cut and trimmed 
according to our style before we can 
bid him “ God speed ” in his work; 
but we must be loyal to tbe essential 
truths of tbe gospel. Wo must main­
tain them at all bazxrd, and insist 
that even an angel can not run 
counter to these, except at hi* own 
peril and the peril of those who give 
heed to his teachings.

Some good people sincerely be- 
iiovo that doctrinal discussions are 
hurtful; and dogmatists, I think, 
generally affect to disapprove of 
anything like religious controversy. 
But wo certainly have failed to un­
derstand the requirements of our 
Lord, when be Haya “ L'nloss a man 
will lay down his life for my sake he 
can not bo my disciple." Unless he 
means to teach us that wo mus' main­
tain bi* truth at all har.ards and 
against all tbe world, we can not. 
now, like devoted soldi era, rally 
around the person of our King and 
lay down our lives in his defense. 
It is for his truth that we are to be val­
iant Wo meet hie requirements if 
we lovo that truth which he has oom 
mitted to us, and which must be pre­
served as the seed through which the 
world is to be regenerated and be­
come his crown and glory shout Re­
deemer. We say we meet his re- 
quirementaif we love and defend that 
truth against all opposition, and at 
all risks, simply in tbe mo of spirit­
ual weajions, and with that meekness 
of which he has given us so signal 
au example. The beloved apostle, 
writing-in an age. not unlike the one 
in which wo live, and.to churcheeex- 
posed U> corrupting intluenco<< of false 
teachers, and to those cburchoh whose 
total apoetacy, after all the faithful 
warnings of the apostles-, stands out

My attention was attracted by this 
beading of an essay, on a most im­
portant subject, in your issue of the 
Ifith of February. I began to read 
it with eager interest, but made a 
pause in the midst of the first sen­
tence. “ In • "tons* 9f his most 
ambitious poom Owen Meredith says 
< civilized man can not live without 
cooks.' ” “ This certainly is not from 
a very racy stanza," said I to myself. 
“It is simply prose and quite prosy 
at that. But how does the poet know 
that civilized man can not live with­
out cooks 1 Milton thinks that Adam 
and Eve lived in Eden on raw food, 
and history does not tell us wAen man 
began to use fire to prepare his diet’’ 
I began again: “ Civilized man can 
not live without cooks, and the same 
may be said of colleges “ L e., col­
leges can not live without cooks,” 
said I. *' Very likely; all that I have 
seen or beard of had this desirable, if 
not necessary, appendage, at least for 
the purposes of students.”

I began the second sentence. 
“ From the fall till now there have 
always been cooks” (“bow did the 
essayist find oat that?” said I) “ and 
from a period a little subsequent col­
leges have existed.” (“ It was rather a 
short period,” said 1, “ before we bear

“The University of Paris first be­
came famous at the beginning of tbo 
twelfth century, under the teaching 
of Abelard.” Why not give the date 
of its origin, which, I presume, a good 
encyclopedia would have furnished? 
•'The University of Oxford, in 
England, is said to have been 
founded by King Alfred in the 
ninth century, but it was not u 
flourishing scat of learning till the 
eleventh century." Why not put 
down the University of Oxford be 
fore that of Paris, as it antedated it?

. *' In the year A. JD. 1201 it contained 
three thousand scholars." He means 
pupils, as all Europe did not probably 
contain 3,000 selwlars at that time. 
“In the twelfth century we tied the

' University of Bologna with a roll of 
’ ten thousand students." He means.

very honorable in the history of the 
oho neb.

(“ Eleven hundred colleges! ” said L 
“ No; the types and punctuation are 
at fault hero. Ho means, for eleven 
hundred years before Christ, colleges 
influenced tbe world’s history for 
good or evil. But how could one 
small school, of which Samuel was 
president, profofxor"and tutor, influ­
ence tbe wo’ld's history for good or 
eoil* The devout old man surely 
could not hxve managed his little 
■quad of prophets for the world’s 
etil’") “and with an ever-increasing 
power till the end of the Mosaic econ­
omy." (How does tbe author know 
that the schools taught after Samuel's 
were better than his and so exerted 
“an ever-increasing power until the

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due brotherhood of followship. And 
we Baptists, it slating upon taking 
the Bible as the standard of doctrine 
aa well as of duty, and adhering to 
the law’s requirements in every par­
ticular, have been most soundly be­
rated by our brethren of other namse^ 
We have been represented as phari- 
asio, sobismatic, bigots, according to 
the charity of the writer, or bis skill 
in the use of adjectives. But the 
time is near at hand when there is to 
be a healthy reaction from all this, 
and the world will oome to learn that 
Baptists have a grander mission to 
perform than simply to act ugly. To 
stand for a creed is a grand thing, 
when done in the spirit of Christ

Our thoughts havo been started in 
this channel by observing the action 
of Unity church (Unitarian), Chi­
cago, in reference to its pastor, Rev. 
Mr. Milne. This gentleman assumed 
the pastoral care of thst society some 
months ago, as successor to Robert 
Collyer. In the installation charge, 
Brooke Herford used the following 
language, which seemed to voice the 
general sentiment of bis hearers: 
“The fellowship into which I welcome 
you is a fellowship ot freedom........  
Absolute freedom, of course, does not 
exist in human things. All co-opera­
tion, of any kind, involves some sur­
render of liberty, some sinking of one's 
own individuality. For a minister 
and people to work happily and useful­
ly together, there must be a certain 
amount of agreement as to what they 
both mean, a certain unity of convic­
tion and aim. This kind of general 
agreement haa to exist in a Unitarian 
ohurob, aa in any other. As a fact 
entering into the conditions under 
which this concord has to exist, these 
churches of ours have grown up with 
certain ideas pervading them; they 
grew up, indeed, out of the desire to 
uphold these ideas, believing them to 
be true." These, it must be remem­
bered, are the utterances of Mr. Her­
ford, for which he is individually re­
ap msible. If his language has any 
moaning in it, and if it correctly rep­
resents the sentiment of bis chnrch(?), 
then why do they not take these 
■■ certain ideas ” and embody them in 
written form, so that the minister 
and all others will definitely know to 
what they are to subscribe ? B it, on 
the other hand, every one, at all con­
versant with the phases of modern 
church history, knows that Unitari­
ans have no certain ideas, no fixed 
faith. No; “away with theological 
trammels," is their cry. Out upon 
the wide ocehn of free thought they 
are, madly rushing on toward the ex­
treme of atheism. They havo no 
creed. Freedom of thought must be 
maintained at all hazards. The 
mind must not be fettered by tram­
mels. No theological jacket must be 
fitted to the back of either minister 
or private member. Thal would in­
terfere with those certain ideas of 
freedom which are their chief glory. 
Mr. Milne, therefore, in the exercise 
of that “liberty of opinion " which 
their creed warrants, has ventured to 
toll them jusl what ho believes aa to 
the result of the recasting of creeds, 
and the “revision of symbols." Ho 
takes a step in advance of any of hie 
brethren. Ho tolls them bow much 
of what is now preached is false, and 
what, in the coming era of intellec­
tual freedom, ia to bo held as true. 
Among the things which will bo 
found false is the doctrine of a per­
sonal God and the immortality of the 
soul. The fact of atonement be, of 
course, io common with his brethren, 
denies. Prayer, too, of necessity, 
falls into disuse, since there is no God 
to whom we can go with our burdens. 
N,o more Bibles are to be printed, for 
it will no longer be a revelation from 
God to man, and the race have out­
grown its teachings! No more houses 
of worship are to be reared, since 
thoap already reared will outlaat all 
superstitious notions of Christianity.

Now what does Unity church do? 
They toll Mr. Milne that his services, 
aa their paaior, are at an end. Why? 
Because be preaches contrary to tbeir 
faith! But is not the logic on the 
side of Mr. Milne in this matter' He 
stood in that pulpit as the represent­
ative of a body who profess to believe 
in absolute freedom of thought. The 
logic of the pastor was right; the re­
ligions conviction of the church was 
right The logic simply had to yield 
to the conviction.

This whole matter furnishes an­
other illustration of the necessity of 
any religious body having a definite 
form of faith, and of the fact that 
men are more and more realizing 
thia Also that every religious or-

Loyalty to Tritt.

That error, in all ita variooe forma, 
ia to be overthrown among men and 
eradicated from the world’s thought, 
and that truth is to win victories 
world wide in their aweep, ia a fact 
no leu certain than that error now 
holda away. Truth, the beauty of 
whose form has been vailed by the 
sophisms of men, hidden from sight, 
betimes, by the smoko arising from 
hotly-contested fields, where master­
spirits have crossed their lances, 
shall yet stand forth resplendent in 
beauty, adorned with a rounded and 
and perfectioAd symmetry. Scien­
tific truth will put beneath her feet 
the crude fallacies of vaunting scio­
lists; theologic truth will stamp to 
powder every error that holds the 
mind in chains and opposes the prog­
ress of the kingdom of God among 
men.

In the religious world somewhere 
God's truth is bidden away. Christ, 
in whom the truth was embodied and 
incarnated while here below, left it, 
as a legacy, when he ascended on 
high. He left it to his church to be 
taught, heralded to the race. Truth 
—“the truth as it is in Jesus"—is 
held, as a sacred trust, by some one 
of the various religious organizations 
to-day. By some one, we say; for it 
is simply impossible, in the nature of 
the case, that two organizations, in 
conflict of faith at certain points, can 
both teach the truth, and nothing but 
the t^uth, in its entirety. It is there­
fore, the duty of every man, and of 
every body of Christians, to “con­
tend for the faith," as they hold- it; 
for to them it is the very “ form of 
doctrine” which Christ has given, 
and which he requires to be promul­
gated by the nations. But how is 
our loyalty to truth to be manifested?

(a) By preaching the truth This 
does not necessarily involve an of­
fensive assault upon the faith of oth­
ers. There is a possible danger, that 
in our zeal for the overthrow of er­
ror. we exhibit ita deformity rather 
than disclose the beauty and attract­
iveness of truth. Ordinarily, the 
surer and better way to preach down 
error is to preach up truth. A direct 
assault made upon others by the pul 
pit, generally enlists the sympathies 
of men in the behalf of those who 
are assaulted, rather than the pulpit 
that makes it YetUt must be re 
membered, that truth is a two-edged 
sword. It cleaves error in twain, 
and vindicates itself. And truth and 
er;or are -o interwoven in the web of 
theologic thought, that it ia difficult 
to get out the golden threads of truth 
without cutting and dissecting error. 
In the present stage of enlightened 
though^ it would be difficult to dis­
cuss the question of infont baptism, 
sq called, without bringing to light 
the specious fallacies of the Abra- 
hamic Covenant theory, as held and 
advocated by our Pa-do baptist breth­
ren. Also, in a discussion of baptism 
as to mode, it were impossible to 
steer clear of those who are arrayed 
against us. The same is true of all 
the great doctrines of the Christian 
scheme, as held by any religious 
body. And, while the pulpit is not 
to go oat of the way for the sake of 
“ striking a head ” that it may see, 
yet it ia no*, to step out of the way to 
avoid it. The truth, just aa the 
preacher undentanda it, is to be her- 
slded; if it strike others, the respon­
sibility is theirs.

And ia not the pulpit foulty in this

r«g*rd? The Baptist ministry of the 
South (<nd wo say It without 
•ny fooling of sectipnal prejudice), 
is not so largely ante in this matter 
a* it ii farther North and EmL And 
yet even in many a Southern pulpit, 
the djsUnotive.priMtplM of our de: 
nomination are not taught with that 
sturdy emphasis with which they 
should be. To a good many Baptist 
people all the difference that is 
known to exist between us and oth­
ers ia, that we immerse exclusively 
for baptism, while they sprinkle, 
pour, or immerse, indifferently. It 
has never occurred to them, perhaps, 
that some others, as well as we, ex­
clusively practice immersion. Our 
view of the relation of the ordin- 
anoes, of the supremacy of th* Word 
of God, as against Papal tradition, of 
the peril in which the great pillars of 
truth—salvation by foith, the neces­
sity of regeneration by the Spirit— 
are involved by th* introduction of 
sprinkling and imant baptism,—they 
Co not understand. And wherever 
this state of things exists, the pulpit is 
largely to blame. The pulpit is set 
for the defense of the truth. The 
minister is to declare the whole coun­
sel of God, to preach all the truths of 
the Bible, then show their depend­
ence upon, and their relation to, each 
other. Ha is not simply -to declare 
the general truths in which all evan­
gelicals theoretically come together 
in a unity of faith, but the particular 
doctrines which separate him from 
other bodies, that men may see the 
truth in its fullness.

(b) We are to show our loyalty to 
truth by teaching it to our children. 
The parent, no more than the minis­
ter, is not always to be dwelling upon 
the distinctive features of the church 
to which he belongs. Hither, the 
general tone of religious conversation 
in the family should be such as 
unconsciously to influence the mind 
of the child. Children of Baptist 
parentage sometimes, when convert­
ed, go elsewhere to find a religious 
home.

But in 
such cases the training has evidently 
been such as to leave the impression 
on the mind of the child tbst it makes 
no difference where they belong, just so 
they are Christians ' One church is 
just as good aa another, so they should 
go just where they fee! themselves 
most al home I

Sadly, might we not say criminal­
ly, defective has been the home train­
ing where such ideas prevail. And 
oue grand agent in the home relig­
ious culture is oftentimes absent from 
even professing Christian families— 
the religious, denominational paper. 
Denominational, we say for we 
would rather have a Methodist or 
Presbyterian paper, advocating some­
thing definite, than a nondescript 
sheet teaching ' nothing, and “for 
whose utterances nobody is response 
ble. A good denominational paper is 
absolutely essential in this age of 
quickened thought, to the fortifying 
and buttressing of the minds of the 
young. Up to the times o । the great 
questions that are agitating the minds 
of men, it brings <ruth, according to 
its conception, in ita purest form, and 
presents it for strengthening and 
help. In this age, then, when truth 
and error are engaged in mortal con­
flict, let no Baptist fomily be without 
a good Baptist paper. We can not 
be guilty of failure in this without 
becoming criminally negligent, and 
betraying, in a measure at least, the 
trust committed to us.

Other though^ in thia line we 
must reserve till a subsequent time.

A Taraatsls’s Bite.

Tbe perils of travel in tropical or 
semi-tropical countries are largely 
from poisonous living creatures. Oue 
of those creatures is tbe enormous 
spider known as the tarantula, its 
.bite is not necessarily fatal, but it is 
dangerous to be attacked by one when 
remedies are not at hand. People in 
the native latitudes of tarantulas, 
scorpions, etc., should carry antidotes 
with them. Neglect of this recently 
cost a man his life. An Arkansas 
latter to tbe Chicago Journal says; 
“Oliver C. Waddell, who recently re­
moved to this Slate from Texas, set- 
tling in Stono county, was bitten yes­
terday by a tarantula. He was on a 
hunting expedition in the mountains, 
and had camped under a large pine 
tree. Some time during tbe night 
the imsect crawled between the 
blanket* which covered him as ho lay 
before tbe fire, and bit him twice, 
once on the finger and again on the 
arm, near the elbow. He was awak­
ened by a tingling sensation in that 
part of bis body, and rousing himself, 
discovered the cause and succeeded 
in killing the tarantula. It was as 
large as the band of an ordinary man. 
Waddell's band and arm began to 
swell rapidly, and before ho could 
get to the nearest bouse, some four or 
five miles away, tbe poison had spread 
apparently to all parts of his body. 
It was some time before be could get 
medical skill, and when tbe physician 
arrived Waddell was found to be be­
yond bopo. Ue lingered some time, 
however, dying in the afternoon."

Since tbe year 1821, when a theater 
was burned in Richmond, Va., 
twenty-one theaters have beqn de­
stroyed by fire in,America and vari­
ous parts of Europe.
