In the first place they 
know better how to farm, aa well as 
how to behave themselves, for hav­
ing been trained by white people 
they were better taught bow to work 
and how to bebave. Tbe Indians 
were very lenient masters, allowing 
their staves to live miles away from 
their owners, and to enjoy a larger 
liberty. One characteristic of the 
Indian-raised negroes, however, is 
that they are seldom known to lie or 
steal, which is a noble one, and is 
doubtlo** tbe result of the large free 
dom that was formerly allowed them. 
Ws have great trouble in accommo­
dating ourselves to the peculiar 
whims ot tbe Indian raised negroes, 
not the least of which is in using a 
distinctive proper name that will 
please them. In thia they are not 
uiliko those who wish us to call 
them Christians to distinguish them 
from both Baptists and I’ado bap- 
lists.

They regard it aa a down-right in­
sult to call them negroes, Africans, 
freed men, or anything of that sort,

Our'work here is both encouraging 
and discouraging. Enecuragiugfrom 
the fact that ta have some substan­
tial, earnest Christians, who are will­
ing to make sacrifices for their Mas- 
in their wardrobes and dining- rooms.

Dis­
couraging, tor there are many who 
are worldly-minded, and not willing 
to deny themselves of any pleasure. 
We are beginning a coarse of disci­
pline, which, if carried out, will 
prove a great blessing to tbe church. 
I think the time has come when 
there should be a sifting in the 
churches : for these unconverted peo­
ple who have crept into the churches 
are always troublesome, and they 
give the paster many heart-aches. 
Tbe sooner tbe church get rid of 
them, the better for tbe cause of 
Christ Most of tbe division and 
strife in the churches has its origin 
mainly from two sources: (1.) Re­
taining as members those who ought 
to be out of the church; (2.) Lack of 
discipline. No religions, body need 
expect the presence of God, us to 
have his blessing on their work when 
they fail to exercise a healthy disci­
pline. Many things are tolerated in 
our churches which are highly dis 
pleasing to our heavenly Father, apd 
for which the present pastor and peo­
ple will suffer, as those who will be 
tbe supporters of the church in the 
future. Some of these evils are so 
alarming that even Roman Catholi­
cism bos raised her voice against 
them.

Tbe subject which is exciting the 
most interest here now is sanctifica­
tion, or, what ia termed by many, 
“ the higher Christian life." Many 
oT our Methodist brethren claim that 
they are sanctified, and therefore 
have ceased to sin. Others say that 
they have reached sanctification, but 
it does not liberate them from sin. 
The Baptista hero, for the most part, 
reject the idea of aanctification alto­
gether. Thus we have two extremes. 
I believe they are both wrung. I Be­
lieve in aanctification, for it is clearly 
taught in God’s Word. It is taught 
along with tbe doctrine of repent­
ance, faith and justification. No one 
has a right to reject it and pass it 
over lightly just because some people 
carry it too far. 1 believe some 
Christians have reached a much 
higher position in the divine life 
than others; yet I can not believe 
that any one has progressed so far in 
spirituality as to be free from sin. 
With the Baptists this doctrine ia 
sadly neglected: for there are many 
good, honest people who are sayir g, 
“ Well, while we live in this sinful 
world, there is no way of getting rid 
of sin. 1 don’t believe in your sane 
tifleation. 1 know I do wrong: 1 get 
MUry, and say and do many things 
for which I am sorry. I drink a lit-

not been a full surrender. Thus we 
find a large number who are not try­
ing to grow in grace; they seem to 
be perfectly satisfied with present at­
tainments. What I understand the 
Bible to teach about this groat doc­
trine of sanctification ia, that they arc 
sanctified who love the Lord su­
premely, who love their neighbor aa 
themselves, and who consecrate all to 
Jesus. If Christiana will seek ear­
nestly for a closer communion with 
God, the Lord will draw nigh and 
give them un overwhelming evidence 
of his love and compassion for them, 
Thore is aasnrodly a much higher 
Christian life than ia enjoyed by most 
of our brethren.

The Columbian University is about 
jo take a new departure. The trus­
tees have, by the aid of the Hon. W. 
W. Corcoran, secured the fineet site 
in the city, and are about to erect a 
fine college edifice, into which they 
will move as soon as it can l>e finish­
ed, and open, in addition to the aca­
demic, law und medical schools, a de­
partment of applied sciences, to be 
called the Corcoran School of Science 
and Art.

A scientific school is a pressing 
need in Washington, and when the 
present plans of the trustees shall be 
completed,* thia honored institution 
will enter upon a much wider field of 
usefulness. The Baptists seem to be 
pioneer* everywhere in education, 
and I congratulate your noble State 
in having so ma by fine schools, both 
male and female, of this denomina­
tion.

tion is, What does the word used in 
ths original inspired text mean? If 
it means sprinkle, then by sprinkling 
is the right way to baptize; if it 
means pour, then by pouring; and if 
it means isumtm, then by immersion. 
If it means all three of these, then 
either way ia valid. Greek scholars 
are practically unanimous that 
baptiso does mean to immerse, and 
does not mean to pour or to sprinkle. 
We could flit our whole paper with 
utterances of the foremost scholars 
of all. dsnominations to this affect. 
Germany ia the land of Greekpchoi- 
arship, and there is not a Greek 
scholar in Germany who would ad­
mit that baptize mesne sprinkle or 
pour. In Greece, .where the Greek 
language (which is nos a dead lan­
guage) is spoken, immersion is the 
uniform practice, and the people 
laugh at the idea that baptuo means 
anything else. Not a passage in all 
Greek literature can be cited where 
baptuo means sprinkle or pour, while 
we are ready to furnish any number 
of passages where it means immerse.

We may add that tho word bapdo 
from which baptize is derived occurs 
three times in the received text of the 
Now Tfetament and is translated dip 
each time in King James' version. 
The translators were not forbidden to 
translate bapto though forbidden to 
translate baptize.

We have no objections to publish­
ing Tertullian's reasons for oppos­
ing infant baptism.
