HOME MISSION SOCIETY.
Our Convention received from Dr. 

Morehouse, Secretary of , the Homo 
Mission Society, New York, the' fol­
lowing communication:

Astor House Business Office, 
New York, March 28, 1882.- Thr 
American Ba/ttut Home Miuion Suet- 
ty to thr Georgia Baptitt State Conven­
tion. Dear Brethren: In 1882 tbe 
American Baptist Home Mission So 
ciety completed fifty years of ite his­
tory. During this period ite work 
has behn prosecuted in every part of 
tbe country—the past year in 43 
States and Territories, and also in 
Mexico. The society has been thb 
mother of a multitude of churches, 
and tbe helper of weak and strug­
gling interests. For actual missionary

trust that, cn your part, there is a re­
ciprocal inteTMtia the society’s work 
wherever it is proaeented. It has 
seemed to many that the semi-cen­
tennial anniversary of the society 
furnishes a fitting occasion for the 
manifestation of this mutual interest, 
and for the interchange of views 
about our mission work in North 
America. Accordingly the society, 
at tbe meeting in Indianapolis, in 
1881, adopted the recommendation of 
the board that “measures be taken 
to secure a representative gathering 
in 1882 from all sections of tbe conn- 
try in .which the society has prose­
cuted itffwork during the last fifty 
yean, to review what has been 
wrought and to deliberate concern 
ing what is yet to be done."

Punuant to this action, the Execu­
tive Board hereby fraternally invites’ 
the Georgis Baptist State Convention 
to appoint five representatives to sit 
with representatives of sister oonven-
lions in the semi-centennial of the so 
ciety, in May, 1882, for joint confer­
ence concerning the strengthening 
and extension of the Redeemer’s 
kingdom on this continent

The discussion of thi* subject was 

lively and interesting, but most of 
the speakers were in favor of accept­
ing the invitation, and it waa accept­
ed with an approach to unanimity.

The resolution adopted waa, “ that 
five correspondents be appointed to 
bear to the semi centennial session of 
ths American Baptist Home Mission 
Society, New York, in May, 1882, ex­
pressions of our fraternal regards and 
to consult with that body concerning 
the strengthening and extension of 
the Redeemer’s kingdom by our re-
spective organisation*." The ap­
pointees are A. J. Beck, H. H. Tuck­
er, A G. McCall, G. A. Nunnally, J. 
8. Lawton, who have power to fill va­
cancies, and, if they attend, must 
boar their own expenses.

1 believe that three speakers only 
wore in opposition to accepting, and 
they were so not so much from a 
spirit of unfriendliness as from loy­
alty to the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion. To them tbe sending of “ rep­
resentatives " implied organic union 
and binding complicity in tho action 
of the Home* Mission Society. They 
conceived that the word “ represent­
atives ” used in tbe invitation implied 
that we would become a component 
part of the society, and be bound by 
its action. Consequently, tbe usual 
word “ correspondents " was selected 
by the convention. There were no 
unkind words spoken nor any harsh 
expressions need.

Thus it appears that, while we com­
plied with tbe spirit of tbe invitation, 
we did not exactly comply with ite 
letter.

AMERICAN AND FOREIGN 'BIBLE 
SOCIETY.

Dr. J. A. Douglass, Corresponding 
Secretary of the American and For­
eign Bible Society was present, and 
made two interesting speeches con 
cerning his society, in which he ex­
plained the origin of that society and 
tho full course of the American Bible 
Society, and, of course, showed very 
emphatically why it is a i eceMity for 
Baptists to unite upon one society for 
Bible publication and distribution.

Dr. Douglass is a fine speaker, and 
a gentleman of handsome person and 
pleasing address. He said it was 
our duty to give tbe people, and es­
pecially the heathen, the Bible trans­
lated so as to convey tbe .meaning of 
tho original, Mid not with words sim­
ply transferred, as wqs done by the 
American Bible Society. His society 
originated from the refusal of the 
American Bible Society to aid in cir­
culating Dr. Adoniram Judson’s Bur­
mese translation of tbe Bible, in 
which bapt to is translated immerse, 
which caused the Baptiste to secede 
and form the American and Foreign

Bible Society. His speech waa a very 
fine one, and waa really a strong pre­
sentation of tho views of his society. 
After hi* address, and after consider­
able debate, two resolutions were 
adopted:

1. That we advise our brethren, 
everywhere, to withdraw from the 
American Bible society.

2. That the Georgia Baptist Con­
vention learns with profound satisfac­
tion that our brethren in New York 
have expressed a wish, and determin­
ation that the world shall have the 
whole word of God faithfully trans­
lated, and expresses the hope under 
God that practical means will bo 
found to carry this determination into 
effect."

Perhaps tbe most lively short dis­
cussion of the whole convention pre­
ceded this action, as some of the 
member* were desirous of expressing 
sentiment* of a more decided nature.

The convention on the whole was 
harmonious and pleasant.

The colored brethren who came as 
oorreepondente from the colored Mis­
sionary Baptistoonvention of Georgia 
were kindly welcomed and were - 
given seats in the house. They were 
throe in number, and expressed 
themselves as highly pleased with 
their treatment

The convention appointed corre­
spondents to attend their convention, 
which meets in Savannah in May. 
Georgia is entitled to about 100 dele­
gatee to the Southern Baptist con­
vention, and a large delegation waa 
also appointed to attend that conven­
tion next month at Greenville, S. C.

Deeply as they deplore it, 
many clergymen are forced to yield 
to this custom as that paradox of par­
adoxes, a necessary evil.

Tbe broad question of church en­
tertainments—whether it is in the 
province of tbe churches to furnish 
amusements as well as comfort and 
instructions, is an open one. Much 
is to be said on both sides. And so 
far as we take into consideration the 
state of society among ns, the same 
may be said of tbe practice of raising 
money by such means. But, going 
behind these , facte, what is to be said 
of the principle involved in, the lat­
ter habit? Surely there can be but 
one opinion. What are the circum-

While the gospel is a free gift, the 
machinery of the gospel is expensive. 
St. Paul's method of solving the prob- 
Jem by the labor of his own hands 
would not meet with a ready response 
on the part of clergy or parishes. 
Now, with the necessary expenses of 
building, salaries, fuel, light, print­
ing, etc., those who expect to receive 
bent fit from church institutions in 
one way or another are not unjustly 
subject to a tax. But this tax is pure-
ly voluntary and Mlf-imposed. No 
ecclMiastical organization in this 
country can force a man to contrib­
ute to its support, though he occupy / 
a *eat in ite edifice every Sunday, 
and call upon tho clergyman for ex­
tra services besides.

Church mppiberB, and non-cburch 
members who attend service for 
whatever reason, do not dispute the 
reasonableneM of giving to church 
support. They really admit tbe 
benefits, the privileges, the uses of 
church societies, and they acknowl- 
edge tbe duty of contributing. Now 
appear* the inconsistency. Many 
people, tbe best of people/ uwiet upon 
receiving some temporal- M well us 
spiritual renumeration fortheir offer­
ings to God. They say, practically, 
as they patronize “ fain ’’ and other 
eulertainmente, that the privilege of 
preaching and wonhip is not suffi­
cient for their outlay, unless acoom- 
Cnied by a chromo in the shape of 

icy knick-knacks or an evening’s 
enjoyment.—Ra.

have only *6 names. Tel the most 
of our oMrobee have local titles, 
named after meandering streams 
which flow by the sancteary door, or 
ridges on which they are built, or 
groves amid which they nestle. Ac 
wolf becomes Baptists the majority 
of the churches have Creek, or Spring, 
or Fork, or River, or Branch some 
where in the name. Ono whoso or­
thodoxy must be clear as the blue 
aky baa both a River and an Island 
in it Naming after creeks is some­
times unfortunate, fbr it so comes 
about that we have » Little Goose 
Baptist church in Kentucky. Like­
wise a Big Muddy and a Big Bone 
fend a Drowning Creek and a Greasy 
Creek. Names, however, arc for 
uses; and the neighborhood people 
know just where the Big Sinking 
church ia, if they don’t know where 
it is going if it doesn’t atop sinking.

The fkvorite name aeems to be 
Union. There are twenty of these 
united churches; besides two Union 
Bands, a Union Breathitt, a Union 
Chapel, a Union'B. I don’t know 
what that big B is for. Now if you 
add Uniontown there are twenty-six 
churches very happy if they don’t 
belie their names. Then there are 
the synonyms of Union, aa, for ex­
ample, Harmony, of which we have 
bight, and unity, 5, and Fellowship— 
only two of them, and Concord, of 
which there are seven ; besides, a 
New Concord, and two new Unions, ( 
and three new Harmonya, evidently 
pointing back to some historical 
event which made it needful to rub 
out and begin all over again. Then ' 
there ia an East Union, a South , 
Union, a West Union, a Mount , 
Union, and two Little Unions-^- 
cbildren, so to speak. In this 
category we ought to include ( 
thirteen Friendships, and a Friendly 
Grove, and two Charitys, and, of 
course, the two New Friendships.

I think that Pleasant things fol­
low io the line of favorite names. 
Pleasant Grove is the name of nine 
toeen churches, Pleasant Hill of -fif 
teen, Mt Pleasant of seventeen, 
Pleasant Valley of eight, Pleasant 
Ridge of eight, Pleasant View of 
five. Then you must count Pleasant 
Home, and Hope, and Prospect, and 
Spring, and two Points and rwo 
Runs.

The combinations are New Pleas­
ant Hill, Pleasureville. Cooper's De­
light and Rosebower—the latter two 
certainly pleasant enough to be thus 
included. It is to bo hoped that in 
these 84 Pleasant churches every­
thing is lovely.

One would imagine that our dis­
tinctive, independent views would 
suggest names for our churches. 
Partially so, for we havo eighteen 
churches called Liberty, and six 
Freedom. But there aro four New 
Libertys, which seem to indicate that 
they were once entangled in a yoke 
of bondage, and fortunately got out. 
Two Mt. Freedoms, an Ewt Liberty, 
a South Liberty, a Liberty HiU, a 
Liberty Point, and a Liberty Stati >n 
exhaust that list; unless we count in 
Hurricane which takes as much lib­
erty as anything I know of.

Scriptural names abound as they 
ought to do.

The Western Recorder pays its 
welcome visits to mo now among tho 
mountains of Western North Caro­
lina. Since I last wrote to you a 
very important change has come over 
my place of Besidenco and my field of 

,labors. Very much to my surprise, 
last winter I had to do what I had 
never done before, in deciding, after 
much anxiety, between two “ calls ” 
from churches in two distant places 
at the same time. The decision fi­
nally fell on Hendersonville, where 1 
am now about fairly settled at work.

This is a beautiful mountain town, 
in the county of tho same urine, and 
just across the line west of tho Blue 
Ridge, 2,250 foot above tho level of 
the sea. Here is a Baptist church, in 
a Baptist town, in a Baptist county,

Take your i 
map and look down toward the south- I 
west corner of our State, and about 
twenty miles from the South Caro- < 
lina lino, and you will find our beau- i 
tiful homo nestled amid the4moun- 
tains, on the line of railroad from i 
Spartanburg, S. C., to Asheville, N. । 
C. Soon we will be on a great trunk । 
line from Cincinnati to Charleston, ; 
and the Blue-grass Kentucky breth­
ren can run over to eoe us through 
some of the grandest scenery of the 
eastern half of our continent. By- i 
the-by, this reminds me to say, I can 
not begin to describe to yon tho 
beautiful scenery of this mountain 
home. Hendersonville is a popular i 
summer resort, and growing more so 
every summer. Thousands of people 
from the coasts of the Soutbern^Statcs 1 
and Florida summer up here. There 
is talk now of establishing a South­
ern Chatauqua near our town, which 
will be a “ boom ” sure enough to 
our already great popularity as the 
thousands will flock to the camp- 
meetings, and all other kinds^of re­
ligious and intellectual gathering* 
which this enterprise will insuW?

All around us are tbo mountains. 
By stepping a square down the street 
from my study, 1 can look upon the 
blue head of Pisgah, twenty-five 
miles in the distance, and standing 
like a proud sentinel among her sis­
ter peaks, who like maids of honor to 
some proud queen, seom to bo happy 
to pay her obeisance. Then thoro 
looks upon us from the northeast, Bald 
Mountain, the one, which according 
to the newspapers a few years ago, 
quaked and tfcmblod, and which 
made some of the mountaineers feel 
that the “Judgment day was com­
ing." Thon tho Bear Wallow and 
Sugar Loaf and Tryon and others, all 
visible from tho streets of our town. 
It only takes a day's ride to seo some 
of the grandest peaks of this our 
“Switzerland of America." The de­
lightful air, the pure water, tho 
mountain scenery, all mako this one 
of the most charming countries oast 
of the Rocky Mountains. But my 
pen, like some people's mouths, “ runs 
too long," so I must close. A delight­
ful ride of forty miles across the 
country will bring us into tho Bap­
tist little -city of Greenville, S. C., 
'whore the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion is soon to moot. Discarding the

Society refined and cultivated. The 
climate all that can be desired. It
makes one think the great Architect 
bad in view an asylum for invalids 
and old persons when He arranged 
everything here so necessary for their 
comfort.

When I arrived here the Baptists 
bad no organized church; about the 
same time Bro. Hildreth, of Now Al­
bany, Ind., and I constituted one with 
about eighteen members. As we had 
only a school-house to worship in, 
and that was built by all, and for the 
use of all, we had services twice a 
month, unless crowded out by some 
other denomination. W o soon began 
to think and talk about building, but 
wo wm® few in number and poor in 
this world’s goods. How were wo to 
build? About that time Bro. H. A. 
Do Land, of New York, camo into 
our midst temporarily, and taking in 
the situation, proposed to us that, if 
we would put up a bouse costing 
12,500, he would give us 91,500. Wo 
accepted his offer, and wont to work 
and made up by subscription the 
amount When we opened the)bids 
tho lowest one was 92,900—9400 
more than we had; wo concluded, 
however, to go on and risk the con­
sequences, and long before tho house 
was completed, our contractor let us 
know that. the rapid advance in 
building material and labor bad been 
such that ho could not go on with the 
work, as ho did not havo tbo moans. 
A few of us increased our subscrip­
tions. Some of tho first subscribers 
never paid. This winter, Bro. De 
Land camo again, furnished the 
workman means and said to him, 
" Go on, and I will boo you through." 
Last Sunday was dedication day. 
Soon our house was filled to its ut­
most capacity. The report of tho 
building committee was read, which 
showed we were in debt about 9500. 
Bro. De Land proposed to give for his 
wife 9100, for his daughter 950, and 
for his little son 950, and in a few 
minutes the entire amount was raised 
with a surplus of 955 loft, which wo 
agreed to turn over to the Method­
ists, who are now hauling the mate­
rial to build a house.

We havo now a good house, well 
finished, with baptistry, dressing- 
rooms, and a recess made for tho 
choir, and out of debt. Tho good 
Lord is now blessing us. Tbo meet 
ing was protracted; that is, preach­
ing of nights, since tho dedication, 
and six have prolossod faith in Christ. 
Is not the Lord good and gracious?

tor, there is a high type of piety : 
among a portion of the membership. 
There are some very excellent men 
and women in this church, who, in­
deed, would be an ornament to any 
Baptist church in tho world.

2. Tho meetings in the roar build­
ing are peculiarly interesting—i. o., 
the Sunday-school and prayer-meet­
ings.

3. The pastor frequently delivers 
able and timely sermons on Sabbath 
morning. At night there is gener­
ally less gospel in bis discourses than 
in those delivered in the morning.

4. Before offering this church my 
letter, I had had frequent conversa­
tions with the pastor and with promi­
nent members of the church; and I 
had every desirable assurance that 
thoro would occur no other irregular­
ities, such as the Elliott communion, 
andtho "Jewish join service,"buttbat 
the church would, if let alone, move 
along in harmony with tho great 
Baptist family, and contribute her 
influence to the promotion of tho 
Baptist cause. The members, so far 
us I know, had no sympathy with 
the pastor in the “ irregularities ” 
already named. Under tho impres­
sion that the church would bo a true 
Baptist church in the*} future, and 
that hor pastor would not again do 
any thing again that would shock tho 
sensibilities of the Baptist denomina­
tion. 1 addressed a letter to tho 
Western Recorder, which was pub­
lished, and also a private letter to 
two Baptist editors further South, 
begging them to desist from further 
criticism, and allow a little further 
time.

Things moved on well till tho 
“ Morton difficulty ” occurred.

The night tho committee was ap­
pointed to invito neighboring churches 
to send delegates to aid in “ sotting 
apart Bro. M. to tho Baptist minis­
try," I was lead to suspect, before 
leaving the house, that a “ regular 
ordination " was not intended ; and, 
on appealing to a prominent member 
to know what the pastor proposed to 
to have done, ho informed me that 
bis design was to receive Bro. Mor­
ton into the Baptist ministry on bis 
previous ordination. I remarked to 
him that that would never do.

The next morning L addressed the 
pastor a candid letter in which I de­
tailed several considerations wby 
neither tho Second church nor him­
self could afford any sueh action as 
that proposed; 1 begged him not to 
seek to sot apart Bro. Morton in any 
save tho regular way.

A day or two later, I mot him, and 
had some conversation with him. 
Ho said that tho spirit of my letter 
to him was all he oould ask. I again 
urged that Bro. M. should have regu­
lar ordination, whereupon Dr. Boyd 
said that ho would leave the matter 
to' tho council. I felt great relief at 
this announcement since I could not 
well imagine that tho majorityof the 
council would favor the adoption of 
Bro. Morton’s Presbyterian ordina­
tion ; and I did something to have a 
“good council” appointed from tho 
Third church (Dr. Lofton being 
absent at tbo time).

Tho council mot, and recomtnondod 
that Bro. M. be sot apart by “ ordi­
nation;" and I felt much gratified at

or doctrine, he is Jkbls to assail them 
with irony, sarcarin, ridicnln, and ev- 
ery kindred weapon at hia dispel, 
or else, as if the church wore his in- 
dividual property, and the members 
his slavelings, he will order them to 
get out of the church, and go else­
where I Tbo last time I remember to 
have been in the Second Baptist 
church, a soene of which the above is 
only an imperfect picture, occurred;

church, of whatever nationality. It 
was rudeneaa in^oxoeca of anything I 
ever knew in the moot “uncultured” 
church in these United States!

Many of the church, perhaps one- 
fourth or one-third of tbo entire mem­
bership, are real Baptistsand would be 
glad to have their pastor do right and 
act in harmony with tbo Baptist de­
nomination ; but the dominant element 
in the church is with tho pastor, and 
will sustain him in all that ho is like­
ly to do. Quite a large number of 
the church, including some of the 
most intelligent men in tho church 
wore really anxious to have the 
enurch correct tho farcical perform­
ance connected with Bro. Morton’s 
so-called “setting apart to the Baptist 
ministry,” but they seem powerleu to 
resist the pastor and those who up­
hold him.

I became fully convinced of this, 
while canvassing the matter with 
somooftho loading members, relative- 
to the correction of the above unbap- 
tistio record.

With thia belief, I do not blame either 
tho pastor or the church for oppoaing 
the ordination of Bro. Morton. Their 
opposition was perfectly consistent 
with their view of the plenary ortho­
doxy of tho Presbyterian church.

In answer to the , 
question, he said, organise it as near- ( 
ly right as tbe circumstances and ma­
terial will permit Sometimes officers ( 
and teachers were selected upon , 
other reasons than their qualifications^ , 
In one instance a superintendent is , 
•elected because ho is rich; in an- , 
other, because ho is a good talker, 
which aa a rule bo thought the poor­
est qualification, or the most annoy­
ing, time wasting and Sunday-school 
destroying. Tho superintendent, to 
be a success, must bo a warm-hearted, ( 
clear-headed Christian. He must 
bo an organiser, and must have tbe 
support of tbe pastor, teachers and 
parents. The machinery for running 
tbe Sunday school should be simple 
—the rules lbw. He maintained that 
organisation is no glittering general­
ity that contemplates relieving the 
membership of our churches from a 
deep sense of their individual respon­
sibility. It is not to organise a few 
earnest and active friends of tbe 
church to do the work of many, but 
to so organize as to work, interest and

Convention adjourned to meet Sept 
30, 1882, with the ML Vernon church, 
Woodford county.

The present meeting was a very 
enjoyable as well as beneficial one, 
and can not but prove an increased 
incentive to both pastor and teacher 
to go forward more earnestly in the 
Work of teaching the Word of God 
to their pupils in the Sunday-school.

Rev. C. Lewi* briefly diecumed tbe 1

" HiMionary work in tbe Sunday- 
school " wu next discussed by Rev. 1 
J. J. Taylor, who said the church 
must be thoroughly in consonance 
with the workings of the Sunday 1 
school. Spoke of the teacher' duties 
a* being a constant missionary work, 
both in and out of tho Sunday-school. 
One result of this missionary work 
is observed in the increased numbers 
of the school. The persons especial­
ly in need of tbe socializing, elevat- 1 
ing influences of the Sunday-school 1 
are brought in, and if kindly received 
they are stimulated to think better of 
themselves and do better for them­
selves, and may be led to the Sav­
ior ; irreligious families may be leav­
ened with gospel leaven, and a work 
done far greater than it has entered 
into the heart of man to conceive. 
I must refrain from giving yon other 
points he made as this report is grow­
ing too long. He wu followed by 
Rev. J. H. Butler, who spoke of the 
necessity of the work—that tbe moral 
good of society demanded it, u well 
u the future of our denomination.

At tho 'evening session “ Tbe 
teacher’s effort to keep bis class fall" 
wu briefly discussed by Bro. T. C. 
Bell, who said that all teachers had 
more or less difficulty upon this sub­
ject. Tbe trouble commenced when 
tbo pupils were about sixteen years 
of age. A mod efficient way, to 
overcome such a difficulty, is to make 
your teaching so interesting that the 
scholars can not cease to .bear you, 
and to this end toe teacher moil 
thoroughly prepare himself. He said 
if the parents would taks hold of this 
work and attend the Sunday-school 
tbemulves, we would seo s mighty 
awakening in o'ur work. Rev. G. F. 
Bagby said . “ If you will give me a 
determined, persistent putor, 1 will 
soon build up and' sustain a Sunday- 
school, provided the putor is backed 
and assisted by his membeni." He 
spoke of tbe importance of visiting 
the pupils al their homes by both 
teacher and putor, and thus make 
them feel your personal interest in 
usb. Revs. C. Lewis, R. M. Dudley 
and Prof J- J. Rucker also briefly 
discussed the subject. “Christ, the 
central object of oil our teaching,” an 
esuy prepared by Bro. J. N. Brad­
ley, wu read by Dr. Dudley. Space 
forbids me to mention even a few of 
tho many beautiful thoughts in this 
eraay. It wu briefly discussed by 
Rev. G. F. Bagby, and tbo Conven­
tion adjourned to Sunday morning.

court of inquisition, when first 
erected, wu simple, and differed very 
little from that which wu followed in 
the ordinary oourta of juatioe. In 
particular, the interrogatories put to 
persons accused, and to witnesses, 
wore short and direct, evincing 
merely a desire to ascertain tbe 
truth on tbe subjects of inquiry. 
But this simplicity soon gave place 
to a system of tho moat complicated 
and inqnitous circumvention. Gross­
ly ignorant of judical matters, tbo 
Dominicans modeled their new court 
after what is called in the Roman 
church, the Tribunal of Penance. 
Accustomed, in the confessional, to 
penetrate into the secrets of con­
science, they converted to the de­
struction of the bodies of men all 
those arte which a false seal bad 
taught thorn to employ for the saving 
of their soak Inflamed with a pas­
sion for extirpating heresy, and per­
suading themselves that ths end 
sanctified the moan*, they not only 
acted upon, but formally laid down, 
u a rnle for their conduct maxims 
founded on the grossest dsoeit and 
artifice, according to-, which they 
sought in every way to ensnare their 
victims, and by means of false state­
ments, delusory promises, a tortuous 
course oi examination, to betray 
them into confessions which proved 
fatal to their lives and fortune. To 
this mental torture was soon after 
added the use of bodily tortures to­
gether with tbo concealment of. the 
names of witnesses.

After this court had subsisted for 
two centuries and a half, it under­
went what ita friends have honored 
with the name of a “reform." 
in consequence of which it be­
came a more terrible engine of 
persecution than before. Under 
the new form it is usually called 
the Modern Inquisition. Though it 
may with equtel propriety bear tbe 
name of tbo Spanish, as it originated 
in Spain, and bus been confined to 
that country, including Portugal, and 
tbe dominions subject to the two 
monarchic*. Ths war of the Albi- 
gen*ee was the pretext used by the 
popes for tbe establisbmentof the An­
cient Inquisitiontho necessity of 
eheckingjtbo apostacy of tbe convert* 
from J uduism wm urged a* tbe rea­
son tor introducing th* modern. . . . 
But, although more immediately in­
tended to guard tbo fidelity of the new 
Christians, tho Modern Inquisition, 
like the undent, was charged with 
the discovery snd punishment of all 
kinds of beix*y. and extedod ita juris­
diction over tbe old Christians, as 
well a* Jewish and Moorish converts.” 
Christian Library, pp. 318, 319,

Ths above quotation shows that 
Romo claimefi tbe right to punish 
heresy, which consisted in differing 
from Romanism. When has sho ever 
disclaimed that right 'I If it is a part 
of the faith of tho infallible, church that 
heresy is a crime, and hence must be 
punished by tbe civil power, bow eon 
she disclaim .tho right? Must not 
like things always occur when tbo 
civil powcr.is under her direction?

We have no other desire, aa we are 
quite sure the massee in the South 
have not, than that the colored people 
of the South shall have all reasonable 
opportunity afforded them for their 
qualification for the duties and re­
sponsibilities of citizenship, so sud­
denly thrust upon them.

We are pleased 
to chronicle, in this connection, the 
fact that Mr. Slater, of Norwich, Ct, 
has made the munificent contribution 
of SI,000,000, to be used as a perpet-

ia,w* think,a trifle dyspeptic. He con­
cludes that not more than one ont of 
a hundred of our pastors ever preach 
to th* children! We do not know 
how wid* hi* field of observation ia; 
but we think, if he intends to include 
in hie figures the Baptist ministry of 
our country, his estimate is altogether 
wrong. We should be exceedingly 
slow, and exceedingly sorry, to be­
lieve that the ministry of our denom­
ination is thus derelict in duty.

The children need specially to be 
looked after and cared for by the pas­
tor. Any minister who foil* to get 
into sympathy with the children, to 
win their confidence and to beoome 
their paator, suffers to pass from bis 
hands ons of the chief sources of his 
strength. The children are, in tbe 
most important sense, “ the hope of 
the world.” “ The coming man ” is 
the boy orto-day. What the charac­
ter, complexion and tone of morals, 
society and civilization a generation 
hence will be, depends upon what 
wo do for the boys snd the girls, 
who are to constitute the bone and 
sinew, and to represent the moral 
and social ideas of the generation to 
come. Hence no pastor can foil here 
without being guilty of criminal neg­
ligence.

What is the remedy for this defect 
in pastoral work, in so far aa it ex­
ists? We think, first of all, a toning 
down of our pulpit ministrations. Ws 
all readily recall the remark of Spur­
geon, that if some pulpit* are to be 
taken as an illustration of the mean­
ing of our Lord's words, “ Feed my 
lambs," it ought to be revised so as 
read “ Feed my giraffes." The 
fodder is put so high in the rack 
that nothing save the long neck of 
the giraffe can reach it. There is 
no doubt that most of our preaching 
ia too stilted. We need to get down 
from the stars, leveling the thought 
to the comprehension of the ohild- 
tnind. This was the secret and 
source of Bunyan’s power, both as 
preacher and writer; he came down 
to simplest language and illustration. 
It is well for the pastor, also, to Hold 
meetings specially for the children. 
By blackboard or object lesson, or 
both, be can simplify the truth so 
that it will fasten itself on tbe mind, 
making an indelible impression. And 
any pastor of ordinary sense and in­
telligence can do it by heroic effort 
But the question may arise, “ If we 
bold services specially for the chil­
dren, will it not have a tendency to 
keep them away from the stated serv­
ices of the sanctuary? " Experienoe

This Convention met with Pleasant 
Grove ohnroh, at Williamson Station, 
on tho Shelbyville B. R., April 29th, 
and was one of tbo moot interacting 
sessions it haa over hold, all the dis- 
cuMfons being entered into heartily.

“ The beat systematic plan for secur­
ing the attendance of the masses at 
Sunday-schooL" This he did, draw­
ing up on his inexhaustable store of 
“dried beef and cracker* ” which he 
is ao capable of making palatable. 
Among the many good things said in 
this connection the following are 
some: The masses must be wanted if 
you get them, and if you want them 
you can get them. Go after the 
maaaea; advertiae your achool; and 
then give them something worth 
coming after when you get them 
there ; make the school interesting ; 
the ministers should preach on this 
subject to the church-members, and 
get them interested, then they will go 
after the masses ; the superintendent 
should not confine his work to the 
hour of school on Sunday morning, 
but give it time and thought dur­
ing the week. Let the old set the 
example for the young by attending 
school, and then when we get the 
young we will bold them, appoint to 
each bis work to do, and by system­
atic visiting see every one in the 
range of the school, and try to get 
them into the school.

spell, animsU of all kind, are apt to drink 
much law than they need, unlow water to 
wharo they can get it without t-xpoeure to 
tbe cold. 1’erhap* they need le** at tuch 
times; but often they suffer from thirst be­
fore geiing out in tbo cold to drink. Thrifty 
condition at inch timcK i> promoted by care­
ful watering more than by high ieeding. 
This to especially true of poultry and milch 
cow*. Meal or cut feed is better for cows at 
other time*, but when they are in danger of 
getting too little water, after they have been 
put up for the night, I giro a pail of thin

ju*t after daylight every morning, a feed ot 
bran and mill feed, mixed with warm water, 
at noon, and at night u much corn a* they 
will eat greedily, to protect them from fbe 
cold.
