2. Sister B--- , the wife of a very 
prominent and active member of the 
church,, spying her. reasons, says, 
" We had a school in our church onoe 
but we found that it required too

died from two causes. First, our 
teachers got to wrangling over the 
dry bones of theology, and from that 
fell into controversy so that the 
scholars became listless and lost all 
interest in their teaching. There 
were generally one or two in the 
larger classes who discussed the high 
point with the teachers, while the 
rest of the class became disgusted, 
and, of course, without interest in 
the school. , Second, then the super­
intendent finished the work of 
destroying the school by constant 
talk. He made an address at the 
opening of the school, and then 
talked at the beginning and at the 
close of each song, and then at the 
close of the session. Yes, our school 
was discussed and talked to death, 
hence we have none in our church.

Thus one after another gave rea­
sons why no school was in their 
church. Now, I think the real rea­
sons are two. The great cause of the 
failure to organize and keep in lively 
exercise- a Sunday-school in a 
church is the want of spirituality in 
its membertlip, Spirituality is that 
spiritual life wrought in the soul by 
the Holy Spirit In proportion to its 
depth ant power will be the Chris­
tian wort of its subject. A full flow 
of, Bptri/ual life in the .Believer, like 
the fullflow of physical lifejn a num, 
will rmder vigorous for action the 
soul iito which it flows.

Your able replies to the Observer 
and its correspondent, Mr. Hawes, 
have fully mot thair "arguments.” 
1 believe no candid, unprejudiced 
man, capable of appreciating the real 
force of testimony, can have read 
both sides of the discussfan thus far, 
without seeing the utter fallacy of 
the sophistry by which it iis sought 
to prove infant baptism by Bible tes­
timony. You quote one witness for 
primitive immersion who was not as 
" solid" as he ought to have been, f 
allude to ^eeley. True he says 
i‘ buried in baptism " alludes to prim­
itive immersion, but in the same sen­
tence he says Heb. 10:22 alludes to 
the " other manner of baptizing by 
sprinkling." The fact is his "Notes” 
are of not the least critical value. 
His comments on Matt 3:6 possess 
such richness of puerility that I 
transcribe: “ Such prodigious num­
bers could hardly be baptized by im- 
merging their whole bodies under 
water; nor can we think they were 
provided with change of raiment for 
it, which was scarcely practicable for 
such vast multitudes. And yet they 
could not be immerged naked with 
modesty, nor in their wearing ap­
parel wi& safety. It seems, there­
fore, that they stood tn ranis o^ the 
»Htpf the river, and that John, pass­
ing Kong before them, cart water on 
their heads or faces, by which means 

, he might baptize many thousands in 
a day?'

In his note on John 3A, he says

> On Acte 2:16: " Baptism is both a 
. means, one-a seal of pardon." And 

in a sermoi on the " New Birth," he 
teaches tha infants are born again of 

। the Spirit when baptized I
John' Calvin is a witness of very

Hav- 
i ing bem charged with misquoting 
I Calvin,when I had quoted from his

to get toe origin il Latin of his testi­
mony. Rev. George Varden, D.D., 

■ of yom State, furnishes me the fol- 
• lowing as Calvin's language, when 
i oom melting on John 3:23:

“Caeerumex his verbis colligere 
i licet, baptismum fuisse celebratum a 
i Joanne et Christo totius corporis sub- 
, mersioae.” “Moreover, from these 

word* we, nnv le*rn th<t jobn and 
i Christ adminiqered baptism by the 

immersion of th. whole body."
, Again, on Acts 1;3§:

indioafed J»y, the stars in the forego­
ing translation, m^. be' translated 
thus:
<• 1‘Bnf we ought not to regard .so 
trifling a ceremonial difference of suf- 
ficiept moment to rend the church, or 
disturb it with disputes. [Thisisev- 
ideally a thrust at the Greek church, 
which' has never* chased to protest 
against the TTpsfarn casfani of asper­
sion.] So. (far. as we have received 
the ceremony of;baptism from Christ, 
<we oUgbt to contend far it even' to 
death rather than suffer it to be seiz­
ed from us; but since in the symbol 
of .water .we have, tha, testimony of 
our ablution as well as of the now 
life; since in the water, as in a mir­
ror, Christ represents to us his own 
blood, that we may thence seek our 
cleansing; and- since he teaches us 
that by hia Spirit we are formed 
anew, that being dead to sin we may 
live unto righteousness, it is certain 
that we lack nothing that pertains to 
the substance of baptism.",

The relevancy of this complicated 
argument'to the purpose for which it 
was made,, may not be any clearer to 
the reader than jt is to me, yet it is 
given as the best that Calvin offers in 
juatificatfan of the sprinkling of the 
later day as a substitute for the im- 
mereiou of the apostolic age.

It piMt not be supposed that Cal­
vin inclades aspersion among the 
"somewhat dissimilar rites” which 
the church had " assumed the liberty 
of having from the beginning." He 
whs too candid a scholar to say that 
sprinkling and immersion had exist­
ed side by side “ from the beginning." 
Immediately following this clause 
Calvin’s words are:

" For some used to immerse three 
times, others only once—hence we 
should not be too particular about 
things not so necessary, provided no 
adventitious displays are allowed to 
mar the simple institution of Christ”

Trinedmmeraion, without doubt 
came into practice very early—prob 
ably as early as the beginning of the 
second century; but every one famil­
iar with ecclesiastical history knows 
that first pouring, and then sprink­
ling, were much later in their intro­
duction.

Dr. Conant, in his “ Baptizein 
a volume that can not be too highly 

valued in the baptismal controversy, 
and one which every Baptist minister 
and intelligent layman ought to have 
—on page 154, gives this quotation 
from Calvin:

“ Quamquam et ipsum baptiaandi 
verbum mergers significat, et merg- 
endi ritum vetori eccleeie observatum 
fuisse constat” Which Conant 
translates: “Though the word bap­
tize itself signifies immerse, and it is 
certain that the rite of immersion 
was observed by the ancient church.”

That Calvin means by the “. ancient 
church ” (uetsri eccfesiae) the church 
in the New Testament day, is obvious 
from his use of the word " ancients ” 
(veteret) in his note on Acts 8:88, be­
fore quoted.

The only question for Bible Chris­
tians to settle is whether Jesus has 
given the " church " the liberty, “ as­
sumed to itself," of changing the or­
dinances as delivered by him and his 
apostles. If not, then wo must fol­
low Christ rather than the “ tradition

nfllrmatian that ii is unwarranted by

In his “ Philoso­
phy of History," Wilson says abort 
these traditions that they " form an 
important link in the ebain of testi­
mony Wfrrtb goesto substantiate the 
authenticity, of the writings of the 
early Jewish historian, Moses. » ♦ * 
With reference to the character of 
the' historical. portion of the proof, 
viz., to prove this portion of the Bi­
ble record-krta, We may safely assert 
that no one can rationally account 
for the aitailarity pud . universality of 
those traditionary legends of a vas- 
vertal deluge, but" by the supposition 
that all. were derived from one and 
the same original source—from the 
primitive knowledge which mankind 
once possessed of the actual drown­
ing of a wicked world." . But it is 
^iy purpose not eo much to enter in­
to a discussion about the universality 
,of the flood as to try to show that no 
reason exists for that spirit which di­
vines occasionally manifest to seek 
to accommodate Bible miracles to the 
doubt or incredulity and understand­
ing of man. The flood was a mira­
cle, and Mr. Talmage's attempt to ac­
count satisfactorily to Mr. Ingersoll 
for its occurrence has naturally 
enough brought upon him the latts^ 
gentleman's ridicule and contempt. 
The Bible record-of it is nofa scien­
tific one, and it is unfair and unrea­
sonable to reject it on that account. 
Thevrecord is based, however, on 
something more reliable than human 
science— the omniscience and, omnip­
otence of God; hence, we may safely 
believe it, although we can not com­
prehend and explain it It is true 
there are natural laws, but as nature 
is not intelligent,' this fact implies 
that there is a law-maker—God, who 
is superior to nature, and the govern­
or of its forces. He can, consequently, 
temporarily suspend for wiserfiasons, 
the uniform operations of natural

Furthermore, to reject Bible mira­
cles because they are apparently un­
scientific implies that human attain­
ment in scientific knowledge is per­
fect. This ar rogation, however, is 
not true, for a grain of sand can yet 
teach us much, and the greatest 
scientific lights are but as the sparkle 
of fire-flies in the darkness of/k sum­
mer night They do not, by any 
means, shine like the sun and illumi­
nate the world, as did he whose per­
son and works some of them strive so 
earnestly to belittle. Our ignorance 
renders it reasonable to suppose that 
the temporary suspension of the uni­
form operation of nature's established

higher mode of procedure, viewed 
with reference to the experience of 
man, and while it was perfectly nat­
ural to him, was absolutely incom­
prehensible to the latter.

God is the author of science, and 
all our scientific knowledge is truly, 
if not knowingly, derived from him; 
because scientific facts about nature 
proceed from human apprehension of 
ita (not undiscovered) laws, which, 
we have shown, were impressed upon 
it by God. Shall the ignorant stu­
dents of the book of nature say to 
the Omniscient Teacher, whenever 
he asserts something which they .de 
not understand, “ Thou liert.”

Doubtless, when mankind become 
wiser us they grow better; when 
they stand upon the sunlit peak* of 
knowledge and commune fa miliar ily 
with the universe, much will be clear 
which is now dark or obscure ; new 
truths will dawn in beaujy and glory 
upon them, and the miracles bf the 
Bible will appear to them, not as the 
incredible creations of -vivid imagina­
tion, but as divinely dcientific reali­
ties. As yet, however, tlie^uito has 

not merged into the infinite, and mir­
acles remain, consequently, a. matter
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sense of being seen, they would cease 
to be miracles, and it were unreason­
able to thus speak of them.

The design of miracles was to 
teach that there is a God, superior to 
nature, and the Dispenser and Direc­
tor of its laws. Without them, man­
kind would prdbably be worshiping 
to-day in t£e temple of penthoism, a 
god without a soul; with them crea­
tion assumes additional luster as be­
ing the handiwork of God, and man 
himself becomes dignified, not as con­
stituting a part of nature, but as be­
ing the morally responsible agent for 
whose benefit they were displayed.

For illustration, the uniform oper­
ation of the laws of nature may be 
represented by a vast, smooth, plain— 
crystal-streamed and verdure-clad, if 
yod please—from the midst of which 
an overshadowing mountain towers 
interrupting indeed its uniform 
smoothness, but imparting at the 
same time to ita sublimity which it 
would not otherwise possess. Wo 
stroll about, from childhood to age, 
over its even lawn, and it becomes so 
frmiliar to us that it loses not its in­
herent beauty, but (hat attractiveness 
and significance with which novelty 
is inverted, until, wandering one day 
beyond the boundary of our custom­
ary walks, we unexpectedly behold 
the majestic mount. Wondering at 
its appearance where all else, is so 
smooth, we begin to think about 
whence, not how it came there, until 
the mind taking gradually in a full 
view of it, is so inspired with aston- 
iahaaeot and awe at its stupendous- 
Bees as to instinctively ascribe to it 
a divine fabricator—God. This is the

Christ came, and, by the presentation 
Of miracles, established Hb sovereign 
control of nature; bat atheism and 
infidelity combine to destroy Hu 
well-founded claims by attempting to 
prove the unreality of Hb works. 
And all this b done because, forsooth, 
men are not divinely intelligent.

But scarcely less injurious than the 
cavils of scientists against Bible mir­
acles b the practice of some theolo­
gians who attempt, in order to calm 
their adversaries, to explain the inex­
plicable. Their functions as Bible 
teachers invest them with much in­
fluence and authority, and to them 
many flock for instruction in divine 
things. However, by presuming to 
tsll^ familiarly about the unattained 
an<f unknowable, tney become meta­
phorically “ mixed up ” and flounder 
about in a frothy sea of verbiage, 
thus impugning the natural intelli­
gence of their hearers and rendering 
themselves and the Bible the scape­
goats of infidels and scoffers. The 
majesty of God forbids such tamper­
ing with His Word, and the wolfaA 
of man requires that Hb person and 
ways be not, the one described, the 
other limited, to suit the whimsicali­
ties of the ignorait teachers of a yet 

embryotic science.
Adhere, teachers of the Bible, to 

its plain meaning, and leave the re­
sult to God. Respectfully,

The mechanism also sets in morion a 
complete planetarium, bebind which 
is a perfect calendar. The mon who 
made this clock was a native of 
Stramburg and tradition says had 
both eyes put out for fear ho would 
make another. 1 saw here Guttens- 
berg's bust, and there is a large statue 
erected to bis memory. He made 
his first experiments in printing at 
Stratsburg about the year 1436; 
There are many other interesting 

1 things we saw in Strassburg, but 1 
must pass on or I shall not get to 
Paris in this lottcr.

gree amusing. The waiting rooms 
at all the stations are beer and eating 
saloons, and the Germans love to eat 
five times a day and drink beer all 
the while. This is the reason they 
drink so little water, in addition to 
the fact that the water here is never 
good. In many places in Munisch, 
for example, and Switzerland, it is 
thought to be positively dangerous. 
Hence they look with astonishment 
on an American who asks for “ fresh 
water.” There seems io bo some­
thing in the climate that makes beer 
desirable and water undesirable. In 
one of the beer saloons I read this 
inscription:

“ Doctor Mortla Luthar fpricht, 
Wwwr fHlHeh that nlebt." 

And it is a fact that Luther was very 
fond of good Bimbeck beer. At the 
diet of Worms, after his master de­
fense, on returning to his room , he 
.found a glass of beer which a friend 
bad sent. It so pleased him that he 
uttered his 'benediction on the giver, 
saying, “ A# he hath remembered 
me, may the Lord Jesus Christ re­
member him in bis last agony.”

We spent the first night in Heid­
elberg, one of the most picturesque 
and beautiful places in Europe, and 
concerning which Mark Twain has 
given such glowing descriptions in 
his “ Tramp Abroad.” The city has 
40,000 inhabitants, and is the sent of 
a great university which is largely 
attended by Ameribans. It is un­
fortunately the scene of many of 
those foolish, bloody, barbarous duels 
fought between students who attend 
the universities in^ Germany, and 
several poor fellows'with their faces 
hacked to pieces wore strolling about 
the streets and - in the depot. At- 
Heidelberg can be seen the most in­
teresting old castle ruins in Europe, 
whose decaying “ ivy-mantled tow­
ers” recall all of our childish vis­
ions of these relics of antiquity.

From Heidelberg we proceeded to 
Spassbnrg, passing. Baden Baden on 
the way. Strassburg is now a Ger­
man. city, made so by the results of 
the Franco-Prussian war, has 100,- 
000 inhabitants, and a cathedral that 
ranks next to that at Cologne. The 
entire height of the building (includ­
ing the tower) is 465 feet, making it 
one of the highest buildings in Eu­
rope. SL Paul’s in London is 404 
fe^t, St. Peter's at Rome 435. feet, St. 
Vertin’* at Landshut 462, and 8k 
Nicolas at Hamburg 471 foek The 
history of the building extends from 
the twelfth to the fifteenth century. 
The Facade hy Brwin of Steinbach 
b justly the. mo* admired Ptat of

“No," 
he replied, “but don't you see the 
crosses and crutches hanging there ?

waving grasses, its opening flowers, 
its waking life, is glorious and inspir­
ing, standing so closely related as it 
does to the latter, with its bleak land­
scapes, its storm-mantled heavens, its 
sepulchred life.

We believe in 
preaching Christ Wo believe, with 
all our heart, that it is tbe only means 
whereby lost men ure to be saved and 
a dark world to be lifted up into the 
light. But the gospel, of which Christ 
is the essence and the central mystery, 
is an intermingling of warning and 
invitation, of reproof and entreaty. 
It is a destructive as well as a construc­
tive force. It pulls down with one 
hand, it builds up with the other. 
Jesus Christ himself was manifested 
that he might destroy the work* of the 
Devil. And this is the work of the 
ministry and of the churches. We 
are to be aggressive as well m defen­
sive in our attitude toward the pow­
ers of darkness. With firm and un­
faltering tread, with strong Md un­
wavering faith, with warm, kindly 
heart, tbe hosts of God are to move 
forward and dorm tbe citadel of error, 
and, by the helpful influences of the 
Spirit, lift truth, as rightful sovereign, 
to the throne.

Within the past year three men, 
whose names are familiar as house­
hold words throughout tbe literary 
world, have passed away—Carlyle, 
Darwin and Emerson. In point of 
intellect and cultured thought, they 
occupied a front rank. But the ques­
tion forces itself upon the mind, 
Were these .men great, after all? 
That they gave utterance to grand 
and stirring thoughts—thoughts that, 
betimes, have inspired men to grand­
er undertakings, no one doubts. But 
there has been a cold, materialistic 
tendency in much of their teaching, 
that counteracted tbe good that oth­
erwise they might have accomplished. 
If u man is going to uproar a sub­
stantial superstructure—one that will 
resist tbe fury of storms and tempests 
—he must begin low down, lay the 
foundations upon a rock. Here was 
tbe defect in their teaching, as, in­
deed, in all simple philosophical state­
ments. A man to be great and to do 
permanent work • for the race, must 
have Christ in him and in his teach­
ing. Many a young man to-day, as 
he surveys the intellectual grandeur 
of such men, says: “ Well, I never 
can be great like these men." Per­
haps this may bo just tbe kind of 
greatness to which we should Mt as­
pire. There is something more desi­
rable than simple overshadowing in­
tellectual grandeur. There are great­
er men in this world of ours than phi­
losophers, poets, scientists. These 
greater are God’s men—men who in 
honesty and with sincerity of purpose 
labor for the salvation of men and 
tbe building up of the kingdom of 
Christ These are God’s great ones, 
and they shall go on in increasing 
splendor when the stars in the intel­
lectual firmament shall have faded 
from sight

Th* D»oay of Bahyloa.

In the early Christian times, the 
site of Babylon was nothing better 
than a marsh.

The canals )in connection with the 
Euphrates had long been filled up, 
or beoome choked with the neglected 
deposits of ages, and tbe water, 
sprending idly over the surface of 
the ground, produced malarious fens 
fatal to every species of healthy veg­
etation. The largest of those canals, 
which connected the two great rivers 
of Mesopotamia, was opened again by 
the Roman Emperors Trajan and 
Severus, and Julian’s fleet passed 
through it from the Euphrates into 
the Tigris; but the decay of Babylo­
nia could not be arrested.

soould be used until the batter is thoroughly 
cleansed. Butter is frequently damaged by 
over-churning. It is an error to suppose that 
after butter once forms more can be obtained 
by further churning. Every revolution after 
the granules are about the size of Indian 
corn or small nuts deteriorates the quality.

8. Butter should not be touched by hand. 
The water should be expelled by means of a 
butter-worker. No animal on the farm pays 
better for good keeping than the oow. Cows 
purchased from rich lands seldom do well on 
poor soils. One cow, wall fed, will produce 
as much milk as two carelessly treated ; the
