I tell 
you, brethren, doubt come* from tee- 
bleneee of mental grasp, and coldnew 
of heart It seems as constitutional 
with some mon a* does cold blood 
with fishes, and prove* only * that 
they belong to a lower order of be­
ing. I moan no disrespect to doubt­
ers, any more than to fisbw, when I 
assert that strong faith, like warm 
blood, mark* a higher typo of creat­
ure. It is only when they boast of 
their weakneas and assert thomeelvee 
the flower of humanity that it be­
comes neoeeeary to tell them their 
true position, in plain words.
