He knew that another of them wa* 
to betray him with traitorous kies.

And here he is hunted down by 
hi* enemies, about to be forsaken of 
hie friends, standing where the great 
wav* of woe and suffering was to 
beat over him in ruthless and surg­
ing billow*, at Bethany in the 
house of Simon the leper, whither 
he bad gone to escape the pre­
mature wrath of his enemies. At 
thi* place under tbeee circumstance*, 
Mary with a woman's warm affec­
tion, trusting faith, thoughtfol and 
delicate tact, rendered him a service 
that waa meet only for the royal of 
earth; an expression of affection and 
allegiance that must have been moat 
refreshing, most gratfying, most com­
forting. The time and the act were 
in complete harmony. At no other 
time in hi* life could this act have 
been done.so appropriately, and post­
poned only a few days, it could not 
have been done at all. Most timely 
it was, our Lord himself declared itso: 
“ Let her alone, why trouble ye her ? 
She hath wrought a good work on 
me, she hath done what she could, 
she hath anointed my body aforehand 
tor the burying.” Noble, fhithfol, 
loving, thoughtful Mary! We who 
stand at the close of these nineteen 
centuries well-nigh gone, breathe the 
sweet perfume of the alabaster cruse, 
and epeak thy praise* for a deed 
which poured a little sunlight on the 
clouded life of him who loved us all 
and gave himself for us.

Our Lord no longer moves in per­
son in the world, he ha* withdrawn 
himself beyond the thoughtful minis­
tration of devout women, but a* be 
ait* upon bis throne in heaven he baa

all processes are hastened, J when 
oauM and effect are made a* simulta­
neously a* possible; our religion* life 
ha* caught tbe contagion, the seeds 
of Christian effort do not gerininat* 
rapidly enough for thia bMty age. 
We need to have woman's unwearied, 
waiting, hopefol patience.

•ooae ol jpman's idealism, above all 
we need that tbe world should know 
that the goodness and purity of our 
Christian women are tbe results of 
conscious and conscientious shaping 
of the life after the exalted ideal of 
the gospel of Christ. Let our Chris-* 
tian women know that the exercise 
of these virtu**, so much needed in 
our times, il< a* tbe breaking of the 
alabaster cruse of precious ointment, 
whose fragrance shall ascend even 
unto the throne of him whom we de­
light to serve, and which shall in af­
ter days be spoken of as a memorial

TH! TIMB FOB DOING.
Let us notice, then, please—
1. That Mary did what she could

for Christ as to time. It was a time­
ly Mrvioc- Th* tragic end of our 
Lord'* life, with it* i}a*o desertions, 
it* cruel suffering*, it* ignominious 
death, was coming on apace. The 
opposition on all sides vaa steadily 
and rapidly deepening. Prieat, 
PbariMe, scribe, rulqr, thirsting for 
his blood, like the blood-bound*, w*re 
dogging hi* every footstep. As this 
opposition became more palpable and 
outspoken, thoae who had followed 
him were turning away from him. 
Aud u* certainly as he knew that the 
Son of Man must needs suffer, he 
knew that of the choMn twelve evary

national privileges, of exceptional 
training, of unusual attainments; I 
hold up to you the example of Mary. 
Emulate her spirit that gave the 
beat to Christ. I appeal to your 
womanly pride; wait not until ill- 
health or disappointment or worry or 
work shall have stolen your beauty 
and strength, and then bring the 
wretched remnant* of a wasted life 
to his service, but now, wbils you 
have beauty and grace and strength, 
consecrate them all to Christ. And 
however large your future attain­
ment* and however great your foture 
power, never forget to give the be*t 
to Christ.

Doubtless you have already named 
the theme of our talk this morning, 
Do what ’you can for Chritt. In 
your own time, in your own sphere, 
in your own way, to tbe extent of 
your ability, do what you can for 
Christ. Find, do what you can at 
home. The most ambitious of you 
can not aspire to a larger or more 
honorable sphere, and it were moral 
cowardice to seek a smaller or bum­
bler one. Here your influence is to 
be most permanent, moet far-reach­
ing, for here are laid the foundations 
of all civil institutions, here are 
trained the mighty factors of future 
society, b*re are nourished the germs 
of the future church; and here, if 
anywhere uMful, woman it moet ef­
fective; here, if anywhere, she is 
very quMn, with all queenly dignity, 
beauty and power. Our country, our 
society, our churches are all calling, 
I believe, as they have never called 
before, for faithful and efficient mrv- 
ioe upon the part of our Christian 
women at home. And do not wait 
until you have home* of your own, 
but begin now to do what you can 
for Christ Let home be the imme­
diate sphere of immediate action. 
There are a hundred sweet offices 
which you can discharge. Thera are

rough and hard in life’s work ; thWW 
are feet that have grown weary in 
the monotonous routine of domestic 
duty. O, aspire to be not only a 
mother's pride, but a tired mother's 
happy companion and ready helper. 
Do not shop very day, do not visit 
all the time, give some days to moth­
er’s society and help. There come* 
borne at nightfall a.form that is tired 
not only with the last day's work, 
but because life’s best fUength has 
already been spent in th* effort to 
give you the best of tbe world. O, 
aspire to be not only a father s pet, 
but a tired father's comfort and in­
spiration. Do not spend every even-

coming alarming, not simply because 
of the large expenditure of money— 
for it may, it does happen •ometimes, 
that such extravagance becomes th* 
mean* of support for th* poor—but 
chiefly and fearfully because th«r* 
seem* to be a growing disposition to 
make dree* the tins qua non of society 
that call* itself polite. Moral worth or 
Intellectual merit are about to be for­
gotten, and th* quality and quantity 
of one'* dr ms considered instead. 
God help our Christian women, by 
the exercise of a taste that is simple 
and modest, to protect themselves 
from thia impending and calamitous 
evil.

And so, too, the amusement* of our 
modern society need to be purified 
and controlled by Christian women. 
There is no reason in the world why 
society should not have it* amuse­
ments ; and, properly conducted, they 
are not only harmlee*, but really ben­
eficial. fit is the mission of our Chris­
tian women to see that they are made
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no
longer the privilege of our busy Mar­
thas to minister to his bodily oomfort, 
but in his poor that ye have always 
with you, be still lives. It is no 
longer the privilege of our devout 
women to follow him and minister to 
his need* out of their own substance, 
but in the sick-room, in the destitute 
places of earth, be is still to be found. 
Our Marys can no longer sit in loving 
oonfidenoe and interest at his feet and 
learn lessons of divine wisdom, but 
the same teachable spirit is to be cul­
tivated and cherished. He who 
said, “Suffer the little children to 
oome to me/' has a million such that 
need, to be brought to him and train­
ed for him. He who did bo much for 
the elevation of womon bus a million 
such in the benighted region* of thi* 
earth who have never been made free 
with the liberty of the go«pol of 
Chriut, who are crying with more 
than th* urgency of the Macedonian 
cry of old to their fair sister* of Chris­
tian clime*, “Comooverand help s*."

Besides these duties that are al­
ways timely, it seems to mo that our 
times are calling more loudly than 
ever before for the exercise of Chris­
tian virtues that are peculiarly fem­
inine. We live' in times when men 
are striking out new and easier paths, 
when they are saying of the doctrine 
of Christ, M did the multitude of old, 
“ This is a hard saying, who can bear 
it?”*and are following after him no 
more. To check these disintegrating 
influences we have need of woman’s 
spirit of conMrvatism and clinging 
devotion. We live in times of doubt 
and skepticism when the atmosphere 
of religions life is poisoned with it.

To purify and clarify, we need tbe 
convictions of logic, the power of elo-
quence, the consistency of manly liv­
ing, it is true, but more than all thing* 
else, 1 have thought, we need woman's 1

undoubting, unquestioning

and go to his own home and leave 
him alone. He knew that tbe lead­
ing spirit of tbe twelve wa* to deny 
him with oaths and bitter cursings.
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Then there are downright vice* 
that need to be eradicated. Tbe 
vices of profanity and intemperance, 
and othqr sins as bad, are allowed 
to live and move in society in 
the persons of men whom ail re­
spectable decency should avoid. Let 
our Christian women rise up in their 
majesty and put an emphatic and 
persistent veto upon tbe admission 
into society of men who practice such 
sins.

A dozen prudent, refined, culti­
vated Christian women in any com­
munity can effect these reforms. 
Then go into society and go with 
the ambition to do what yon can for 
Christ.

Finally, do what you can for 
Christ by the use 0/ fAs educational 
advantage! you have enjoyed. It

a characteristic service. Characteris­
tic first, in that it waa like a woman. 
It waa instinct with a woman's love 
and tenderness and grace. No one 
would ever have thought of Peter or 
Jamee or even the gentle and loving 
John as doing such a service. One 
might expect that before thronging 
multitudes they should fearlessly pro­
claim the whoioiOounMl of God; on* 
might expect that they should stand 
up before earth's moat imposing trib­
unals and the throne* of king* and 
queens, and, unabashed, testify for 
Christ; one might expect that they 
should, as indeed they did, lay down 
their lives for the sake of the gospel 
they preached; but one could
expect them to render a service like 
Mary’s, no more than you oould ex­
pect Mary and Martha to exchange 
place* with Peter and Paul The 
service then demanded of our Chris­
tian women is to be done in a wo­
man's way and in a woman's sphere. 
If tbere is any service at all it must 
be adapted to her nature and sphere. 
Indeed her duties are so womanly 
they can not be properly or ad­
equately discussed by other than a 
woman. Wbo so well *• woman oan 
lay hold of th* child-mind and con­
trol and develop it lor Christ? Wbo 
so well as woman can gladden and 
glorify borne and perform it* sweet 
ministraticna? Wbo so well a* 
woman <*n comfort man, dejected by 
defeat and crushed by failure, and 
send him buck to life's arduous work 
with new inspiration and new pur­
pose? Who so well u* woman can 
wail upon the Lord's poor whom we 
have alw»ys with us? Who so well 
m woman can bind up the broken 
heart, wait upon tbe sick, or wipe tbe 
death-damp from the brow of our uy- 
ing? The** are honorable and sa­
cred ministration*, folly equal to, if 
not surpassing in moral grandeur, 
tbe highest callings of men. God 
spare us the day when, through any 
mistaken sense of duty, our Christian 
womeu shall turn away from such of­
fice* to *e«k suppo-ed broader or 
more honorable sphere* of u»elulue»a 
God spare us the day when our Chris 
tian mothers sod sister* shad substi­
tute for the Sunday-school class tbo 
pulpit, for tbe borne tbe hustings, tor 
the siok-room the stage, for loo 
school room tbe platform. By all

In\he selection of this subject, it 

is not the purpose of your essayist to 
enter on the discussion of the lately 
mooted qutstion of “ the plenary in­
spiration of the Scriptures,” and es­
pecially among our own people. He 
accepts and indorses the construction 
placed upon it by u large majority of 
tbe body composing the Southern 
Baptist Convention, through its For­
eign Mission Board, at Richmond, 
Va., in an imperative issue forced 
upon it. To give strength and em­
phasis to this construction, it is indis­
pensable to revert to the language 
contained in both the Old and New 
Testament Scriptures. Let us hear 
the language of the great apostle 
Paul in one of his epistles to Timo­
thy : “All Scripture (not a part of it) 
is given by inspiration of God." 2 
Tim. 3:16. Ln 2 Peter 1:20, 21, we 
have this language: “ Knowing this 
first, that no prophecy of the Scrip­
ture is of any private interpretation. 
For tbe prophecy caue not in old 
time by the will of man, but holy, 
men of God spake as they were 
moved by the Holy Ghost.” In the 
dearness, frequency and fullness of 
lafiguage employed by the apostles 
in the assertion of revealed inspire 
tion, Pau) seems to excel them all, 
we mean his testimony to the iespi 
ration of the Old Testament Scrip­
tures. “ What saitb the Scripture* ? ” 
and “ Thue saith tbe Scriptures," 
seem to be the burden, and the end 
of all argument with this eminent 
man of God, whether addressed to 
the intelligent Jew or the partially 
informed Gentile. Even in the vi- 
ciouz and malicious persecutions to 
which he and others were subjected 
from the dale of the death of Stephen 
to that of John, by their apoa ate, 
blinded and blood-thirsty country­
men, yet there was never a word of 
doubt or dispute concerning tbe di­
vine origin, authenticity and author­
ity of the Old Testament Scriptures. 
While the unregenerate and mis­
guided Jew was prompted to perse­
cute and hunt to the stake and the 
cross, the Christian Jew at tbe latter’s 
application of its expressed teach­
ings, yet be never for a moment

as to the plenary inspiration of 
tbe New Testament, it may be said 
thM we have not only an accurate 
correspondence of its teachings and 
interpretations with the Old Testa 
meat, but what is of more value and 

■ aigiificance, a complete fulfillment, 
in nany instances, of the latter in the

delity have for ages beaten, but in 
vain, pie present nineteenth cen­
tury witnesses no relaxation, no ces­
sation, no diminution of its malignant 
but impotent surges, while the light 
of the revealed Word of Christ and 
his apostles have shown steadier, , 
clearer and brighter to tbe present 
day Before its benignant raya, phi­
losophers, orators, poets and states- । 
men have bowed with the childlike 
simplicity, humility, meekness and । 
reverence of its Oriental devotees, 
such, for examples, as Abraham, Job, 1 
Elisha and Daniel. '

But there are other examples in < 
tbe New Testament On one occa­
sion Christ, who is the author and I 
finisher of our faith, said : " 1 have ' 
given them thy Word; thy Word is । 
truth.” And on another occasion । 
still, he uttered these sad, but com 
fotting words: “ These things have I 
1 spoken unto you, being yet present 
with you. But the Comforter, the 
Holy Spirit, whom tbe Father will 
send in my name. He shall teach you । 
all fbese things, and bring all things < 
to your remembrance, whatsoever I < 
have said unto you." This last dec- i 
laration, in connection with the mir­
aculous displays of tbe apostles' pow­
ers through and by tbe agency and ' 
name of Christ, together with the ' 
Inrid tongues of fire to crown their i 
authority in tbe performance of these 
miracles, is sufficient to enforce their 1 
teachings and to clothe their recorded । 
declarations with divine sanction, not 
only as to morals and general animus, 1 
but lest the verbal question might 
alone, at some time, arise to weaken i 
or deitroy tbe faith of Christ’s pro- < 
feaacl followers. On this subject i 
Paul says in 1 Corinthians 2:12, 13: 1 
•‘Now we have received not the spirit < 
of the world, but the spirit which is > 
of God; that we might know the < 
things which are freely given to us of > 
God, which things we abo speak, not ‘ 
in the words which msn's wisdom J 
teachetb, but which the Holy Spirit t 
teaobeth." I

Here is clearly taught both the t 
verbal and spiritual inspiration and 1 
revelation of tbe record, and Chris- t 
tendom should continue to demand f 
tbe plainest, most literal and com- i 
mon sense translation of that lan- I 
guage which the Holy Spirit chose ‘ 
wherein to convey to all the words ( 
of life and for tbe guidance of our t 
faith and practice. Hence it follows 
that our faith and practice should be 1 
in consonance with its teachings lest ] 
our foundation might become inse- t 
cure, and whoever trifles with it, or i 
leads others astray, treads on dan- j 
gerous ground. Il is tantamonnt to a 
declaration to the world of a want of ; 
humility, reverence and faith in its ' 
divine author. It is an honest con- ] 
viction that for a person to accept a 
part of its teachings and reject the ; 
other occupies a position as danger­
ous and untenable as to reject tbe i 
whole, and we are assured beyond all 
doubt of tbe sad fate awaiting the 
one in tbe last category : for to him 
applies in full force the words, “What­
soever is not of faith, is sin.”

A sad illustration of our subject is 
brought prominently to our notice 
in the case of a very learned profes­
sor in our theological seminary at 
Louisville, Ky., who boldly assumes 
the position that the question of a 
verbal and historical inspiration of 
the Scriptures is untenable. He be­
came separated from us on account 
of bis defection on this vital matter, 
and many deemed his exclusion from 
his high-honored and sacred office, a 
very hard one, but hie subsequent 
caieer proves the step to have been 
an eminently proper one. His de­
scent into infidelity and even profan- 

i ity has been a rapid one. We hear 
। of his mingling in an assembly of 

free thinkers and irrevelent Unitarian 
doctors, reading an essay now deemed 
more detrimental to Christianity 

I than the most blatant profanity of 
Ingersol in his wildest ravings. Hie 

i descent should not be a matter of 
. surprise to any one. A vessel cut 

loose from its moorings without a 
: rudder, or compass to guide it over a 
, tempest-tossed ocean to a heaven of 
i safety, must be lo*t. He must

revelation? Many, thoughtful anj- 
oonscieptiow meu, admit, m*jB. 
tain th* affirmative side of tbit enac­
tion, while many’wKo ^e uninfomeJ’ 
butwqiafijiMXB*«ientioM anabtaia , 
as honestly the negative. The latter ' 
profees to hold intercourse with God. 
through the medium of dreams, vi­
sions, etc. Under tbe influence of 
great excitement, amounting at tima^ 
to frenzy, they give uttterence to 
worda that are or may be regarded 
as sacreligious and well calculated to 
becloud and unhinge the minds of 
others to the point of lunacy or im­
becility. Tbe great and momentous 
obstacle with them is the right dia- 
cri mutation between things that are 
essentially different Guided by 
tbeir intercourse with the Holy 
Spirit there Ie revealed to them, s* 
they imagine things, essential to 
their forgiveness of sins, tbeir regeu- 
eracy, their peace and happiness 
here, and their ultimate salvation 
hereafter.

Alex. Campbell, of Virginia, met 
with very much of this class of what 
was and still is denominated experi­
mental religion in portions of Penn­
sylvania and West Virginia among 
our ancient brethren and especially 
among the Quakers. This led him to 
make efforts to change their opin­
ions into more rational ones. The 
consequence was that a heated 
controversy arose between parties of 
opposing sentiments contending for 
the mastery, and as in other matters 
tbe indorsement and adoption of in- 
defensible extremes.

Through the agency of the Scrip­
tures, regeneration must come by the 
Holy Spirit and instruction by th* 
revealed Word. This seems to be so 
clearly taught, or rather laid down, 
as to amount almost to a self-evident 
truth. The Spirit is emphatically 
declared to be the influence that 
makes us willing to be saved on the 
terms of the Word, or the gospel, as 
it is often interchangeably called. 
“ Obey tbe gospel,” “ Work out 
your own salvation with fear and 
trembling,’' and other similar ex­
pressions, are favorite and cherished 
themes of one class of theologians, 
while they seem either to forget or 
to overlook from their partisan stand­
point tbe vital and emphatic teach­
ings of the Scriptures where such 
passages as the following occur: 
“Ye must be born again.” “It is 
God that worketh in you to will and 
to do of his own good pleasure.” 
The first text quoted is of tbe na­
ture of a command, and of an im­
perative mood or character. The 
second quoted indicates an omnipo­
tent being, a guide, a leader and a 
path to be traversed.*

It can not be too forcibly im­
pressed that it is the Word that must 
be preached before a man can believe 
mentally, but it is also equally true 
that it is by the unction of th» Holy 
Spirit that enables him to believe 
with the heart, the affections, unto 
salvation; or in other words, the 
Word or the revelation of the truth 
must be proclaimed or declared in 
some form. It is the ordained means 
of enlightening the minds of the 
people of the world, but coupled 
with this is the emphatic declaration 
that God that giveth the increase or 
the strength and power of the Word ; 
that it is by this means that it is in­
spired into the hearts of men, as was 
tbe case with Lydia of old; that it 

■ must not only be a conviction of sen­
timent, but a living, active, guiding 

, principle of life. In consonance 
, with these views you will find in 

Romans 8:9 these words; “Now if 
; any man hath not the Spirit of 
; Christ, he is none of his." Again in 1 
i Cor. 2:14 we have these words: “But 
- tbe natural man receiveth not the 

things of tbe Spirit of God, for they 
■ are foolishness unto him, neither can 
f he know them, because they are 
i spiritually discerned.” In these pes- 
1 sages we are taught that the influ- 
• ence of the inspiration of the Spirit 
f upon our hearts and minds enables 
i us to receive the words of revelation 
f in such a way as to make it a princi- 
I pie of action, as also a basis of the 
i hope of life. We may believe intel- 
t lectually that there is a God, but 
f only through the inspiration and

It does not affect the question 
a* to hie regeneration if be should, in 
his ignorance or a want of ability to 
read God's Word, or by groat defec­
tion in the oral teaching of his mis­
guided instructor but less ignorant 
than himself, commit some great 
blunder, or aay or do some ludicrous 
things. He has the will to do 
through the inspiration of the Spirit 
in its vitalising influence upon him, 
and be only needs a more correct 
knowledge of what th* Spirit reveal* 
in tbe Scriptures to enable him to 
act rightly and in strict accordance 
with God's Word. When this class 
of men give evidence of being moved 
by 'th* Spirit to do God’* will, we

which ba* in charge tbe work of as­
sisting students in tbeir literary 
course at Richmond College; also the 
young brethren from Virginia who 
are training for the Christian minis­
try in tbe Theological Seminary at 
Louisville, Ky.

Looking over 
tbe triumphs that have been won in 
heathen lands, as seen in churches 
planted, in souls saved, in sneroacb- 
ments upon dark systems of supersti­
tion and idolatry, in thought revolu 
tionized, we have much for which to 
thank God. But the work done has 
been mainly accomplished through 
the preaching of the gospel by the 
missionaries and tbe Christian teach 
ing and zenana work of the self-sac­
rificing Christian women, all of whom 
have been sent forth by tbe societies 
North or South. True, native help­
ers have aided nobly in the work.for 
many years. But the instrumental­
ity has been largely the preaching of 
the gospel, whether wielded by the 
missionary or by the native teacher 
or preacher.

But one purpose in our missionary 
work is to build up a Christian civil- 
ization. Christianity is not simply a 
saving, regenerating power. It is a 
reformatory agency as well. Ooe of 
its excellencies is, that it is for the 1 
bodies as well as the souls of men. 
It teaches men bow to live here, how ’ 
to make life glad, joyous and pleas- ’ 
ant, how to build society, an well as 1 
bow to attain to the life beyond.

With characteristic modesty be 
refused to be lionized, and engaged 
as a common workman in a candle 
manufactory for a tune on Staten lai- ' 
and. In 1857, returning to Europe, 
he aettled at Nice. But in 1859 the 
war of Sardinia against Austria was 
begun. His old love of liberty and 
of the excitement of the battle-field 
prompted him to go forth from his 
retirement and engage in the service 
of Sardinia, where he won distin­
guished honors. In 18(10 he captured 
Sicily and became dictator. Soon 
after, having overthrown King Fran 
cie, he resigned his dictatorship and ( 
restored tbe island of Sicily to the 
kingdom of Italy.

It is a subject any mother may well 
take home to herself, and if she doss 
not, after a little reflection, find many 
ways in which she can improve her 
methods of inculcating the precept 
and practice of such rules as help to 
mfine the appearance and manner 
of the child, it will be because she 
herself need* a wider knowledge and 
mom thorough practice of the subject 
in band.

Do not permit a child to wear a 
boot or shoe either too short or tight 
in any way. It will deform the foot 
and cause corn* and bunion*, which 
are hard to cure.

Inumuch a* ladies 
preside over tbe department of their 
households, and see that everything 
is kept clean, and the food is well 
cooked, so also in the lower cluses, 
mother* teach their daughter* to do 
tbe same for thsra*elves, without suf­
fering any loe* of dignity in ths do­
ing of it. Many of our American 
girl* will be surprised to learn that 
Princess Louise frequently make* 
her own pastry—and make* it well, 
too. Ou one occasion, some apricot 
tarts of her making being praised by 
a guest, the royal lady wrote out tbe 
recipe, with the words underlined : 
“ If yon desire to have an apricot tart 
properly cooked, always moke it with 
an upper crust!”

Poor sleepers will find it advan­
tageous often to raise-the bead of 
the bed a toot, and bring the 
head a little higher than the eboul­
der*. Tbe object is to make tbe 
work of the heart in throwing the 
blood to tbe brain harder, so it will 
not throw so much. A level bed. 
with the bead almost as low a* the 
feet causes an easy flow of blood to 
the brain and prevents sleep.

Persons who find themselves rest 
les* and unable to sleep at night 
would do well to place tbe bead to­
wards the north, as it is undoubtly 
greatly conducive to health. A hot 
mustard foot bath, taken at bedtime, 
is beneficial in drawing the blood 
from tbe bead and thus inducing 
sleep. Sponge tbe entire length of 
tbe spine with hot water for ten or 
fifteen minutes before retiring. This 
will often insure a good night's sleep. 
A hearty meal and a seat near a warm 
fire after a long walk in tbe cold 
wind will induce de«p sleep in the 
majority of persons, no matter how 
lightly they ordinarily slumber.

Active outdoor exercise and 
avoidance of excessive and long con­
tinued mental exertion are necessary 
in all cases of sleeplessness. Where 
these means fail such remedies as are 
knewn to diminish tbe amount of 
blood in the head should be resorted 
to—of course under tbe direction of a 
competent physician. Opium, chloral, 
etc., increase ’.he quantity of blood in 
tbe bead and are highly injurious. 
Theii"u*e should never bo reecrtod to.
