6. Tbe holiness of God is most ro- 
markabfy expressed in the moral law 
which to a transcript of his nature, 
and which is holy in its precepts, 
prohibitions and threatenings.

Weshall.be aided to a clearer ap­
prehension of the nature of thia divine 
perfection if we consider some of its 
essential properties.

1. It is a necessary perfection. His 
will is dependent upon that as the 
law of its action and tbe ground of its 
action.

2. It ia absolute. His power is not 
absolute, for it has not In itself the 
law of its own action ; neither is his 
wisdom, for its ultimate end must be 
determined by a higher principle, 
neither is his benevolence, for it is 
not a law to itself But his holiness 
is absolute, for it is its own law.

3. Holiness is fundamental in God. 
It is tbe basis of bis character, de­
termining bis final end in creation, 
providence and redemption. Every 
attribute is under its control. In 
framing worlds and destroying them ; 
in creating human beings and gov­
erning them; in tbe beetowment of 
blessings and the infliction of punish­
ment; in nil bis acts on earth, in 
Heaven and in hell, in time and eter­
nity, tbe law of God's activity is one 
and tbe same; it knows no variable 
nere, neither shadow of turning—it 
is to meet tbe requirements of his ab­
solute moral worthiness.

tion, reverence. It is often applied 
to believers and to the Divine Spirit 
Its secondary meaning is consecrat­
ed, set apart from a common to sa­
cred use. See 1 Cor. 6:11 ; Eph. 
5:26; Jno. 10:36; 17:19. The pre­
vailing meaning of the word, and all 
its derivatives, is sanctity, purity of 
heart and life. This term is fre­
quently applied to God, and to tbe 
Divine Spirit The ascription of 
holiness to God is sometimes made in 
a most impressive manner. What is 
God's holiness? It has been defined 
to be : 1. His majesty or venerable- 
nees. 2. The perfect rectitude of 
hie will. 3. The total perfection of 
his nature. 4. His absolute puri'y. 
The first, however, is not holiness, 
but its effect; for God is worthy of 
veneration because he ia holy. The 
second implies that the foundation 
and standard of virtue is tbe divine 
will, a position which is open to, fatal 
moral objections. Tbe third is too 
general to satisfy tbe requirements 
of many passages of Scripture. The 
fourth, which is tbe one we adopt, 
may be thus stated : Tbe holiness 
of God is that principle or law of his 
nature which requires of him infi 
nite self approbation or self regard 
as the absolutely perfect Being. If 
this definition may seem obscure, it 
is only tbat obscurity which belongs 
to all ultimate principles. This defi­
nition of holiness is substantially the 
same as that given by many of the 
ablest theologians. Accordi ng to our 
conception, holiness is the conscience 
of God.

Let us notice tbe scriptural sup­
port of this view:

1. Parity is the fundamental idea 
of the term “ holy,” so often applied 
to God.

2. It was a perception of this pu­
rity which caused Laiah's exclama­
tion, chapter 6:5. Tbe same trans­
cendent excellence causes tbe angels

sense defined. The only attribute

was the only way by which ho oould 
save sinners consistently with tbe re­
quirement of his holy nature, to dis­
regard which would be to deny him­
self. If God were fundamentally be­
nevolent, no atonement would have 
been provided,, for none would have 
been needed. The atonement is nec­
essary to satisfy, not the benevolence 
of God, but bis righteousness, bis jus­
tice; or rather that principle which 
is the root of both. Benevolence 
would have been satisfied by tho res­
toration of mankind to virtue and 
happiness, irrespective of any sacrifice. 
Holiness demanded any infinite prioe 
and love paid it.

4. The explicit statements of tbe 
Scriptures. Lev. 11:45; Rov. 3:4-8; 
Pa 89:35; Amos 4:2. Holiness is the 
glory of tho other divine perfections, 
is the teaching of God's word. His 
justice, wisdom, [>ower, promises, 
name, all are called holy. This is 
due to the fact that holiness is funda­
mental in God.
in. relation of holiness to tbb SEV­

ERAL DIVINE ATTRIBUTES.
1. Righteousness, which is the con­

formity of God’s will to hie holy na­
ture in his dealings with moral 
agents.

2. Justice. Ab revealed to us, 
God’s justice is hie holiness acting in 
relation to ain, giving to each his 
due.

3. Veracity. It is God’s holiness 
which makes it impossible that ho 
should lie, that there should be any 
contradiction between bis knowl­
edge, and will, and revelation. Ab 
holy, be must declare himself to bo 
what he really is.

4. Wisdom, which consists in the 
choice of the best ends as well as the 
best means to attain them. These

nevolence, the disposition to promote 
the highest good of the universe. 
Which of these is the regulative prin­
ciple in the divine nature ? In case 
both can not be satisfied in relation 
to any class of moral agents, which 
must yield to the requirements of the 
other? We hold that benevolence is 
subordinate to holiness.

1. Because of our necessary con­
ception of God as the absolutely per­
fect Being. The end of all his acta 
must be in himself. This oondition 
is met it holiness is regulative, but not 
if benevolence is. Further if benev­
olence is fundamental in God, then ho 
baa chosen as his highest end that 
which never has been and never can 
be reached, vis., tbe creation of the 
greatest possible bupp ness. But tbe 
amount of happiness must always be 
finite, i. a, never so great but it is 
possible to increase it. Now if boll 
ncss is fundamental, there is no such 
absurdity involved ; for in all his acts 
bo reaches tbe highest end, via., to act 
most worthy of himself.

2. Our own moral constitution. 
The highest law of our nature, affirm­
ed alike by reason and revelation, is 
not the law of supreme devotion 
to the happiness of the universe, 
but that of supreme regard for 
God on tbe ground of his absolute 
moral worthiness. Tbe reason why 
we should trust, love and obey him 
is bis supreme moral excellence. The 
law of supreme regard for God because 
of his worthiness which is funds 
mental in our constitution we are 
compelled to affirm to bo fundamental 
in all spiritual beings. Since moral 
beings are made in tbe image of God, 
tbe principle which is fundamental 
in their character must be identical 
with that which is fundamental in

l«cta
6. Another class of attributes may 

seem to be difficult of reconciliation 
with our position, via., goodness, 
love, benevolence, patience, grace, 
mercy. The first two have different 
meanings in different connections— 
tbe former denotes sometimes God’s 
essential goodness, and sometimes his 
disposition to promote the welfare 
of his creatures, the latter is also

nevolence of God is meant bis dispo­
sition to promote the welfare of his 
creatures ; and mercy, grace, and pa­
tience, are its manifestations. How 
can holiness and benevolence be re­
conciled? As holy, God mud render 
to every man due on grounds of good 
or ill—desert; and as benevolent, he 
must desire tbe well being of bin 
creatures. Of these there are three 
classes. As regards the unfallon an­
gels, there can be no conflict between 
holiness and benevolence, for both 
are satisfied. The name is true of 
fallen angels, for holiness is satisfied 
with their punishment, and benevo­
lence no more requires their happi­
ness than justice demands the misery 
of the innocent. The divine benevo­
lence is a rational principle and does 
not seek tbe impossible. As regards 
mankind, there is no antagonism ; 
for holiness is satisfied with tho 
atonement, and benevolence as well.

3. Tbe atonement. The Bufferings 
and death of Christ are the clearest 
and most impressive illustrations of 
the character of God with which we 
are acquainted. They give us the 
profoundest insight into tbe princi­
ples of bis moral being, and bo furnish 
tbe best data for tbe decision of the 
question before us. Why was this 
amaxing sacrifice necessary? Why 
was not man’s salvation accomplish­
ed by a method which involved less 
suffering? Tbe atonement, while 
originating in tbe love of God aiyj be­
ing an infinitely glorious expression 
of that love, was necessary because it 1

Theee facts suggest some inquiry. 
Are our theological seminaries turn­
ing out men competent to fill leading 
pulpits? and ought not churches oc- 
casianally to try a man from the 
seminary, even though he may not 
be fully tested ?

The world is now open to tbe 
preaching of tbe gospel of Christ.

Wilder, in an article published in tbe 
Princeton Review for January, 1877, 
says: " True science, education and 
literary culture are mainly in the 
hands of Christians. Al) false relig 
ions of the world are founded on 
ignorance and superstition; and they 
only stand because of the ignorance 
of the people.” Christians are in the 
possession of a vast amount of the 
wealth of the world. Tbe richest na­
tions on earth are Christian nations. 
Lt is estimated that 685,000,000, or 
nearly one-half the population of tbe 
globe arc under Christian govern­
ments There are some 57,000,000 
in evangelical churches. Wbat a vast 
army with railroads, steam vessels, 
printing presses, learning, wealth, 
and the promise that Jesus will be 
with them al way ; even unto tbe end 
of the world! Who, or wbat can 
withstand this army of the Lord. 
This grand army is moving on to vic­
tory and to glory Look at its march 
in the last 80 years. In British India 
where in order of time the Baptista 
are among the first, more than six 
hundred missionaries lie buried in 
its soil ; and where it is said "Christ, 
not the British Government, rules In­
dia” * * * * “ Old temples are fall­
ing into ruins, and pew ones are not 
being built by tbe people. Idols are 
laughed at; tbe priests are known to 
be impostors, and education is mak­
ing great stridea Tbe first India 
newspaper waa published by -the 
Baptist MiMinnarim in 1K3S t i» 1878 
there were 230 newspapers—100 of 
which were in native languages."

In Turkey, too, are churches, 
schools, oolhges and theological sem­
inaries. Syria, where early Apostolic 
Missions were established, is being in­
terested in Christian Missions. Ethi­
opia is stretching out her hands to 
God, and her evangelization is ap­
proaching. The inhabitants of the Fiji 
and Sandwich Islands are now, with 
perhaps one exception, a civilized 
and Christianised people. Japan, 
with her millions of people, is awake

Where the 
people become the ministers of jus- < 
tice, take the law Into their own ' 

hands and summarily visit upon 
criminals the demerits of their un­
lawful deeds, the maintenance of law 
and order, and the perpetuity of free * 
government becomes, in the very na- J 
tore of the case, an impossibility. It 
will hardly do to ranks the sweeping j 
statement that all good citizens are ' 

oppsssd to it. Where in one^of the { 
smaller towns, with a farming com­
munity outlying, as at Taylorville, 
III., a mob of three thousand or four * 

thousand people, as the dispatches { 
staled, can be collected, good citistna ' 
mu*t bo alarmingly scarce, if all the 
good are opposed to such proceed- ‘ 
ing*. They arc opposed to these ' 
things at a rule; but this rule, as 
many another, they conceive, whether 
falsely or not, haa ita exception*. * 
And this very fact, that good citiiens 1 
can, by force of ciroumatanoM, be ’ 
brought to lend countenance to aueb ‘ 
things, puts the gravest possible as 
poet upon the whole matter. Thie 1 
mob-spirit that is abroad is but a 1 
symptom of a diseased condition of 1 
the public mind at some point, and ' 
to get rid of the symptom the disease ' 
itself must be cured. It is useless 
quite to denounce this state of things, * 
to preach against it or to hurl at it a ' 
tornado ot resolution*. We might 
juat as well say to the earth “ Be 
still," when the volcanic mount is in 
labor. We might as well say to the 
mao with an ague fit, “Stop your 
shaking.*’ The conditions of unrest 
being present, in either caw, they 
will reveal themselves.

What, then, is the remedy for this 
evIlT (a) We want a higher regard 
for the sacrednms, the majesty, of 
law, implanted in the public mind. 
Pulpit and pres* mail join hand* in 
teaching the people that the suprem­
acy of Jaw must bo recognised and 
regarded, and ita decisions abided. 
And, although betimes tbe end* of

■ooMtlmes thousand!, ot dollar*, an 
pledged them for the gaining of a 
aingte anil They enter the content, 
not simply to nee that juatice is done, 
not thia at all, indeed, hnt, to win. 
While the money may be secure, 
whether they succeed or not; yet 
their reputation aa jurists is involved, 
and this involves futon cases that 
will bring in larger returns. Their 
object being “to win the esse,” they 
use all their powers of logical argu­
mentation and of oratorical persua­
sion ; they explain away foots on the 
other side, and magnify every trivial 
circumstance on their own, all to in­
fluence the minds of the jury.

We would not have any one con­
ceive that wo an in fovor of summa­
ry dealing with criminala. Every 
man should have a fair chance. 
Then may be extenuating circum- 
atancea that the trial only can de­
velop. Let these be brought out by 
the prisoner’s counsel. But let them 
be brought out for the aimpie sake of 
setting the prisoner and his crime in 
their true light befon the jury and 
the people. Let the people feel that 
our courts of justice are set for the 
defense of the right; for the protec­
tion of the innocent and the punish­
ment of the guilty, regardless of all 
considerations and consequences; and 
the mob spirit will die out just as 
surely and naturally as the ocean set­
tles into calm when nature’s forces 
cease their warring.

Feellsg* Md Obedient.

Ralph Waldo Emerson, “ The sage 
of Concord," was acknowledgedly a 
very brilliant writer and quite pro- 
fonnd as a philosopher, and yet bia 
philosophy led him sadly astray. 
Following ita vain imaginings, rather 
than submitting to walk in the light 
ot Revelation, he made some sad mis­
takes—yea, perpetrated some egre­
gious blunders. In bis early public 
life he was pastor for a time of tbe Sec­
ond Unitarian congregation in Bos­
ton. Soon after be entered tbe min­
istry be attempted to philosophize 
and spiritualize away tbe meaning of 
tbe Lord's Sapper. In a sermon to bis 
own people ho said ; “ Tbe use of the 
elements, however suitable to the, 
people and the modes of thought in 
the East where it originated, is for­
eign and unsuited to us. Most men 
find tbe bread and wino no aid to de­
votion, and to some it i» a painful im­
pediment This mode of commemo 
rating Christ is not suitable. That is 
reason enough why I should abandon 
it If 1 behoved that it was enjoined 
by Jesus or bia disciples, and that he 
ever contemplated making this mode 
of commemoration permanent, which 
is every way agreeable to an Eastern 
mind, and get on trial, it was disa­
greeable to my own feelings. I would 
not adopt it." Mr. Emerson is no 
longer in the flesh to answer for him­
self, so we have no criticisms to offer 
upon these singular theological stato­
menta. We freely admit one thing— 
Mr. Emerson was candid and frank, 
if his logic was lams. We refer to 

’ thia at all, because it finely illoslratM 
the absurdity of the position aMumod 
by our Ptudobaptist friends a* to the 
importance of litoral obedience in tbe 

( matlej of tjaptiem. As Mr. Emerson

shrewdeat and ablest of statesmen in 
the period of English history when 
bo lived, oompstrea his keen and 
strongly imaginative powers to the 
pinion of the bird whioh though it 
can not lift the ostrich into the air, 
causing him to soar in the clear, 
cloudless heavens, as many another 
bird can do, yet helps him to speed 
across the desert as on wings of wind, 
outstripping hound, horse and drom­
edary in the race.

The illustration is a good one as 
applied to the Christian racer. Wo 
sigh, betimes, for the higher atti­
tudes. We want to ascend tranefig 
oration mounts, and there dwell with 
our Lord. We want to soar into the 
heavens of cloudless splendor, and 
there enjoy the perpetual sunlight of 
our Savior’s presence. And it is all 
right and well that we do earnestly 
desire these spiritual uplifting*. It 
is*a matter of great importance to us 
that we do get on the mount with 
our Lord, share hie presence and be­
hold bis glory there. For it is only 
thus that we make strong spiritual 
advances ourselves, and are prepared 
to labor sucoessfolly for the salvation 
of others. David prayed, and there 
is a world of suggestive thought in it, 
“ Restore unto me the joy of thy sal­
vation and uphold me with thy free 
spirit, then will I teach transgressors 
thy ways and sinners shall be con­
verted unto thee." A high type of 
spiritual life ; a precious consciousness 
of communion and fellowship with 
God, are essential to success in soul­
winnings. And yet we must remem­
ber that our place, our practical work, 
the arena of our conflicts and of our 
triumphs, is the earth. When the 
three favored disciples wore upon the 
mount with their Lord, they would 
gladly have bnildod tabernacles and 
dwelt there. But Jesus said, “No; 
we must go down again from this 
vestibule of glory. There are needy 
and hungry souls whose wants you 
must supply. There are conflicts 
awaiting you there still, ere you as­
cend to the skies."

Christians can not always remain 
on Ue bights. There is something 
more than simple enjoyment Involved
in the Christian life.
