। proper (543 pagee) with exposition, 
■ sermon outlines, and brief homilies. 
' “The expositions give textual criti-

te, Ripley, Salem" sad Woodlawn, 
which resulted in eighty-two addi­
tions, sixty by baptism. The Wood 
lawn church received the greater por­
tion of this number, which was the 
result of two meetings, the first held 
in August at the church, the second 
ww bold st New York, a destitute 
neighborhood near the church. Bro. 
Henry Smith, a schoolmate of yours, 
living in the village of New York, 
informed me that there were num­
bers, many heads of families, irrelig­
ious, living around him, who never 
went to church, and asked me to 
preach there the third Sunday night in 
each month, the only time I could 
spare from my churches, which I 
have done the best I could since last 
spring.

And on the third Sunday night 
in September, 1 commenced theabove 
mentioned meeting, preaching twice 
a day to large and attentive congre­
gations, which resulted in between 
tony and fifty conversions. The in­
terest was so general that almost ev­
ery one in the community was brought 
under the influence of the meeting. 
In some instances gray-headed fa­
thers and mothers, and their grown 
children, were bowed together at the 
anxious seat, earnestly inquiring the 
way of life. One old gentleman 
ninety years aid embraced Christ, 
and 1 bad the pleasure of baptising 
him with thereat. 1 have never seen a 
brighter profession or a happier

those to whom he ministers, and wno 
are starving for the bread of life? 
He who uses books most is often most 
original. Contact with noble spirits 
is ennobling, contact with great and 
learned minds is helpful to origi 
nality.

The homiletical value of this work 
is exceptional. It is, indeed, the 
Pulpit Commentary. This is emi­
nently true of its expository notes, 
but even more so in its homiletical 
department Ita homilies are not to 
be mentioned and graded with 
“ Five hundred sketches and skele­
tons of sermons " and similar volumes 
whose commitment to the flames is so 
judiciously recommended by one of 
our best sermonio teachers. What is 
wanting in the latter strikingly char 
sclerites the former, namely, fresh, 
bright, vigorous, stimulative. A good 
book is to the studious mind what the 
flint was to the guns of revolutionary 
times. The book is worthless that 
does not strike fire in the mind. The 
thoughts of other men may be used

in thia daatitation and. let us go up 
and poaaaaa the land? Our churches 
would willingly ftindab the money

that good would be accomplished.

I am bold to affirm that wo have 
never mistreated any other, people as 
wo have mistreated the Indiana, and 
that no race hM a claim to our 
Christian benevolence that will com­
pare with theirs. During the forty 
yean prior to 1868 the cost of Indian 
wars, the direct cost to the Govern­
ment, without including the coot of 
plundering and deetroying private 
property, was, according to the esti­
mate of the Commissioner of Indian 
affairs for that year, not less than 
8500,000,000. We had a three years' 
war with the Sioux about a polyg­
amist Mormon's loot oow; that cost 
our Government 62,312,530, and 
hundreds of soldien' lives.

In the year 1854-5 it cost 110,000, 
000 to quell disturbances caused by 
our own people. It hM never been 
denied that tbe massacre by our sol­
diers at Sand creek caused the 
Cheyenne war that followed.

It took two yean to end this war, 
during which time it cost us 135,000,- 
000, besides private property and 
the livee of many soldien; while 
only 20 Indiana were killed, or II,- 
750,000 per bead, and more than one 
months’ Lard fighting. More Indians 
have been destroyed by dieeasee and 
debauchery than by all tbe bullets 
and cannon balls ever fired at them 
by a Christian nation.

The pMt Lm been “ a oentury of 
disgrace ” with us. Tbe cause of In­
dian missions should be placed on 
high grounds. We need no com­
mon-place Mntimetital arguments to 
sustain thia cause. It rests on the 
pillars of eternal truth. There is no 
truth in Christian missions, and no 
reason in their favor, if it is not our 
duty to sustain the cause of Indian 
missions. Whoever contributes to 
this cause may know assuredly that 
he pleases Christ, for there ,is no rea­
son or excuse for preaching that does 
not sustain Indian missions.

MISSIONS.
All proper efforts for the spread of 

the gospel in this and in foreign 
lands were authorized by the gospel. 
This fact, I assume, is incontroverti­
ble. It is, therefore, the duty of 
Christian people to support those 
who give their lives to the preaching 
of tbe gospel. The main trouble is 
that there is an amazing neglect or 
disregard of duty by Christians as to 
the support of the ministry. Too 
many love money more than they 
love their Savior or bis gospel. Too 
many carry their selfishness into 
their religion and care nothing for 
their neighbors. Such persons con­
tribute nothing to missions. They 
excuse themselves when approached 
for foreign missions by saying people 
need tbe gospel at home. When ap­
proached in the interest of home 
missions, they again ask to be ex 
cused or else give a farthing only. 
But I think it is really tbe duty of 
tbe Christians of this land to first 
furnish the gospel to the people of 
this land before going elsewhere. To 
be sure, we ought to provide for all, 
both home and foreign fields. Chris­
tians are able to do this, and ought 
to do it. But if they fail in this, and 
provide only means for our field, and 
not really half enough for that, ought 
we not work our own before going 
into a foreign field ? Ought we not 
to plow tbe weeds out of our furrows, 
and away from our own doors before 
goirg over to oir own neighbors? 
If one fail to provide for bis own fam­
ily in bis efforts to feed strangers he 
mistakes his duty.

There are places in Kentucky where 
a minister of the gospel seldom goes. 
There are places, net only neighbor­
hoods, but counties, in every State in ■ 
tbe South in tbe same deetitute con­
dition. I know that this is tbe case

The notorious Frank James, brother 
to Jesse, has surrendered himself to 
Gov. Crittenden, of Missouri, and 
asks executive clemency in his own 
behalf, in his letter to the Governor, 
which is quite a lengthy document,

course by the love he bears to his 
wile and children, and from the desire 
that he has to retrieve bis name from 
the dark shadow that rests upon it, 
and through it upon Western Mis­
souri. He thinks that the sufferings

Che offenses against law that be has 
committed. He submits the question, 
in closing, whether Frank James re­
pentant, reformed, -clothed and in bis 
right mind, will not be a better ex­
ample to the world than Frank 
James, the outlaw and wanderer? 
The intent and purpose of tbe letter, 
as we understand it, is, simply to 
invoke executive clemency, secure 
executive favor, in a word, to gain 
pardon and be trusted for the future. 
Upon the general question whether 
a State executive, and tbe public in 
general, can place much dependence 
upon the fair promises of a man who 
haa been for years a common outlaw 
and desperado, we have nothing at 
length to say. In passing, however, 
we' simply submit that so long as bu 
man nature is what it is, we cannot 
place much confidence in the prom­
ises of such men, it matters not in 
wbat sincerity they may seem to be

led such ■ life as he bus, can hardly 
blame the public for looking upon 
him with suspi-ion, and receiving hie 
promise* of reform with doubt and 
hesitation. But snppoee that he is 
perfectly honest and sincere; sup- 
piee farther that we could be assured

thing, in their practice. We refer 
now especially to tbe matter of bap­
tism. That they, the men of critical 
learning, believe that tbe Greek bap- 
tuo signifies to immerse, and that 
immersion was the apostolic practise, 
ia evident It ia stated over and over 
again in tbe historical and theological 
writings of Presbyterians, Lutherans, 
Episcopalians and Congregationalists 
Lang, e, g., in bis critical comments 
on Mat 3:11 bears unmistakably tes­
timony to the meaning of baptixo. 
He says, “ I, indeed, baptize you in 
(ev) water (immening you in the 
element of water), unto repentance. ” 
He shall baptise, or immerse yon in 
tbe Holy Ghost and in fire. " Thus 
much for the translation. Now for 
the comments. “ He will either en­
tirely immerse you in the Holy Ghost 
as penitents, or, if impeuitent, be 
will overwhelm yon with the fire of 
judgment, and at last with hell fire." 
Dr. Geike, in his Life of Christ gives 
this incidental testimony to the bap­
tism of John. “ Bathing in Jordan 
had been a sacred symbol, at least 
since the days of Naaman ; but im­
mersion by one like John, witbetrict 
and humbling confession of sin, 
sacred vows of amendment and hope 
of forgiveness, if they proved lasting, 
and all this in preparation for tbe 
Messiah, was something wholly new 
in Israel." This testimony surely is 
explicit as to wbat tho external form 
of John's baptism really was. But if 
John was divinely authorized to im­
merse, surely tbe apostles sent forth 
under the same authority were to do 
nothing different Prof. Plumptro in 
•peaking of the baptism of the 
eunuch by Philip, says : " The eunuch 
would lay asid* his garments, drsoend 1 
chest deep into the water, and be 
plunged under it, in the name of the 1 
Lord Jesus." Kurts say* ; “ Baptism ' 
was administered by complete im­
mersion in the name of Christ, or disc 
the triune God." ’

Stanley, whose published utter ' 
ancee created such a breeze in the 
theological* world three ' year* ago, 
gives this as his testimony : *" Bap­
tism, whioh was tbe sign of admission 
into tbe eburch, was administered by 1 
immersion. The convert was plung- 1 
ed beneath the water, and as he rose 1

f Greek, declares "there is no evidence 
( that Luke and Paul, and tha other 
| writers of the New Testament, put 

upon this verb (baptudn) meuings 
not recognised by the Greeks.” Prof. 
Thayer, of Andover Theological Sem­
inary, defines baptisein, “to immerse, 
to immerse repeatedly, to submerge, 
to bathe, lave, cleanse with water by 
immersion or submersion."

As it is our purpose simply to give 
a few samples of expression as to the 
meaning of the word, and the manner 
in which the rite was anciently ob­
served, from some of the leading 
P®dobaptist scholars, we go no 
farther. These sufficiently indicate 
the faith in regard to this matter. 
Why, then, the question arises, do 
they not practice according to their 
belief? We might summarily dismiss 
the subject by turning it over to them 
for answer. They are of age, these • 
bespectacled doctors of divinity are, 
they ought to be able to answer for i 
themselves. But, as a help to some ।
who stumble right here, we may be 
permitted to mention two or three 
reasons, (a) All unconsciously to 
themselves, possibly, there is a tinc­
ture of the papal notion adhering to 
them, that the church haa tbe right 
to modify the law and tho ordinances 
of Christ's house, to suit times, local­
ities, &c. Tbe convenience theory is 
more and more ooming to the^front 
(b) Another thing that influences,the 
practice of our Piedobaptist friends 
is, that sincerity of purpose will take 
the place, and be accepted instead o f 
literal oboeieace. Prompted by a 
sincere desire to do all for our ’chil­
dren that we can, if we dedicate them 
to God in baptism, he surely will ac­
cept of it! And if our hearts are 
only right, if the Holy Spirit dwell 
within us, and we sincerely desire to 
honor God in our life, wbat difference 
can a few drops ol water make ? We 
cannot hero and now attempt tbe 
work, easy though it be, of unmask­
ing these errors. They would, if pur­
sued by tbe masses to the logical finis, 
extinguish the law and tbe ordinances 
of heaven's own appointing forever. 
And the people, happ ly, are begin­
ning to see and to realize this. Faith 
and practice must go together, band 
in band. These, and these only, is 
safety.

And this is a truth that neds to be 
empbas zed in our pulpits, and deep­
ly pondered by all God's people. We 
are too much relying upon plan and 
organized methods in tbe churches, 
end brilliance in the pulpit, and en 
tirely too little upon tbe annointing 
of the Spirit which oomee in answer 
to prayer. We have no objection to 
to oranize effort, to plan, system. We 
have no objection to brilliance in the ' 
pulpit Bnt if we expect to see the ( 
kingdom of darkness thus overturned I 
we snail reap humiliation defeat "It 
is not by might nor by power; but I 
by my Spirit, saith tbe Lord." "The'
Kingdom of God ia not in word , bnt 
in power." And were pastors to 
spend more time in their closets, and 
less, if need be, in their libraries and 
among the people; and were our 
brethren to spend more time in com­
muning with God, in pleading for 
larger endowments of spiritual pow­
er, and for the salvation of men, and 
less in the adjustment of church ma­
chinery, grander results would be seen, 
in Zion's enlargement and in precious 
saved.
