We do 
not claim that it ia the province oi 
any church to interfere with the pri­
vate opiMCM of men So long ne 
tneir opinion* ar* kept to tbematlrs.

have nothing to do with them But 
when they advertise their opinion* 
by tbeir practioal lite, their public 
acts, then these opinion* become pub­
lic property, and if found hurtful to 
the general and highest internet* of 
the race, men ar* to be dealt with for 
bolding them.

That is what tbe pre nut i* likely 

to be Nay, it to thia already, and 
■beald it con Une* aa it haa started 
oat in the matter of disaater, aoci 
dent, and calamity, it will surely be 
th* moat reaartuble year in all bi* 
tory. It ia stated that more Uvea 
have been teat by accident on see 
and land sine* tb* beginning of tb* 
year than wore sacrificed ia th* 
Egyptian war; white more real dam- 
age has beea done by stoma of snow, 
and afoot and Ice. and by floods in 
rarion* section* of our country, 
than for three or four years before. 
Tb* winter itself. *inee lb* new year 
came ia, ba* beea on* of almost nn 
preoMieated severity. Then cams 
tb* disastrous flnod* in Germany, 
sweeping away hundred* of men and 
dea'roymg million* of dollar* worth 
of property. Then th* terrible afoot 
and io* »torm« through Indiana, 
Michigan, Ohio. Kentucky and other 
srctfoMof tb* country, working de 
struction to orchards and blighting 
the hope for the fruit crop. Next, m 
tbe list of horrors, was tbs Newhall 
Ho*** holocaust in Milwaukee, whore 
•cores went down in the sea of fir* 
Then cam* tb* loss of tb* ill fated 
Cimbria, off th* coset of France, 
where four hundred people quickly 
went down into a watery grave. 
This was followed by tbb loss of the 
City of Brussel*, tbs tearful railway 
disaster in California, with disasters 
of lesser magnitude, adding hundreds 
mor* to th* Itoi of tbos* who bad 
so suddenly been called away. We 
had not recovered from tb* shock 
produced by these things till tbe 
flood in th* valley of tbe Ohio, 
•weeping away millions of dollar* 
worth of property. destroying many 
lives and turning thousand* of fami­
lies homeless into tbe streets, added 
one more to tbe list of horror*.

The influence of thee* event* has 
been to create in the mind* of many 
a rort of morbid distrust or nppre 
henston aa to th* future, that is likely 
to produce a good deal ot tnentaf dis­
quiet. Already the prophet* are in 
the field, and tbeir predictions are 
not ot th* most cheering and quiet 
ing kind. These great disasters, we 
ar* told, will produce such atmoe 
pberic change* auo elemental dis- 
turbano** that tnosi deadly form* ot 
disease will appear. Pestilence will 
follow in tb* wake ot storm and 
flood. But thia gloomy view oi tbe 
matter is unsupported by history. 
Rpide nio, in thia oouutry, has not 
toliowed closely enough upon tbe 
heels of flood to regard tbe latter as 
tbe cause of the former. Tbe cholera 
raged in Ine State of Ohio n year*, 
when there were no floods Tbe 
great flood of 1847 occurred in De­
cember, and tbe cholera moved up 
the Mississippi river late in 1848. In 
1851 epidemic raged, but there was 
no flood. Since teal Ume there have 
been two or three grant floods, but 
ia none oi the** year* did epidemic 
.prevail.

There are lessons that we should 
all bo wise enough to learn from all 
these thing*. And, flrut of all, tbe 
instability of thing* appertaining to 
tbi* world; the uncertain tenure by 
which we hold worldly pomoesions. 
Tbe work ot year* may be swept 
away in a moment. Millions of 
money, a* represented in richly fur­
nished homes or in largo manufactur­
ing establishments, may go down in 
a single hour before tbe power of the 
surging storm ot fire or of flood. 
Hence men should not set tbeir affec­
tion* upon things ot earth. Tbeir 
treasures should not bo laid up here, 
where they can so suddenly be swept 
away; but above, whore storms never 
come.

Another leeson is, that money is 
only of worth aa it providss for us 
food, shatter, borne. There is a 
miserly spirit in men that needs to 
bo checked. We horde money, but 
ot what value ia it, unless it can bo 
converted into those things that 
make lite dseirabto? And ws are so 
glad to eee that men, all over the 
country, are so ready, so willing to 
give of their means for the relief of 
the wants of thee* suffering thousands 
in tbe great cities that have suffered 
ibis appalling visitation. The hearts 
of tbe people will thus be more closely 
drawn together, tbe brotherhood of 
the race become a more distinctly rec­
ognised fact, and thus, out of these 
seeming calaminoe, great good may 
come, if tbe lesson* bo well and wise­
ly teamed.

By literalism is meant that evil prin­
ciple of biblical interpretation wbi^T 
led tbe Mormons to adopt such prac­
tices as baptism tor tbs dead, endow­
ment, polygamy, and which led Mr. 
Campbell to qusetion tbe propriety of 
family worship aad to favor tbs in­
troduction ot tbs love-fsast

By literalism is intended that evil 
principle of biblical interpretation 
which caused Jerne R. Ferguao^to 
broach and advocate the doctrine of 
preaching to tbe epinto in prison, 
and which caused the Campbells at 
one time to provide tor tbe exclusion 
from tbe worship ot the church *11 
person* except member* nt tb* 
church. By literalism is intended 
that evil principle of biblical inter­
pretation which induced tbe church 
in New York of which Henry Erretl 
wm one of the elders, and through 
whose agency Walter Scott and t e 
Campbell* wire mads acquainted 
with tbe ■ Ancient Go*pel," to prac­
tice the him of charity, feet washing 
and weekly communion, and which 
•till leadi the Standard to practice 
weekly communion, although, being 
a lees oonsiatent literalial than tbe 
New Yorkers, it has rsjected the kiss 
of charity and feel-waging

We see nothing mysterious in this 
except the circumstance that the 
Standard should speak of this dread­
ful evil as a mere "bugaboo.’ On 
the contrary, it i* a real, live demon, 
which has < aused more schism* and 
scandal* and sorrow* and scorning 
than almost any other agency. It is 
beyond our power to cafoalat* how 
much it ha* beclouded tbe mind* and 
depraved the conscience* of m*n. It 
ha* cost the Camphellite* th* Mor 
mon and t^e F*rgn*on schitm Snr* 
ly the Chrittian Standard ha* no rea- 
son u> deny it aa an idle “ bugaboo." 
It haa stood, and aliil atanda, like a 
devouring vulture at the vitato of tb« 
Standard"i own people.

But it ia mysterioua to u* that, in 
the fee* ot the above and other facta 
and instances of tbe manner in which 
tbe Campbell* themmlva* interpreted 
and applied tbe fundamental maxim 
of Tbomae Campbell, the Standard 
should allow itself to affirm that thi* 
maxim was nothing else than lb* 
“ Protectant principle assumed by all 
evangelical denomination* as funda­
mental." Upon tbe basis ot tbi* 
maxim Mr. Campbell held that no 
miasionary should be sent forth until 
a man i* found who could work mir­
acle* after tbe manner of the miaaiou- 
aries of tbe early church. Do any of 
the evangelical denominations obtain 
such shallow literalism aa that from 
their fundamental principle? Nay, 
Mr. Campbell gave himself out for a 
Reformer, and the Standard does him 
injustice when it strives to rob him 
of an honor be ooveted ao earnestly.

Mr. Joseph Smith subsequently 
took Mr. Campbell at hie word, and 
when be said that “ miracles and mis 
sionaries are inseparably connected 
in tbe New Testament," Mr. Smith 
found missionaries who professed to 
work miracles, and sent them forth 
with tbe well-known result

Standard"! request for the above in­
formation, else we should have givsn 
it sarlier.

To our remarks on the overwhelm-

ter.” We did not answer directly 
toe point but replied: “ If 1 should 
state that 1 saw a man on the street 
to-day take a revolver and shoot down 
one of bis fslfowa. would you doubt aa 
to What my meaning i*. aimpiy be 
caaob 1 did not tell yoa whoa, and 
where, aad bow bo loaded hi* re- 
vol ver, and bow h. bald it? Would

We then opened 
tbe Bible and read ibe aooount of tbe 
baptism of Jeena. “And Jsaa*. when 
be waa baptised, went up straight­
way out of tbe water. “If,” said 
we, “ ho went up out of tbe wateri 
bo must first have gone down into 
it." Then we turned to tbs account 
of tbs baptism ot tbe eunuch by 
Philip, and read this striking pa* 
•age: “And he commanded tbe 
chariot to eland still; and they went 
down both into tbe water, both Phil­
ip and tbe eunuch, and he baptised 
him.”

We regard this as pretty strongly 
emflbalic language. It corroborates 
the testimony derived from tbe mean 
ing of the origieal word, ■* *l«o 
that of all history. There is no 
man that can read thee* two ac 
count*, then examine th* meaning 
of baptm, then read what history 
says a* to how the ordinance wa* ad­
ministered in the first centnrie* ot 
Christian history, and without twing­
es of conscience, question their pre­
cise meaning. It is worse than trif 
ling to say that “they might have 
gone down and then b«en sprinkled." 
Men know belter. Lt ia worse than 
folly—it is wickedness—for men thus 
to try to get away from tbe com 
maedment* of Jesus Christ, our

Not in tbe least We were only 
too happy that tbe Standard should 
have been weak enough to give ns 
that kind of an advantage over it. 
If the Standard ia minded to give ua 
that advantage in every iaaue for the 
next decade we will agree to take no 
further notice of it,' but to truat en­
tire!^ for our vindication and defenae 
to tbe aenae of fairneaa and deoency 
which exiata in the minds of tbe mul­
titude of decent men and women 
among its own people. Whenever 
the claims of propriety are signally 
outraged every decent man is entitled 
to a protest. Une of tbe Standard’t 
own -brethren presented the protest 
in this instance. We considered that 
we were entitled to second tbe pro- 
test of its “ good brother," provided 
we did it in a dignified and worthy 
man ner.

We showed that “JamMism " is not 
an organised system of theology, 
while Mormonism is an organised 
theological system which every per­
son may and should study and <otn 
prehend. We showed that “James- 
ism " haa borrowed nothing at all of 
Baptiat principlaa or practioea, while 
Mormonism haa borrowed nearly 
every principle and practice ot Camp- 
beilism. “ Jameaiam " can not be ex­
plained by any reference to Baptiat 
principlaa and practicea, but aolely 
by reference to the exceaaea and in- 
iquilitaot tbe late war, and to tbe 
condition of aociety in Miasouri juat 
after tbe war. Mormoniam, on tbe 
other hand, can not be explained or 
understood without constant refer- 
enoe to il* Camphellite origin and its 
Campbellite principles and practice*. 
Tbe effort to explein Mormonism is 
worthy of the powers of any historian, 
and is in harmony with tbe spirit of 
dignified and honest research, and is 
demanded by iL Tbe effort oi tbe 
Standard to explain “ Jameeism " by 
reference to Baptist principles seems 
to be the result of embarrassment and 
belplesaneaa. We are willing that tbe 
Strnd-rtd *ball often repeat thi* effort. 
Will it do u tbe favor to accept our 
ten-year proportion?
