to be a member So the church must 
examine candidates for tbe ministry, 
and accept or reject them according 
aa they have or have not tbe scrip­
tural proofs of being called of God to 
tbat work.

Wbat, then, are tbe indispensable 
qualifications tor preaching men 
Honed in tbe Bible? By reference 
to Paul's instructions on this very 
subject, we find that the first ia (a) 
Faithfulness. " The things that thou 
bust heard of me among many wit­
nesses, the same commit thou to faith­
ful men, who shall be able to teach 
others also."

Comparing other passage* from tbe 
same writer saying tb* preacher must 
be “ blameless, ' "sober,” “just,” and 
“ boly," we find this word " faithful ” 
tbos* virtue* anl grace* wLieb make 

up a staunch Christian character. 
This tbe preacher must have. He 
wbo is to lead other* in the way of 
life must walk therein bim«elf

He wbo i* to preach salvation by 
Christ must know experimentally 
that there is power in Christ to save. 
Only he in whom tbe truth live* can 
preach with sincerely, and without 
this all preaching is but as tbe bowl 
ing of the wind which freezes as it 
roars. Christ must live in the 
preacher.

And tbe poet *as right,—bow

But Christian fidelity is not merely 
negative, pertaining to one's own 
character , il is positive and leads to 
aggressive Christian work. “ It is 
required in steward* that a man be 
found faithful,” not alone tn his own 
Ide. but in the execution of his Irtwil , 
iu the use of opportunities and means 
for doing good. Said a noted Swiss 
reformer, “ How much more would 
a few good and earnest mm effect in 
tbe ministry than a multidue ot lake 
warm ones'" This is the kind ot

A call to preach may, therefore, in­
clude a call to preparation To aid 
in thia is the constant duty of the 
church. While praying the Lord of 
the harvest to send forth laborer*, 
she i* to see to it tbat they are prop­
erly qualified. Sbe must do tbi* not 
alone by judging of their call and 
qualification*, but by tbe mainten­
ance ol such an atmosphere ot piety 
in her own life a* shall foster then 
spiritual discernment, trat they may 
bear and not mistake tbe divine call, 
and, when that has come, by aiding 
them in preparation to meet u. 
Under God the responsibility for the 
ministry of the future n sts on the 
pastors and churches of to-day. Our 
duty teaches both the supply and the 
quality. More men are needed. We 
regarding thia subject. s**k out men 

suitable fortbe mintklry, and ask God 
te call them into it. And when He 
has, we mu*t supply tbe mean* for 
tbeir thorough preparation.

Exaggeration i* another prolific 
and common form ot falsehood. 
Highly colored forests are signs ot 
decay , so highly colored stories gen 
erally mark moral decay But we 
cannot *p*cily Whatever deceive* 
ia a lie.

In promisee or contract* there ia a 
wide field for falsifying. Contracts 
with claas** capable ot double mean­
ings. A reaments that have mental 
reservations, or technical phrase* 
which may be misunderstood. All 
these things God hates. Paley gives 
a compreoensive rule “ A promise 
is binding in the **dm in which the 
prjmiser -apposed the promisee to 
receive it." For example, if one ot 
you should say m the congregation 
ibis morning. “ If the church will go 
forward and build the ne* chapel 1 
will put the last brick in the wall." 
we should be elated, because the nat­
ural thing to understand would bo 
that th* brother would pay not only 
tor the Last brick, but tor every other 
brick in toe coming wall.

There is, it is true, uncertainty 
about the future and promises may 
tail. This doe* not rule out all prom 
ise*. We may in frankness and can­
dor agree to p*riorm acta baaed on 
th* expected continuance of our 
health, the integrity of those of good 
reputation, or a lair expectation ot 
harvest or business. Ws may not 
baas promia*on extraordinary future 
prosperity or on chances. Those of 
us who ar* so unfortunate a* to have 
our names in printed lists receive cir 
ediars containing certain promises of 
great gain in investments Most of 
these are absolute lies, all ot them 
possible lies, and tbe place for such 
circular* is in the present fire, as the 
future fire is to be the place of the 
authors, “ except they repent "

But are there not grades in tbi* 
siut Yes, and no The light we 
poeaeaa, and th* motive* we have, may 
wake a difference, but in tbe Iasi 
analysis there ar* only two kinds of 
saying* and doings—truth and lias. 
Th* largeness or tbe color of a li«

Georgia has a public school law 
which provides for a 1 borough system 
ot general education free to all, sup 
ported by a fund derived from spoil- 
tax, a tax on shows, exhibitions, etc,, 
and a charge on exemption from mil 
itary service Tbe system is con­
trolled by a State Board and a State 
Commissioner, and by County Boards 
and County Commimionem The 
Siate Board is com [xi-ied of tbe Gov 
ernor, the Attorney General, tbe Sec 
retary of State, the Comptroller Gen 
end and the State School Com mis 
soner The present public school 
law tor tbe State was passed in the 
summer of 1872, and fairly put under 
way in 1873, in which year tbe en 
roilment or pupils was whites, 63. 
922 colored. 19,755 total, 83.677 
Tbe report of the State School Com­
missioner for 1881 showed an enroll 
ment of whites. 153 156, and colored, 
91,041 . total, 244 197 But come ot 
our cities aad counties adopted public 
school systems before tbe State did. 
Of these the first to adopt tbe system 
was tbe coeoty of Chatham ('embrae 
ing the city ot Savannah), which did 
so in 1865. Tbe total enrollment 
that year in that county was 520 . in 
tbe v ear 1881 it was 4 245. Tbe city 
Of Columbas adopted tbe publie 
school system in 1867, enrolling tbe 
firet year 354 pupiia Tbe city of 
Atlanta fol towel next, in 1871, and 
tbe counties of Bibb (embracing Ma 
cow) and Riebeaond (embracing Au 
gueta) introduced the system in 1872
