In our day Protestantism 
subscribes to doctrines which plainly 
involve tbe supernatural, such as the 
Incarnation and Romanism, asserts its 
reality uncompromisingly and dog­
matically. Even outside of all relig­
ions there are evidences ot its power 
over tbe mind, and ol its oonformity 
tu something native to tbe soul. Look 
at tbe prevalence of superstition 
Take for instance spiritualism. 1 
pronounce no opinion here on its 
merits, but its hold on the public 
proves that tbe race i« unprepared to 
admit that tbe earth is inaccessible 
to influences from other realms. It 
should likewise not be forgotten 
that where grave calamities have oo-

guage failsd them. They bad a 
name, but wnat corresponded to that 
name was not finite or surrounded by 
a visible hor.son, but something that 
extended beyond that horison.

He did 
not believe that while other denomi 
nations are riding over a trunk line 
in a palace car, that Baptiste should 
follow after in a cwt drawn by a pair 
of slow mules We should push on 
tbe home mission work, and neutral­
ise the thought that is being import 
ed and planted in tbe West. He 
urged that all should go home and 
see that the contributions are in 
creased Those who have abundantc 
should give freely. The hymn, “ Ha 
that goeth forth with weeping," was

WITT XXX MlSSlOHS.
Rev. Mr. Blackburn, of Indiana, 

submitted the report of tbe Commit­
tee on Western Missions. Il spoke 
of tbe West as not a land of history, 
but of great promise. There is a

must be taken hold of promptly. 
The work must bo magnified by all 
our sottotiee. The pay oi misaiuna

ferrod those portions of tbe report 
concerning tbe time required for the 
annual meeting of tbe eociety, and 
the question of retrenchment, re­
ported sabetantially as follow* Tbe 
present time is too abort for the 
proper transaction of business and a 
more prevalent spirituality in the 
deliberations oi the society. Hix full 
sessions should be sot apart for this 
society. The income of our society 
has decr-aeed, and there is an in­
ert act d demand. The present scale 
of appropriations is no greater than 
tbe noceoutiee of tbe field demand. 
Contributions have been larger. Mis­
sionaries and field* of labor have in­
creased. Foreign immigration hae 
caused this need ot enlarged work. 
Increase of revenue and work are 
due to tbe labors of Dr. Morehouse. 
Debt is caused by tbe lack of any 
large individual gift or legacy as was 
expected. Other denominations are 
in the field. There can be no re­
trenchment. Th* committee recom­
mend an address to the denomina­
tion, giving tbe details of the work 
of Ums society, and request pastor* to 
put this subject before their people. 
They suggested that an e ’ort should 
be made in tbe meeting to pay par­
tially, at least, ine debt of the society.

Tbe recommendations of tbe oom- 
mi>tee were enthusiastically and elo 
quenlly urged by Dr. W M. Law­
rence, ot Illinois, and Dr. J. D. Hrrr. 
of Ccnnecticul, and the report was 
laid on f-e table for discussion to-day.

Eloquent and instructive addresses 
were made by Hon. Dr. Gregory, ot 
tbe Civil Service Commission, lion. 
William S[ielman, ot Mississippi, and 
Rev Mr. Gifford, ot Massachusetts; 
upon Home Mission work in tbe 
South and West, and tbe problem* 
which foreign immigration present 
to be solved.

Tho Committee' on Church Edifice 
Fund reported substantially a* fol­
low* : 2,500 congregation* are house- 
lem, 1,500 being Western mimions. 
Western cities have sprung up with 
amaxing rapidity. Tbe fir*t church 
on tbe field ha* a wonderful advan­
tage. Tbe bouse is the sign of activ­
ity. We have never shown that our 
interest was sufficiently aroused. 
Methodist* Congregationalists and 
Presbyterians have fund* for tbi* 
purpose

TJho committee recommended that 
this society should declare ibis work 
of primary importance. Tbe board 
should have the cordial approval of 
tbi* soeiety in furnishing facilities for 
prosecuting the work. Measures 
should be taken to arouse th* sympa­
thies of Sunday-school* for houseless 
congregation*. A special contribu 
tion for this purpose should be taken 
in the churches. Tbe aim should be 
to raise 6100,000 to use in direct gifts 
to churches in tbe coming year, one 
issue of the Monthly to be devoted to 
this topic.

Second Day.
THE IMDIAMS.

Captain Pratt and the six Indian 
boys from tbe Carlttl* school were 
present and wore invited to tbe plat 
form. Cap’ain Pratt spoke of tbe 
work being done at this school and 

i tbe assistance he had received from 
Dr. M. B. Anderson, of Rochester, in 
the early part of the movement. 
They now have under their charge 
176 Indian* representing 36 tnbee. 
He believed tbe Indian boy* equal to 
while bovs, if they only ar* given 
the same equal chance. The Indian* 
should have all the privilege* of the 
white men. Tbe white mep should 
see that 40,00o Indian children are 
educated and allowed to associate 
with the white men. Tbe Indian

with tbeir need* and denominational 
school* should be instituted.

Dr. Hoyt, of Philadelphia, empha 
tiled strongly the necessity ot pnsh 
ing forward lb* Western mission 
work. Tbs laird* church should 
keep pace with the advance of prog 
res* and civilization. He character­
ised tbe Mormon church a* a terrible 
monstrosity and a* an excrescence 
that should be removed from tbe face 
ot tb* country, at d it legislation can 
not do it, then tbe Government 
should have recourse to abot and 
shell. It is our duty to pour tbe go* 
pel into tbe West.

R*v. Mr. Holt, of Ebum*. spoke of 
tbe Baptist work in that Blate. He 
said that bi* grandfather wa* the 
first Baptist missionary sent by 
Maine into tbe Kanna* field. There 
are now fifty-two miMionariea in that 
State, and they serve 88 churches 
and 72 •'.ationa. There are 360 Bap­
tist churches in Kansas, and 88 are 
withouia pastor* Many of these 
churches are in a feeble and strug- 
gling condition:, and can not exist 
without outside help.

SYSTEMATIC OIVtBO.
Dr. Waylsnd made an address on 

systematic benevolence or a rather 
syetematic beneficence. He believed 
that the people should be elevated to a 
higher education that would enlarge 
tbeir heart* and make them mor* gen­
erous. Tbe Presbyterian* keep the 
ma'.terof systematic benevolence con 
stanliy before tbe people. Baptist* 
should adopt this system, and every­
body outside of tbe poorhouee should 
oontribute. All should give accord­
ing to their mean* , it i* a Christian 
duty. It should be systematic a* to 
time and to object. Those who stay 
away from church in tear of having 
to contribute, don't count only in the 
census—they have no soul*. We 
ought to give with a Cbnatian motive 
and systematically, it should be 
genuine Christian benevolence.
