A cer­
tain and intimate knowledge of man 
is necessary to tbe greatest success as 
a public speaker, whether a man be 
a politician, lawyer or preacher. 

I This knowledge can best be acquired 
I by direct intercourse with men , in- 
I tercourse with them in health and in 
sickness, in prosperity and in advers­
ity, in joy and in sorrow. Such 
knowledge interpenetrating a preach­
er's reading, writing and studies, 
will enable him to give point to his 
preaching by illustrations that come 
to him in bis pastoral work. Thus, 
too, will be become eminently practi­
cal in ijis preaching.

One 
interoeting feature of th* meeting* 
was tbe privilege enjoyed oi coming 
in contact with missionaries, preach 
era, professors, and prominent Chris­
tian character* from all parts ot tbe 
world. Some of these brethren bring 
us cheering news of tbe good work 
God is doing in other part* of the 
great vineyard.
