Thore wm quite an animated con­
versation recently upon the above 
topic, not far from where we’write, 
to which we chanced to be an inior- 
anted listener; - One of the priynpal 
arguments, in favor of Ihe superior 
excellency and advantages of the 
latter form of church government 
was that ministers were always sure 
of a field of labor; hence could give 
themselves, without let or hindrance, 
to their work. This seems plausible. 
And yet, on the other hand, when a 
minister holds hie place under a sort 
of autocratic government, he f may 
summarily be ousted from his posi­
tion, and have hie ecclesiastical head 
severed from his shoulders almost 
without a hearing.

Tne weak plaoe,* however, in .the 
Episcopal form of government lies in 
the fact that it is .anti repubiican. 
No one fact is more deeply and 
strongly emphasised in the New 
Testament Scriptures than that of 
equal rights, the equality of the 
brotherhood, in the churches.|)No 
one is to lord it over God's heritage. 
No one is to bo called master, for 
“one is our master, even .Christ; 
and all wo are brethren.” "Every 
soul redeemed by the blood of Christ 
is supposed to be, should be, as 
much interested in the affairs of the 
churches, their well being and] pros­
perity, as every other soul. And 
the possibility of such active, prac 
tical interest should not be taken 
away, such liberty should not be 
abridged, by law. To do this were 
to introduce a state of vassalage on 
the one hand, and of autocratic au­
thority on the other, both of which 
are contrary to the spirit and letter 
of the teachings of the New Testa­
ment.

There is no one thing in which a 
church feels so deep an interest as in 
the settlement of a pastor. And 
there is no power outside thejoharch, 
no conference, no bench of bishops, 
that can understand so well the 
needs of a given field as the local 
church within the field. Churches 
being simply the aggregation of in­
dividual members into collective 
units, have their peculiarities. They 
differ in dojtrinal attainments, in 
mental grasp and culture, in social 
position, and in divers other ways. 
A church, composed of men and wo- 
hi on of sense, ought to understand 
its own needs. And it is for every 
church, in the fear of God, in iu 
own sovereign capacity, to call and 
settle iU own pastor.

We are not unmindful of the fact 
that churches, betimes, are critical 
and exes Ci ng, that they scarce know 
their needs, that the members may 
become divided, that the church 
may want a two thousand*dollar 
man for three hundred, that by a 
merciless criticism and an excessive 
fastidiousness of taste they may 
drive a worthy servant of the Lord 
Jesus into comparative obscurity, 
and do him much barm, standing at' 
the same time in their own light 
This has often happened. Hun­
dreds of ministers to-day are with 
out a charge, and hundreds of 
c lurches are without a pastor. In 
many an instance were these minis­
ters and churches brought together; 
and were they to stand together, la­
bor together, and pray together, 
unitedly, grand things would be ac­
complished in the kingdom of our 
common Lord. For this worldly 
and critical spirit that is injuring our 
ministers and crippling the efficiency

Coffee Icb Cream.—This is a de­
licious dataert for hot weather. Pound two 
ouncea of freshly roasted coffbe In a mortar 
Just enough to thoroughly crush tbe berries 
without reducing them to powder. Pul 
them into a pint of milk with six ounce* of 
loaf sugar; let it boil, then leave It to gel 
cold'; strain it on the yolb of six eggs in a 
double kettle, and stir on tbe fire until tbe 
custard thickens.
