L both no fault or falling; and there- 
L fore it is a joy that He dobth accord- 
a’ inc to Hie will. Ho never wills any- 

thing that is not strictly Jost; in the 
exercise of absolute sovereignly He 
is neither unjust nor unmerciful; it 
knot poosible to Him to err, and 
therefore it is a great subject tor joy 

. that "the Lord reigneth, He is cloth­
ed with majesty.”

Now, because God is ths absolute 
Monarch, His word hath power about 
it, and of that word of power I am 
going to speak at thio time.

1. First, we would seo the power of 
the word of the Lord in order to ex- 
eito oar awe of Him. What are we 
poor croaturoo of a day? What is 
there in u m we appear in God’s 
eight? Do wo not para away as the 
flower of the field ? As for onr word, 
what io it? Wo sometimee talk ex­
ceedingly proudly, and we ray “ohall” 
aad "wtir si if wo could do any­
thing; when, after all, our word ie 
bnt breath, a vapor, a more sound in 
the air. Man proposes, but God dis 
pooss; man resolves, but God dis­
solves; that which man oxpectetb 
God rsjsoteth ; for the wgrd oi the 
Lord standsth forever, bnt man poso- 
eo away and is not.

Yon may pnt in the front of it, 
“ printed by authority," but to the 
church of Christ it has no authority. 
You may adopt a creed as the stand­
ard of any particular church, but 
that gives it no authority to bind the 
conscience; it may be authorised by 
princes, bishops, and holy mon, but 
wherein it differs from the word of 
the Lord, or adds thereto, it is to the 
children of God as a puff of wind. Ths 
sole authority in the church ia Christ 
Himself; Ho is the Hoad of Hia 
church, and His word ia the only au 
tbority by which wo are ruled; all 
are usurpers wbo act as lords in the 
church, where Jesus alone is Master 
and Lord.

“1 counsel thee to keep the king's 
oommandmenU” This is admirable 
counsel for every Christian; if the 
commandment were of men, even the 
wisest of mon, wo might break it, and 
porhapo do right in breaking it ; bu« 
if it be the King who giveo the com- 
mandment, even the Lord Jesus 
Christ, who is the King in Zion, then 
the advice of the Preacher is wise 
and weighty—“ I counsel thee* to 
keep the king’s commandment.”

If He bo a King, then it is a solemn 
havard to your soul if yon come short 
of the least of His commandments. 
Remember that one treason makes a 
traitor; one leak sinks a ship; one 
fly spoils tbs whole-box of ointment. 
Ho that bought us with His blood 
deserves to bo obeyed in all thing, 
with all our heart, and mind, and 
sqsil, and strength.

“«o not hasty to go out of Hid 
sight." Thore issucb power in God e 
word that I would have you alao obey 
this precept, and seek to remain ip 
His presence. Some of His people 
seek to got away from their Lord in­
stead of keeping close to Him. Did 
it never happen to you M it did to 
Jonah, when be must needs go.to 
Tanbish, though the Lord told him 
to go to Nineveh T He did not want 
such a large field of labor, such an 
anxious and unromuneraUve post of 
duty; ha would rather y to a vil-

Jesus; old things shall para sway; 
all things shall becoms new. When 
you get a promise from God treat It 
te undoubted truth, rad rely upon it 
as you do upon the promise of yoer 
fhtber or your friend.

And you Christian people, are 
there any of you who are struggling 
at thia time with a remaining cor­
ruption whioh yon ora not conquer? 
Now oomo and lay bold of the prom­
ise that you shall overcome, and plead 
it before the mercy-seat If you do 
but get any promise of God suited to 
your ease, make quick use of it, for 
there ia power in it; it ia the word of 
a King I

Then, alao, are there any of you in' 
great trouble ? I can not know all 
your ceaes, bnt if any ono of you has 
a trial whioh you could not tall, or a 
trouble, whioh if you did tell it no­
body could help you out of, go and 
spread it before the Lord. Remem­
ber His word, " Many are the afflio 
tions of the righteous: but the Lord 
deliveretb him out of them all."

Doyon expect soon to die? Are 
you somewhat distressed because 
sioknesa is undermining your oonsti 
tdtion? Be not afraid, for His Spirit 
teaches you to sing, “ Yea, though 1 
walk through the valley of the shadow 
of death, I will fear no evil; for thou 
art with me; thy'rod and thy staff 
they comfort meJ’ Go and tell the 
Lord of His own word, and you will 
look forward to death without fear.

IV. Yra need power; not the power 
rT money, or mind, or influence, or 
numbers; bnt" power from on high.” 
All other power may be desirable, but 
this power io indispensable. Spirit­
ual work oan only be done by spirit­
ual power. I counsel you in 'order to 
get spiritual power in all that yon do 
to keen the King’s commandment, 
for “ where the word of a king is, 
there ia power."

It ia very eaay to heap up a church 
with wood, hay, and stubble, whioh 
the fire will soon destroy ; aad it is 
very bard work to build one up with 
gold, silver, rad precioae stones; for 
these are rare materials, and must be 
diligently sought for, laboriously pre­
pared, and carefhlly guarded. The

The tot al-abstinence move­
ment is good, and I would that all 
would aid it, bnt it effects little unless 
the gospel famishes the motive and 
the force.. It will win its way in pro­
portion m it is carried on in subordi­
nation to the gospel, and ia viewed 
as a means to reach a still higher 
end. The rod works no wonder till 
Moses grasps it; and moral teaching 
has small force till Jesus operates by 
it

There is power in accepting that 
word, in getting it into you, or receiv­
ing it. You never keep the truth till 
vou have received this word of a 
King into your spiritual being, and 
absorbed it into your spiritual na­
ture. O, that you might every one of 
you, eat the word, live on it, and 
make it your daily food I

And then, there .is power in the 
practicing of it. Where there is life 
through the King's word, it will be 
a strong life. The sinner's life is a 
feeble life; but an obedient life, an 
earnest Christian life, is a life of 
strength. Even those who hate it 
and abhor it ora not help feeling that 
there is a strange influence about it

Have not these words of Christ a 
deep meaning, and are they not too 
oommonly overlooked: " Lay up for 
yourselves treasures in heaven ?"

Our Baptist teachers at this time 
ore revelling in the sweet pleasureo 
oi their vacation, and it is proper 
that they ehould make tbe moot of it. 
And yet they have no time to be idle, 
for now ia the opportunity for thorn 
to eearoh tor students. Business is 
now dope chiefly by drumming, per­
sonal and constant, au'd thia ie rap 
idly becoming the mode of doing 
thinga in all callings. It is'well for 
our school! to advertise, we like that, 
but the teachers who fail during the 
resting seMon to mingle with tbe 
people and solicit patronagerneed not 
be surprised in October if they find 
that the people have forgotton to pa­
tronize them. Letters, circulars, cat­
alogues and advsrtisomsnte are good 
in tbeir places, but real personal cod- 
tact is the thing that will bring atu- 
dents to our school'*. We hope to 
meet many of our instructors at our 
District Associationa, end we expect 
to find them the busiest rad most po­
lite men in tbe Baptist ranks.—Cen­
tral Baptut.

Wb jot down a few Mormon statis­
tics, for which we have the word of a 
oommissioner. There are in Utah 
160,000 people living. Of thia num­
ber 140,000 are Mormon*. And of 
thia latter number only 16,000 are of- 
fendera at law, that is, polygamists. 
Is ie believed that, tbe railroad facili­
ties increasing, tbe Gsntile population 
will be greatly enlarged ; and under 
the disfranchising operation of tbe 
Bdmunds bill, the polygamous Mor­
mons can not but lose -in influence 
and in numbers. So we may see tbe 
Mormon problem gradually approach­
ing a eolation.

The trouble is not 
that there are not Baptist scholars 
with whom to man our schools, hut 
that there are not schools demanding 
the services of those prepared to give 
them. For every Pwdobaptist teacher 
in a Baptist College, we will agree to 
find two Baptiste in Pmdobaptiet 
schools Their names come up before 
ns as we write, and they are filling 
chairs in all departments of fnstruc- .. 
tion. If we only had schools and ‘ 
pupils requiring the services of all 
the Baptist teachers now engaged in 
other schools I—Journal and Meuen <

" Alter * baptise ’ let the margin ‘or 
in,' and the text ' with ’ exchange 
places."

The importance of this in the bap 
tismal controversy can scarcely bo 
overestimated. Many intelligent 
Baptists have always thought tbe 
correct rendering of the prepositions 
used in connection with the ordin- 
anoe more desirable than tho transla­
tion of tbe word " baptize.” For ex- 
tuple, take Matt. 8:11, "1 indeed 
baptise you fa water. ... He sb*!! 
bdptise you Jn the Holy Spirit."

Thus rendered, who oould possibly 
mistake the force of the language? 
Baptists are to be congratulated that 
the American revisers were able to
