For the Christian to seek, in his own 
strength, to eject sin from his hsart, 
to utterly out of the question; as well 
may the Ethiopian seek to change 
hto skin, or tbe leopard his spots, but 
when Ue Spirit, Son, and Father 
make their abode with him (John 14: 
16, 23; Epb. 3:14-19), the power and 
dominion of sin are at an end—God

By reveal­
ing man's sinfulness to himasU, 11 tbe 
law is a schoolmaster to lead to 
Christ.”

undisputed control of the will. Just 
this long, and no longer, ths domin­
ion of sin, as a principle, will be . 
broken, and the believer will be free 
indeed; but If tbe Spirit should, for 
any reason, ba grieved, the law of sin 
will again hold supremacy. There to 
no such thing as iwin^ above ria, ex­
cept as the soul is borne aloft by 
Christ. Nor do I understand tbat 
there is any such thing as otrikino 
down “ths old man,” “ths carnal 
mind,” or rix, in such a way as that 
thsy can never, under any conditions, 
appear any more. The power of sin 
will bo/elf within, jut so soon m the 
believer (however highly favored 
with the divine presence he may have 
been), grieves tbe Holy Spirit Tbe 
secret of a holy life to to bo sought in 
“ walking (With God," in being “filled 
with the Spirit,” in permitting “ God 
to work in u to will and to do of bis 
own good pleasure;" yea, the secret 
of practical deliverance from sin is 
found in tbe reception and retention 
of God in the heart. “There to a 
fullness of power in Him to counter­
act tbe whole tendency of evil. He 
dwells within, not as a temporary en­
dowment, but as an eternal principle.” 
To live in union with Him is to have 
the “power of an endleae lite." In

tm. not like the D-ad Boa, into

There are othere who believe in re­
ligion, but who cry out against ex­
travagance. They believe in Marthe, 
and, in eome sente, in Mertba s con­
tribution. Tuey see a practicality in 
a joint of roast meat tuat they can 
see, smell, taste. Bat as for a feast 
of precious perfume, they don't see 
tbe eense of task They are inclined 
to think each beatowmenu, such evi­
dences of love's appreciation, better 
disposed of .il sold, and tbe money 
given to tue poor.

They don't see that tue new-iaehioned 
are any better than the old-tuhioned 
ministers.

They were a great deal better than 
those of to-day. Hera is one com­
fort to those who belong to those 
days, in thinking it will nut be dong 
until they will be tbe fathers, and 
those coming after us will say, there 
are no such preachers as there were 
tn 1883.

Men always have been thinking 
those daye were better than theee. 1 
believe tbeee are the best days. Thore 
is more Christianity, more sacrifice, 
more moral earnestness in the world 
to day than ever before since the 
world began. Distance lends en­
chantment to the view. We are apt 
to take rose-oolored views of things 
loft behind. I know there have been 
mighty men in tbe put; not self- 
made men, but God-made men, 
among the centuries, as mighty 
mountain ranges. There were giants 
in those days; bnt there are giunts 
instbese days. Macy of the unedu­
cated men did a grand work; but 
while I remember that the giants in 
those days, with dull instrumonte 
were men of power, mighty men, 
bow much more mighty would they 
have been with sharpened instru­
ments. Thore are those who think 
time and money wasted on minis­
terial education. I am reminded of 
Monos spending forty years in cnllege 
in Egypt, 49 more in tbe theological 
seminary in tbe land of Midian ; 80 
years in training for 40 years of work. 
God prepared through all these years 
a moot magnificent leader, who 
needed all fooee years of training to 
shake the world.

As to houses of worship; there are 
people who believe there ought to be 
bouses of worship; but why sacb ex 
peamve streoturee? Why Gothic 
windows, stained <laea, organ, spire7 
Why aft thine? Why all this waste?

to do was for tbe rich to give employ­
ment for all the poor. In every 
avenue of life, the most wise benevo­
lence is to give work, and not money. 
I No church has a right to build be­
yond its means, or to put a mortgage 
on it, and thus scandalise God’s 
house. Mary had nO right to bring 
her offering unless she bad paid for 
it. I have no fear of extravagance 
so long as we provide things honest 
in tbe sight of all men. We have no 
right to go beyond ability. I have 
never seen a eburoboome up 'o God's 
measure of ability, in city or country, 
that stained with alLits might, to give 
to tbe uttermoet of its ability. I 
would go a great ways to see such a 
church, pulling together with mighty 
principle and willing sacrifice for the 
Lord. It would be such a spectac le 
of moral sublimity, the whole world 
would feel the power of it. Two 
ehnrebee of equal ability propose to 
build ; one builds for on» hundred 
thousand, the other for fifty thousand.

That there ie such a thing ae ein in 
principle, and ein in act, may be seen 
from the following Scriptarea: “ Il 
we ssy we have no sin (i. e. no de­
pravity, no sinful principls in our 
mysterious being), we deceive our­
selves, and tbe truth is not in us. If 
we confess our sins (i. e. our wron« 
acts, of thought, f-ebng, word, nr 
deed), He is fattbml and just to for­
give ue our sine, and io cleanse ne 
from all unrigbteouaneM.” (1 John 
1:8,9.) In tbe sixth chapter of Ro­
mans we find an exhibition of sin as 
an indwelling principle: “ Knowing 
that our old man is crucified with 
him, tbat the body of sin might be 
destroyed, that we should not serve 
rin.” “ Likewise reckon ye your 
selves to be dead unto rin, but alive 
unto God throuuh J reus Christ.” 
“ Let not sin therefore reign in your 
mortal body.” “ For sin shall not 
have dominion over you "

In these Scripturee it wquld be im­
possible, under any proper laws of 
interpre'ation, to regard the word 
"sin" as referring to eome act. It 
manifeetly refers to an evil, or de­
praved, principle, or power, from 
which all overt acts of sin proceed. 
It is the source of all tbe evil fruit 
tbat manifests itb» If in tbe outer life. 
I understand sin as used above; to 
be tb* same thing in eseenoe, as “the 
flesh," “ the earns! mind," or “ the 
tbe old man expreesions, which 
indicate the perverseness of the" nat­
ural man."

But do not the Scriptures express­
ly declare that “Bin to tbe transgres­
sion of law?” This text, however, 
doee not militate against the view 
above token ; for if we regard tbe 
clause m properly translated (which 
some deny), it would serve as a defl 
nition ot a sinful act, aince every such 
act ie n Violation of law; but this def­
inition will not apply to sin m refer­
red to above in *nm. sixth. A defi­
nition of tbe principle of sin would 
be something like tbe following:

Sin, m a principle, is the inborn 
depravity (intensified by gratifica­
tion) which measures one's want of 
conformity, inward and outward, to 
tbe will of God. Sin, as an act, is 
tbe fruit of the inner evil principle. 
Indwelling sin is the cause of all the 
sins in the life. The heart-evil man­
ifests itself in evil conduct.

The less alarming view of man is 
to be found in hie transgressions, or 
sins in the outer li/e. His sins oi 
commission are but as the sparks to 
the fire from which tbe former pro­
ceed ; or as tbe fog to the vast ocean 
from which it arises I Th6 plan .of 
ralvation, accordingly, has made pro- 
visiou for the dislodgement of the 
principle oi sin from tbe hrart, as 
well as for-the pardon of actual trans 
greMion. Without such provision, it 
would be impossible, while in tbe 
flesh, to have a “ clean ” or “ pure ” 
heart. Tbe Scriptures refer to the 
“ putting off of tbe old man with bis 
deeds,” to tbe putting off of anger, 
malice, etc., including all that opposes 
tbe reign of God in tbe heart (Col. 3) ; 
and this 1 understand to mean tbat sjn, 
as a price pie, may be eo expelled from 
tbe heart and will, that it will not be 
allowed to have dominion over, either 
the inner life, or the outward con­
duct. The Scripture, “Walk in the 
Spirit, and ye shall not fulfill tbe Inst 
of the flesh," expresses tbe grandest 
doctrine connected with tbe whole 
subject of personsl cleansing. We 
do not know kow it is done, but we 
have the plain statement of fact that ■ 
those who «alk in tbe Spirit do not 1 
fulfill tbe lust ot the fl sb; and tbe I 
reason for this ie found ia the fact < 
that the Holy Spirit baa undertaken I 
the task nf expelling from tbe mind, 
the heart and the will, all impurity, , 
and of making His abode in tbe one ] 
wholly surrendered to His control. ( 
As His rale it established in the , 
heart, the dutiful believer may real- । 
ise that tbe Heavenly Paraclete is , 
“ working in him to will and to do of (

A distinguished writer in one of 
our Baptiat papers is in favor of com 
mitting the administration of the or­
dinances to deacons aa well as paa 
tors, so aa to avoid the delays and 
omissions which so frequently occur 
in consequence of the absence of pas­
tors. The following thoughts are 
presented in favor of the£preeent 
usage of Baptist churches, and in op­
position to tbe proposed change.

Baptism and the Lord's Supper are 
intended to teach very important 
gospel truths. They are not merely 
mechanical operations. A man' may 
be able to immerse a person genteelly 
and gsacefully; be may distribute 
bread and wine to a church without 
any awkward blunders, and Jyet be 
badly qualified to perform these or­
dinances. Baptism is intended to 
symbolize the union of tbe believer 
with Christ in his death and resur­
rection; the Supper is intended to 
show the death of Christ as the 
source of life to his church. The ad­
ministrator is in duty bound to fasten 
these truths on the minds and hearts 
of the spectators by his prayers, by 
his quotations from Scripture, and, 
on suitable occasions, by his own in­
structions. Ought a church to en­
trust such a duty to a member who 
has not tbe mental qualifications 
needed to make a man a religious 
teacher?

A candidate for baptism is some­
times perplexed with such questions 
as these : What are tbe evidences of 
genuine repentance and faith in 
Christ? Who are proper subjects of 
baptism? What reasons are there 
for preferring one church over an­
other? What practices must be 
abandoned and what new duties must 
be assumed? He.naturally turis to 
the administrator for light on these 
questions, and the agent of the 
church in this transaction is tbe per­
son recognized by all parties as the 
one who ought to give tbe inquirer 
proper instruction. Is it enough that 
the administrator is a man of good 
character and is able to perform tbe 
ceremony with ease and grace?

In tbe controversy about alien im­
mersions, both side* agree that there 
is something defective about the im­
mersions performed by Piudobaptists 
and Camphellites. The Psdobaptist 
minister does not believe that bap­
tism is a type of burial and resurrec­
tion. Hence his teaching is wrong, 
even when accompanied by a right 
external act. The Camphellite min­
ister does not believe that the candi­
date should have evidence of pardon 
before baptism. Hence his teaching 
mislead* the subject and the specta­
tors. Lees mischief may result if a 
consistent Baptist layman be ap­
pointed to administer the ordinance; 
but what will be the effect of his fail­
ure to instruct his candidates as to 
tbe proper design of the ordinance? 
Especially do they need proper in­
struction who have been erroneously 
taught on this subject. It does seem 
evident that those who administer 
the ordinances ought to be.“faithful 
men who shall be able to teach oth-

exhort in the eound doctrine and to 
convict the gainaayere." But when 
the apostle deeoribee tbe qualifications 
of a deacon, not a word does he utter 
implying that it ia hie duty to teach. 
Thia ailence means that teaching is 
not a part of hia official buainess. 
Hence, ahould a church require 
its deacon* to administer tbe or- 
dintncee, a qualification would be 
needed not enumerated in the in­
spired record, and by insisting on 
thia qualification, it might ahut out 
from the deaconsbip men that were 
well qualified for tbe office according 
to the New Testament. The ordin­
ance* ought to be adminiatered under 
the direction of thoee who are tbe 
regularly appointed teachers of the 
church. ; F.

Madagascar.

Through the recent aggressive 
movemenu of the French, Madagas­
car has been brought again promi- 

' nently before tbe world. Tbe follow­
ing furnishes some account of tbe 
island and the conversion of the 
queen and many of her people:

Madagascar Is an island on tbe 
eoutbeast coast of Africa, in length 
about 950 miles, and in breadth, in its 
widest part, 350 miles, with an area of 
about 225,000 square miles. It is 
about 300 miles from Africa. It waa 
first visited by Europeans in 1506, 
by Almeida, the Portuguese vice­
roy at India. The population at tbe 
present time is about 2,500,000. Tbe 
inhabitants of Madagascar, though 
living so close to Africa, are not Afri- 
Caua, but are allied to tbe Malays. 
Their physical appearance, habits, 
and language all prove this.

In tbe persecution of tbe native 
Christians in Madagascar, beginning 
in 1836, it is eetimatod that between 
sixty and eighty suffered martyrdom 
Many hundreds died from privation 
and severe labor impossedupon them-
