They bad worshipped tbe gods all 
tbeir lives, and had never received 
the slightest attention before; so they 
must now bsve a grand time and a 
mighty sacrifice.

In solemn procession tbe prioHts 
with tbeir paraphernalia and utensils 
of sacrifice approach the strangers. 
How sll the idess of the people wore 
dashed to tho ground when they per 
ceived these “ gods ” rending their 
clothes and rushing in among them 
and protesting. “Weare not gods! 
We are nothing but men 1 We have 
oomu to turn yon sway from these 
vain practices !

Men of like passions With 
thsir fellows have laid upon them the 
burden of preaching tbe acceptable 
time of the Lord. When the people 
at Lystra discovered/tbat those whom 
they had taken for gods, were in 
truth mon of like passions with them- 
•elves, they Were ready to stone them ; 
and they d>d off >r such violence tbat 
Paul was taken up for dead. Just Sa 
to-day, when the ministry are d<.mon 
strated to be men, there is a grasping 
around for stones, no matter what 
reverence may have been shown them 
previously.

Divine Idea byproclamation of the _ ___ „
means of the living; human voice.
Tbe tongue, which >as boon right­
fully describ 'd as t io most unruly 
member, ho consecrates unio the no­
blest of all offices. It was tbe living 
voice that first brought terror to the 
guilty hearts of new croau d man. 
At Sinai, tn ere were thunders and 
lightnings, a thick cloud rested upon 
tbe mountain’s crest, while from its 
rugged sides, tbo smoku as if from a 
furnace rose up- in enveloping folds ; 
yet tbo people gazed. As the terri­
fying clangor of tbe .heavenly trum 
pet rang through every crevice, the 
people trembled, and yet they gazed. 
But when tbo living voice was noard, 
then they cried aloud in tbeir terror, 
*• lot not G«d speak with us, lost we 
die." Af Elijah, propb. tof the most 
high God, stood amid ibe rocky last- 
nehsus ot Horeb, the majesty of a 
great strong wind played about him, 
but test was but tbe agitation df na: 
uro; tho mountains were rent, and 
the rocks were broken ip peine-, “ but 
tbe Lord was not in tho wind." Be­
neath bis foot, the earth yawnod and 
quaked, and around bim raged a 
crackling flame; but neither in earth­
quake nor fire was tho Lord. B it 
when the convulsions and phenom 
ena of nature had ceased there camo 
a still, small voice. “ And it was so, 
when Elij ah heard it, that ho wrap 
nod bis fa jo in bis ipantlo, and wont 
out and stood in tbe entering in of 
tho cave.." It was not an outraged 
conscience, nor yet tbe weeping form 
of the botrnvod Bathsheba, nor yet 
tbo vision of Uriah’s bleeding wounds, 
but tbo living voice of Nat' an which 
melted tbe guilty heart ol D»v>d into 
penitence. B foro the consciousnesh 
of bis iendneat and iniquities, Folix 
maintained a brazen front bu’ before 
tbo living voice of tbe fervid Paul he 
trembled, and when tbe incarna'o 
God the Saviour of mankind, com 
menccd his toil of active ministry, be 
lifted up his voice and “ began to 
preachwhile tho divine indorse­
ment that rested upon him was not 
tbo halo of glory with which rode 
artiste distinguish him in tbeir dclin 
cations, but tho living voice falling 
down through tbe heavens and say­
ing, “Tbit is my beloved Son, in 
whom I am well pleased.”

Let me impr-s» upon yon the troth 
that the power of the gospel—tbe 
rev lation ot the grace of God io^Jes­
us Christ—is a purely moral influ­
ence. The attitude of its proclaimers 
is one of beseeching persuasiveness. 
It appeals unto tbe will of men, seek­
ing to touch their hearts that they 
may willingly seek tbeir blessedness. 
This is not tbe giant arm of law that 
swoops down upon the guilty heart 
with irresistablo force. It drags not 
before august tribunals. It invites. 
It whispers, “ Come.” It spreads the 
feast of fat things in the king's ban 
queuing chamber, and stand, fo wel­
come “ whosoever will.” It has no 
tnnnders. It is the fullness of grace 
and glory. It has cleansing for the 
filthy ; it has pardon tor U e guilty ; 
it bos wedding garments for tho na­
ked ; it has healing for the diseased ; 
it has fullness for tho hungering ; 
it bas riches for tbe poor; it bas 
oom fori for the sorrowing. But it 
torces not. Celestial visitors stand 
aa ministering servants, sod He that 
«it»etb upon tho throne bids mon 
draw nigh ; and it is tbe gospel, by 
tho voice ot living men, that invites 
tbo world to leave its guilt and 
wrotchudnosi. and taste the sa outness 
of this holy fellowship.

But therein lies the vary peril to 
which tb« human voice is always 
subject. Therb are occasions when 
the proclamalion of the gospel is 
made to subaorvo nothing more than 
the satisfying of human ambition. 
The thought of entertainment or tho 
catering to idle curiosity may some­
times rise above tbo store dignity ot 
the message, and tbe mo'mentous op­
portunities of its deliverance. Yet 
it is a question Of profound import 
ance how far tho moaningln s preach 
ing of which wo bear at times—the 
beautiful flights which tickle tbe 
fancy and inflame the imagination— 
tho sounding of brazen cymbals in­
stead of tho clear clarion ton-s of

judge the* ministry. They are not 
perfect men. They bemoan failures 
They are liable to error. Be careful 
how you force upon them what you 
deride the Pope of Home for blas­
phemously assuming. For their toile 
and sacrifices reverence them. They 
yearn for you. Repress the idle 
speech that sports them. Keep down 
the thoughts that the sight of human 
frailty may arouse. “ Wo are mrt 
of like passions with you." Remem­
ber that. Rather look for failures; 
rather expect imperfections, for they 
are there in theoomposition of Christ’s 
ministry.

After the terrible battle of Marig 
nano, in the,fourteenth century, the 
victorious King of France ordered 
the knighting of every valiant loader 
who had contributed to the victory. 
He demanded of the Chevalier Biy- 
ard that ceremony upon himself, at 
which tbo cbivalnc knight demurred, 
but being pressed reluctantly he 
dubbed his monarch ; but then grasp­
ing the sword, be covered it with 
kisses, exclaiming: “Honored art 
thou, O sword, in having given this 
dsy knighting to so valiant a k ng." 
To this day that ancient sword re­
mains. It is but a dull blade, poa 
sessing no consciousness of its high 
honor. But that minister—that man

who epos the fruitage of his toil, re­
joices in the sweetest triumph and 
glory at the honor which crowns the 
Savior's brow with the conquests of 
tbe gospel.

the days of darkness and barbarism, 
is tbe wholesale divorcements in । 
every State throughout the country. 
Tbe growth in this direction is alarm­
ing indeed, and calls for immediate 
remedial action, both in church and 
state. At a mooting of tho New Eng­
land Reform League a few weeks 
ago, the president said that, “ In some 
States tbo plague of divorce comes to 
one in oveiy ten families, and, in oth­
ers, for every ten marriages there is 
one divorce, and there are citiee in 
which a divorce occurs for every six 
marriages.'’ Tbo secretary, in bis 
report, said, “ Generally the Calho- 
lice end other religious drnominstions 
were giving their smistsnoe to tbe 
good cause of tbe league in ita efforts 
to break up tbe false and pernicious 
system of divorce now existing in 
this country." He said that eome 
movement bad been made toward an 
inveatigation of, and stirring up of 
tbo question of tho propriety of an 
amendment to the United States 
Constitution so that tbe marriage 
and divorce laws might be nniform 
throughout tbe country. Heeaid, tbe 
statistics show tbat New England 
granted 2,113 divorces in tbe year 
1878; Maine, 687 in 1880; Rhode 
Island, 271; and New Hampshire in 
1882, 314. In the three latter States 
there bas been, ot late, one divorce 
for every ten marriages. In four of 
tbe New England States, where 726 
divorces were granted in 1860, were 
1,109 in 1870 and 1,439 in 1878. 
Philadelphia reported 101 in 1862, 
215 in 1872, and 477 in 1882. The 
race of divorcee to marriages in Ohio 
rose from 1 to 26 in 1865 to 1 to 17 in 
1881. In Minnesota, the two most 
populous-counties increased tbeir di­
vorces in ten years 50 per cent faster 
than their marriages. Tho rates to 
marriages in Chicago, Louisville, 
Connecticut, and twenty-four coun- 
tiee of Michigan, is about 1 to 13. In 
San Francisco, and in counties of a 
number cf States, it has been 1 to 6.

I wish 1 could obtain.thustatistice 
of every State to lay before your 
readers, but we know enough to ex 
cite tbe deepest concern, and bring 
all good citizens to consider well the 
causes that lead to this state of 
things, and the remedies to be ap 
plied. I venture to offer a few eug: 
gostions worthy, I trust, of earnsst 
attention. It is no indifferent or tri­
fling matter we have to deal witb. It 
is a stupendous affair, even now; and 
if allowed to go on unchecked for a 
time longer, it will be more danger 
oua and difficult to handle, and very 
soon, perhaps, be altogether unman­
ageable. 1 ^iardly know tbe means 
to be employed with tbe present gen­
eration to check this plague, save by 
making tbe laws of tbe States uni­
form. It has been discovered tbat 
tbe rigid laws ot one State will not 
prevent a divorce in another State ; 
therefore there is no protection nor 
remedy bore. Uniform laws might 
be passed, even without a constitu­
tional amendment, by tbe appoint 
ment of State Commissioners under 
statute, say one or two from each 
State, and let them meet and frame 
such laws as are needed- and de 
msnded, bearing equally cn every 
State, and let tho S ates accept 
them through their Legislatures, and 
tho courts enforce them. A marvel 
ous stride will be made in the right 
direction. This plan is not by any 
means impracticable. The good peo­
ple of every State want tbe same 
thing. Tbv very best men will be 
appointed, and I believe a proper and 
most judicious and wise law would bo 
passed, unobjectionable to all, and, 
when adopted by all, these refugees 
for purposes ot divorce end marriage 
would find no resting-place in the 
United Stales. This plan can be car 
ried put in two years. Most of tbo 
Legislatures meet, this winter;'tbo 
Convention could assemble next 
year. Some of tbe States could adopt 
the law next winter, and tbe others 
the winter following, and tbo work, 
so far us tbo law is concerned, would 
bo accomplished. Two Commission­
ers would cost but little for traveling 
expenses end per diem while engaged 
in the work. By this method, the 
d fficuliy that might arise, politically, 
as to State rights, is avoided, and 
each State doos its own work in reg 
ulating its municipal and civil affairs. 
Above all, time is saved, and all 
doubis.and d'fficnlties removed. With 
such uniform laws, msde by tbe wis­
dom and prudence of tbe ven- best 
men, tbe courts would not be slow to 
enforce them, and within five years a 
mignty rovolulio' w<li be accom­
plished and a brighter day dawn 
upon American morals.

Then again, kt attention be given 
to the home circle. Let tbe parents 
and guardians of children talk to

to become a father or mother, wbat it 
is to rear a family, they will not so 
frequently rush blindly into so im­
portant a relation, aa though it were 
merely a piece of fun, and only for a 
few weeks or months or years. Lot 
the mother seat tbe daughter by her 
side, from time to lime, when the 
child can fully understand her, and 
tell her life's history as a mother, 
housekeeper, etc., keeping nothing 
back, so that tbe child, by the time 
•he is fourteen or sixteen years of 
age, knows tbe responsibilities of 
life, and will therefore bo cautious, 
and understand tbat a step taken in . 
that direction means for life, whether 
it be a pleasant or unfortunate one. 
Likewise let tbe father advise, conn- 
sei and instrnot the son, tbat he may 
know, at an early age, what shall be 
expected of him in manhood and 
through life. Will not sucn family 
education do much to check this 
monstrous evil, much to bring back 
correct and wholesome views and 
conduct, much to insure domestic and 
civil prosperity, and much to destroy 
the vice and crime growing out of 
these wholesale divorces?

ers and sojourners with me.” Since 
we all subsist upon his bounty and 
are sustained by his power, it is meet 
that we present a material token of 
our love for him, and of our apprecia­
tion of his goodness.

Oyster-echeels.

Lt is common to quote the oyster 
aa the lowest example oi blupidity, 
or absence of any thing mental; and 
as it is a headless creature, the accu­
sation might not seem wholly un­
founded.
