The first of these goestion* is suffi- 
ciently answered in the statement of 
tbe apOstle in verse 4 : “ For be is a 
minister of Go^ to thee for good." ' 
The raler stands aa the vicegerent of 
the Almighty tor tbe protection and 
well-being of those under him. We 
are not allowed to imagine that God 
would oommit to a human ruler au­
thority'to do, or to require of hl* 
subjects things which are abhorrent ■ 
to his own nature and law. Tbe 
magistrate is none the less under the 
divine law than bi* subjecta. He ba* 1 
no exemption from that three-fold re­
quirement, “ to walk humbly before 
God, to deal justly and to love mer­
cy.” The first of which forbid* him 
to exalt himself above tbo Most High 1 
by amoming a degree of authority ' 
beyond wbai is delegated to him.

The second forbids him to do, or to 
require, anything unjut.

The third requires him to be con­
stantly animated with a spirit of 
kinaness and good will to all his sub­
jects, especially to tbe unfortunate ; 
and suffering.

This being so, there can be no such 
thing as a legitimate ruler unlimited 
by constitutional law; not where 
the revealed will of God is known, 
because that will distinctly consti­
tutes tbe power and its limitation*; 
not where men are living under the 
light of nature, because the revealed 
will of God, in this regard, repub- 
lisho* and confirms what bad been 
already taught by tbe light of nature. 
All tnen have not the power to draw 
oat, in logical order, tbe principle* 
taught by natural light, yet even 
barbarous tribes seem instinctively to 
know that those monsters who leap 
into power by fraud, treachery and 
cruelty, and who exorcise tbe power 
thus acquired to impoverish and "n- 
slave their subjects, have no legiti­
mate or God-given right over them, 
and that such authority is only to be 
endured until, by some combi nation 
or stratagem, it can be thrown off. 
Macb more do civilized and enlight­
ened nation* discover, from tbe teach 
inga of nature, that the tyrants who 
rale over them are asnrpers of au­
thority which God never gave them, 
and which ia only maintained by 
forces which they are unable to re­
sist. Hence the nations have been 
in commotion through all tbe ages, 
and human history is, for the most, 
part, a rooord of bloodshed in a sene* 
of unsaoceaslal efforts to resist op­
pression, and to confine the exercise 
ot power over them within tbe limits 
which even natural light dictates aa 
ja*L Bat even tbe nations nomin­
ally Christian, which claim to recog­

under any cover they can enrich 
themoelvee by impoverishing them? 
All men wbo have a ruling passion 
follow it, unless it be brought into 
subjection by the moral force of the 
divine law. And when we see the 
powers that be over any people 
yielding themeelves to the love of 
gain, we may easily conjecture that 
they have overcome the rrstrainta of 
the divine law, and that they regard 
the masees of their subjects simply u 
machines to grind tor them; and 
that they have ingeniously thrown 
around them such restraints as forbid 
their rising above their preeent con­
dition, unleee Providence shall in 
some signal manner interpoee in 
their behalf. And a cursory view of 
the condition of their.subjects is suf­
ficient to confirm this confidence. Is 
Christianity to do nothing to elevate 
the t< m poral condition of the millions? 
1* it not some part of its miasion 
more and more to equalise the bur­
dens of men ? Is it not some part of 
its mission to set the captive free, and 
mitigate the woee of this ain-cuned 
race? Why then ahall we extol the 
Christianity of a nation whose bur­
dened millions toil from year to year 
for generations, only that the fruits 
of their toil may be poured info the 
laps of their rulers and the chosen 
few whom theee ruler* associate with 
tbenuelvee only in order that they 
may more suoceeafally maintain their 
power? Is it not a perversion of 
language to say that such rnlers rale 
by a divine constitution, and tor the 
good of their subjects,?

A mere glance at the condition of 
the nations of the earth, even the 
q>o*t favored of them, in this our 
boasted era of advancement, is saffi- 
oient to show that the true principle 
on which the ruling power should be 
based has not yet been fully under­
stood, or at least has not yet been 
fairly applied. It does not lie within 
the compass of the most expanded 
civilisation to overcome this constant 
tendency to misrule. The evil has 
its origin in the greed of gain and 
the Inst of arbitrary power which 
are deeply rooted in the natural 
heart And a* the dry powder will 
explode when a spark is brought into 
contact with it, so this greed of gain 
and lust of power are developed when­
ever men are placed in authority, 
and rage just in proportion aa they 
find opportunity to gratify them.

Even under that ny»tem of govern­
ment in which the power is vested in 
the hands of those whom the people 
may choose, it is but too true that 
the aspirant to power is condescend­
ing and benevolent and smilipg only 
till bo is securely seated and fur­
nished with partisan influence snffl 
oient to protect him, then theee cor­
rupt principles become a governing 
power, and the whole force of hie 
genii* is directed to thia one ques­
tion, how he may gratify these prin­
ciples and perpetuate hi* power. So 
that one must tarn away from the 
contemplation of human miarnlo over 
the nations in despair of any satis­
factory reform, until the pare and. 
peaceful principles of the gospel eball 
assume universal dominion over the 
world, and mon shall be placed in au­
thority wkose minds are so pervaded 
by those holy principles that they 
will bow is eabjection to Chriet as 
the only rightful King, and confess 
thomsolvee to be only his ministers 
for the good of those over whom, in 
his providence they are appointed to 
rale.

The duty tb*n of Christian men is 
to labor, and pray and give as they 
have ability, t* plant and foster- the 
gospel in ever; land, and city, and

that the gospel can ever •veroome 
the corruption of civil and political 
power. What, he will saeeringly 
say, did not Christianity ally itself 
with the State as soon a* it found 
convenient opportunity to do so? 
Did not the leaden of the Christian 
church soon display the same greed 
of gain and the same lustol arbritary 
power that bad ever characterized 
the rulenof the State 7 And when 
the state could not provide thrones 
for all the ambition* men of tbs 
church, did they not deviae tbo*e 
anomalous (things called churoh- 
courta, where greedy and ambitious 
men odald lord it over God's herit- 
age, befooling the ignorant people 
into the belief that they were Christ’s 
ministers and vicegerents on earth ? 
And has not the sway of theee spir­
itual ruler* been traced in blood 
through all the age* since? Have 
they not spread strife and ignorance 
and poverty and woe and death a* 
far as their dominion oould reach? 
And even now, when Christ’anity 
has achieved its most boosted tri-

tenses of science or civilixstiou. 
genuine liberty, no trn» aadimtta 
prosperity, no real peace osaZJ 
visit this sin-stricken worldnm 
under the benign influenos o( a, 
blessed gospel of the Son of fta 
But where this gospel is hsartifr m.

Are not the 
utmoet horrors of arbritary rale lurk­
ing under that modern doctrine of 
the Episcopal power of Presbytery— 
a power by which these lordly pre­
tenders 'to Christ’s scepter can 
strike off the head of a man 
without asking any questions, sim­
ply because they do not like him?

Are not these ambitious lords over 
God’* heritage, allying with them- 
•elvee the more influential of toe 
laity, tickling them with the name 
of rnlers in God's house only inorder 
that they may more effectually main­
tain their power over tbe people ? 
Now, if these ecclesiastical courts are 
an essential part of tbe Christian sys­
tem, they must grow in power and in- 
flaenoe m Christianity spreads and 
triumph*. But “ the leopard can not 
change hi* spot*, nor the Ethiopian 
hi* akin,” neither can these so-called 
ecclesiastical courts ever change tbeir 
nature; they always have been, and 
they always will be, the most fe­
rocious and unreasoning of tyrants 
when they have opportunity to act 
out their principles. Give us'the ty­
rant who crushes us to tbe earth 
without any pretense ot authority 
olher than his own last of power and 
greed*of gain, but save us from these 
lordly courts wbo seek to perpetrate 
their crimes in the name of Christ 
and under the gaidhnve of his Spirit, 
who unblushing!}* maintain that 
while as individuals they were sub­
ject to law, now, in their organized 
capacity, they have liberty to do as 
th*y please; that while as individuals 
they might have been called to repent 
of tbeir foul deeds, in their organized 
capacity they can not be called to re­
pentance, nor be expected to retrace 
tbeir steps, for, once assembled and 
the organizing prayer uttered, they 
become the organs of Jeeas Christ 
and the moutb-piece of the Holy 
Spirit. In such a lofty character, of 
coarse, tbeir decrees must be aa irre­
sistible as the laws of tbe Medes and 
Persians. If they should, perchatice, 
in their official capacity, swear that 
tbo horse is fifteen feet high they can 
only i-tand to it.
