or sun-burnt! Wbat is it that with- 
bolds the vintage! Certainly, if we 
were fruitful onoe, we ought to be 
more fruitful now. The fruitful hill 
is now exhausted ; wbatailoth ue that 
ourgrapea are so few!

We are planted on a fruitful bill, 
for we are called to work which of all 
others is tbe moet fruitful. Blessed 
and happy is tbe man wbo is cslled 
to the Christian ministry; for this 
service has brought more glory to 
Christ than any other. Yon, beloved 
friends, are not called to be rulers 
of nations, or inventors of engines, 
nor teachers of sciences, nor slayers 
ot men ; but we are soul winners, our 
work is to load men to Jesus. Ours 
is, of all tbe employment in tbe world, 
the most fruitful in benefits to men 
and glory to God. If we are not serv­
ing God in the gospel of bis Boo 
with all our might and ability, then 
we have a heavy responsibility resting 
upon ns “ Our well beloved bath a 
vineyard in a very fruitful hill;" there 
is not a richer bit of noil outside Em- 
manuel's land than the holy ministry 
for souls. Certain of us are teachers, 
and gather the young about us while 
we speak of Jesus. This also is choice 
soil. Many teachers have gathered a 
grand vintage from among tbe little 
ones, and bave not been a whit be­
hind pastors and evangelists in the 
glory ot soul winning. Dear teachers, 
your vines are planted in a very fruit­
ful hill. But I do not confine myoelf 
to presohere and teachers ; for all of 
us, as wo bave opportuoitieo ot opesk- 
ing tor the Lord Joous Christ, and 
privately talking to individuals, have 
also a fertile soil to grow in. If wo 
do not glorify God by ooul-winning, 
we shall be greatly blamable, eiaoe of 
all forms of service it io moat prolific 
in praise of God.

And wbat io more, the very oiroum- 
otanooe with, which waare surrounded 
all tend to make our position exceed­
ingly favorable for fruit-bearing. In 
this little company, wo have not one 
friend who is extremely poor, but if 
were sueb among ue I should say tb'o 
same thing. Obrist has gathered tome 
of his chc iceat clusters from the valley 
of poverty. Many eminentsaintabave 
never owned a foot of land, but lived 
upon kbeir weekly wages, and found 
scant fare at that. Yee, by the grace 
of God, the vale of poverty has blos­
somed as tbe roee. It so happens, 
however, that the moat of us here 
have a competence ; wo have all that 
we need, and something over to give 
to the poor and to tbe cause of God. 
Surely, we ought 'to be fruitful in 
almsgiving, in oaring for tbe sick, 
and in all manner of sweet and fra­
grant influenoee. “ Give me neither 
poverty nor riches,’’ is a prayer that 
has been enswered for most of ue; 
and if we ao not now give honor unto 
God, wbat excuse can we make for 
our barrenness! Give God yobr 
strength, and your wealtt , my 
brother, while they last; see that all 
his care ot tbee is not thrown aw»y 
Others of us seldom know many 
months together ot health, but have 
often bad to suffer sorely in body ; 
this ought to make us fruitful, for 
there ie much increase from tbe till­
age of affliction. Has not tbe Master 
obtained the richest of all from bleed­
ing vinos? Do not hie, heaviest 
bunches come from vines which have 
been sharply out and pruned to tbe 
ground! Choioe flavors, dainty 
joioes, and delicious aromas oome 
mostly from tho use of the keen-edged 
knife of trial. Some of us are at our 
best for fruitbearing when in other 
respects we are at our worst. Thus I 
might truly say that whatever our 
oiroumstanoee may be, whether we 
are poor or rich, in health or affliction, 
each one of our class has its advan- 
tagM, and we are planted “ in a very 
fruitful bill"
Furthermore, when I look at our spir­

itual condition, 1 must ssy for myself, 
and I think for yon also. “ My well- 
beloved hath a vineyard in a very 
fruitful bill." For what । ae God 
done for ue ? To change tho question 
__wh*t has God not done for ns? 
Wbat more could he say to na than 
he bath *aid ? What more oould be 
do to ua than be bath done? He has 
dealt with us like a God. He has 
loved ue up from the pit, ho has loved 
ue up to the croea, and up to tbo gateo 
of heaven ; bo baa quickened u. for­
given ua, and renewed ua; be dwella 
in na. comforts ua, instructs ua, up- 
bolda ua, preserves us, guides us, 
leads ua, and he will aurely perfect 
us. If we are not fruitful, to his

guilty heads! Shall yonder sea suf­
floe to lend us briny tears wherewith 
to .weep over our ingratitude.

II. I go a step further, by your 
leave, and say that onr position, as 
toe Lord’s vi noys rd, is fovorablo to 
the production of the fruit wbiob bo 
lovoe best. I believe that my own 
position is tbe moat (pvorable for the 
production of the fruit that the Lord 
loves beet in mo, and that your posi­
tion is the same. What is this fruit!

First, it is faith. Our Lord Is very 
delighted to see fhith Id bis people. 
Tbe trust which dings to bim with 
childlike confidence n pleasant to his 
loving heart. Our position is such 
that faith ought to be the easiest thing 
in tbe world to ns. Look at the 
promisee bo has given us in bis word ; 
oan we not believe them ! Look at 
wbat the Father has done for ns in 
the gift of bis dear Bon ; nan we not 
trnst him after that f Our daily ex­
perience all goes to strengthen our 
confidence in God. Every mercy 
uks, “Will you Dot trort him!’’ 
Every waot that is supplied cries, 
“ Can you not trust Dim !'’ Every sor­
row seat by tho great Father teats 
our faitii, and driven us to him on 
whom we repose, and so strengthens 
and confirms onr confidence in God. 
Mercies and miseries alike operate for 
the growth of faith. Some of ns have 
been called upon to trust God on a 
large scale, and that necessity has 
been a great help towards fruit-bear­
ing. The more troubles we have, 
the more is our vine digged about, 
and tbe more nourishment is laid to 
its roots. If faith do notripen under 
trial, when will it ripen ? Our afflic­
tions fertilize the soil wherein faitb 
may grow.

Another choice fruit is love. Jesus 
delights in love, bis tender heart de 
lights to see its lots returned. Am I 
not of ell men most bound to lo#e the 
Lord 1 1 speak for each brother and 
sister here—is not that your lan­
guage! Do you not all say, "Lives 
there a person beneath yon bine sky 
wbo ought to love Jesus more than I 
should do!" Each sister soliloquises, 
" Sat there ever a woman in her 
chamber who had more reason for 
loving God then 1 have!" No, tho 
sin which has been forgiven us should 
make us love oar Savior ixeiiding 
mpch. Tbe sin which hsrbgmr pre­
vented in other cases should make us 
love our preserver much. Tbe help 
which God has sent ns in times of 
need, the guidance which be has 
given in times of difficulty, the joy 
which be has poured into us in days 
of fellowship, and tbe quiet he has 
breathed upon us in times ot trial— 
all ought to make us love him.

Christ is also very pleased with tbe 
fruit of bope, and we -are so circum­
stanced that we ought to produce 
much of it. The aged ought to look 
forward, for they oan not 
see much more on earth. Time le 
short, and eternity is near; how pre­
cious is a good hope through grace. 
We who are young ought to be ox 
oeedingly hopeful; and the still 
younger folk, wbo are just beginning 
tho spiritual life, should abound in 
bope most fresh and bright. If aoy 
man has expectations greater than I 
bave, 1 should like to ace him. Wo 
have tbe greatest of expectations. 
Have you never felt like Mercy in 
her dream, when abe laughed, and 
when Christiana asked her wbat made 
her laugh sho said that she bad had a 
vision of things yet .to be revealed.

Select any fruit of tbe Spirit you 
obooee, and 1 maintain that we are 
favorably ciroametanoed tor produc­
ing it, we are planted upon a very 
fruitful bill. Wbat a fruitful bill we 
are living in as regards labor for 
Christi Each one of us may find 
work for tbe Master ; there are cap­
ital opportunities around ue. There 
never was an ago in which a man 
consecrated to God might do so much 
as ho can at this time. There is 
nothing to restrain tbe moat ardent 
zeal. We live in each happy times 
that, if we plunge into a sea of work 
we may swim, and none can binder 
ua Then, too, onr labor is made, by 
God’s grace, to be so pleasant to us. 
No true servant of Cbnst is weary ot 
the work, though be may be weary 
in tbe work; it is not the work that 
he over wearies of, for he wishes that 
be oould do ten tiroes more. Then 
our Lord makes our work to be suo- 
ceeaful. We bring one soul to 
Jeans, and that one brings a hun­
dred.

It is currently reported that the 
Bov. Dr. Chamberlain, of the Clasaon 
Avenue Presbyterian church, of 
Brooklyn, has incurred the 111-will of 
tbe Grand Armory of the Republic by 
refusing tbe use of bis oburch for a 
funeral, which would have interrupt­
ed some of tbe regular Sabbath ser- 
vioeeof the oburch. It la stated that

til Bunday to insure a large parade. 
Dr. Chamberlain was right, and will 
be indorsed by the better Christian 
sentiment of trie community. A Bun­
day funeral is an evil that often as­
sumes a magnitude that amounts to 
Sabbath desecration. It dissipates 
thought, develops curiosity, and 
disqualifies for devout worship. 
Chnstiu ns should protest against Bun­
day funerals aa subversive of the pur­
pose, comfort, peace and sacred neat 
of tbe Lord's day ; and pastors and 
oburob officials should be alow to 
oo use nt to have the appointed hours 
of divine worship interferred with by 
a great funeral pageant.

A case is recalled, which occurred 
in a country village, where the fu­
neral service was substituted for tbe 
usual Bunday morning service. Tbe 
deceased was a man widely known 
and respected. Tbe people came from 
miles around, and packed tbe church, 
except tbe pews which were reserved 
for the mourners and tbe Masonic 
fraternity, long before tbe corpse was 
borne to its place in front of tbe pul­
pit. It wm a double service, first by 
tbe oburob, of which he was u mem 
ber, and then by tbe lodge to which 
he belonged. All thia prolonged 
the ceremonies. It then took a 
full hour for the procession to view 
tbe remains, tbe large concourse of 
people outside who oould not get 
into tbe building before, participa­
ting in this part of the service. 
It consumed another hour to go from 
the church to tbecemetery, bury him, 
and return home, so that it was 
ahouttbreeo’clock when tbesbow end­
ed ; fora show, indeed, it was. It 
broke up the Sunday school for that 
day, developed much extra labor upon 
the people, in providing entertain­
ment for relatives and friends who 
had driven in from a distance, and 
who found it convenient to terry

Many questions arise in reference 
to the Holy Spirit's work that can 
not be discussed at length in a news­
paper article. The miraculous gift of 
the Spirit is one of thede. That the 
disciples .in the early ages of (Chris­
tian history wrought miracles,; thers 
can bo no doubt. To deny this^were 
to sweep away the basis of historical 
Christianity. This power waajp rem­
ised the disciples by Jesus, as we find 
in the sixteenth chapter of Mark, jit

quent history attoeto. It was essen­
tial to their aaccese in Che work of 
praschfng and foundation-laying. As 
the miracles wrought by our Lord at­
tested his divinity, even eo the mir­
acles performed by the dieci plea at­
tested the divinity of their mission. 
They were revelations of an attend­
ant spirit, of the indwelling of spirit­
ual power. They were their creden­
tials as God-appointed ministers of a 
new, a spiritual, religion. When, 
however, the gospel wou multiplied 
victories, thus evincing its power—

thia not in any arbitrary manner, 
not by {ignoring th* freedom of Um 
will, bat acoording to th* law* of hi* 
own gracious M»nomy.

Thia l*»d* th* way to th* inquiry, 
How does th* Spirit sanetify ? What 
mean* are uaed? Primarily and 
principally, we .answer, by th* word 

I of truth. Jesu* prayed concerning 
i th* disciple*: “Sanctify them through 

thy truth ; thy word is truth." We 
: do not believe that any man can be 

sanctified by or through error. The 
. fact that he is sincere and conscien­

tious doe* not relieve the matter. A 
man may, in his ignorance, take poi­
son into his stomach instead of life- 
sustaining food. His ignorance doe* 
not prevent the poison from doing ita 
deadly work. Taking error and 
building it into the spiritual struc­
ture, will dwarf and render imper­
fect the spiritual life. Truth, on the 
other hand, will cause the Christian 
to grow and assume* full neat of spir­
itual rotundity.

And this reveals the importance of 
having for ourselves a deep and inti­
mate acquaintance with tbe Word of 
God. The Spirit can not bl*** to 
man's spiritual good that of which 
h* ia ignorant. It ia through the 
neutral that the spiritual is reached, 
even as it is through tbe medium of 
the physical organs that tbe mental 
is raached and impressed. The mind 
must be first enlightened by the

gospel Hence th* miracle was no 
longer necessary ; another question 
that has, to a certain extent, engaged 
the thought of tbe curious, is as to 
the mode whereby the Spirit com 
municate* himself. In the physical 
world we know that God somehow 
communicates life to the grasses and 
tbe flowers, tbe grains in the Jfield 
and the trees of tbe wood. We can 
not tell how. Life eludes our search 
and our analysis. We know that it 
gives us a grand array of lovely and 
fragrant flowers, and rich harvests of 
fruit that hang in ruseet splendor 
from the boughs in autumn time, or 
of grains that undulate in golden bil­
low*, like waves of the sea. And 
there our knowledge end*. We 
know that language, enshrining 
thought, when addressed to the ear, 
or when traced on paper for the eye, 
somehow impresses the thought upon 
the brain. Reason in regard to this

bow; the tact we accept without be 
ing able to give a solution. Even 
thus the Spirit enters, influencing 
tbe mind, transforming the moral 
nature, purifying the affections; how, 
we can not tell. The fact we accept, 
because it is a fact of history and of 
experience; the solation we pass by. 
When infidelity informs us how life 
enter* and expands the flower, then 
we shall say how the Spirit enters, 
working life within.

But now about the Spirit as a sanc­
tifier. When we speak of tbe sancti­
fication of Christians, we do not 
mean, in this article, their separation 
from the world and their ^consecra­
tion to a holy use. We mean growth 
in grace, progress in holiness; and 
here the Spirit is ever present as the 
agent, in the material world, God 
is ever present, guiding, controlling, 
sustaining. It is a false notion, un­
worthy any rational intelligence, 
that God has wound up the universe 
a* a great clock; that he has implant­
ed a life-germ in the ssed ; ordained 
law* of motion and of growth, then 
that he retire* within the paviliion of 
hi* own glory, leaving all things to 
work out their own destiny. No, 
God is everywhere, and always pres­
ent. Wind* blow, storms rage, grand 
oataclyomio forces surge and battle, 
and flower* develop their wondrous 
beauty under hi* immediate super­
vision. Nor does he implant the 
germ of graoe in the soul, and then

spiritu*! life and necessities. If * 
m*n ia ignorant of th* inspired diroo- 
tion* a* to ths proper u*« of hi* time 
or hi* money, *■ to the duty of prayer 
and the need of personal purity, it i* 
evident that these groat truth* can 
never be sanctified to hie spiritual 
good. ,

And right here we detect the so 
cret of the loose, limp, one-sided and 
unfbroeful ebarseter that many * 
Christian possesses. Whereas he 
ought to be strong, he i* weak. 
Wherosis he should be out in the 
army fighting battles and winning 
victories for the King, he is carried 
in the arms or dandled in tbe lap of 
tbe churob. Wherosa he ought to 
be separate from tb* world, “holy in 
all manner of conversation,” he is 
spending much of hit time and 
money in theater*, ball-rooms, or the 
race course, because, forsooth, he sees 
no barm in it I We need a revival 
of the study of the Bible, eo that our 
Christian life may be squared by its 
teachings, and that our character 
may develop a beautiful and harmo­
nious symmetry.

Then, too, if we are to be sancti­
fied by the Spirit, and led up to 
higher planes of life, we must be 
loyal to the teachings and influences 
of the Spirit. Lt is vain that we 
prty for larger and richer measures 
of spiritu*! influence, while we fail to 
use the measure of the Spirit al 
ready given. There is such a thing 
os quenching the Spirit, even by 
Christians. Hence tbe apostolic in 
junction, “Quench not the Holy 
Spirit whereby ye are sealed until 
the day of redemption." Tbe phrase, 
“ye are sealed,” limits it in this in 
itanoo to Christians. When we do 
those things that we know to be 
wrong, or those of doubtful cbarac 
ter, for which a healthy conscience 
chides us, we grieve the Spirit and

If we would grow, develop, become 
strong as Christians, wo must w»tob 
carefully the first “mo. io ns of sin " 
in tbe flush, and arrest the tendency ; 
we must crucify the old man with 
his deeds , we must ever heed and 
obey tbe Spirit of God. Then we 
shall, indeed, ri»e above th* world 
and bo changed from glory to glory, 
as by the Spirit of the Lord.
