and he does not forget.
This aln of gambling is one of the 

chief dangers which beaotyoung men 
in our cities—Mangers which make us 
sometimes feel that it would bo well 
if we had no cities at all. And I beir 
each ot you, especially those who 
have not tong been in a city, to keep 
youraalvoa from thia sin. Resist tbe 
beginnings of evil, and join in noth­
ing where a wager is involved. There 
is great need of care in this eity, 
where there are 17 regular faro aod 
kono banks, M poker rooms. 2 pool 
rooms, 3 “ bucket shops,” 14 lottery 
offices —Kentucky and Louisiana are 
the only States that tolerate lotteries 
—and more than 200 outside profes­
sional gamblers on our streets, who 
devote their time to seducing and 
fleecing their victims. In all drink­
ing saloons gambling is carried on, 
and there are 759 of these licensed in 
this city, and how many unlicensed 
I do not know. Of oonree there is 
much gambling carried on secretly, 
and so not included in this enumera 
tion. And besides, Louisville ie the 
asylum for all tbe gamblers in the 
country. When 8'. Louis, Cincinnati, 
Memphis, Nashville and other cities 
make it uncomfortable for them they 
have only to come to Louisville to 
find a secure retreat where they can 
ply tooir vile trade without fear of 
molestation. You sec every ' ow and 
than that the police have raided and 
broken up gambling dens in other 
cities, but you never hear of such a 
thing happening in Louisville. This 
is not tbefaultof the police, however, 
for they are forbidden to interfere in 
such affaire, and they have no author 
ity. All punishment for gambling 
is controlled by the Circuit Court, 
aod it haa been tho regular custom 
for tbe Governor to pardon all gam 
olers who were arraigned. By law 
there ia a fine of S5U(r attached to 
gambling, but too gamblers were not 
asked to pay more than tbe costs of 
tbe prosecution. They would con­
fess guilt and appeal to tbe Governor 
and invariably were pardoned Some 
time ago a vigorous and efficient pub- 
licservantsecured indictment^against 
all the lottery shop* in town, bm 
when the cases came up tor trial he 
waemmased to find that all the guilty 
ones bad been pardoned, and par 
doned in advance. Aod so anxious 
waa the (Governor that this darling 
ton sbou Id not Oe intetoared with that 
be actually sent one more pardon 
than t lore were indictments. When 
our highest officials thus thwart the 
law and connive al wickedness is it 
any wonder that vice is arrogant and 
haughty among us? It has been 
claimed that our present. Governor 
will not pardon the gamblers, but 
will make them submit to low like 
other cilizjns. What bo will do re­
mains to bo seen, and 1 pray God to 
give him strength to do bis duty in 
suppressing thia great and growing 
evil. So fur from the force of our 
State Government being against 
gambling, it has boon on exactly the 
opposite side. Tho gamblers have 
been a privileged class among ns. 
Tbe rest of us have to keep tho law, 
but not so thoy. They trample on 
tbe law with impunity, and if an out 
raged public sentiment at any time 
brought them to trial, the Governor 
was prompt to pardon them. Those 
'acts are not only true, but notorious. 
How do you like them ?

The man who for pay would go 
and poison our oily reservoir and in­
fect our people would bo declared t 
monster of iniquity. Think you any 
Government would be found to par­
don him? And yet that would in­
jure only tbo bodies of men, while 
gambling destroys their souls. In­
finitely Better is it to poison tbe 
water people drink than to poison tho 
'ountuins ot moral influence of which 
immor al souls must drink and to do 
so for the sake of making money.

B ’Bides its sin toward God and 
man there is no real enjoyment in 
gambling. As you comeat midnight 
or after out of a gambling den. fever­
ish and excited, it would boa farce to 
call you a happy man, even though 
you were a winning ono. Tbe ex­
citement is inevitably followed by a 
reaction and so a stimulant is used 
and thus drinking almost invariably 
accompanies gambling. Nor is this 
all There is said do be “ honor 
among thieves,” and there may be, 
but in this sin of gambling,the temp­
tation which arises from tho desire 
io win loads to marked cards and 
loaded dioe and all sorts of devices 
for cheating. And how often does 
gambling lead to drawn pistols and ig­
nominious death. In gaming dons is 
the place to meot those whose com­
panionship is neither elevating nor 
ennobling. Here you will find men 
who are intemperate and licentious, 
who make light of religion and who 
sneer at the honor of man and the 
virtue of woman. Do' not think that 
you oaa escape the evil effects of 
such vile association. It in forever 
true “evil company doth corrupt 
good manners." Boon you will be­

Do you wonder that 
Christ should have devoted more of 
hie preaching to oombatting thia ein 
than all otners?

There io light enough in all men’s 
hearts to make them readily aaeent 
to these two propositions. First, it 
is far worse to corrupt a soul than to 
maim a body, and, second, to injure 
a soul in order to make money by it, 
is the depth of baseness. And now, 
keeping firmly fixed in our minds 
these two truths, which no one will 
**y,*us consider the sin of gam 
Wing, for gambling is one of the worn 
forms of covetousness. It is desiring 
to obtain our neighbor's possessions 
without rendering an equivalent. It 
is a violation of botb tins Eighth and 
Tenth commandments— “ Thou shall 
not steal,” “Thou shall not covec" 
Bet since the quaai-consent of the 
losing party is urged as an argument 
why gambling should not be regarded 
aa a violation of the Eighth com 
mandment, I will apeak of it as a 
violation of the Tenth. That it does 
vio'ate the command “ Thou shall not 
oovet,” I believe, has never been de 
nied. It is plain that if a man did 
not covst hia neighbor's property be 
would not gamble to get it. But let 
me say ia passing that the effort to 
prove that gambling is not ooe form 
of theft, is just like the effort to sho v 
that dueling ia not murdrr; for in 
dueling each party consents to be 
shot at. The- plea ie vain in bmh 
cases. A man does not freely consent 
to give up his money. If -e know 
he would l*e every time be would 
aot play. He playa to win, not <> 
lose. Toe essence of theft is in tak 
iag what belongs to others without 
rendering a fair equival >nt, end as 
for the consent of the loser, gambling 
isos the same foaling ns dueling.

But dueling requires courage. a 
virtue in itself worthy of admire 
lion, even though shown in an evil 
cause. Toere is no bravery in gam 
bling. Teen, too, dueharenot fought 
io make money, while gambling is 
aiways for this purpose. Ilia possi­
ble, therefore, to have some respect 
tor dueling, though wo can not ro- 
xpect gambling. . Observe, I am not 
tkIVfig aboil gamblers, but about 
gambling. I am not denouncing 
men, but sin. I would, if 1 could, 
save all men from tbo terrible gnilt 
and awful consequences of this sin. 
And, besides, dueling is rare oven in 
the life of a duelist. Seldom does 
one engage in more than twoor three 
duels in a life-time, while gambling 
is a frequent sin, a babit of sin, exer­
cis’d again and again and agam

Even the highwayman can pleat 
aa an excuse the consent of hie victim, 
for the choice was given, ‘ your 
money or your life,” and tbo man 
consented to part with bis money. 
Tno highwayman risks bls life in bis 
pursuit Of gain ; be must lace the din­
ger of death at the hands of tbo 
traveler or of the law, and this cour­
age, while it does not in tbe least ex 
case the sin, doos prevenl its being 
utterly contemptible. Gambling la 
injuring a man's soul for the sake of 
getting money. If I break into a 
man's house to rob him I do not barm 
his character; but it 1 gamble with 
nim I corrupt bis soul, and that, too, 
in order to make money in a safe and 
cowardly way. If we must sin, let 
us injure our own souls and not the 
souls of others, so that at the last day 
we can say at least, “ We have 
violated thy law and ruined our own 
souls, but wo have never done tbe 
devil’s work of ruining the souls ,of 
others." And it will be more toler­
able for us in tbe day of judgment 
than for tboie who have sold them­
selves to the fiend’s work of corrupt­
ing olbera *

Even if this world were all, and gam 
ing neither injured nor wronged oth­
ers, still it would be tbe height of folly 
to engage in it. It destroys a man's 
contentment and ease, his happiness 
and serenity. It injures grievously 
the whole tone of his mental and 
spiritual nature. Tno exultation he 
feels and bis triumph io success are 
as different from happiness aa a fever 
beat is from the glow of health. Tbo 
gambler, no matter what form of that 
vice be indulges in, keeps his mind in 
just such a state aa an ague-plagued 
body. Tbe chill of fear and uncor 
tainty and the fever of excitement 
and triumph alternate and destroy all 
peace and happiness, just as surely as 
chills and lever undermine health. 
Aside, therefore, from the sin of gam­
bling, every one who cares for his 
own peace and. enjoyment should 
avoid it. Are men who gamble, as a 
rule, sunny-hearted and happy men, 
and are they happy in propoH On to 
tbe extent of their gambling? And 
beyond this feverish anxiety of mind 
there ia tbe eting of conscience, which 
will not be wholly drugged into quiet, 
for God sees tbe breaking of J»i> law 

come Ilka them, even to the extent, 
percbesee, of doing the devil's work 
of enticing others into ein. And do 
dot imagine that yon will be happy 
in life. A'look at the feoes of 
th® Rfk who surround a gaming ta 
hle lifinough to oonvinoe one t»at 
th«*v not happy.

It isj claimed aa mi element of 
om’lit to this city ^at tbe lowest 
forma of gambling are not raoticed 

ore. and that the Louisville article 
is eomianitively respectable. Grant 
this to tal true, but the more's the 
pity. Toe more rrsp»ciable sin is the 
more dangerous it becomes. The 
lower forms of gambling would not 
take bold of the better classes of 
young-men, while respectable vice al« 
Iutm them. The vilest dens they 
would, worn to ente^but elegant sin 
they mb in danger of taking to their 
hearts. It is always tbe thin edge ol 
the wedge which ie to be dreaded. 
I would entreat yon, my young 
friends, do not make a beginning m 
this sin. When your fellow clerk 
arks you to go with him of nights to 
be with some < nice fellows” and on 
joy a game, do not go. Set your face 
like a |int against it. This is the be­
ginning of evil. Here is the thin 
edge of the wedge, and rrsietaooe is 
easier there tbao anywhere else 
Pray, what is your common sense 
given you for if not to see where dan­
ger begins? “The prudent man 
foreseeth tbe evil and bideth himself 
but tbs simple pass on and are pun­
ished." W bat is the strength of your 
manhood for if not to resist tempta 
tion ? If you have already been 
gambling, do you think you are any 
the better for it? Wbat is there in 
the feverish anxiety and excitement 
that you should give in exchange for 
it praoe and joy here and, alas I it 
may bo, your eternal welfare?

L The form of gambling which is 
ruining tbe young noblemon of 
England more rapidly than ever a 
class, reared with such advantages, 
were rained before, ie betting on 
horse-races. This has one advantage, 
however, in tba1 it sweeps away a 
man's estate with greater rapidity, so 
tbe gambler on horse races may be 
so fortunate as to be left penniless bo 
fore the babit nas fastened on him 
beyond the power of shaking it nff. 
Tho young British nobleman ha- 
grown up with the paralysis ot in- 
haritm^wealth upon bioenergies, and 
horde-racing sweeps his property rap 
idly away and loaveanira helplew 
to depend on the charity of female 
relatives or to blow out his brains 
and fill the disgraced and cowardly 
grave of a suicide. But betting on 
horse-races ie not gambling in the 
eye of our State laws. It ie excepted 
on tbe silly and pitiful plea that with­
out such betting it would be imprac 
tible to raise fine horses, while lotter­
ies are now expressly sustained by 
Inw, and on well nigh every loading 
street uro shops whurb servant girls, 
workmen and even children lose 
their money and gain a taste for gam 
bling.

But tbe worst—I say it deliberately 
—tho worst because tho most dan 
gerous, of all forms of gambling at 
the present day is speculating in 
margins. This is tbo business seen 
in full bloom in tho " bucket shops, " 
aa thoy are called. 1 thunk God a 
bill has been introduced in our Leg­
islature to suppress thorn, and I bum 
biy pray tho bill may become a law. 
may be inforced after it is a law. For, 
though 1 am in- no sense a politi- 
cian, 1 am in every sense a citizen, 
and as such declare'that if our pres 
ent Legislature will add to tboir bills 
against vile literature and against 
“ backet shops," another against lot­
teries, and then seo that the laws 
against gambling are intorced they 
will earn the gratitude of all lovers 
of righteousness and of all who care 
for tho rising generation.

Speculation is worse than gaming, 
because the strain of caro and anxiety 
is more continuous, and therefore 
more severe. When tho game is over 
and tbo raco is ended, tbe toneion is 
relaxed, white tbo game of the specu­
lator goes on. Often for months to­
gether, his mind is not free from tbo 
strain and tho excitement. Sleeps 
goes from him, and tbe doctors say 
over bis shattered constitution, “ nor 
vous prostration." In those wild 
days, the strain of legitimate businest 
often deprives a mao ot all leisure, 
all freedom, all simple and whole­
some joys, and breaks down all ex 
oept the strongest constitutions, 
but far worse is tho added fever of 
speculation.

You ire a loading business man 
and. would scorn to enter a gambling 
bell, therefore your example does not 
lead your clerk to gaming. But you 
■peculate in margins and make money, 
and you t’«us assert to young men 
that thia b all right. A clerk is led 
to follow your example. He invests 
bis little all and loses—if not the first 
time, then very soon. Tbe fever is 
upon him. Ho sees a “ euro thing" 
and has not tbo money needed, so he

“ borrows " secretly from his employ 
er—loses—“borrows" more in bis 
desperation, and still loses. He nevec 
meant to steal—01 no. He simply 
intended to “ borrow” tbe money till 
he got his “sure thing” and then re 
place it It io tho old otory, so aod 
and so common. These embezzle­
ments and defaaltings from 8ta<e 
treasurers and bank cashiers down, 
are, in nearly every case, brought 
about by this sort of gambling. The 
same is true of moot of the dishonest 
failures in business. It does not be 
come true men to sow seed which 
will bring forth such a harvest ot 
sin.

“ Thou shait not covet.” To desire 
to get rometbing for nothing io the 
very quintessence of distanneMy. 
Gambling ia booed upon thio derive, 

।and therefore is dishonest. But there 
are men who pride themselves on 
their honesty who yet gamble. Such 
men are wheedled by Satan into 
committing tbe very rin they moot 
scorn; and however proof they may 
be against other forms of dishonesty, 
they yield to temptation here. There 
can be no doubt that men gamble in 
order to win, for no man likes to lose. 
To win mrans to get something for 
nothing. To desire this is the center 
and circumferenoe of dishonesty; 
therefore gambling is dishonest. II 
you have not heretofore regarded it 
so I beg that you earnesiiy consider 
tbe subject. Then, too, the teste for 
gambling is entirely consistent with 
the basest vioes that can stain char­
acter. I do not say. far be it from 
me to say, that all who gamble are 
vile, bad men. Wbat I say, '■ that 
the relish for gambling ean consist 
with the greatest vileness. No man 
ever gets too bad to be ion 1 of gamb 
linx. Religious exercises, good so- 
oiely, fine art, science, philosophy, 
good literatur —men do not retain a 
teste for teese when they descend to 
the depths of vice; bnt it is impossible 
for one to get so low as to losi all 
relish for gambling. Nay, so far as 
my observation gose, the lower a man 
sinks in the moral scale the sir -n er 
becomes bis passion for gambling. Is 
no' this tree? Then shall men of 
character and position give counte­
nance to this rin, and by their ox 
ample make it respectable? God for 
bid!

“Thou shall not covet." The 
temptations to violate this command 
are many snd subt'e. Even churches 
are fonud that have r«ffl >s—alas! 
Ono day at oiir Exposition a man 
asked me to tike a chance for some 
glass jwork. On my saying that *1 
was Wrong to gamble, bo replied: 
“ Why I'vo ratli d at churches." 
Alas, that tho statement was true! 
Hero is tbo thinnest edge of this gam 
bling wedge, and toorefore the most 
dangerous. It is worse snd more 
undermining to character to ralfio in 
tho name of religion or of charity 
than to bet on a horserace. Tbo 
apparent sanction of tbe church loads 
many to gamble in this way who 
could not have been induced to gam 
ble in any other way. This edge of 
the wedge is so thin as to bo able to 
enter where other edges could not go. 
Therefore I hesitate not to say 1 
would rather wicked mon would opop 
a faro bank than that good people 
should have a ratHo. The effect upon 
public morals Would bo loss damag­
ing

This gambling Spirit can be seen 
in all directions. It is in tbo very air 
we breathe in this money-loving gen­
eration. Wo need constant prayor 
and watchfulness to be saved from 
tho love of money, which is “a root 
of every sort of evil," and of none 
moro dangerous or deadly than this 
of desiring to win from our neighbor 
by skill or canning that wh'oh wu 
have not earned by honest labor of 
hand or of brain. Ho who cherishes 
this desire becomes rest loss and un­
willing to submit to tho restraints of 
legitimate business. It takes too 
long to get riob in lawfnl Ways, and 
so unlawful pnes are adopted. Thus 
souls are rained and characters are 
wrecked all aroand us, snd mon arc 
educated for perdition, Il in infinite 
wisdom that declares “He who 
haeteth to be rich hath an evil eye, 
and, considereth not that poverty 
shall oomo upon him." “ Ho that 
maketb baste to t)s rich shall not be 
innocent, but a faithful man shall 
abound with blessings.”

A HaMMOoeaae.

X. Country churches havs lees ed­
ucational ad vantage*. Tbs common 
school system Is much mor* effective 
in the city. The common schools 
yield to all tbe young the opportunity 
for a good education. In the country 
(in the South, at least) tbe common 
school system amounts almost to 
nothing.

But the apostle, in 
his letter to tbe Coloesians (2:16, 17), 
goes for those false teachers, and ex­
horts tbe brethren not to be carried 
away with them: “ Let no man,
therefore, judge you in meat, or in 
drink, or in respect of any holy day, 
or of the new moon, or of tbe sab­
bath days, which are a shadow ol 
things to come: but tbe body is of 
Christ.’’ The sense is, that none of । 
the disciples of Christ should submit 
to the yoke these Jewish and pre- < 
tended Christian teachers would fay 
upon them, nor to be terrified by 
their anathema* against them,,for 
they are not punishable for tbe non- 
observance ot those things, but rather 
praiseworthy, as Cnrist is tbo end < 
and the fulfilling of them. So, many of । 
of tbe Gentile Christians loved to keep < 
in memory their old stylo of worship 1 
only.Cbristianixe them; and as they I 
used to observe, keep, and dedicate 
the fovtb month (answering to our | 
April) in honor of the goddess of I 
Spring, called Eostro or Ostara, they i 
hungered to have somethibg in tbo i 
place of it. Very readily, therefore, i 
they would keep a feast in that 1 
month, especially if named after the < 
idol Eostre; and the false teachers '

which ordained that ft uhouid alwaya 
be kept on Sunday. But even thia 
produced no amull difficulty. Ignor­
ing tbe Jewiah odJoulation haepinf 
tbe Paaaover, they found not e few 
en^barraeamant* in their way to aa- 
certain what Sunday Id April It to be 
kept; hence theyleft.it to Alexan­
dria, tbe home of astronomical »ci- 
eno*; to calculate what Sunday ia to 
bo kept, which the biabpp of that tee 
waa to announce annually to the 
ohurohee under hia juriediction; and 
to tbe Biabop of Rome, by whom it 
wae communicated to the Wee tern 
church.

Thia even did not work well. At 
leal they decided to keep tbe firat 
Sunday in April following tbe full 
moon after tbe eun had oroaaed tbe 
equinoctial line.

Scott, in his comments on t&eee paaa 
ages, says : “ The beat illustration of 
the absurd conduct which tbe apostle 
oacribee to tbe Galatians may bp 
foind n tbe church of Rome, in 
which the worship of eainta and an­
gels succeeded to that oi tbe inferior 
deitiee; the superstitious and often 
licentious festivals multiplied among 
them, to those which bad been used 
in Pagan Rome.

In their notes, accompanying a re 
centiy published edition of the now 
somowbat famous “ Teachings of the 
Apostle*,” Profs. Hitchcock and 
Brown, of Union Theological Semin­
ary, New York, have somewhat to 
say in regard-to tbe matter of bap­
tism We have profound respect for 
any man’s religious opinions, honestly 
believed and fairly contended for, no 
matter how widely these may differ 
from our owp; but when theological 
tesc here and Bible interpreters, for the 
a ike of trying to cany their point 
enter upon the work of garbling troth 
and ^oppressing facts of history, wo 
most readily confess that we have lit­
tle use for them. In illustrating a 
“ point" they refer to a veryjmoient 
p cture that is supposed to settle the 
question. Wo will suffer them to 
speak for themselves: “A picture 
in the catacomb of 3L Caliztus dat 
ing from about the year 200 A. D., 
represent* a youth standing ankle 
deep in water, and receiving baptism 
by the pouring of water on bis head." 
“Thulaa^," they go on to eay, “i* 
now the Syrian mode of baptism, and 
probably always ha* been.” Just bow 
religions teachers can indulge in such 
reckless statement as this, is a mat­

very clear. The picture referred to, 
au far from representing the youth 
as standing in the water “to hi* ank­
le*" and haring “ water poured upon 
his bead,” .opreaenta him in the 
water to the tiigha, and tbe hand of 
the administrator is seen resting 
npon tbe youth’s head, while the 
baptismal waters are ponring off him. 
There is nothing either to warrant 
tbe statement and the belief that thi* 
picture dates back to 200 after Christ. 
But that matters not. It is eloquent 
in its teaching of tbe Baptist faith 
as to the action of baptism. Bnt, 
now, a question or two: If theee 
D. D'a believe as they say that pour­
ing “ probably always ba* been” the 
mode of baptism, why do they not 
practice that—that only ? They are 
either dishonest in such statement, or 
flagrantly inconsistent—nay, wicked 
—in not practicing as they believe.

In counsel a* a valued and trusted 
friend. He is to calmly survey tbe 
field and aijunt, in counsel with hie 
brethren, methods of work adapted 
to that field, then direct the brethren 
and sisters in the accomplishment of 
tbit work. It is not enough that a 
man or woman is converted. Tney 
are to be developed. Their charac­
ter is to be perfected. It is not 
enough tbat we individually get 
home to heaven. Tbat is a possibil­
ity glorious beyond conception ; but 
it is a grander thing to enter heaven 
with a perfected character—radiant 
with light, adorned with grace. It 
is a grand thing simply to got witbin 
the pearly gate*; but it is grander to 
have the “everlasting doors” wide 
open, and an abundant entrance be 
administered to tbe soul. It is a 
grand thing to stand before the 
throne saved, but it i* grander to 
bring sheaves gathered “ from life’s 
fair ripening grain,” and this work 
of developing and perfecting is under 
Gel, that of the pastor. “ Tbe har- 
vest of the earth is rip*,” pastoro 
must furnish tbe reapers to gather in 
the golden grain.

.Sostratus was tbe artisan, and be im- 
mortal'zed bis name by inscribing it 
upon tbe Pharos ; but it was erected 
under tho reign of Ptolemy Phils 
delphus, B. C 332, the same king 
who commanded the Septuagint or 
Old Testament to be undertaken in 
tho Hellenic versions. Tho Pharos, 
or lighthouse, was illuminated by huge 
wood-fires. Before this time mariners 
were warned at night of tbeir ap­
proach to land by coal or wood fires 
that were built on prominent head­
lands.”

Jupi­
ter was generally represented as 
seated on a throne bolding thunder- 
bolts in bis raised hands, a sceptre in 
tbe other, with an eagle pt bis feet.

225 broad, and wa. supported 
by 127 columns of Parian marble ; 
each column was GO feet high and 
each furnished by » different king. 
This temple was burned on tbe night 
of Alexander's nativity, and was 
then rebuilt. Diann was believed to 
bav^Rtlton down from heaven, and 
tbe public games were connected 
with her worship. Especially was 
tbe month of May sacred to her, and 
a large manufactory grew up at 
Ephesus of portable shrines of Diana, 
which were sold to strangers and 
c rried with them on journeys, or set 
up to worship in their bouses.”

" You have now told me about four 
of the wonders, grandpa, and if 
yon are not too tired 1 would like to 
bear about tbe rest ot them.”

THE COLOSSUS OF RHODES.
“ I am only too glad to see yon in­

terested in your studies, and will 
speak ot tbe Colossus of Rhodes. This 
was a gigantic brass statue of Apollo, 
or the sun-god. It rested on moles 
on each side of tbe beautiful harbor 
of Rhodes, and vessels passed between 
its brazen legs. It was over one hun­
dred feet in height, and there were 
winding stairs by which it was as­
cended. The statue held in one hand 
a light for tbe direction ot mariners, 
and it was completed 280 years before 
Christ It was thrown down, pre­
sumably by an earthquake, and nev­
er rebuilt; but fragments of tbe 
statue remained nine hundred years. 
At length a Jewish merchant bought 
the brass and loaded 000 camels witkr

“The value of the brass was esti 
mated at S15O,(>00. At the present 
time the hrfrbor of Rhodes is nearly 
spoiled, and the island has many 
times suffered severely from earth­
quakes."

THB MAU8OLBUM.

“ Do you know, my son, what the 
word mausoleum came from ?"

!‘ I don't know that 1 do,” replied

“ Well, Maufolue was king >of Ca 
ria, and after hie death, his widow, 
Artemisia, erected a magnificent 
tomb to his memory. Indeed, it 
was so wonderful and surpassed all 
other structures to much in its ap­
pearance and grandeur, that tbe 
name Mausoleum t ame to be the ge­
neric term for a costly tomb. It re­
mained islanding for a number of 
centuries, and tnen was destroyed by 
an earthquake In 1404 tbe Kpighta 
of Rhodes built a castle froth frag­
ments of tho mausileum, and as late 
as 1856, Mr. Newton, under the au 
apices ot tbe English government, 
found tbe site of the ancient tomb, 
and the fundamental outlines of the 
building. According to tradition, 
Artemisia mingled the ashes of Man- 
solus with her wine and died of 
grief.”

THB PYRAMIDS.
“ There is but one more wonder, 

granepa, to tell me about, and 4 know 
that must be the Pyramids, tor our 
teacher said that they were the moat 
marvelous of the 'seven wonders,’ 
and you have not spoken ot them 
yet.”

This statue was erected 
between B C. 438 and 432, and in A. D.
