Bro. Arvin declined acting an 
Chairman of tbe Committee on Ar 
rmgemente, and on motion of Dr. J. 
S. Coleman, Rev. E. N. Dicken was 
appointed to take his place.

Tho subject treated in tbe essay 
being open for discussion, Dr. J. B 
Solomon wanted tbe essayist to ex 
plain the language of Paul when ho 
'ays that the beatben are a law unto 
themselves when they do the things 
required in the divine law. All na 
lions, however degraded, have some 
ideM of- right and wrong, and they" 
■bide by their convictions. He 
thought, looking al tbe philosophy of 
tho thing, that certain passages that 
have been used to prove tbe doctrine 
of depravity have been misnnder 
stood. He does not believe that the 
Lord is insincere in bis invitations 
when be call* all men to turn unto 
him and believe.

Rev. B F. Hungerford, of Shelby­
ville, thought that tbe iMt speaker 
bad introduced an unfortunate illas- 
tration, in the case of a thief, to dis 
prove tbe doctrine of depravity. It 
~as certainly tbe depravity in the 
man that made him attempt to steal. 
He thought there must be some me­
dium view of this doctrine of deprav 
ily. Man is a religious animal; he 
must worship something. The im­
pulse among the heathen to worship 
doM aot grow out of their depravity, 
but out of their religious nature. 
Man bM by necessity to worship 
something. He did not subscribe to 
tbe doctrine of total depravity as it 
has been defined by tbe theologian*. 
He could no', subscribe to tbe idea 
that there is nothing good in man.

Dr. W. W. Gardner, of Bardstown, 
thought that tbe difference of opin­
ion was due to a want of proper defi­
nition*. What do we moan by de­
pravity? Not that man is m bad as

Rev. J. M. Peay. How muoh is 
man depraved? To wbat extent? 
Doee the Lord accept tbeir goodneM? 
He thought man is totally depraved. 
Evil men wax worse and worts in 
thdir live* Tbe hMthen to whom 
Paul preached in Ephesus rejected 
the God whom be preached. You 
may drop an active poison into a 
glass of water, soon it will poison 
every particle. That illMtrate* tbe 
sense in which we think man is de­
praved

Rev. L. H. Salin would speak m 
one who bad been a Jew. He bad 
depended upon rites and ceremonies, 
but ho bad no convictions for sin, no 
just idea of tbe way of salvation. Tbe 
sinner is dead. If be has any life, 
then he is not dead Depravity is 
that which separatee us entirely from 
God. He gives Cbrist all tbe glory 
ot his salvation.

Dr. J. S. Coleman thought the 
brethren had confounded sin and de 
pravity. Man, so far as depravity is 
concerned, is just as depraved as the 
devil) just as little disposed to serve 
God. Man s not m sinful m he may 
be, tbe devil is not. Wbat is de 
pravity? Tho total absence of the 
Idve ot God. Even tho good things 
that depraved men do are prompted 
by selfishness. Tbe apostle says it is 
impossible for Jows or Gentiles to do 
things acceptable to God. If a man 
is sound on the doctrine of deprat 
ity, you will find him sound all along 
the line; it wrong here, he will be 
wrong at even- point.

Rev. J. B. Moody was in doubt as 
to wbat some Baptiste teach on the 
subject. We can not establish the 
doctrine by philosophy. Christ de­
clared that certain Pharisees were 
beautiful without, but they were like 
a sepulcher full of dead men's bones 
and all nncleannese. "When we 
were servants ot sin wo were free 
from righteousness." By God'sstand-

thing good.
Dr. Solomon Mid he did not know 

that unrenewed mon are m bad m 
the devil. The Scriptures do not so 
affirm. He bdieved that tbe whole 
nature of man is thoroughly tainted 
by sin. Mao it dead in trespaMes 
and in sin, but be is alive in trespasses 
and in sin. The depravity of the 
beatben does not unfit them for dis­
covering the moral character of God.

Rev. J. M. PeayMked Dr. Solomon 
if ho believed that there is in man 
any more love to God than there is

tbe Lord's day. The church would 
not have come together for convivi­
ality. It 4v** tb* custom of th* early 
church to come together on tbe 
Lord'* day to partake of the Lord's 
Supper. 1. Paul had preached be­
fore tbe administration of the Supper. 
2. He administered tbe Supper. In 
Aota 2:42 tbe " breaking of bread ” 
certainly refers to tbe Lord'* Sapper. 
All tbe ohurche* of that ago were of 
one faith and practice. The churches 
were aiater churches, and recognized 
a certain interdependence. May the 
day never come when the Baptists 
shall practice differently.

The subject being open for discus 
■ion, Dr. S. Baker Mid bo agreed 
with Dr. Solomon in tbe conclusion 
he reached. -He then called attention 
to tbe revised rendering in Acte 
20:7-14.

Rev. J. B. Moody thought the 
brethren bad gained tbe eMiest vic 
tory he had ever witnessed. Does 
the expreMion “breaking of bread” 
in Acte 20 neceoMrily imply the 
Lord's Supper? Tbe very word ren­
dered tho “ breaking of broad" in 
that chapter is used tn reference to a 
common mMl. John mentions the 
seven churches of Asia without mak 
ing any mention of any church at 
TroM.

Rev. E. N. Dicken waa also sur 
prised at the rapid conclusion which 
certain brethren bad oome to. He 
claims that a church has no right to 
send tbe Supper beyond its discipline. 
Discipline must come before the 
Lord's Supper.

Dr. Baker Mid he agreed entirely 
with tbe teachings of tbe esMy. It 
waa a enftom among the early disci 
plea to come together and partake ol 
a common meal. The meal wm a 
love feast and waa preliminary to the 
Lord's Supper, but being abased, it 
wm soon aet aside. Tbe fact tbst 
special attention is called to this eat 
ing is proof that it wm the Lord's 
Sapper.

Dr. Csleman Mid if communion at 
tho Lord’s table is a Christian ordin­
ance, then it depends upon Christian 
fellowship. If it is a Christian or­
dinance, then it depends upon fellow­
ship in the ebnreh. Thore is not a 
solitary invitation to tbe Lord’s Sup 
per in the Bible. It is a matter of 
duly. Member* of the church have 
a right to come, others have not.

Rev. L. H. Salin Mid that when 
tbe Lord's Supper is spoken of in tbe 
New Testament, it is always pre­
ceded by tbe definite article.

THB CHRISTIAN SABBATH.
Dr. 3. Baker read a very able and 

elaborate paper on “ The Obligations 
to Keep the Sabbath and What Day 
We Shall Keep.” . The writer first 
glanced at the origin of the Sabbath 
“ God blessed and sanctified the Sab­
bath day," set it apart or consecrated 
i. io religious uses. He had reeled 
on that day. He then traced the his- 
t >ry of the Sabbath through tbo Old 
Testament times, and then showed 
tbe Savioriof the world hot ored and 
observed the Ten Commandments , 
how he established the principle that it 
ia well to do good even on tbo S*b 
bate day. He justified himself in 
doing works of mercy on the Sab 
bath, aaying, “ My Father worketh 
hitherto and 1 work.” Ho olaiim d 
that the Son of Man was Lord even 
of the Sabbath. Tbo law of the Sab­
bath requires that one day in the 
Mven shall be observed as a day ol 
rest, but it is not settled which day in 
seven should bo observed. Whether 
it is true or not the day baa been 
changed from the seventh lo tbe first 
day of the week, it is incumbent on 
every one to keep one day in seven. 
Tbe particular day is not no impor 
tant as proportion of time. The 
day on which Jesus entered on bis 
rest is the day that will bo observed 
by his followers as their day ol . rest 
from-daily toil. That was on tbo first 
day of tbo wook. Tbo writer then 
showed from the practice ot tbe apos 
ties that the first day of tbe week was 
the day observed by tree early Chris­
tians. Tbo sumo was shown to be 
true from tbe writings of tbo early 
post-apostolic writers. The objections 
which have boon urged. against the 
ohango of the Sabbath day from the 
first to the last day of the week, wore 
then slated, met and refuted.
