in the peaceful rest of never ending - 
joys, Abraham replied to him, “ be­
tween ne and you there is a great gulf 
fixed, so that 1 can not pass to yon, 1 
nor you to me." Without Cbrist’ 
our Savior, in the divine economy of

What advantage then ie there in tbe ' 
earthly condition of the sinner over 
that of Dives in hades? Only this, 1 
that a Savior has come in the perron 1 
of Cbrist and bridged over this 1 
frightful and impassable chasm which 1 
lies between him and his God and 1 
heaven. There are three spans to ' 
this bridge—Faith, Repentance and 1

Tbo Jew demurred to tbe lew that 
placed him arbitrarily in tbo plane of 
equality outside of Chriet on a oom- 
mon looting with the worldly Gen­
tile. “ Was not Abraham, the father 
ot the faithful, my ancestor 'I ” “ Was 
I not circumcised under tbo law of

The Apostle replies: “ Faith was 
reckoned to Abraham for righteous­
ness." “ It was not reckoned in oir- 
camcision, but in unciroumcision . . 
he received tbe sign of circumcision, 
a seal of tbe righteousness oithe faith 
he hud while yet circumcised, that 
bo might be the father oi all tbe 
faithful, though they be not circum­
cised.” Circumcision, aa tbo apos­
tle argnes, bad no virtue to i xall the 
faith of Abraham which gave him 
the character of the righteous, as this 
faith was perfected long before bis 
circufncision. Abraham's faith was ' 
the model, therefore, not only of the 
godly Jew, but df all who became 
faithful to God from among tbo Gen- ' 
tiles, also.

the theater of their labors in bearing

hope. The continents of Asia, Africa 
and Surope, teeming with Gentile 
popuiationa, were the fields where 
next rich harvests of souls were 
gathered into the fold bi Christ, 
“ Bal,” as some questioning may ask, 
“ if the absolute pardon of sins and 
the promise of eternal life were only 
through Christ and never offered un­
til Christ came, how were Abraham, 
Job, Lot, and the host of righteous 
and godly mon who lived before 
Christ io bo saved from sin and to en­
joy eternal life? Pau) answers thia 
question in his letter to the Hebrews, 
9:16, “ For this cause be is the medi­
ator of the New Testament, that by 
means of death for tbe redemption of 
the .transgressions that were under 
the first Testament, they which are 
called might receive tbe promise of 
eternal inheritance." The efficiency 
of Cnrist's blood in tbe remission ot 
sins was therefore retrospective aa 
as well aa prospective. The long 
line oi pious and ^odly men who 
lived anterior to Chriet looked for­
ward tor their Redeemer ; while the 
righteous who have lived after, look 
back and behold in him who suffered 
and died bn Calvary’s cross, a com 
mon Savior. In the religion ot Moms 
and the prophets there wae no Christ 
lo bridge over tbe impassable gulf 
between the sinner and heaven—no 
terms of absolute pardon, no hope of 
eternal life assured. Tbe Jew was 
therefore, liko tbo Gentile, “out of 
Christ,” and "dead in ircapasses and 
sins."

This was tbe hardest of tbe lessons 
for tbe Jew to learn under ihe Chris­
tian dispensation. That his being of 
the lineage of Abraham, of the oir 
oumciaion, a disciple of Moses and 
the prophets and a devout worship­
er in tbo Jews'religion, should on 
title him to no bonois, privil ges or 
preferments in tbe church of Cbrist, 
was incomprehensible and humiliat­
ing to him. To bo told that he need­
ed Cbrist on the same terms and to 
the same degree as his Gentile neigh­

Therefore, in the egotism of his pride 
and exclusiveness, in the affectation 
of his superiority and prelerence, and 
in his self assorted righteousness, be 
constant!}- exalted himself above bis 
Gentile brother in the church of 
Christ, and demanded that the latter 
must be Judiazed in order that ho 
might become an orthodox and ac­
cepted worshiper in Ihe faith and 
fellowihip of the new dispensation.

FOBBIGN WORK.
The report of the Foreign Sanday 

school Association was read by Mr. 
A C. Woodruff, of Connecticut. Ho 
said ;

The Foreign Sunday-school Asso­
ciation has for its object the establish­
ment of Sundsy-sohools in foreign 
lands. Fifty ladies and, gentlemen 
from this association, all volunteers, 
are divided into four committees— 

panisb, Italian, Gorman and French. 
We keep up a system of correspond 
once. We have circulated periodicals 
in ten languages. We have had a re­
vival among tbe theological students 
of Hungary, and they have sent cir­
culars to other schools. We are ar 
ranging a Sanday-school for China. 
We want to plant a Sunday-school 
wherever there is a man or woman 
who can carry it on. The Sunday 
school, let us never forget the tack is 
a missionary organization.

THE WORK IN BUBOPB.
Pastor Paul Cook, of Franco, was 

introduced to report on tbe work in 
Europe. Ho said:

I want to deal with facts. I am a 
Frenchman reporting England to an 
American audience. In Europe wo 
don’t consider yon International. 
Wo call yoa American. 1 hope my 
presence may make you Internation­
al. 1 represent the London Sunday- 
school Union, which began eighty 
years ago. It has issued 520 new 
books, 18,800,000 copies of tracts, 
sold 1234,000 worth of books at a 
rroflt of tl3,3&P» and given away 

26 800 for benevolence. They have 
5,032 schools, 120,158 teachers, 1,- 
147,662 scholars. These are not all 
the schools in Great Britain, for they 
have 593 427 teachers and 5 200,776 
scholars. The London Union began 
work in France io 1864 They have 
missionaries in France, Germany, 
Switzerland, Norway, Sweden and 
Australia. Thsir schools in Switzer 
land number COO, in France 1,114. 
in Germany 2,880, in Sweeden 500 
and Holland 1,200. My father 
formed the third Suoday-sobool in 
Franc®. I began early, and will 
stay, if 1 live » o®“tnrY. I wm • 
teacher at 14, and a Superintendent 
at 17, and wrote my first Sunday- 
school book at 21. Many of th® 
teachers in some French schools are 
not converted. Our Union baa al 
converted teachers. I told a school

tbe teachers should b® converted, 
they resigned; the pastor said his 
school was ruined. American teach­
ers, especially young ladles, coming 
to Paris, are our beet teachers. Be 
sure to come and see us wh®n you 
visit Paris. All French children can 
read, though their parents can not. 
Many of the children hope to be 
President® of th® R®publio. On 
rainy days w® have our largest Sun 
dsy-school attendance

We have 40 mission schools in 
Paris, with 2,000 scholars. There 
are other schools, in all 108, with 
8,000 children.

BISHOP PBNICK’a BBMABKB
After tbe song, “Seeking to Save,” 

Bishop Penick, of Louisville, former 
ly Missionary Bishop to Africa, spoke 
on the work in- Africa, saying:

There ar® in Africa two hundred 
million souls who have not board ot 
th® “fountain filled with • blood.” 
They have heard of death, bat nothing 
of Jesus, Heatbenismis notan absence 
of truth, but truth sentimentalised. 
Their fables and practices show thia 
Wb at are we doing about it? It ia 
one thing to preach “tbeold, old story" 
nere, another to try to tell it there. 
Africa ie the place to study theology. 
Your Bible becomes a new book. O 
the difficulties in Africa Why, in 
one schi ol of ninety seven scholars, 
they bad twenty-one different Ian 
guagea Every twenty miles you 
find a new nation. Ah, you have 
there to do as Christ did, make the 
word flesh. God always sent a man 
with his word. There must be some 
thing more than the written word.

We now have 158,000 Sunday 
school aobolars there. When I left 
Africa borne away on a little, I had 
one desire ; that was to get Sanday- 
sohools to t ko hold of foreign mis- 
siona The Bible is made to save the 
world. There is no Christianity in 
building churches, staining glass, 
carpeting aisles, and allowing four 
fifths of the world to perish. Con­
sider tbe claims of tbe 20l>,000,000 
children in Africa who to night can 
not say, “ Onr Father." God give 
you all grace to help you.

After prayer by Rev. Harlan K.

The birch is first sawed into sticks 
four or five feet long and seven-eights 
of an inch lo throe inches square, ac­
cording to the size of the spool to be 
produced. These sticks are thor­
oughly seasoned. They are sawed 
into short blocks, and the blocks are 
dried in a hot sir kiln. At tbe time 
they are sawed a hole is bored 
through them. Ohs whirl of the 
little block against tbe sharp knives, 
shaped by a pattern, makes tbe spool, 
at tbe rate of one per second. A small 
boy feeds tbe spool machine, simply 
placing tbe blocks io a spout and 
throwing out tbe knotty or defective 
stock. The machine is automatic, 
but can not do the sorting. The 
spools are revolved rapidly in drums, 
and polish themselves. For some 
purposes they are dyed yellow, rod 
or black. They are made in thou 
sands of shapes and sizes. When one 
sees on a spool of thread " 100 yards" 
or “ 200 yards,” those words do not 
signify that tbe thread has been 
measured, but that the spool bus been 
gauged and is supposed to contain so 
much thread. When a silk or linen 
or ootten firm wants a spool made, it 
sends a pattern to the spool maker. 
This pattern gives ths size and shape 
of tbo barrel and the bead and bevel. 
These patterns determine the amount 
of thread that tbe spool will hold. 
One Maine factory turns out 100,000 
gross of spools per day, and consumes 
2,500 cord of birch annually.

When Gen. Charles Gordon— 
“Chinese Gordon was installed 
Governor General of the Soudan, 
whither he has now gone again to 
rescue tbo country from tbo Falco 
Prophet, in 1877, be was expected to 
make a speech at tbe end of tbe im­
posing ceremony. He eimply said—

“ With tbe help of God 1 will bold 
the balance level."

This speech delighted tbe people 
more than if he had spoken for half 
an hour. Gordon kept bis word. 
During the years that be governed 
in tbe Soudan, and kept bis eye on 
Abyssinia, ho “ held the balance lev­
el " so well that at the end of his ad­
ministration he could sum up tbe re­
sults of his labors in this brief and 
truthful senU-nce—

“ I have cut off the slave-dealers in 
their stronghold*, snd I have made 
the people love me.”

In all Gordon's wondor'ul career 
there is nolhing more striking than 
his deep and earnest piety. His re­
ligion is of tbe most practical kind. 
It has sustained him in difficulties 
that would bavo appalled other men. 
When treachery has boon all about 
him, when b:s own officers were plot 
ting against bim, when bo bas boon 
left with but a handful ot soldiers to 
copo with immense armies as well- 
disciplined as his own, ho never fal 
tered or feared what the result 
would be.

Possossod of rare personal courage, 
ho bas always gone into the thickest 
of every fight, armed with nothing 
bet a small cano, which bis soldiers 
in China used to call Gordon's 
“ magic wand of victory."

For six years after bis groat 
achievements in China he was com- 
manding-onginoor for the construct­
ion of the defences of the River 
Thames, at Gravesend. There his 
piety took the form of tbe most liber­
al charity and benevolence. It is 
written of him that “ hie bouse win 
school, hospital and almshouse in 
turn.” Boys without number were 
rescued from the streets and the gut 
ter, fed, cleaned, clothed and in­
structed, until 'Gordon oould gat 
them employed.

He called those boys bis “ kings." 
He followed thoir wanderings, and 
stuck pins in a map of tbe world 
that hung over his mantel-piece, to 
indicate where they were, and 
moved tbo pins from point to point 
Daily, too, ho prayed for these 
youngsters as they went over the

But Gordon is s soldier and devot­
ed to bis profession. With all his 
piety and love of man, be can be 
stern and oven summary in his 
methods. Ho bad groat troubles in 
the Soudan from tbe wizards. Many 
times be was in great peril from tbs 
natives led by those religious fans

On one occasion he was loft 
with but thirty men against a groat 
horde of barbarians.

The rooms were 
largo and lofty, but uncarpeted, with 
floors covered with nothing belter 
than rushes.

The furniture was scanty, indi­
cating little taste in style or execu­
tion, and tbo groat rooms looked 
bare and cheerless. The homes of 
New England mechanics to-day are 
far more comfortable than the palace 
of the great English Queen.

Yet they did a great deal of work 
in those days of rude living. It was 
the brilliant age oi English literature 
and statesmanship.
