Yet, in my judgment, this opinion 
is untenable, even as it is ungracious. 
It is, however, a source of satisfac­
tion to me that I am persuaded very 
few who advocate it really believe it. 
Is it likely that Mr. Arnold could 
smile so serenely and talk so com­
placently about deterioration, and 
that Mis* Faithful could speak ao 
amiably and genially about shoddy 
and counterfeit, if they were thor­
oughly convinced of the all pervas­
iveness of these evil*? Hardly! Of 
coarse they do not intend to deceive; 
bat they either are self-deceived, or, 
taking ap a subject, do not think it 
important to present tbo other side. 
Like tbe fabled Dutch judge who 
would not hear tbe plea of tbe de 
fondant as it would only contuse nim 
when ne bad already decided for tbe 
plaintiff, they determine to prove 
their point and do not consider any­
thing that wonld diminish its sharp­
ness. So of many others who com­
plain that humanity is corrupt, ex­
istence a bore, and all the aims of 
life disappointing. Among them are 
to be found well dressed young 
ladies and gentlemen with an ex­
hausted air, as though the weight of 
the universe rested on them, and a* 
though the Destinies should be grate 
ful to them for consenting to exist, 
and side by side with them are other 
cynics, well-to-do jovial people, who 
seem to have a feathery place in this 
wretched world, and in spite of its 
abominations, to be determined on 
having an enjoyable time. The 
moat captious entiea of humanity, 
who denounce it as thoroughly 
worthless, are not unfrequently 
among those who are the first to ex­
tend the band of generous sympathy.

Similiar impartiality and candor 
should be exhibited in our judgment 
of human li e a* a whole. “ Who will 
show us any good” in existence? is 
the unhappy cry of self tortured 
souls. “ Man is of few days and fall 
of trouble.” declares the Scripture ; 
but we forget frequently the other 
half of the Divine philosophy, " Our 
light afflictions which endure but for 
a moment, work for us a far more ex­
ceeding, an eternal weight of glory.” 
We are in danger of overlooking th* 
relation of evil to good ; for it baa 
been decreed that it eball serve as 
tributary to progress and perfection.

Undobtedly we may perceive in 
the wrong-doing of others wbat we 
should avoid, and what must prove 
fatal to our happiness. So likewise 
may we “distil" from our losses, 
crosses, trials and temptations, 
strength to endure and overcome; 
tor strange as it may seem, vet is it 
true, that manhood only developes 
along the line of struggle and suffer­
ing? But even apart from this there 
is much genuine enjoyment in exist­
ence. Wore it not so, and were it 
not that in the majority of instances 
the happiness outweighs the .misery, 
death would be a more welcome vis­
itor than it is. We ding to life; but 
we would not do so were it the alto­
gether calamitous affair which our 
cynics say it is How abmirably and 
exquisitely are the senses ministered 
to, ho v frequently are souls exalted 
and thrilled by the harmonies of na­
ture ; and how varied the delights 
drawn from human relations, and 
from the discoveries of science and

eiear the valleys of the soul of all 
naiW dietemperaturdfiAwhich war on 
Madill, aad that io th* breath which 
shall dispense all fogs, disclosing to 
tbs despondent the ever-shining 
star nt hope.

IMn David opposes enjoyment to 
^ynddsm: “ Thou boat put gladness 
™ * heart, more than in the time 
that their corn and tbeir wine in- 
oreosed." To become a cynic one 
mask become obiivroua to the past, 
must dorget the sunny hours of child- 
bond, and the spiritual blessings of 
after years. God put gladness in our 
hearts. That is the testimony of our 
experience; why shall he*not nave 
puttied new in the heart* of tbou-

ass^pad, that be baa many ways, 
unknown to us, by which he cheers 
th* unfort nate, supports the weak, 
and delivers from sorrow the afflicted. 
Here the Psalmist contrasts soul-glad 
neaa with that which comes from oom 
and wine, and from outward prosper 
ity.i Do we not judge amiss? Do 
we not frequently identify outward 
prosperity with genuine happiness, 
Wheat in fact there is no necessary 
oonoeetion between them. Naturally 
enough we prize the former, but in­
dependent ot it the latter may be 
attained. Ite source is in God, in 
virtue, in faith. If mon would look 
more-clearly at the matter, would 
recognize the true apnngsof gladness, 
would, in other words, seek tbeir soul-

through any of thoah^mpoli tp.eo^. with verbal

We know a preacher who made 
and preached an expository sermon 
on the single word “ therefore," 
which occurs at the opening of the 
12tb chapter of the Epistle to the 
Romans: “ 1 beseech yon therefore, 
brethren, by the mercies of God, that 
ye present your bodies a living sacri­
fice, holy, acceptable onto God, 
which is your reasonable service." 
The preacher pointed out that this 
word “therefore" was intended to 
connect the doctrines (discussed in 
the eleven foregoing chapters) with 
the practical Christian duties which 
the Apostle proceeds to urge; in 
short, that it was intended to show 
the connection between doctrine and 
duty.

The notion that a long text is nec­
essary to an expository discourse has 
spoiled many a sermon, and has pre­
vented the making of many more. 
The unity, which is an important 
element of a good sermon, is not 
always easily discerned in a long 
passage of Scripture; and when such 
unity is not discerned and appropri­
ated by the preacher, he is apt to fall 
into the blunder of making hie dis 
course to consist of ‘ a running com­
mentary" upon the passage, verse 
by verso, and this, however interest 
mg it may oceaaionaily be, is scarce- 
Iv to be properly called a discourse. 
We beard a very intelligent man say 
not long ago, “ My pastor preaches 
about an boar and a quarter ; and 1 
don't think I could stand it at all if

and thatiwill serve only to distract 
the attention.

Use these authorities by all means, 
if you have access to them and have 
learned how to profit bg tkan; but don't 
forget that tbe processes by which, 
and the tool* with which you have 
wrought out your results are not 
siatters which can be expected either 
to interest, or to profit a popular 
audience. There is a vast difference 
between a professor's lecture to a 
class in theology, and a pastor’s ser­
mon to a mixed congregation, or at all 
event* than ottght to be, and this 
difference is not always sufficiently 
kept in view by tbe expository 
preacher. Expository preaching is 
apt to be like the prophet's figs—th* 
good very good, and the evil very 
evil. To people who love tbe Bible, 
a sound, racy, vigbrous, practise! ex­
position of some tbougbb-provoking . 
passa . e of Scripture is aare to be in-" 
tereating and edifying. And even to 
intelligent people who are not Chris­
tians, such preaching is almost sure 
to be acceptable, if they be capable oV 
taking an interest in any real preach­
ing.

And then there is scarcely any 
kind of knowledge a preacher can 
possess that can not be made avail­
able in expository preaching, either 
in illustrating, or in embellishing, or 
in applying the thoughts which natur­
ally grow out of bi* text. A sermon 
that i* worth ranch i* a growth, not 
a manufactured article.

More­
over tho heroism and tho benevo­
lence of our age should not be over­
looked. There never occurs an acci­
dent, a calamity, but there is brought 
into relief manly and womanly forti­
tude and e*lf sacrifice. In fires, 
oommonplaco people risk their lives 
freely for others; on the stormy At­
lantic, rough sailors bravo tbe angry 
waters to rescao tbe imperiled ; aud 
into stifling mines hardy miners de­
scend to help their broth rs if any 
have survived tbo deatb-dealing 
damps. Where is there any good? 
Where? Why everywhere. Ming­
ling strangely with tbe ovil; start 
ing up to confront us in tbo most un­
expected places, and undertaken by 
the most unlikely persons. Then 
over all rises the fabric of fair cbar 
ity, with it* gifts, ita sympathies, 
and its blessing*. . On ail sides 
pbilanthropby salutes u* bh® 
gathers the young to her bosom; tbe 
arm of her strength she offers to the 
aged; the sick, sho gently rocks; 
and the depraved and degraded, she 
recalls to a sense of purity and dig­
nity. I know we are not perfect, L 
know that there are terrible-evils; 
bat do not lot us blind our eyes to

Truly, and not to be denied. Wo 
are frail, and pride deservedly must 
dissolve at last. Better that it 
should bo so. Bat if we apply thia 
melancholy portraiture to iiie with 
out any modification, we err, for 
“ tho light and air of boaven " which 
return thia dust to dust, and which 
sweep away our earthly honors and 
accumulations, are the heralds of our 
immortality, radiance to guide us 
through the tomb, breath to waft us 
to the skies.

You will observe by tbo verse* fol­
lowing tbe text that David baa ns 
sympathy with cynicism, and in re­
buking it, presents what is irreconcil­
able with it, and wbat may ultimate­
ly cure it. These inspired sugges­
tions I urge on yoar attention.

He opposes pruyor to cynicism: 
“ Lord, lift thou up the light of tby 
countenance upon us." Communion 
with God is itself tbe highest good. 
Evil drives us to that. Io moments 
of supreme trial, when heart and 
flesh fail, instinctively we turn to­
ward him for refuge. When crushed 
and discouraged we exclaim, “ Who 
will ahow us any good ? " the Divine 
voice answers, “ Come unto mo and 
rest." As soon as the stricken deer 
tiuda that covert, he smiles at tbe 
hunter’s malignity that has driven 
him there. The best of al) habit* is 
the babit of prayer ; especially when 
it* burden is “ the light of God's 
oountenance." If we accustom our­
selves to pray for temporal blessings, 
for wealth, for homes, for prosperity, 
we shall find them bring with them 
tbeir cares, perplexities, and disap­
pointments. But no shadow oomes 
with the light of bis countenance. 
That radiance is unclouded. It as-

then yon will cease to complain ao 
loudly. This habit I likewise com­
mend, for it will help you crucify the 
body of discontent which now is of­
fensive to heaven and earth alike.

The Psalmist, finally, opposes eon 
fidence to cynicism: “ I will both 
lay me down in peace and sleep; for 
thou. Lord, only rankest me dwell in 
safety. " Trust: this is the end of 
the whole matter. Sleep is its appro 
priate smybol. When we close our 
eyes we relax our hold on life, we 
abandon ourselves to the evor-walch 
ful one. Mark David's language ; he 
not only retires to hie couch, but he 
goes there to repose, knowing tl at 
God makes him to dwell safely. Un 
disturbed by fears and dreams, be­
cause he knows the sleepless One is 
near to shield. If we can attain to 
this confidence we shall not bo alarm­
ed for society. We will not talk 
about the ship going on the rocks 
when be is at the helm. Though there 
may be many shame, though there 
may be impositions, and though evils 
may abound, we shall still bo confi­
dent that he will order all things in 
the interests of honesty, sincerity, 
and good Even it we shall be vic 
tims to wrong and oppression our­
selves, we shall yet believe that no 
real harm can befall us; and when 
we contemplate death, it will not be 
gloomily and fretfully as though we 
were being injured, but as thoie who 
shall thereby be brought nearer to 
God and everlasting good.

And with these thoughts and feel­
ings will come, must come, a clearer 
eye to recognize the good in others, 
a generous heart to recognize things 
worthy, and a sympathetic hand to 
succor the unfortunate. What we 
need is a sunnier mood, less harsh 
and saturnine, and kindly lips to 
speak the praise of all fair things in 
God’s universe, and in man's social 
state. No necessity to apologize for 
wrong or cover up iniquity exists. 
We need to bo honest; but wo do not 
n>-od to bo cynical. Bitter strictures, 
sharp unqualified criticism will not 
lead humanity to a better way. Deal 
fairly, acknowledge the achievements 
of men, and the blessings of God , 
then will the former be encouraged 
to attempt greater and nobler things, 
and then will the latter be constrain­
ed by your gratitude to multiply

( The expository preacher, if he has 
a logical mind, ana a sound and well- 
regulated conscience, is dependent 
upon his text for the material sub­
stance of his preaching. He will be

the depths of his inner conscious

। ness " and then hunting up a text to 
fit to it as a sort of ornamental head­
piece or motto. His thought must be 

| biblical, ana neither his logic nor 
his conscience will suffer him to tor-

, ture his text in order to make it 
1 square with his own preconceived 

notions, or to get out of it what is 
obviously not in it. Ho knows it at 
such treatment of the word of God is- 
not exposition but imposition, and 
that neither intellectually nor. mor 
ally can be afford to be guilty of it. 
Ingenuity is an intellectual power of 
a high order, and when properly ap­
plied, as in the division of the sub­
ject or in the use of illustrations, is 
an admirable and highly edifying 
quality in a sermon. But ingenious 
interpretations are not usually safe , 
and whatever else the expository 
preacher may fail to do, he must not 
fail to expound And this he does 
fail to do whenever be branches off 
from the plain and obvious moaning 
of his text and substitutes some­
thing of his own, however ingenious.

Nor should any honest preacher 
object to such limitations. Ho must 
know that the grand objects of preach­
ing are not intellectual, but moral 
and spiritual; and if be be at ail 
thoughtful, he must be aware that it 
is dangerous for him to sacrifice mor 
al results to intellectual gratification, 
and this be doos at the outset, when 
be deliberately perverts the meaning I 
of bis text.

Again : The Bible is so com pre- | 
bonsive as to furnish the ground- > 
work for almost any valuable moral ( 
or spiritual teaching, without the ( 
necessity of resorting to ingenious ' 
perversions of its language. The "in- ] 
genious " preacher, who took for bis ( 
text tho detached words “Jesus only," , 
in Mark 9:8, and made a sermon - 
which bad nothing to do with the 
moaning of the words, as they occur 
in their connections in the passage, 
might probably have gotten his ser- । 
mon legitimately from Acta 4:12: < 
“ There is none other name under t 
beaven.giver among men, whereby i 
we must be saved.” Was it a silly - 
vanity that prompted him to take the 
text which furnished a field for bis

Csajsstars.

These are strange times. We 
boast that we are practical, eminent­
ly so, beyond all the generations 
that have preceded us. Yet has 
there ever been a period more pro­
lific in guessing, in transcendental 
theorizing, in pure speculation? Is 
this really a practical age or the age 
of conjecture? In trade, al the 
Stock Market, on the Produce Ex­
change, speculation or supposition in 
regard to the future is rampant. 
On the field of science, instead of in­
ductions from facts, theory follows 
theory, hypothesis follows hypothe­
sis, and in the conflict of opposing 
conjectures no man knows what to 
believe. In the daily journals what 
is supposed to be true has an equal 
place with ascertained facta; a re­
porter's conjecture of the opinions of 
public servants from the President 
down to a police detective is printed 
as though it had been an open 
declaration, and what may possibly 
be are published as though they are 
the reasons for human conduct. Ju 
religion, the wildest and moat un­
founded speculations are carefully 
elaborated, with a great show of 
learning. Experience is sneered at 
as being only tradition ; the facts of 
human history, social, political, 
moral, religious, are disdained and 
trampled under foot. Surely this is 
not a practical age, but the age of 
conjecture, frequently crude, often 
wild and constantly misleading.— 
Christian Intelligencer.

Wi lately beard a candidate for 
baptism, in giving her experience, 
say that the doctrine of the resurrec­
tion brought her to Christ. It made 
her realise the certainties of the fu­
ture life and her own unfitness for 
participation in the scenes of eternal 
glory.

David 
very gently that bo himself was under the 
divine guidance, should wait for divine direc­
tions, and wee, in fact presuming too much 
in seeking to build a temple without divine 
direction ; end bssldm, wm not lbw proper 
pereon, anyhow, to build the temple.

4. “ Out off all bls enemiss "—made him vic- 
torioua over all hit anemia; 6. “ Made thoo 
a great nemo”—made bis honor and renown 
great, aa great aa tbo honor and renown of 
tbe most brillinnt military leaden and kings 
in all the earth. Thus far bad God carried 
out bls purposes, and It wm nut for David to 
forestall tbe Almighty and endeavor to con­
summate bis purposes and plans, and then ho 
goes on to declare what else be purposed do­
ing and wbat else wm necessary to to done, 
before a house for him could be built

Vs. 10, It. God now declares more defi­
nitely why tbe proper time for tbe erection 
of a temple had not arrived. It was dair*- 
ble that David's house or dynasty should be 
firmly atabllebod; that ia, that bls power bo 
firmly established and bis kingdom made se- 

ernre. so that he and his descendents could bo 
sold to have undisputed and permanent poe- 
seaslon of the throne. This God intended 
should be tbe case; “for,” says Nathan, --the 
Lord telleth tbee that he will make thee a 
house." Preceding Ibis, it wm necaaary 
that the people of lane) be permanently set­
tled where they may dwell and be no more 
disturbed, nor afflicted by any wicked or me 
licioua poraoni " as before time ''—as they 
trad been afflicted by wicked rulers in Egypt, 
and by the various enemies of the nation 
during tbe period of the '• Judges " down to 
tbe present time. In order to establish the 
royal authority in tbe family of David. it 
was nece>sary to eatebllih tbe nation itaelf 
firmly Aral; and it wm necessary to estab­
lish and settle firmly tbethroneof David be­
fore tbe proper time could come for building 
a temple; and M yet that bad nol been 
done, Davld'a throne wm not firmly estab­
lished. Hence the time for building the tem­
ple wm inopportune.

Beason 4. David wm not tbe proper per­
son to build tbe temple. This it not plainly 
stated here, but il is implied in tbe statement 
in verse 18, *' be shall build an house for my 
name," alluding to Solomoo, David's son. 
Tbe reason why David wai nut tbe proper 
person n stated by Solomon in I K ng! 6:8 ; 
8:17, 18, IB, and it wm be-auae of tbe wan 
which were about him on ovary aide; " and 
by David himaell, in 1 Obron. 22:8, because 
he bad " shod blood abundantly and made 
great wars; " or m David again nxprsaaed it 
in 1 Cbron. 288, “ became he nsd b«en a 
man of war and bad abed blood." While it 
was not fitting that a man of war should 
build a pure and peaceful temple for God, it 
was absolutely a mailer of necessity for Da­
vid. yet to wage many fierce and bloody 
wan before his kingdom could be firmly set­
tled and fully established. For David Ibore- 
fore, who still had to wage many wa-e and 
bloody conquests to commence building tbe 
temple, would have boon doing one thing 
when God wished him to do olber things ; 
it would have boon neglecting his proper du- 
Um; and had bp attempted ll bis kingdom 
would have been neglected and never could- 
have attained tbe greatneas and stability it 
subsequonUy reached.

Vs. 12, 18. “ I will set up tby seed "— 
Nathan now proceeds to make a propho:y 
concerning the eatabllihmenl -t David's 
house and concerning tbe establishment of 
his son firmly upon tbe tbrone.

Tbe "seed" or descendant 
referred to is Solomon, who became king and 
ruled over all the lands conquered by David.

In very truth Ihe noble prince's prophet­
ic ultarancm came to pass, for David, then a 
fugitive outlaw, did become king at all Is­
rael within thirteen years, whse every sou) 
but one of 8aul’i dynasty bad disappeared 
from the earth. Thal one, a poor lame crip­
ple (2 Sam. 4:4), ii kept in concealment (2 
Sam. 9:4), so secluded that even David ii QB- 
aware of his existence. Eight more years 
pan, tbe year 1040 B. O. is reached, and all 
of Jonathan's prophecy li fulfilled, David

He Is suddenly raised from tbe depths of 
poverty and misfortune to princely effluence, 
oomfort end happiness, with many slew to 
labor for his support (2 Sam. 9.10,12). and 
dwelling in tbe palace of David and oaling 
at bi. table m one of his sons. (2 8am. 0:11.) 
Thus did Dsvld keep his vow of IriendlinSM 
to tbe offspring ol Jonathan, tbeson of Saul.

THB CITY.
Camden ii a boeitiful little olty, 

rich in olaMical aaeocielion*. 16 wm 
within tbe preeent corporate limit! 
thft the battle ot Hobkirk Hill wm 
fought during tbe daya of the Revo­
lution. In thia eoene of carnage, 
where men were striking for tbeir 
liberties, that brave man, Baron De 
Kalb, quite near this little city, re 
oeived hie mortal wound and soon 
breathed hie life out amid the lamen­
tations of bis bsloved country. His 
remains were first interred in tbe 
Quaker burial ground, but years aft­
er, diving the visit of Gen. La Fay 
ette, they were removed to tbe rm- 
closnre of tbe Preebyterian ohuroh 
on De Kalb street. A handsome 
marble shaft now marks tbe resting 
place ol his remains in front of tbe 
Presbyterian oh arch, quite near the 
spot where he received bis death­
wound. Tbe bouse is still standing 
whist, was b"’11 expressly for the re­
ception of tbe grand old La Fayette 
when he visited America iu 1823, 
and during which visit tbe remains 
of De Ktlb were removed with ap 
propriate honors. From these classic 
scenes tbo spirit of devotion to liberty 
which stirred tbe hearts of these two 
great men speak down the ages to us, 
tbeir posterity, and warn us that 
“eternal vigilance is tbe price of lib­
erty.” Several piecee of artillery 
used io the Revolution are to be seen 
in the city. One piece is planted 
“ post iMhion ” al the corner of the 
brick depot to protect it against the 
wheels of wagons; another piece is 
buried, except a projection of about 
two incbee of tbe muzzle, in the cen 
ter of Main street al tbe northern 
limit of the city, another in the same 
way is placed at tbe eoutbern limit of 
tbe city. A fourth piece is mounted 
on wheels and was used for “ rousa 
tion ” purpoeee during the campaign 
of Gen. Wade Hampton for Governor 
of South Carolina in 1876. In 1776 
this cannon signalized tbe freedom ot 
South Carolina from British rule, and 
in 1876, in extreme old age, il signal­
ized tbe freedom of that Slate from 
Radical usurpation.

Until the days of tbe Southern 
Confederacy tbe bouse in which Lord 
Cornwallis bad bad bis headquarters 
stood witbin tbe city limits. It wm 
built of oak brought from England, 
so the writer i» informed, and was 
built very much after tbe fashion of 
the English cMtles, serving as a for­
tress M well m a residence. During 
the late “ unpleasantness ” it wm 
burned by Federal soldier* becauee 
Confederate xuppliee had been stored 
In it Far be it from the writer to 
say aught that might be calculated to 
inflame sectional prejudice, but it 
would have been eo magnanimous to 
have spared this grand old building 
because of its association with that 
struggle in which both sections of our 
country were one.

Another object of classical interest 
had almost escaped the memory. In 
the finest portion of the town park 
there stands a beautiful marble shaft 
in momocy of Gen. Dickerson. This 
handsome monument io incloeod by a 
neat iron railing, and everything 
about it bu an air ot neatnees and 
beauty

Already it has been said that this is 
a beautiful little city. Large, almost 
evergreen oaks, elately and grand, 
adorn the principal streets in regular 
order. Tbo most exquisitely beauti­
ful flower gardens meet tbe eye on 
eyery band—some of them bo tMte- 
fnl and so delightful that you wish to 
stop and look again and again before 
you are eatisfied to leave. Upon 
these grounds and gardens of beauty 
large sums ot money are spent annu­
ally, and much skill and taste are dis­
played, and it is well to exercise tbe 
tMte in tbis way. Flowers and nat­
ural beauty are gifts ot God, and are 
bestowed in love, in order to gratify 
tbo taste tor the beautiful which he 
hM implanted in our breasts.

ILL HBALTH.
But in this beautiful little city men 

and women live and sicken and die. 
All poseible ornamentation and the 
greatest displays ot skill and tMte do 
not make them secure against the ap 
proach of disease or death. A good 
woman of the place once said, after 
having been sorely bereaved, “ The 
belief that I will recognize my loved 
ones in heaven is my greatest conso­
lation." While the work of the 
church is progressing quite well, the 
pMlor is greatly afflicted.

With much that Bro. Cabaniaa has 
published on what seems to be bia 
bobby, *' Woman's rights,” 1 am in 
hearty sympathy. For instance, I 
believe every woman hae a right to 
all tbe education sbe desires, or is ca­
pable of receiving. Mind you, now, 
1 do not mean that women or girls 
are not m capable of receiving ednoa 
tion m men or boys. If il will please 
A. B. C., let it be admitted that they 
are even more capable. Wbat I mean 
is this: if a girl (or, if A. B. C. will 
permit, a boy either) shows mental 
capacity to explore tbe depths of ge­
ology, the heights of astronomy and 
the minute details of all the ologies, 
let her have a fair chance to do eo. 
Again, I believe that when necessary 
for her to do so, woman hM a right 
to split rails, to plow corn, to moMuro 
dry goods, to weigh grooeriee, to en­
gage in any honorable calling that 
suits her inclination.

Honor, al) honor, to that noble 
mother who, when lather tails to per­
form a father's duty, or when he fails 
a victim to disease, bravely takes up 
the heavy burden of providing for 
the loved oneB.

Hong Kong 
ta difficult place for mission work, 
Ramose of tbe very great mixture ot 
Chinese from different parts of the 
province. Thore are at least 150,000 
Chines there ; and many of these 
am there for business purposes, hav- 
jag loft their families at home, and so 
bars not the restraint that a family 
voald have, neither has Hong Kong 
tbo restraint or good influences that 
a Chinese city has with its street 
gates, which arc shut at a very early 
boar after dark. And then the bad 
axamplo of foreign sailors, and other 
foreigners, makes our work very 
hard. The Chinese can point to 
these and say, That is the way peo­
ple from Christian lands do, and why 
do you want ns to become bad like 
they are? Nevertheless, Hong Kong 
is a very important field, because 
■any of the hve business men from 
thosarrounding country are gathered 
there,and if converted, will, we hope, 
carry tbe gospel to their own homes.

Some missions have been very suo- 
Otssful there, notably London mis 
aon, Church mission, and Basel mis- 
lioe—the latter>mong the Ha Kas. 
The Samaritans are a despised race 
imong the Chinese, and I think they 
are the more '.ready to side with for- 
cignere and Christianity because of 
ths hatred of the Chinese and the 
antempt with which they are treated.

Tho troubles between China- and 
France are not settled yet. The 
French now have entire possession of 
Aram, and will likely keep it. Tbe 
(••oral opinion here is that tbe mat- 
tor will be settled without war be­
tween China and Franoe, and that 
China will allow France not only 
Anam but pay tbe’French an indem 

* nity sufficient to pay the war ex- 
pensex China certainly would not 
do this if she could help herself; but 
it- is better to do this than to 
do worse. We think it is very 
ujut; yet with some nations 
to well as persona, “ might makes 
right” The people are generally 
piet now, and our work is going on 
« anal. Some think they seo a 
Vkkeniag of the Chinese by these 
tmHes, and there is a greater num­
tar inquiring after the truth than 
Wal We hope thia may be eo.

Baker aaid be bad beard 
of as many as ninety stalks of wheat putting 
out and coming to maturity from one grain. 
The writer walked to the field and searched. 
He found, in many places, twenty-odd stalks 
from one grain, but only two cases where 
there were u high ee forty stalks from one 
grain. Tboee forty stalks bad forty beads, 
which would average fifty grains each, mak­
ing two tbouaand grains increase from cne 
grain sowed. This teaches an important les­
son on the power of littles. Never under­
value little things. You are a little, weak 
member of tbe church, eh? You forget the 
multiplying power of moral or Christian lit­
tles. Tbe Bible tells us *• one shall chase a 
thousand, and two shall put ten thousand to 
Sight" Thus by combining the force of two 
Christian Hilles, you multiply their power 
ten fold.

“ The mental and moral condition 
which the modern platform woman 
herself exhibits is the surest proof of 
the mischief which public speaking is

ing of the countenance and of ths ex­
ternal manner and address, indicating 
too surely tho real repression going 
on within of much that is lovabteand 
admirable tn a woman. No repose, 
outwardly or mentally, is to be found 
in her society; oho produces a strong 
impression of unnaturalnSM) and of 
living in antagonism with the world 
around her; sn unfortunate frame of 
mind which baa to be fostered, since 
her position io not yet by any means 
an assured one, and must be struggled 
for and pursued under protest from a 
largo section of both sexes. Who 
does not know the shudder with 
which a sensitive, highly wrought, 
fastidious man or woman speaks of 
those whose persons are continually 
before the world, whose names are 
bandied about, whose principles are 
discussed in half the drawing-rooms of 
London ? * That dreadful woman ' is 
the mildest term applied to them. 
Evon tbe harder-naturod part of the 
community receives shocks from its 
public speaking sisters occasionally 
with a shrug of the snoulders, and 
makes jokes at their expense. And the 
meaning of it all is that the women 
who take up a personally prominent 
position in tbe world are distasteful 
to the good sense and r*fined f sling 
of the majority, and therefore that 
female influence iu the world is de 
generating. Toeir power may be in 
creasing (but that I take leave to 
doubt), but in their proper sphere— 
a small, it may be only a home circle 
—their once all powerful influence is 
waning. Would not true width of 
intellect, true largeness of heart and 
soul, be shown by submitting to live 
in what seems a small space—by seek­
ing to influence what appear, to be 
few men and women, to bring up a 
few children faithfully—by realising 
that a narrow sphere dose not imply • 
narrow sympathy—that in fact • tbe 
growing good of the world is partly 
dependent on unhiatoric acta, and 
that things are not so ill with you 
and me aa they might have been is 
half owing to tbe number wbo lived 
faithfully a bidden life, and rest in 
unvisited tombs?’"

Tbe father wbo devotes hie life to 
making a fortune, or a famous name, 
or even to doing good to others, and 
at the same lime gives but little or 
no personal attention to his children, 
may expect, when his eons come to 
act for themselves, to find that his 
own views of honor and right, of jus­
tice and charity, have been modified 
by tbe adoption of principles that be 
himself most bitterly denounces. 
Wherever vicious practices appear in 
children there has been criminal ne-
gleet on the part of the parents. The 
rule applies to all classes, to preach­
ers, presidents, mechanics, merchants, 
farmers—all, from the highest to the 
lowest. The fact is that boys are 
grossly neglected, even by religious 
fathers—there are few exceptions, 
but thia is the general rule. Girls 
grow up better than boys, not because 
they are by nature made of better 
material, but because fathers are not

- Great temptations are not the most 
dangerous to Christian people. We 
are not liMy at ones to deny the 
Lord, or to commit flagrant violations 
of the law. There is more danger of 
yielding here a little and there a lit­
tle from tbe right One does not be­
come a Sabbath-breaker or profane 
because any one great temptation is 
too strong for him, but by a gradual 
process. Ho does not become cold 
in bis service through any sadden 
chill, but by first neglecting one duty 
and tben another. Tbe disciples 
slept during Christ's agony before

। they forsook him and fled. Peter fol­
lowed afar off before he denied him. 
Thosp who would serve faithfully 
must avoid tbe beginning of evil.

The same thing is true of oburobee. 
They do not become cold and negli­
gent,. or formal, or lone their doctrine 
or practice by any sudden transition. 
On the contrary, tbe change is usu­
ally unnoticed, save by those wbo 
recollect tbe past, and put it side by 
side with the preeent. They remem­
ber how tbe prayer-meeting was first 
neglected, and tben tbe night serv­
ice; how family worship became lees 
and lees common, and the Sunday- 
school lees and lees interesting; how 
infidel ideas crept in. Christian peo 
pie, and especially those wbo, offi 
cers in tbe church, have accpted u 
special responsibility, need to watob

i tne beginnings of evil.—Journal and 
Meuenger.
