know the distinction between the 
“op country" and the “low coun­
try."

Of all the places in Dresden where 
ladies enyiy going, probably, there is 
none like this, and there are some 
men w bo are almost as much inter 
estod ; it is th* place where the royal 
family keep their I tile knick-knacks;

a large ."ale, set up in a suite ot 
rooms connected with ibe royal pal 
ace. as some people put a “ what not 
in a corner of tbe parlor and then 
adorn it with ail sorts of nice and 
pretty things which they like to look 
ac them* Ives, and every calkr also 
finds pleasure in doing the same. 
The royal firmly of Saxony has bad 
undispu'ed possession of the country 
for a good w ile, and have not been 
much troubled with revolutions; and 
hence they have not had their 
precious things stolen or destroyed; 
neither have they been obliged to 
sell them io raise funds to carry on 
the government, the result being 
that they have collected a good many 
curious and precious things. One 
room abounds tn all kinds of bronzes; 
another in articles of ivory, carved 
with tbe utmost skill and taste, and 
some ot Ci'em extremely elegant. the 
next room is filled with all manner 
Of vessels and ornaments made of 
var.ous precious atonea, such aa jaa 
per and agate’, and chalcedony and 
rock crystal, some vases ol the latter 
being ot the most exquisite workman 
abip, and so perfectly pure and olear 
that tbo b'ist of glass can not com 
pare with it. and the wordaoftbe 
Kivelator, where he Usee tbe ex­
pression “ olear as crystal," gain a 
new significance while looking upon 
aueb specimens; then there is tbe 
room of tbe mosaics, pictures made of 
the least bits of stones, arranged 
with infinite care and taste, with 
many shells of birds and o> the sea, 
wonderfully mounted and designed
