These points are plainly taught in 
the Scriptures ; but yet mon now, as 
in the day* ol Paul, will urge tbe 
inquiry, " With what body do they 
come?”

“ Is it the same sick, emaciated, 
deformed body that was laid in the 
grave?"

Surely not; for " this corruptible 
must put on inoorruption.” Tberes­
urrection of tbe sumo body just as it 
was at tbe moment of dissolution 
would be a resurrection unto death 
rather than unto lite.

“ But is it the same body in any 
sense, that was deposited in tbe 
grave? Yes, no; yes, in the sense 
that the resurrection body will have 
a “ historical identity ” with tbe body 
that was deposited in tbo tomb; no, 
in the sense that all physical impjr- 
fections will bo omitted, and tbo now 
body wil bo adapted to tbo spiritual 
life destined for all tho true disciples 
of Christ.

“ But does not tbe body, as a rule, 
decompose; and dp not the elements 
of which it was composed become 
scattered and lost amid the kindred 
elements, of which they form a 
part?"

The body doe* decompose, and 
ceases to be a body in any exact sense 
of the term , yet no one can doubt 
that tbe Omnipresent, Omniscient 
and Omnipotent God is sole to col­
lect these scattered elements — as 
many or as lew of them as may be 
necessary, and out of these (it he 
should choose to use tbe identical 
particles that composed the body 
when it was interred) construct a 
new and heavenly body. The infin­
ite God can remove all such difficul­
ties out of the way.

Is it not possible for tho same par­
ticle of matter to form a part of sev­
eral different bodies at the moments

readers, but to show that tbe objec­
tions urged against the doctrine of 
the resurrection simply amount to 
nothing, when we consider that our 
Omniscent and Omnipotent Savior, 
whois himself “ the resurrection and 
the life," will have no difficulty in 
raising from their graves, "tbe just 
and the unjust" As to what will be 
necessary to establish tbe historical 
connection between tbe body depos­
ited in tbe grave and tbe resurrection 
body, be is to be tbe sole judge. 
Paul tolls us that “ it (tbe body) is 
sown in corruption, it (tbe body) is 
raised in inoorruption ; it (tbe body) 
is sown in weakness; it (tbe body) is 
raised in power; ” thus showing tbe 
identity (in some sense) of the two 
bodies—the one deposited in the tomb 
and tbo one raised from tbe deed. Ii 
is no part of our duty to attempt to 
assume exactly what is essential to 
identity between these bodies; which 
ibougb one in some sense, mnst be 
quite different in others.

Bnt do nottheSoriptureeoxpreBsly 
declare that flesh ana blood can not 
inherit tbo Kingdom ol God ? If to, 
does not this prove the immortality 
of tbe resurrection body? And if 
these bodies are not material, must 
it nnt follow that there is nd resur­
rection ot the bqdy at all, but only a 
resurrection of tho spirit? "

When tbo Scriptures declare that 
“ fl .sb and blood can not inherit tbe 
Kingdom ot God " they do not deny 
the resurrection of tho body, for that 
would flatly contradict, many of the 
plainest declarations of God’s word,
>ut. it is meant that mato-
rial bodies which we have in this life 
would not be adapted to our condition 
in tho life to come. " It is sown in s 
natural body, it is raised a spiritual 
body ; " i. e., it is sown a soul body, 
it is raised a spirit-body.” From this 
I understand that such a change'will 
be offered in " tbo flesh and blood " 
that compose our present bodies, the* 
tbe same body will, in the resurrec­
tion slate, be adapted to tbo higher 
spiritual wants of our new being and 
of our ne^ relations in tbe life to 
come.

if they were not already member*. 
Many who bear tbe name of Christ 
are guilty of covetousneaa^tackbiting, 
worldliqeM, not to men^n sin* and 
inconsistencies of a graver nature.

Tbeae are spots and blemishes 
upon the body of Christ; they bring 
diagreoe upon bis cause and hinder 
it* progress. Other church members 
there are who are not guilty of flag 
rant or even visible sins, but they are 
utterly worthless; they do nothing, 
they give nothing; '.bey constitute a 
burden which the church must carry, 
under which it groans^pd by whicn 
it seems at times in danger of being 
crushed.

Tbe question arises, how can this 
oonditiou of affairs be remedied ? It 
is a serious matter, and y et one 
which wo must face boldly and in the 
fear of God.

Wo desire to present some thoughts 
which we trust may be helpful.

In the first place, we urge the ex­
ercise of great care in the reception 
of members. We fear that many 
preachers are more solicitous about 
tho number than about tbe character 
of converts. Wo bold that it is the 
duty of every bdliover to submit to 
tho ordinance of baptism as soon as 
possible after tho exercise of faith in 
the Lord Jesus Cbrst, but we also 
ins st that it is the duty of tbe church 
and pastor to exact satisfactory evi­
dence of conversion b.-foro consent­
ing to administer tbe ordinance. It 
is true that in tho early days of 
Christianity, when one said, " I be­
lieve,” etc., he was baptiz’d. It was 
then, however, a time ol peril to 
Christians, and tbe fact that one was 
willing to stand up and face persecu­
tion with tbe consciousness ol tbe 
possibility of danger and oven death, 
was in itself a proof of his sincerity. 
At tho present time, however, things 
have changed. Frequently there is 
a tide of religion* feeling upon which 
it is very easy to drift into tbe 
church. Religion beoomhs popular, 
tbe whole neighborhood is stirred 
and feelings other than strictly relig 
ions are under such circumstances too 
often appealed to. We have no in­
struction to give on tbe subject, but

UssMssss with Atvaselef Years.

There seems to be a general im­
pression that after a minister of tbe 
gospel has attained a certain age, he 
necessarily loses his power and must 
retire before young-r and more vig- 
orns men. Lt is very dangerous for 
our brethren in tbe ministry to al­
low such an ides to gain a strong 
bold up their minds, for it will sure­
ly tend to produce tbe heav cat dis 
couragomenls as tbe period of ad­
vancing years draws nigh. It is a 
matter well worth the consideration 
of tbe brethren, bow we may retain 
our power and influence over our con­
gregations notwithstanding our ad- 
vauemg years. Lawyers and states­
men, physiesns and others, as they 
approach tbe period of old age, pro 
vided the)* have paid due attention 
to their professions, almost invariably 
find their influence increasing and 
their services are in greeter demaud. 
Because of their knowledge and ex 
porience they are preferred to the 
younger men of their professions. 
Why may it not be so with ministers 
of tbe gospel? There need be no 
reason for any preacher to suppose 
that because bo has reached the pe­
riod of sixty or seventy years that his 
services can be no longer acceptable. 
If ho is diligent and faithful, studious 
and growing, he may expect to com 
mand influence and position as long 
as his bodily and mental powers are 
unimpaired. Of course, as a minis­
ter of the gospal is liable lo change 
his field of labor from time to time, 
be is exposed to the temptation of 
repeating old sermons, and if this 
course be closely followed, he soon 
loses bis freshness ot style and deliv­
ery, and failing consequently lo de­
velop bis power ot thought, he will, 
after reaching forty-five or fifty 
years, remain stationary the rest of 
his life. But there is no need of this. 
The a udious thinker may be as fresh 
at sixty as he was at forty years of 
age. With care and study, diligence 
and consecration, a preacher may be 
as acceptable to the average congre­
gation when be has passed bis three­
score years. For tbe encouragement 
ol brethren who are approaching this 
period of their life, let me furnish a 
few illastraticns of the points which 
1 am miking and desire to emphasize 
in this article.

This list might be extended. All 
through our Southern Zion there are 
men with silvered locks whose power 
among the churches is still unseated.

Let ua 
endeavor to be a* hopeful and fresh 
and .vigorous as when we first put on 
fbe armor of God.—L. H. Shuck, in 
Religious Herold.

“ Nswsy Papers."
It is thought to be a compliment to 

say of a newspaper that it is" newsy." 
This barbarous word has been coined 
to express th t quality in tbe daily 
journal, which makes ita record of 
the whole life, goad and bad, of tbe 
naliop. And it is to be admitted that 
onr great dailies aro unequaled in the 
world for the energy with which they 
colled “ nows.” Mach of it is not 
new, except a* to persons. So many 
suicides, murders, disappearances, so­
cial scandals, come into light daily 
that tbo number may be pretty ac­
curately foretold. Is the appetite for 
those the sole-cause of their publica­
tion ? Is it not true that the publica­
tion of these horrors creates an appe­
tite for those dreadful details? Toe 
publicity given to crime and sin may 
to some degree act as a restraint, But 
may it not also act as a stimulus to 
vice?

The daily journal has grown to such 
an engine of power that those who 
guide it can not escape responsibility 
by saying, “ We must print the news. 
They give an immortality to infamy 
which goodness doos not receive. 
The cheapening of tho dailies has not, 
it seems, contributed in every case to 
their cleanliness and dignity. It is 
of little use to bewail in editorials 
the tendency to make heroes of crim­
inals when lurid reports of their do­
ings occupy leading places in the 
same sheet.— Tbe Christian Advocate.

“ May not tbo question of personal 
identity throw some light on tbe sub 
ject?"

I think it would Personal iden­
tity is preserved from childhood to 
old age, in almost utter disregard of 
tbe’matter that composes the body 
at different periods of life. Tbo man 
of eighty years is tbo same person 
that be was when an infant be was 
nursed in his mother's arms. From 
tbo time of bis earliest memory, ho 
recognizes himself as tbe same per­
son through all the passing years; 
and yot it is admitted by philosophers 
that no particle of matter is retained 
in the body for a longer period than 
seven years. In tho course of seven­
ty years, ono would have, in strict­
ness of speech, as many as ten differ­
ent boding, each containing not a 
particle of matter belonging to any 
one of the others; and yet ho would 
be tho same person during all those 
changes; nor after tbo body onoe at­
tains to maturity, would we ever 
think ot regarding it as essont ally 
changing in the course ot many years. 
The man at eighty regards bis body 
as tbo same which he h id at thirty 
or twenty, though there is not a trace 
of matter in tbo old man, that made 
up tho body of the same person when 
young. If it is a qniveraal habit of 
thought to regard one's body as tho 
same during one's whole life, though, 
not a particle of matter could bo said 
to belong to tbo body—in those sov 
enyeur periods, may it not bo that 
some of the matter that composed tho 
oody at tbe period of dissolution may 
be left out ot tho resorr- clion body ? 
Who, besides God can know just bow 
much Of tbo manor that was deposit­
ed in tbo grave is necessarily as tbe 
basis of the resurrection body? Or 
who could certainly know that bodily 
identity might not be sufficiently pre 
served without upmg a particle of the 
matter that composed tbo body at 
death ? Or, farther what philosopher 
can show whether tbe matter that 
composed the body at death is better 
and more suitable to use in thestruc 
lure of tho reourreotion body than 
the matter that composed tbe body 
from, My, twenty to twenty seven? 
Will some wise ono venture to assert

I also staled, 
“ that a man could love money too 
well to be honest," and that “ covet­
ousness is idolatry," and that “ a man 
or woman, who worships dollare in 
America, wore as much idolaters us 
tbe heathen who worshiped images." 
At this he jumped up and exclaimed 
as he retreated from the fire, “ 1 will 
leave you." ) turned and said, "The 
wicked Ilse when no man pursaetb." 
I soon discovered ihut he was “ the 
rich man of the church." The reason 
ho gave for his unceremonious and 
precipitate retreat was, “ That brother 
unebrisdanized me."

But 
have these philosophers ever thought 
how very short their creed must be if 
they pursue this course to the logical 
end? Have they ever considered 
that the mightiest forces are those 
that are unseen, whose presence is 
known only by the results? Take, 
e. g., electricity, that occult, subtle 
principle that pervades all matter; 
and who has ever seen it? We catcb

somewhere a power grander and 
mightier than that which invests 
their philosophy. That power, wo 
conceive, resides in the gospel; at 
least wo find tbe beginning of that 
uplifting to have boon simultaneous 
with tbo introduction of the gospel 
and the force that it every whore gon- 
erates and puts in motion.

In brief, in glancing tbe world's 
history over, we find that Christian­
ity is tbe groat renovator and uplift 
er. This is not a matter of opinion ; 
it is a fact of history. Nor does it 
militate against the view prifsented^ 
that men sometimes prove untrue to 
their religious vows and professions. 
The fact that many an acorn falls to 
the ground and produces ne.treo does 
not prove tbe acorn a failure.

We have no more need of two than 
we hare oi twenty. At very little 
increased cost one seminary would do 
all the work those two are doing. 
Tois united seminary would have the 
prestige which increased numbers, 
and larger facilities, and better re­
sults would certainly give. Wo have 
dope worse than waste many thou- 
sandp-of dollars in our denomination­
al work in this State. This state­
ment is true of the college work as 
well a* of tbe seminary work. But 
reference now is confined to the spec­
ial work of theological education. 
Hpw long is this folly to continue 1 
Are we so rich that we can throw 
away men and money in tbe present 
fashion ? Shall we perpetuate for­
ever the folly of our fathers? What 
right have wo to give our children 
larger legacy of snob folly? Nothing 
is said hero o what is deemed by 
many to bo the best location for tbe 
united institution. But tbe desir­
ability of eueb union ia urged. Is it 
porsiblo? Assuredly. Nothing which 
ongbt to be done ought to be impos­
sible with men whose wills are con­
secrated to Christ and his church.

Bishop Sihi-non hit tbe secrot of 
his power in public speaking when he 
told an inquirer: “At school the one 
thing I could not do was to speak. 
It cost mo unspeakable effort to bring 
myself to attempt it, and I was invari­
ably mortified by my failures. At 
length, having felt called to the min­
istry, I sought to forget myself as far 
as possible, and, banishing all 
thoughts of oratory, to give myself 
absolutely upto the task of saying 
things so that people could readily 
understand them." His oratory was 
oaturo itself—a true, sweet, thorough, 
and earnest nature, intent on nothing 
but to carry too truth he was filled 
with to the hearts of bis hearers in 
the most direct tnd simple wav. His 
language was choice and idiomatic, 
Saxon words in predominance, but 
not pedantically Saxon ; his manner 
almOHt as quiet as that oi Wendell 
Phillips; his voice singularly gentle, 
yet penetrating; and his very pres­
ence inhaling a peculiar charm of 
attraction. If a collection of his dis- 
courses be publ shed, as it is quite 
likely will be, they will not show the 
power of the man, anymore than the 
printed speeches of Wendell Phillips 
show his power. The speeches of 
Webster place the power oi Webster 
before the reader ; but that is a rare 
boon to be granted lo orators, whose 
printed works commonly require a 
lively imagination to re-enforce tradi­
tion in order to justify their authors' 
fame. — Springfield 'liepublican.

BIRTH DAY.

T<e Pesbyterian Observer throws a 
new light on the authorship of the 
Book of Mormon. The book, it says, 
has commonly been c.edited to R,v. 
Solomon Spalding, a Presbyterian 
minister—a romance purporting to 
give the origin and history ot tbe 
American Indians. He sought to 
find a publisher for his story in Pitte- 
burg, bat «m ansacceMfal. The 
author died a few years later. Tbe 
mannite ript of this story unaccount 
ably disappeared, though it was gen­
erally believed that one Sidney Rig­
don, a printer, afterward a Mormcn 
bishop, got possession of the same, al­
tered and added to it, and, thus al­
tered and amended, was sent forth to 
the world as the Mormon B ble. This 
point is explained by the following 
letter from Mr James Jeffries, ot 
Hartford county, Maryland, whose 
boyhood was spent a taw miles from 
Pittebarg. He says : " I know more 
about tbe Mormons than any man 
east of the Alleghanies, although 1 
have given no attention to tbe mat­
ter for twenty five years. 1 did not 
know I was in possession ot any in­
formation concerning the origin of 
the Book ot Mormon unknown to 
others. I supposed that as Rigdon 
waa so open with me, be had told 
others the same things. Forty years 
ago I was in business in St. Louis. 
The Mormons then bad their temple 
in Nauvoo, Illinois. I had business 
transactions with them. Sidney Rig­
don I knew very well. He was gen 
eral manager of tbe affairs of the 
Mormons. Rigdon, in coarse of con­
versation, told me a number of times 
that there was in tbe printing office, 
with which be was connected in 
Ohio, a manuscript of Rev. Spald 
ing's, tracing tbe origin of the I ndian 
race from the lost tribes of Israel; 
that this manuscript was in the office 
for several years; that he waa famd 
iar with it; that Spalding had wanted 
it printed, but had not the means to 
pay for the printing; that be (Rig­
don) and Joo Smitn used to look over 
tho manuscript and read it over on 
Sundays. Rigdon and Smith took 
the manuacript and said, ‘ I’ll print 
it,' and went off to Palmyra, Now 
York. I never knew this informa­
tion was of any importance ; thought 
others wore aware of these facta. I 
do not think the matter is ot any im­
portance. It will not injure Mor 
monism. That is an ‘ ism,’ and chimes 
in with the wishes of certain classes 
of people. Nothing will put it down 
but the strong arm of the law."

Milk is one of the beet foods for 
Fowls, old or young, according to the Poultry 
.Monthly. They are fond ot it ano thrive on 
it, either sweet or sour.

Grape Rot.—It is pretty well 
agree 1 that this malady is tbe result of a para 
sitiefungu*. and that it can ha succe-tiully 
combated if tho grape* are kept dry.
