1 am to 
think very little of myself, and to 
think so much of other* that I idmire 
all that 1 see of God's gra -o >u them, 
and am glad t» learn trobn -bum an 
well ax to help them in their progres- 
to heaven.

This humility will show itself, next, 
in this—tbat we shall be willing Ui 
be ignored of mon^ Tnere ia a crav 
ing in the heart of many to have 
what they do written upon tablet*, 
and set up in tbe market-places. ] 
once heard a professing Curistian 
complain bitterly tbat he bad been 
ignored. He bad been a Sunday 
school teacher for years, and yet be 
bad never been.publicly mentioned 
by anyone. Did be make tbat u 
complaint? He might far rat her have 
rejoioed in his quietude. Tue fierce 
light ot public notoriety is not muo> 
valued by those upon whom it fulls 
When I have soon a certain great artist 
at work, 1 have only peep-d at him 
trom a corner, and have kept out o' 
h’s sunshine; I am quite sura be did 
not want me to express my valueks- 
opinion about his glorious creations 
To bave'people forever talking abon' 
you, for you, and against you, is one 
of tbe wearinesses ot mortal life ; ano 
yet some people sigh tor tbe fuss thm 
others would be glad to be rid of

that certain friends have done, bu> 
they would like much made of it , 
their slender alma must be published 
at the corners ot the streets, then 
prosy speech must be reported in a'l 
the papers O brothers, do not l«' 
us care about its being known that we 
have done our part. L'til he done 
as to God, and in Gou's sight; and 
then, as to what our fellow mortal- 
xhail say, let us have scant concern ; 
for, if we live on human praise, w- 
shall grow not only p-oud, but vain 
which, if it bo not more wicked, h

Brethren, we want humility, al! ol 
us. in our church life, in Iha Henna o 
n,v< r being rough, naighty. arrogan- 
hard, dominerring, lordly ; or, on lh« 
other hand, factious, unruly, qnarrcl 
some, and unron«on-iblo Wo should 
endeavor tp think vary carefully o' 
those who are poorest, for fear w< 
should hurt their feel ng« ; and voiy 
noticeably of those who are obscure, 
lest we should seem to Ue«Diso them 
It is ours never to take offense, ano 
to toe most cautious novar tn cause u 
'even by inadvertence. He that i- 
set us a leader in the ehnreto of God 
let him be the person that a mo«t

in cheerful xuimixaion to parental 
discipline. Ween a child is under 
bis fa her's chastening ban i, it will 
not help him t • kick, and quarrel, 
and esy ill words; bis best hope libs 
in submit! ng atMolutely to bis father’* 
good pluaxuie. W-eu that is done 
the ahsutiHement will soon end.

HI. Thirdly, 1 am going to um> 
the text in another way. In our 
daily dealings with Gon, w<.ether 
tn affliction or not, tel us humble our 
selves under his hand, for so only can 
we hope to be exulted.

It is a blessed thing whenever you 
oome to God to come wondering tnat 
you are aliuwed to come, wondering 
ibat you have been led to oome; mar 
veling at divine election, tbat ire 
Lord should ever bavo chosen you to 
come; wondering at divine rec era p 
lion, BB'.onisbod tbat such a price 
should have been paid that you might 
be brought nigh to God. It is well 
:o draw near to God weighed down 
with gratitude that ever the Holy 
Spirit should hiva deigned to work 
effectual calling upon-you. Humble 
vourselt under the mighty band ol 
divine grace, which has brought you 
into the family of love, and constant- 
lv nay, “ Why me, Lord ? Why mt? ’ 
A grateful walk is a gracious walk, 
nnd there is no gratitude where there 
is no humility.

When you are doing this be very 
humble before God, beosuseyou have 
not made more improvement of tbe 
•trace tbat be baa given you. You^are 
cbosen,bntyon are notaschoiceasyoq' 
ought to be: you are redeemed, but 
you are not ao much your Lord’s as 
you ought Ui be; you are called, butyou 
»ro still loo deal to tbe divine call , 
you are blessed, enriched, instructed 
(doptod, comforted, wittf heaven be- 
lore you and everything prepared on 
•.be road thither; but what a poor re- 
urn bavo you made I Always fuel

You who never bavo a happy 
day, who never Have any.ot the ler 
voraano enthusiasms ol young be 
gmMip ; whose iauli is teal? It is 
your own. Yuu migi.l have unyttnng 
in the Father's house.

IV. 1 finish by using my text with 
all the earnestness my soul cab feel 
m reference to the unconverted part 
ot this audience in our sebkino vor 
OIVUHXHS AS SINNERS.

The text was not originally meant 
fortne ungodly, but it may filly be 
applied to them. It you would find 
grace in God’s sight and live, dear 
unconverted bearers, you must hum 
ble yourselves under the mighty hand 
ot God. 8o you want to be saved, du 
you? The way of salvation is, “ Be­
lieve in the Lord J eus Curist.” 
“ But,’’ you say, “ I can not under 
stand iu” Yet it is very simple; no 
bidden moaning lies in lbo-e words , 
vouaro simply bidden tu trust Juhos. 
If, however, you feel as if you could 
□qt do that, let me urge you to go to 
God in secret and own the sin of this 
unbelief; for a great sin it is. Hum 
ble, yourself. Du not try to make out 
that you arc good. That will be fa 
al, lor it will bo a falsehood which 

will shut the gatj ot graoe. Confess 
that you a o guilty. When a man in 
clearly and manifestly guilty, it is o' 
no usu his standing before Cue judge 
and beginning to urge bis own mor 
tt; bis boat course is to cast himself 
nun Lae mercy of the oour'. Il is

that you deserve to die, and to be cast 
away for ever—God, ii. infinite pity, 
will let you live through faith in 
Christ Jasna My Lord J.-bus Cnrisi 
baa come bere at this time to pardon 
somebody'B Bina You that have no 
sins -ball have no pardon. You good 
people shall die in your aina But, 
O, you guilty ones, who humhleyour 
xelvue upder the band of God, my 
Maalcr thinks it is a pity that you 
B-iould be among those self-righteous 
people. So come right away, and 
trust your Savior, and obtain life 
eternal through bis precious blood ; 
and to him shall be glory for over 
and ever. Amen.

The Scriptures most emphatically 
declare that the believer is justified 
by faith without the deeds of the 
law; and that caivatton comes 
through faith in Christ. Now, while 
ailb is indispensable to salvation, 

the Scriptures do clearly teach that 
/one is just as essential as faith; for 
they declare that “every one who 
loves, is born of God, and knowetb 
God. He that Joveth not, knowetb 
not God.” Paul declares, “Though 1 
nave all faith, bo that I could remove 
mountains, and have not love, 1 am 
nothing." “And now abide faith, 
hope, love, these three; but the 
greatest of these is love.” These 
texts manifestly regard love as ol 
equal value with faith. It snould 
not be inferred, from those quota 
lions, that saving faith can exist 
apart from love. Paul used this dec­
laration, “Though I have all fa'tb, 
so that 1 could remove mountains,” 
eta, simply to teach the great impor , 
Lance of love. The truth is that 
evangelical faith can not exist with 
out love; nor can love exist without 
faith. He Who has strong faith, will , 
nave intense love; and a feeble faith 
will be marked by feeble love. ,

Faith *k poor humanity reaching 
out and taking Christ as Prophet, 
Priest, and King; love is the result , 
ol the reception of this heavenly , 
guest into tno heart. Faith takis 
the' Holy Spirit as Comforter and j 
Teacher in

commandments, and koepeth them, 
he it is that loveth me; and be tbat 
loveth me shall be loved of my Fath­
er, and I will Icyj him, and will mas- 
ifest myself to him." Hasid e tbs 
promise of a personal manifestalkm 
of himself to the obedient believer, 
ibis test teaches, by implication, Ibat 
love can not exist apart from works.

5. The grandest promise in all the 
texts of Scripture relating to human 
experience, is made to depend upon 
works. “ If a man love me, he will 
keep my wordr; and my Faiher will 
love him. and we will oome unto him, 
and make our abode with -him." 
Could anything surpass this prom­
ise? Taking the-three promisee to­
gether—first tbe Spirit as a perma­
nent Guest and Comforter; then tbo 
manifestation of-the Savior to tbs 
consciousness of tbe faithful believer; 
and, finally, the incoming of the 
Father ana the Son to make tbeir 
abode with this same devoted and 
obedient disciple,—nothing, more 
oould be desired ! The believer firat 
givee himself wholly to God, and 
then God—in tbe persons of the 
Spirit, Son, and Fatbor—gives him- 
xeif to ibe believer I Fortnnsie bar­
gain on tbe part of the believer I In­
finite condescension on tbe part of 
God!

C. Without works it is impossible 
to abide in the love of Christ. “ If 
ye keep my obmmandments, ye stall 
abide in my love; even aa I have 
kept my Father's oommandmentc, 
and abide in his love.”

7. Without works tbe cause of 
Christ must prove a failure in the 
world Tbe command iar “ Go ye 
in-o all thu world, and pr<'acb the 
goap*l to every creature. He that 
bulievetb and is baptised shall be 
-aved; be tbat belteveth not shell 
be damned." “ But how can they be­
lieve on him of whom they have not 
heard ; and bow can they hear with­
out a preacher; and bow can he 
preach except they be sent?" God has 
chosen to roach the lost through tbe 
instrumeu'aliiy ot the aavod; sad 
wbat God bath joined together, maa 
can not sever. In tbe divine ar­
rangement, tbo works of G d u peo­
ple are made essential u> the salsa-

oue that can avail you. Know that 
you have trungressed, and feel that 
it is so. It is no waste of time to dig 
nut foundations when you build a

our alter a deop nenxu ol wn

hm o*u way. Do nut bu so vain us 
to dictate to God how yon onght to

to give effenee, let him say, “Yue 
muy think what you please ol me. 
but 1 shall lay myself out to dp you 
good, and to be your servant foi 
Christ’s sake.”

IL And now, secondly, 1 will use 
tbe text in quite another way—is 
reference to our behavior in our 
afflictions. Hcru let evety tried 
heliuver listen to tbe counsel of the 
Holy Ghost.

Frequently our heavenly. Father’* 
design in sen-fing trial to hie obil 
dren is to make and k* ep them bum­
ble; let us remember tbi», and learn 
a lesson of wisdom. Many people 
have been often bsmbled, and yet 
they have not become 'humble. 
Tneru is a great difference between 
the two things. Il God withdraws 
bis grace and allows a Corist'an man 
io fay into sin, tbat fail humbles him 
in tbe esteem of all good m«n; and 
yet be may not be bumble. H« may 
never have a troe sense of bow ovd 
his action has b'en; bo may still 
preserve in bis lofty up rit. and be 
far from humility. When this is the 
ease tbo haughty spirit may expect 
a down fill. Tbe rod will make blue 
wounds when pride abates not at 
gentler blows. The iu->et hopeful 
way i f avoiding the bumbling afflic­
tion is to bumble yourself.

And do this, first, by noticing 
wbciber you bavo been guilty of any 
special sin of pride. You are suffer­
ing ; lot tbe rod point out to you 
wherein you bavo erred through 
pride. 1 believe tbat David was 
affl e’ed in his children because be 
□ad been proud of bis children, and 
h*d indulged them. When there is a 
breakage in tbe house, it is genora'ly 
tbe idol that is uroken. Usually our 
-tins lie at the roots of our soitowb.

But, more than that, bumble your- 
eelf so as to submit entirely to God's 
will. Ask the Holy Spirit to help 
you in -this aot ol sulf humiliatioD 
while you meekly kiss tbo rod. Bow 
vounclf before the mighty hand of 
God, ready to receive yet harder

•'inity, and that is Const himsult; 
• nd who knowit-i nun to Lbe tud? 
iVouu oven bis love, which ih Ui 
piaiuesi point about him, passuih 
knowledge, who snail know Cnrislin 
ul nis fuiiu- hb? Come bo-ore God u» 
no insiruuiod in the know lodge ol 
>our God uud Savior. Do not think 
nai yoa under* mid providence, for 

1 am sure that none ol us do. We 
•omutimus think t at wo could man 
ige things a great deal better than 
.hoy are managed. EveryIhi.ig Ihu: 
cornis by God's appointment is a cog 
n the wheel ot providence, and it 

coat cog were gone, the muotiinery 
would bo out ot order. The Lord 
does all things wisely; only a vile 
pride will suspect otherwise. Con 
iiuor, O man, tbaiydu do not know : 
God only knows. ,

Oue' point concerning which 1 
should like everyone of us to bumble 
ourselves under the band ot God is 
about our little enjoyment of divine 
itiings.. Toe. elder brother in the 
parade said, “ La, these many yearn 
do I servo tbee, noitbei tranogreased 
1 at any timo thy commandment 
and yet tnou never gavest me a kid 
that I might make merry with my 
friends." So have 1 known certain 
•encore Christian men fall into a hor­
ribly legal state of mind. Tooy have 
always been very regal ar in tboir 
living, constant in their religious ob 
survaucus, and persevering in their 
prayers, and yet they have never bad 
luuebjoy: but they seo a poor soul, 
just saved from sin, full ot delight, 
uud they envy him and cry out. 
“ Why is a fuss made over such asm 
nor, when I have boon all those yea re 
a Christian, and my brethren have 
never made any rejoicing over mo? 
There is no music and dancing about 
mo! Tbou never gavest me a kid 
that 1 might make merry with my 
friends." I do not know how. we 
could make a Ium over some ot the 
elder brothers; they would not boar 
it, they would be angry, and inquire, 
in bard and surly tones, what these 
things meant Music and dancing 
are things too trivial for their solid 
souls. They stand outside and grum 
ble, and we can' not warm them into 
a revival spirit. Tney are freesing 
outside the door of our happy home 
Must they always stand there? How

It a man had for 
toiled bis life, bul should be told by 
tno court ibat ho shall nave pardon 
irecly given him if h« will treaty ao- 
c«pt it—rhe would bo a f ol if he bo- 
gaii to Inquire, “ Bulisthisatoording 
law ? Is this according to precedent ? 
What may bu the effect ot this par 
don?" and' so on. Thiso inquiries 
aru for tbe court, not for tbe prisoner. 
My dear man, you do not want to 
nang yourself, do you? Yet wmo 
men arghe aga'ost their owu soulx, 
and labor to find out reasons why they 
sbould not bo saved.

“ Ab," say you, “ 1 have done this, 
but I can not gut peace." Thon, dear 
tnend, sink lower down ! sink lower 
down ! Did 1 hoar you way, “ Alas, 
sir, I want to get comfort." Cease 
trom taut. Do not a«k for comfort; 
ask for forgiveness, and that blessing 
may oome ibrough your greater di* 
comfort. S.nk lower down I sink 
lower down! Tnere is a point at 
which God will surely accept yon. 
and that po nt is lower down. “ O " 
you say, “ I tbrnk 1 have duo sense 
of sin." That will not do. 1 warn 
you to feel that you nav« not a dui 
-tense of sin, and oome to Jusuh just 
•«o. “ O, but 1 do think that I have 
been broken-hearted." I should like

breathing in the soul, the music 61' 
tbe Holy One residing within. Faith 
is an active, living principle; love is 
a mighty motive, which ovorri les all 
opposition, and accomplishes wonder- 
: pl results. Faith is a head term, 
^hilo love has to do with the heart 
logically, faith precedes love; ox- 
purtmontally, th y appear at th'e 
name lime in consciousness. Tno two 
harmoniously work together. “ Faith 
Work* by lore, and punflue the 
heart."

Now let us see what importance 
the Scriptures attach to w,rk». By 
wqrks, wo mean obtdienoe <o too 
commands of Ged. This in vol vex 
'the cheerful co-operation of all our 
powers—physical, menial, and spirit 
us)—in the service of God. Tpo iiu 
purtaiiee ot works may.be su«n from 
the following facts

1. The professed disciple has no 
rignt to claim mmsulf to bo a friend 
of Christ, unless be keep* his com 
mandmenu. Says the Savior, “Ye 
are my friends, it ye do whatsoever I 
com nand you." And again, “ Why 
call ye mo L>rd,and do not the things

2. Works are declared to be neces­
sary to the existence of faith itself. 
* But hov can this be, if all good 
works must spring from faith?” 
“ As the body without the spirit is 
dead, so faith without works is dead 
also." As no effect can exist without 
a cause, so no caone can exist with 
out an effect. " By th'oir fruits ye 
shall know them.'' Good works arc 
not only the legitimate product of 
faith and love, but there is no reasin 
to believe that faith and love exist at 
all, unless works uro visible in tno 
life. “Show mo thy faith without 
works, and 1 will show thee my faith 
by my works." As, therefore, faith 
can not exist apart from works, so 
without works oil ration is soon to bo 
impossible; since without faith there 
can be no salvation.

8. Tno awards of eternity will bo 
meted oi.t to men according to their 
works *• Behold,” says Chiiat, “ 1 
c imu quickly, and my reward is with 
mu, to give every mun according as 
bis work shall be.” And the dead 
warn judged out nt those things 
which wore written in tbe books, ao- 
cording to tho'r works.” 1 Every 
man's work xbali bo made manifest, 
for the day shall declare it, because 
it shall bo revealed by fire; and the 
fire shall try every man's work of 
what sort il is. It any man's work 
abide, which bo hath built thereupon, 
he shall receive a reward. If any 
man's work shall be burned, he 
shall suffer lox*, but ho himself (be­
cause be is a child of God) ahull be 
saved ; yet so ax by tire." 'Haul is 
here speaking of truly convrrtod per- 
xonx; and the doctrine which be 
seems to sot forth is ibis: For those 
works which are pleasing to him, ho 
w ll reward his faithful followers in 
'ho day of finnl accounts; but tbe 

■ work* of his people, which he disap­
proves, will bo emphatically con­
demned , wbilo thu doers of such 
works shall suffer lose. The differ­
ence, a* marked by tbe Omniscient 
God, between the “ reward" for 
“good works" and tbe “loss” for 
works that are not good, measures 
the importance, to Christians, of this 
subject of works. Nor are we to con­
sider tbat tbo " reward " and tbo 
-* loss " here mentioned will bo mat­
ters of more momentary interest. 1 
can imagine no reason why they may 
not devote romething permanent, 
the traces of which will be visible ia

ills to bu broken hearted.” I want 
you to sink ho low that you cm no 
-ay anything good of yourself; nay, 
nor see an action of goodnees tn your 
self. When you look inside your 
□earl and can too nothing but that 
which would condemn you; wnon 
you look at your life and see every 
thing there that deserves wrath ; then 
you are on the road to hope. Come 
before God a criminal, in the prison 
frees, with the rope about your neck. 
Yon will be saved, then. When you 
oonfeM that you have nothing of your 
own but sin—when you acknowledge

“ keep my commandmnnlH, and.I will 
pray tbo Father, and bo will give you 
another Comfor er, that he may 
abide with you forever." Hero tbo 
keeping ot Christ's coinmandm nts is 
made tbe condition of his prayer for 
the descent ot thb Spirit into tbo 
breast, as a permanent Comforter; 
and we can not suppose tbat tbe 
Spirit would come to abide with any 
one, without tbe prayer of. the Sav­
ior Wo can not imagine the will of 
tbo Spirit as clashing with the will 
of CbrisL
, 4 The Savior’s manifestation of 
himself to the believer is made to de­

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Scattered thickly over Southern 
Colorado and Northern Now Mexico 
and Arizona are the remains of an­
cient towns and fortifications that 
were built and inhabited by a race of 
people whore history is shrouded in 
mystery. They wore standing there 
silent and empty, when the Spanish 
came to tbe country three and a half 
eonturire ago. In all probability 
they wero built by the ancestors of 
the present Pueblo Indians. After

peclally if tbe room has only a slight 
oponifig. If it wero not for thia dry­
ness, however, the relics would not 
have been so-woll preserved.

In one of tbe first dwellings that 
we visited we struck a bonanza. We 
know that tbe ruins least visited by 
tourists wero on tbe opposite aide of 
the canon, as most visitors would not 
take the pains to descend to the bot­
tom snd then aeoead the other side. 
It is only in certain spots that this 
descent and ascent can be made. 
Reaching tbo first ruin, one that ev­
idently no one bad visited, I noticed 
that one room was only about four 
feet wide. I at once concluded that 
this must have been tbo store room, 
and I- began to dig in the debris, after 
removing tbe heavy stones that bad 
'alien upon it from the walla. And, 
auro enough, it proved to bo tbe store 
room, garret, cellar and dump-heap 
for that whole row of dwellings. We 
dug for an hour or more and found, 
among other things, an old stone mill 
imetate and mono) with which the 
ndians ground their corn, and-which 

was worn so thin that doubtleaa it 
bad been used by several generations 
—just such a mill as wo saw living 
Indians using tbe week before—corn 
stalks, corn cobs in abundance, beans, 
gourds, uncraoked nuts, reeds, ar 
rows, bow strings, other strings of 
different sixes, coarse cloth, a child’s 
sandal, a measuring stick with notch­
es at regular intervals, smoothly 
worn sticks of hard wood, bone

entirely reasonable.

On uur return from a visit to the 
Grand Canon of the Colorado, over 
the Atlantic and Pacific railroad, my 
friend and myself stopped off for a 
day to visit some of tbe most inter­
esting ot these ancient ruina. I know 
of no other so near the railroad, and 
hence so accessible to tbe tourist 
They are eight milee from Flagstaff, 
Arizona, from which place teams and 
guides can readily be secured. They 
are only three milee, however, from 
Casnino, a flag station, from which we 
walked to the ruins.

Toe canon in which they are found 
runs' through a comparatively level 
region, covered with pinee and cedare. 
The locali'y itself would be difficult 
for an enemy to find. Our walk is s 
warm one, for it is mid-day of mid­
summer in Arizona, bnt through the 
evergreen trees we catch frequent 
cooling glimpeee of vast beds of snow 
that cover the extinct volcano of the 
San Francisco mountains.

Suddenly we come to tbe edge of a 
canon five hundred feet deep, and with 
great difficulty scramble down into 
it. About half way down we find a 
thick layer of rock that bus worn 
away much more rapidly than the 
formation just above it. Tbe reeult 
ie that on that level, for miles on 
both sides of tbe canon, there are 
opep caves, from five to ten feet high, 
from five to twenty feet deep, and 
sometimes from one or two hundred 
feet long. Tbe ancient cliff dwellers 
encloeed these spaces in front with 
walls-two feet thick, and divided 
them into separate rooms by walls 
equally thick Usually a narrow, 
shelf of rock was left in front of tbe 
dwelling, on which they could pass 
from room to room and from dwell­
ing to dwelling. In front there was 
a succession of sheer preoipidee and 
eteep elopee, until the bottom of the 
canon was reached. Trails, of which 
there is now no trace, led down to 
the large, clear pools of water which 
abound in the bottom of the canon at 
this eeason of the year.

Tbe point of the canon which we 
visited was admirably adapted for 
defence. The canon swept around in 
a large circle and came almost back 
upon itaelf, leaving only a narrow 
precipitous strip of land running out 
to the peninsula, which came so near 
being an island. On tbe h'gheet 
point of that peninsula are rude for- 
tiioations. Undoubtedly it was tbe 
cliff dwellers' lookout. The approach 
of an enemy could be immediately 
signaled from that point to tbo dwell- 
ingo on both si dee for a king distance. 
It would bo a Mriou teak for a large 
army to drive a few hundred people 
out of a place no strongly fortified by 
nature.

Wo viaited come twenty or thirty 
of theoo cliff-dwelling*. The num- 
ber of rooma in each varied from two 
to ten. Tbo roOon varied in aiu and 
bight according to tbe ciao of tbe nat­
ural cave. Some of them wore open, 
the walk having fallen down, while

dies, broken pottery, etc. In vis­
iting other dwellings we added to 
these relics and came a ay heavily 
laden.

That nigat we slept on the bottom 
of tbe canon. We lay on a bed of 
sand which we shoveled over the 
rough stones. One old shawl an­
swered as covering for three of us. 
Close under a beetling cliff, with a 
pool of water to our left and tbe dy 
ing embers of a camp-fire behind ns, 
miles from any human habitation, 
but not far from the fresh tracks of 
wild beasts, we lay down and com­
mended ourselves to him whose angel 
encampetb round about them that 
fear him*.

'We thought of the time, centuries 
ago, when tbose wild cliffs echoed 
with the cries and laughter, the songs 
and war-whoops of that mysterious 
race, whose origin, history and dee 
tiny pozzle the ethnologist Out of 
the depths of that narrow gorge we 
looked up at tbe silent stars as they 
slowly moved over tbe canon's top, the 
same stars upon which tbe Indians 
once looked from those same depths. 
If they could but speak, as perhaps 
sometime they will, what a history 
they could tell!—The Advance.

UedergreuH Wires.

Germany's underground telegranh 
system is now complete, and the agi 
tation in favor of similar plans in this 
country gives the subject especial 
value to American readers. Tbe 
practical difficulties in laying under­
ground wires in Germany wore, after 
many years' trial, overcome by her 
scientific mon, and a cable, durable 
and perfectly protected from any prob­
able injury, has boon made. The first 
underground wire was laid in 1876 
between Berlin and Halle. It proved 
such a complete success that prepar­
ations were at once made for a wide 
extension of the system. The em­
pire is, now that tbe work is com­
pleted, crossed by two great main 
cables, stretching from Konigsberg in 
the north to Strasbourg in the south, 
and from Hamburg in the northwest 
to Ratisbon in the southeast, inter­
secting at Berlin. Strasbourg has 
also been connected with Mete. In 
addition another wire onrvee up from 
Strasbourg through Cologne to Ham­
burg, while Ratisoon and Konigsberg 
are connected. A wire also binds to« 
gether Berlin, Dresden, Stuttgart and 
Munich, communicating with a, main 
cable passing through South Ger­
many. Branch lines extend also to 
Kiel and Cuxhaven, to- Bremen and 
Emden, thus adjoining the North sea 
cable communicating with England 
and America. The scheme was for 
tbe moot part planned by Dr. Ste­
phan, Pootmaster. General. The to­
tal coot has been about 130,000,000.
