There may be a humorous—no to say 
grotesque—aspect io this reversal ot 
toe natural order of things; but aw­
ful possibilities of danger lie in a sub­
version of tbe principles of family 
government It is no kindness to a 
child to suffer it to “ gang its an gait” 
<n pursuit of every childish whim. 
Very often such mistaken lenity has 
proved in tbe end, tbe harshest 
cruelty. “ Some time in life,” said 
Mr. Brush, in the course of bis re
marks,

rill not learn to obey unleM- 
tbey ere required to obey. And here 
the duty of the parent becomee plain.

’ If it be even halt trae that d iso bed 
■ence is one ot tbe chief ot the 
causes that lead to crime and to 
prison, it is a terrible responsibility 
that over-indulgent parents aesame.

We are by no means in favor ot an 
iron sternness ot rule in tbe family. 
Prison discipline is out of place tbei e 
Tbe law of love sbeuld underlie all 
-•ome government. But disobedience 
should no more be allowed than pro­
fanity or falsehood. A child who 
says, “ 1 will ” or ‘1 won't," in oppo 
sition to the will ot tbe parent, should 
b- quickly taught, in tbe gentlest 
way possible, bat tboroag> ly, that ft 
must yield to authority. Teere need 
be no harshness in this; generally 
there need be no resort to tbe Hural 
“ rod of correction." A child-may be 
very early taught how to obey, and 
the habit of obedience, once acquired, 
will make tbe enforcement of family 
government a comparatively easy 
task Bat obedience -should be 
among tbe things required. When 
one of our most experienced prison 
. ffloert stands up in such an assem­
blage as that gathered at Saratoga, 
and says that disobedience to parents 
leads to priron, the warning should 
not fall upon unbeed>ng ears. The 
beet of home training may not suffice 
to save every wayward child from 
evil courses and t> o prison ban; but 
the neglect of it has often been fol­
lowed by oonsequenoea. disastrous 
and heart-breakinr —Examiner.

Another doctrine which is made 
the ground of consolation for tbe be­
reaved is, that guilt can not be inher­
ited, and therefore infants can have 
no participation in the guilt of Ac'am, 
but, on tbo contrary, every child 
which comes into the world is put 
upon the same plane with Adam; 
that is, is put upon probation in its 
own person. But it is so evident that 
this doctrine is contrary to tbe teach­
ing of the Bible; and it is so evident 
that sicknoM and death can not exist 
under the government of the right­
eous God, except as the consequence 
of guilt, that the very facts of pain 
and death to tbe infant must throw 
a shadow over tbe hopes which are 
built upon this foundation. And al­
though this ia tbe false foundation 
upon which perhaps tho majority of 
parents rest >thoir hopes in tbo hour 
of bereavement, wo Shan'1 not enter 
into a formal refutation of-tho doc­
trine at this time, but simply chal­
lenge those wbo teach this doctrine 
as a ground of consolation, to toll us 
how sickness and pain, ard death 
could befall an infant under tbo ad­
ministration of an all-righteous Sove­
reign, unless they have some connec­
tion with guilt.

Turning, now, to consider tbe in­
quiry, What are tho rohl gronntls of 
consolation to. parents bereaved of 
their infant children? wo venture to 
promise tho following remarks:

With nil tho dark problems that 
grow out of tbo existence of din and 
death, and there are confessedly 
some, wo can nt t aOo any evidence 
thnt God crea'od any portion t>f the 
race simply for the purpose of de­
stroying them. The purpose of mer­
cy was included in tbo purpose to 
create. And the fact that the scheme 
Of redemption was revealed simulta­
neously with the pronouncing of the 
curse and oefore tho first child was 
born, and that the whole succeeding 
revelation boars upon tbo point of 
bringing the fact of redemption into 
fuller and fuller view, until it was 
consummated upon Calvary, shows 
that an atonement for tho guilt ol

tbo central fact in all Grd’a designs

Let us now inquire, first, if there 
aro any Scripture texts, specifically 
regarding infants, from wbiob it may 
bo fairly inferred that infants dying 
in infancy are saved. When David, 
after tbe death of his child, threw 
aside tho emblems of grief and 
mourning, and said, “ It can not 
come back to me, but I shall go to 
it,” what was tbo import of his 
words? Some may say that tbo 
statement can imply no more than 
that they should both sometime meet 
some where in another state; that it 
can moan no more than tho ox pros 
sion, common among tbe earlier 
Jews, “ Wa shall bo gathered to our 
fathers," which did not indicate any 
oertain knowledge of whore; or under 
what circumstances, they might moot 
That as David, when bespoke these 
words, had not yet reached the term 
of bis own life, it oould not yet be

ultimately be associated with it in 
the enjoyment of’God. If it was cer 
tain that David uttered these words 
under tbe influence of inspiration, it 
would certainly prove that he knew

1 the child was in that state of bliss 
which be himself hoped to reabh 
when be died. David, however, was 
not at all times under tbe influence 
of inspiration, and we can not say 
that he^as under it at the time ho 
uttered this expression. But he un 
doubtedly enjoyed an assured hope 
of eternal life; for he would not have 
been allowed to express bis triumph 
ant assurance, as be often does, under 
tbe influence of inspiration, if he bad 
not enjoyed such assurance. We 
must therefore conclude that, since 
David enjoyed an assured hope of 
heavenly bliss, his joyful expression 
of an assurance that be would meet 
his child in the future life, was an ex­
preMion of bis belief that the child 
bad gone to that blissful state; and 
tbo case is recorded for our instruc­
tion, our example, and our comfort.

Again: When Juttus took the in 
fant children in bis arms and blessed 
them, saying, “Suffer tbe little chil­
dren to come unto mo and forbid 
them not, for of such ia tho kingdom 
of heaven,” bo certainly did not mean 
to say that all infants are saved, for 
this would have been tantamount to

dearly given, we ought to be able to 
inter from them tbe degrees in which 
various classes will be hejd responsi­
ble; i. e., wrought to find tbe extent 
to which different persons are.±eld 
accountable from tbe particular 
grounds on which their destiny is 
pronounced in the day of final reck­
oning. We are distinctly taugbt that 
tbe heathen world will be judged ac­
cording to the degree of knowledge 
which has boon given to them, of 
their obligations and responsibilities. 
Those who have sinned without tbe 
lew shall be judged simply by tbe 
natural light given them. “ For as 
many as have sinned without the 
[written] law shall perish without 
tbe [written] law. And as many as 
have sinned under tbo law shall br 
judged by the law in tbe day when 
God shall judge the secrets of men 
by Jesus Christ according to my gos 
pel," says tbe apostle. Tee wrath of 
God is revealed against tbe heathen 
because they held tbe truth in tbeir 
unrighteousneM; they had some 
knowledge of the Absolute God and 
of their duty to him. •• For tbe in­
visible things of him are clearly seen 
from tbo creation of tbe world, so 
that they are without excuse." They 
see the evidence of a Creator, all- 
powerful and all-wise, and they find 
in tbe moral law written within 
thorn, that tbsy are under subjec 
tion to tbe Creator as their supreme 
moral Governor.

If this heading enema to'be axiom­
atic, or even tautological, wo must 
be pardoned for charging ^it to the 
vagaries of-PelobaptiyU. The gen­
eral moral code, as found [in the 
Scriptarea, ie of equally binding force 
and authority upon all men,'whether 
saint or sinner. God has not given 
one system of moral laws for the gov­
ernance of Christians and another for 
the governance of those who are not 
Moral laws are based on right; they 
spring out of the “ eternal fitness of 
things.” Man—not Christiana, but 
man universal—is prohibited from 
lying, theft, profanity, lewdneee, 
murder, because theee things war 
against the great principle of Right 
as between man and his fellow, and 
between man and hie God. If it is 
wrong for one man to swear, to lie, 
to cheat, to steal, to murder, to dnnlc, 
to danoe, to attend theaters, and other 
places, of questionable propriety.it is 
wrong for all. Just as the atmos­
phere, encircling our globe, presses 
with the same weight upon every 
foot of its surface, even so God’s 
moral law comes with equal force 
and meaning to all, saint and sinner, 
preacher and private church-member. 
And a step beyond this. There are 
religious duties—duties springing out 
of our relations to God and bis law 
that are alike enjoined upon all; e. g., 
the duty to repent and.trust in Christ 
The sinner should do this because he 
never has so done. The Christian 
should because he oftentimes falls be­
fore temptation's power, and there ie 
no other way of getting to Jesus’ feet. 
But there are duties .and privileges 
that are exclusively the heritage ot 
the child of God, as baptism, church-

Thisksglviag.

The national thanksgiving day was very' 
generally observed by the churches in Lou­
isville. We have apace for only a brief no­
tice of the services in tbe Baptist churches.

The earliest service was a unique and en­

membership, and the lord’s Supper. 
There is logical and beautiful harmo­
ny in the order of Gdd’e house; 
clearness, force, meaning, wisdom in 
the arrangement of all the New Tes­
tament requirements. Men are, first 
of all, to be brought into moral har­
mony with God by spiritual renewal, 
then submit themselves to the order 
and requirements of his house and 
kingdom. This is shadowed forth in 
the final commission, “ Go .. . disci­
ple ali nations, baptising them .... 
teaching them to observe all things, 
whatsoever I have commanded you.” 
None of these duties are enjoined 
upon infants. Obedience is volunta­
rily and intelligently rendered. In­
fants can neither understand the re­
quirements of the Bible, nor. volun­
tarily conform to them. The same is 
true of an unregenerate man. He 
may outwardly obey the letter, but 
the spirit of the command, never. It 
is from the heart that the form of 
doctrine, divinely given, is to be 
obeyed. Hence neither infante nor 
unregenerate adults have any place 
in the kingdom of God.

Such are manifestly the teachings 
of the Scriptures. Those who were 
“ added to the church " at the time o 
Pentecost were those who “gladly 
received the word "—those who were 
already saved. Those woo consti­
tuted the church at Rpme are re 
ferred to by the apostle as “ beloved 
of God, called saints”—not simply 
spoken of as saints, as a title of dis-' 
tinction; but as those who, by the 
effectual call of the Spirit, had been

Nor is there anything much more 
important than this. The gospel 
sung has oftentimes more ot power— 
thrilling, moving power—than the 
gospel preached, even by the most 
fervid and eloquent lips. We are hot 
at all sure but the wonderful success 
of Mr. Moody is in largo part attrib­
utable to the singing ot Mr. Sankey. 
And wo ail know that nothing so en­
livens religious service and clothes it 
with such fascinating power as good, 
stirring song. *

Yut how indifferent most of our 
people are to the cultivation of this 
talent Notwithstanding there are 
singers, “ not a few," in every com­
munity, yet we go to tho service of 
the sanctuary in tho rural districts, 
betimes, and find the service lagging 
from beginning to end, on account 
of the absence of good singing. Apd 
this because the people have forgot­
ten the command to “ to stir up the 
gilt"

It is not every brother or sister 
who has a gift in the direction of 
speaking or praying in public; and 
it requires a great deal of "grace to 
render them sufficiently heroic to im­
prove upon their gift In that direc­
tion. But well-nigh every one has a 
gift hi the direction of singing. And 
it needs to be stirred up Brethren 
and sisters should gather together 
and bring their friends with them— 
and this every week—that they may 
train themselves for the song service 
of the sanctuary. While'we need 
good preaching, we need equally good 
singing. And as we can have good 
preaching only by having the 
preacher take time to prepare, so we 
can have good singing only by hbv 
ing the people take time to prepa.re. 
“ Stir up ”—take time to stir up— 
“ the gift that ia in tbee.”

In California tbe woodpecker stores 
acorns away ibetgh be never eats 
them. He bores several bob s, differ­
ing slightly iq s ae, at tbe fall of the 
year, invariably in a pine tree. Then 
be finds an aeorn, which he adjusts 
to one of tbe holes prepared for its 
reception. But be does not eat tbe 
aoorn, for. as a rule, he is not a vege­
tarian. His object in storing away 
tne acorns exhibits foresight and 
knowledge of results more akin to 
reaaon than to instinct. The ano 
oeeding-winter tbe aoorn remains in­
tact, but becoming saturated is pre 
disposed to decay, wh< n it is attacked 
by maggots, who seem to delight in 
this special food. It is then that the 
woodpecker reaps tbo harvest his 
wisdem has provided, ata time when, 
tho ground being covered with snow, 
ho would experience a difficulty pin 
orwisc in obtaining suitable or pals 
table food. It is a uuojeot of specula­
tion why tho redwood coder or the 
sugar pine is invariably selected. Il 
is not probable that tho insect tbe 
woodpecker is so fond of is found 
only on the outside of two trees; but 
true it is that in Calavere, Mariposa 
and other districts of California, trees 
of this kind may be frequently seen 
covered all over their trunk with 
acorns when there is not an. oak tree 
within several miles.
