ment which we have adopted. It 
is only by an arbitrary act that we 
can arrange the inspired writers in a 
particular order and forae the second 
into harmony with the first and tbe 
third into harmony with both tbe 
preceding. iVeare as much bound 
to harmonise Paul with James as 
James with Paul. And it is onlg_by 
refusing to aooept them in tbe most 
natural sense of their words that any 
necessity for a forced harmony grows 
up. They are all equally inspired, 
and therefore equally authoritative. 
■The above declaration of tbe Apostle 
John can be no unmeaning thing, un­
less it be an interpolation; and it 
can have no true meaning which will 
not harmonir.s with tbo doctrine of 
the atonement aa generally tanght in 
tbe Scriptures. The attempt some­
times made to explain and limit its 
meaning by saying that the atone­
ment is of universal benefit to the 
world inasmuch as the world is spared 
m order that tbe atonement may be 
carried out, and hence that all tbe 
sfood of every kind which men enjoy 
in this world is due to tbe atonement 
while it may bo accepiod )as true, 
doos it not seem to exhaust fbe mean­
ing of the apostle's declaration, nor 
does it seem to harmonise at all with 
hie design in making it. It seems 
to bo his design to magnify tbe Fa 
thur's grace and to give tno most ox 
aitod view of tbe atonement by show 
ing that il reaches tbo raoe^ It 
means that there is sufficient virtue 
in this propitiatory offering to me<t 
the wants of every child of Adam 
who, under a.sense of guilt, looks up 
to tbo Father through the Advocate 
whoso intercession is all-powerful by 
reason ot tho offering which bo has 
made ot himself on behalf of the sin­
ful world. But only intelligent sin 
ners can thus approach the Father. 
Probably more.than twenty thous­
and millions ot tbe race, an innumera­
ble company of infants of the face will 
never reach the point at which they 
can be inclndod in tbe intelligent 
class. They are like flowers blighted 

। in tbo bloom. Tboy die before their 
> powers are unfolded; they can not 

know tbeir need ; they can not hear 
' tbe promise; they can not look that 

tboy may live. Mast they then die 
everlastingly because they can not 
look? No. The loving John embraced 
tbem in his thought, and oompre 
bonded thorn in the breadth ot tbo 
statement which gave expression to 
his thought.

0OLOBAD0 OITT
is tbe city of tqe plains, 202 miles 
west of Fort Worth, and 387 oast of 
El Paso, on tbe banks ot tbe Rio 
Grande. Tbe Texas and Pacific R 
R. runs through this town of about 
3500 inhabitants. The Tokas phi­
lanthropist, Bro. A. W. Dunn, resides 
at thia place. This good brother re­
ceived us kindly and entertained us 
hospitably, oven feasting us upon 
choice antelope meat,and aided ns in 
our grand work. 1 found here a no­
ble people. Tbo Baptists lost their 
edifice a few months ago, and now 
are without bouse or shepherd’, ‘They 
arc able and liberal. If th6 right 
man goes there, he will have before 
him a door of usefulness. They need 
a good preacher and a working pas­
tor. A letter to Mrs. A. 8. Smart, 
one of tbo committee, will aid a 
brother with the above characleris 
tics, to a field of usefulness.

The great missionary bodies of tbe 
State have done a magnificent work 
during tbo year. The General Asso 
.oiation, about eighteen months ago, 
was preparing her cerements for the 
tomb. But by tbo election of Rev 
A. J. Holt as Corresponding Secreta­
ry, they took on new life, and al once 
began to throb with greater energy. 
Tney claim that they raised for.all 
purposes last year 8100,000 witbin 
their bounds. Waco University se­
cured her 880,000, and is now in tbe 
field for a round 8100 000. and I be­
lieve she will realize it. They have 
determfbed to ra>se 820,000 this next 
year, and lol in about three months 
they have secured some two-thirds of 
that amount. Tbeir missionary woik 
this year is marvelous. Bro. Holl 
has 52 missionaries now in the field;

plan. Tbe Baptist Orphan Home, 
near Dalias, under tbe auspices oi 
tbe General Association, is approach­
ing her ideas of endowment with 
commendable progress.

tifying^he soul. He may choose to 
accomplish these results by tbe use 
of certain means in the case of adult 
and intelligent sinners, but be is 
equally competent to bring about 
these resalts without tbe use of those 
means in tbe case of tbo infant. If 
one should still ask, How do wo know 
that the infant can become partaker 
of the benefits of Christ's work with­
out conforming to the conditions on 
which salvation is generally offered? 
we answer, first, because this is the 
imperative voice of reason and muel 
be accepted until revelation sets it 
aside; and second, such is the teach­
ing of Scripture, oven in tbo view of 
those who teach for doctrine that 
“ cleet infants are saved; ” “ to whom 
little is given, of them shall little be 
required,” and, of course, to whom 
les* is given, of them shall still less 
be required ; and so wo reach tbe con­
clusion that to whom nothing is giv­
en, of them shall nothing be required. 
This seems folly to answer the ques­
tion. The infant has no power to 
p-rform such conditions and there­
fore is not required to perform tbem. 
How do we know that Christ has 
taken away tbo only guilt with 
which tbe infant is chargeable? Tbia 
wo can only know by divine revela­
tion ; and we shall endeavor yet more 
definitely to prove it by divine rove 
lation.

How do“we know that Christ takes 
away that corruption of nature wbicb 
would disqualify tbe infant for hoav 
en? Because the removing *f tbo 
guilt ot Adam's sin necessarily in­
volves tbe taking away of that cor­
ruption of nature which was only tbe 
result of that guilt. It does not fol­
low that that corruption of nature is 
taken away tbe instant tbe child is 
born, bur only that it is taken away 
al tbo moment of its death.

I left 
Wichita Texas, a two y«*ar old town 
of about 2,500 inhab tan tn. at tbe 
terminus of tbe Fort Worth & Denver 
R. R. in a wagon, to go twelve miles 
oul on ’tf>e prairie. We passed 
through a portion of 5 500 acres un­
der one fence, in which I saw a herd 
of antelope feeding with tbe cattle. 
Presently a kioto wolf trotted across 
our pathway. Going to oar left, bo 
halted and gazrd at us as we contin­
ued our journey. It being at an ear­
ly hour, It was thought be was solici­
tous ot one of those fat prairie dogs 
for bis breakfast. These little ani­
mals are a curiosity. Tboy are a 
species of tbe squirrel, of a light 
brown color, weighing about three 
pounds, fat and rolling. They dwell 
in cities, from 10,000 to 100,000, and 
have their bouses from ten to twen­
ty-five feet apart. When any danger 
arises, they hie to their boles, bark 
and wiggle their little tails, and are 
gone. The rabbit and owl krop 
house with them.

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Tbe doctrine that baptism, ao 
cording to the gospel, belongs to the 
believer.alone, and that by him only 
can tbe baptismal command be 
obeyed, is taught and practically en­
forced by none others except the 
Baptista. We are not unmiddful of 
the fact that two or three bodies of 
modern origin profess to hold to this. 
But we are speaking of those who 
have consistently stood by this 
through ages of snperstition, of op­
position and of error. It is need­
less to enlarge upon tbe fact that the 
great bnlk of Pm lobaptisto who hold 
and teach that this rite belongs not 
only to believers, bat to their infant 
offspring as well, do not indorse be­
lievers' baptism only. That they do 
thus bold and teach, an appeal to

1 their standards renders plain and in- 
disputable. Hence their infant seed 
either poeseea faith—enter upon and 
pass through mental and spiritual 
processes of which they are clearly 
incapable—or the faith of the paren’, 
by seme feat of spiritual legerdemain 
unknown to tbe gospel, is accepted 
instead of that of tbe child.

The position of our Campbellite 
friends is too well and too widely 
known upon thia subject to render 
necessary a lengthy notice. Instead 
of insisting that a man shall first be 
a Christian, then observe the rites of 
tbe Christian economy, they would 
fain make him a Christian by the mere 
matter of external obedience.

Now there is nothing clearer and 
plainer in tbe light ol New Testa 
ment injunction and history, than 
that obedience is voluntary, and that 
the observance of New Teetament 
rites is enjoined upon believers only. 
How can obedience to a positive com­
mand be other than voluntary? Is 
there* really any such thing as en­
forced or passive obedience? A fa­
ther, by the rod, may secure of a wil 
fu1 child an unwilling conformity to 
parental law. The Caltholic, by the 
terrors of purgatory, or by the dread 
of excommunication from thechurob, 
and of being finally accursed from 
Christ, may secure conformity to tbe 
requirements of the Papal church; 
but no ons supposes that such things 
constitute obedience, in neither of 
these cases is the blessing and glad­
ness secured which always comes to 
him whe renders willing and hearty 
obedience. Obedience to Christ's 
command, "be baptized," like obe 
dienoe to all other commands, mast 
be pereonal and voluntary. We can 
not do our religion by proxy. Hence < 
before infant baptism can be right i 
we must find tbe command, “Take i 
this child and baptise it for me.” We 
oan find the command in substance: 
“ Take this child and train it for me; 
bring it up in tbe nurture and admo- i 
nition of the Lord." But the other 
command we do not find; and even • 
had we a positive command to bap- 1

plant believer*' baptism without a 
divins enactment to that effect 
Hence were we to baptise our chil­
dren by divine authority; yet when 
they personally repent and believe, 
they must personally and voluntarily 
obey. Nothing can do away with 
Ue command to bap tine believers.

The Scriptures everywhere teach 
Wth, Ue reception of Christ, before 
baptism. Ths cosumiaeion—Christ’s 
final law to ths churches—is oonola- 
sive upon Uis point “Goys, there- 
for*, and teach all nations, baptising

1 simply 
proclaim these, Christ's gifts, as al- 
rrady possessed by the souL" This 
divests baptism of all gracious or 
sacramental efficacy, throws about it 
tbe charm and glory of a beautiful 
aymbolism, and gives all the glory of 
our salvation to Christ. Here we 
stand, and we stand alone. We stand 
against aa unhallowed ritualism that 
would lead men to build on other 
foundations than that of “Jeaua’ 
blood and righteousnem." We stand 
for tbe honor of God, the glory of our 
ernoiflied, risen, and ascended Lord. 
This is rock, “ and all ia aea beside."

footafepa of tbe declining sun.

MFriMBia, with its hush of winds, 
its stiffening leaves, and browning 
cornfields, begins st forty-ei^ht, and 
extends to fifty-four. But the late 
summer stretches into it, warm and 
genial and balmy, until the sun 
crosses the equinoctisl at fifty-two, 
and uahers in tbe stillness, the chill, 
and the storms of autumn.—Bat the 
sunshine is still mellow snd warm: 
the pastures are springing up with a 
new growth of luxuriant green : the 
landscape, variegated with dun har­
veet fields and green pastnrea and 
purple fruits of teaming orchards, 
shows the struggle of Life to main 
tain ita late prime against the ad­
vancing desolation of the decaying 
year.

Octobbr extends from flfty-fonrito 
sixty: calm, still, beautiful October: 
t.he Indian summer of lite: somber 
with falling leaves; but glowing with 
.the baxy light ot fading sunshine, 
and rich in purple fruits, and busy 
with hasty industry sowing sued for 
tbe coming yar. Tbe harvest fields 
of life arc all reaped now, but ‘ho 
harvests are still being gathered. 
The orchards sre banging with pur­
ple fruits tbe beet of the year; the 
corn stands thick in its shocks in tbe 
field; the threshers are buty gather 
ing the grain from the etack into the 
garner and transporting it to market; 
tbe herds are still cropping the green 
luxuriant bluegrass; and tbe bare 
fields from which the harvest ot tbe 
present Life have been gathered are 
plowed to receive the seed that will 
spring up to the blessed harvest of 
the life to come.

November reaches from sixty to 
sixty-six. And hero occurs the most 
striking paralei in tbe entire analogy 
we are tracing, reversing the previ 
one law, in strictest conformity with 
the facts of human life. Hitherto, 
the passing age stretches into the 
co’oing cycle. Thus, Childhood 
stretches into Youth from twelve to 
sixteen, as winter roaches into spring 
bli the equinoctial-in March ; and, an 
spring roaches into summer till tbe 
twenty first ot June, so Youth reaches 
into Manhood till thirty-four; and 
the summer of life reaches into au­
tumn from forty-eight till fifty two, 
ss summer stretches into S -ptembor 
up to tbe equinoctial. Bat now, in­
stead of the autumo extending into 
the winter, tn strict paralelism with 
human hfe, tbe winter encroaches 
back upon the autumn. Toe mello w 
warm Indian summer carries tbe Au­
tumn up to the middle of November, 
when the storms of winter begin; 
and so, at sixty three, tbe human 
constitution passes through theGrand 
Climacteric, the storm which closes 
tbe calm and vigor and minty sun­
shine of life's Autumn, and ushers in 
tbe ch’ll winter of old age.
