Since writing tbe preceding articles 
we have seen in a Presbyterian 
weekly (<Sf. Zottit Svanyelut, July Ui, 
p. 4, col, 2) an article, supposed to be 
by a Presbyterian divine, which con­
firms some of tbe statements we have 
made. It is as follows: “Infanta 
are Baved, not because they are Sky 
in tbeir nature, but by tbe atonement 
of Jesus Christ, whose blood cleanses 
from all sin. They receive the bless­
ings of redemption, but tbe manner 
of this reception is not revealed, for 
tbe Holy Scriptures are designed for 
those who can understand tbe truth 
which shows the way of life; bnt 
their salvation is assured in the Word 
of God, by tbe inferences that must 
be made from its statements and the 
treatment they received from tbe 
Savior, who presented them as illus­
trations of hie kingdom. In ‘ tbe in­
numerable throng' there are both 
‘great and small,’ and the entire 
scope of tbe Bible implies the cer­
tainty of redemption for those dying 
in infancy, but only through grace.” 
We are pleased to see to square a 
statement in favor o^lhis consoling 
truth, albeit wo wonder al tbe incon­
sistency of a diyine whose convictions 
are so clear upon this important 
question, and who yet can subscribe 
to standards which teach so directly 
tpo contrary. f,

It will be seen from this reference 
that our affirmation that tbe P esby- 
torian people and the Presbyterian 
standards are not in harmony upon 
this subject, is not unfounded in fact 
Now we ask, why should a clear- 
beaded man, who is able to find the 
truth by looking directly at the 
Scriptures, deliberately subscribe to 
a form of doctrine which be knows to 
be contrary to tbe Scriptures? Or 
if, having ignorantly subscribed to it, 
upon wbat principle can be continue 
his subscription to it, having found it 
to be false? If be finds it necessary 
to teach tbe truth for me instruction

not heartily and without mental res­
ervation subscribe to a human form 
of doctrine which throws a shadow— 
a dark and impenetrable shadow— 
over our hopes in reference to the 
many millions of the race wbo have 
died or may die in infancy? When 
one meets a case iik« that of tbe 
writer above quoted, be can only 
stand amazid ah the frightful power 
ot the bondage to men under which 
many are brought'^ by having their 
views of truth molded by a human 
standard of doo<nne\ When a child 
in early life baa been taught by a su­
perstitious mother tha&it is bad luck i 
to cut out a garment or begin any

j ore to bring them under the influence 
” of such manipulations.

Wo see now a clear-headed divine 
publishing his belief that all infants, 

1 dying in infancy, are saved “ by the 
1 grace of God " and “ through tbe 
1 atoning merits of Cbrist,” and yet 
1 dinging to the doctrine that “elect 

infants are saved,” and that “outside 
' of the visible ohurch there is no ordi- 
1 nary possibility of salvationand 

that infant children must be baptized 
as the only means of bringing them 

1 into connection with tbe visible 
church. Nay, more; insisting,in bis 
written oonfeasion, that the little in­
fant, notwithstanding its jeopardy in 
being out of connection with tbe vis­
ible church, can not be allowed to be 
brought in, unless at least one of its 
parents is a church-member. It is 
truly wonderful to see bow men who 
have sufficient mind to read and learn 
how tbe world has been controlled by 
the grossest forms of superstition for 
thousands ol years, can not learn how 
important it is to begin with the ear­
ly years of childhood to guard the 
children against the tendency to su­
perstitious beliefs and practices which 
history shows are likely to bring 
them into hopeless bondage.

If “ Penn " has historical evidence 
of tbe correctness of what bo has 
written, I shall be greatly obliged if 
be will furnish it. I would briefly 
state, that my great uncle lived for 
many years a very influential mem­
ber, and a deacon of a Baptist church; 
and my grandfather, who was 17 
years old when converted, entered 
the ministry when 23 yean old, and 
was engaged in that all-important 
work for a period of seventy-odd 
yean, as ho died in 1843, in tbe 93d 
year of his age. His ministerial- life 
wasroajMtly spent in Edgefield Co., 8 
C., wherfc^ as a pioneer preacher, he 
was instrumental in tbe conversion 
of thousands, and in the organization 
of numoroue churches. Indeed, to 
bis work, under God. may the fact 
that Edgefield is notoriously a Bap­
tist county, be attributed.

But are there evidences to be fonnd 
in tbe Scriptures tbat tbe church 
should never lapse T Jesus declared 
to tbe deciplea; “Upon thia rock I 
will build my church, and tboguteaof 
hell shall not prevail age nst it.” 
Space will not permit a lengthy dis­
cussion of this passage. Tbe “ king­
dom " had already come. Therefore 
it could hardly be spoken of as a 
th'ng to be npreared in the future. 
It consists in “ righteousness, joy and 
peace in tbe Holy Ghost;” hence 
Christ could hardly speak of it as that 
which be would “ build." Tne term 
church, therefore, we cmcludo, must 
refer to Cnrist's visible body. Chriat 
bad announced the law, with its car 
emoniea, at an end. Bat the Jews
