Wo name tips ns among tho “ pe­
culiarities " of jtho■Baptist faith. We 
do not ‘nf Close communion," a* 
some of our friend* would say for u*; 
for we are not eo close as some of our 
friend* who qse a very glib tongue 
and drive a v»ry rapid pen. But wo 
■ay church communion, because we, 
of all other*, restrict it to tbo oburcb, 
and, of nearly all others, extend th* 
privilege tooburcb members. It must 
bo adm.tted at th* outset, that Christ 
committed tbo Supper institute to 
some organiesd body, who should be 
responsible for it* “keeping," it* pres­
ervation fron| corruption and from 
perversion from it* original purpose 
and design, ovdn till bo oomo. This 
is e*s*niial, ip deed, to the perpetuity 
of tbe ordinance.

On tbo night of oar Lord's passion, 
having give*-to the world living 
proof* of fais divinity, Eis tender love, 
his boundless , compassion, and bis 
power to savi,.by personal ministries 
of good among men, ho—ready to 
consummate biis mission to earth by 
tho sacrifice; 'of bim*elf—took the 
twelve into tbe “ large upper room,” 
and there instituted and celebrated 
with them, the Supper. These cOn 
■tituted hi* infant ekkleiia. They rep­
resented—they were the germ whence 
grew—all the:fatare churches in tbe 
kingdom of tho Son of God. And 
when they h>d oaten and drunken of 
these tender aqd refreshing memo­
rials of hi* broken body and shod 
blood, bo gayo ;the solemn charge— 
“Tnl* do in ybmumbranoo of me, for 
aa oft as ye ei*t tbi* broad and, drink 
this cap ye do show tbo Lord's death 
till be come." That this solemn and 
■Igniflowt command was given to the 
church, tbene is not tbe slightest 
room for hesitancy or doubt. It is

We believe—and all others to be 
consistent most believe the same 
thing of themselves—that Baptist 
eburobes are patterned after tbe di­
vine model. Every organisation mast 
believe that tbe Supper wa* commit­
ted to it, as a well defined body, sod 
that, according to tbe gospel, it is not 
to be carried oataide. Bslieving this 
a* we do, we dare not extend tbe 
privilege beyond our own limbs. To 
be consistent with reason and Sorip- 
ture teaching, others must stand juat 
where we stand. Mixed communion, 
in any organisation, simply sets aside 
the gospel and clothes human opin­
ion with divine authority.

“ Bat,” it is said right at this point, 
“yon do not admit all baptised per­
son* to the Sapper with yoa." To 
this we reply: Baptism i* not tbe 
sole prerequisite. A man may be 
baptised, and yet not be a member of 
any ohnroh. For even a baptised 
Christian may be exoladed from a 
church.

In tbe 1,6lb century, floon of near 
ly ail hornet lie England wore of tbe 
earth, strewn with rushes spread on 
from timeHojtime to cover fish bones, 
filth, excrement of dogs, children, 
ndulie, egojf.Bll ibe abode became too 
short between floor and roof, when a 
new hut trooid be built and the old 
one burned, hr tbe only way to dean 
it. Hornet bod palaces of tno rich 
had no carpels except straw, that 
waa often spread even in palaces of 
kings to bhieftbe filth.

Tilt the l»4 century but little glsss 
was used in England. Holes in doors 
and walla let jin air at will. Boiled 
born, split add spread flat, scraped 
thin and jnatptied served as window 
panes, and' lj>o»o who could afford, 
such lukaries; were booted alas scobs 
and upstarts :even as sand lolegiU 
tors deuouried those who epend money 
for clothed, pictures, books, homes, 
etc., instead <4 whisky. When glass 
first came into use tor windows it 
was to expensive and bo opposed by 
tbe ignorant, Ithat when tbe owners 
of homes witn glass windows went 
away, even fur a day they removed 
tbe glue to piuw ■ of safety.

In the good old days, only three 
hundred yea. • ago. oni iron kettle, 
a few woodenispoons, pewter platters 
and drinking cups made from wood 
or horn, were iwdencea ot aristocracy. 
Cotton goods were uukuow till a tew 
hundred year, mo. Previous to 1 UGO 
potatoes were;unkoo*n as an article 
of food, and sd lute as 1663 tbe law 
in Europe declared teem “articles ot 
luxury," and fixed ao internal rev­
enue tax ibtreon, and established the 
price at equivhlint io hall a dollar ot 
our present legal tender coin per 
pound. Ip 1693 potatoes were be­
coming ooaunpu, so ihat “ loving hus- 
bafide oftep:bqui ye roots to please 
ye wife." ’ I

There are upw hundreds of varie­
ties ot fruit nqt known or thought ot 
in tbe good old days. Indeed it is 
but a few ;y'ara, comparatively 
speaking, since a man iu France, a 
gardener by occupation, a sort ot 
crank, declare^ ibai be could improve 
tbe quality* <jl japplos. The Kmg of 
France humored the idea ot the pa­
tient experimenter, afforded him 
means to prolate ibe improvement, 
and at last, when be received a lot ol 
choice fruit, boner than ho had ever 
received before, be coiiLrred honors 1 
upon him, and:gave him anew name, ' 
Pomme Roy, >ignilyihg Royal Ap

Two hundred years ago roads were 1 
almost unknown in many parts of 
Europe, where now are good public 
thoroughfares. Beds of creeks were 
the roods in Summer—in tbe winter, 
pereone itayUdAt home and told sto 1

How strangely must Adam have 
fell in ibe gbriien after he bad broken 
hit Maker'ejiwl Tbe sun sbone as 
brigmly as ^er, and tbe earth was 
as gloriously bedeikod with flowers; 
tbe riven Biill glided over their sands 
ot gold, and;the trees spread iboir 
umbrageous’ 'foliage along their 
banks; tbe birda sang aa eweeily as 
ever, and the beasts sported on tbe 
lawns as peafietally as before; color, 
and fragrance, and music, and balmy 
airs were alt there aa at the Oral:
