Christ a. the Bon of God, tbe Mosaiab 
of the Old Testament, tbe crucified 
but risen One, the ever-living, and, 
even after be had withdrawn, bodily, 
from the earth, ever working in it.— 
as thoroughly committed to this be­
ing in penoosl loyalty, as is pOoaible 
for tbe human mind to oonceivo. 
The obieflnourishment of that Iqualty 
was tbe conviction that the Bead 
Christ came forth from the sealed and 
guarded rock-tomb alive.

Has th»t fact tbe resurrection of 
Christ, a'thorough hold upon us? 
■Paul wn»not educated to believe it 
He sprang into tbe belief of it from 
a state <n hostile opposition. We 
were trained to accept it, and even 
in nnregenerate boyhood may have 
sought and recorded parages wbicb 
taught it We may have studied it 
in tbe theological school, and, at 
limos, in our ministry. But study 
ing Cbriat's resurrection os a doctrine 
is not like studying it as a fact; and 
studying it m a fact is not like ap­
propriating it as a lite. Studying 
thia, os studying any other doctrine 
or even any other fact of Christianity 
for tho Bake oi our bearers, ia ex­
posed to tbe danger ol not studying 
it also with reference to ourselves. 
How great is tno difference between 
studying any fact or any doctrine of 
the Bible only to obtain material for 
tbo pulpit, only to be able to meet 
tbe penis cd critical though loving 
beam re, and studying it as a matter 
of personal oonoern. O, how great 
tbe difference I Yet the defective ex 
perienoe over which some ot us are 
mournings need not have been. It 

find ought not to be repeat-

which older ministers make, and, by 
the infinite interests involved, avoid 
tbeir mistake. Wbetber younger or 
older, let us accustom ourselves to 
study that central fact of tbe gospel, 
without which, aa Poul himsell Bays, 
tne gospel ia a nullity, with wbioh all 
in tbo gospel ia clearer than tbe light 
and stronger than tbo mountsine— 
let us study it, appropriate and as­
similate it, that it may become our 
life before we attempt to make it tbo 
lite of our people. So will it be tbo 
constant sirongtbener of our loyally.

.Some of us may not bave even aa 
sound a body as Paul's which may be 
said without presuming that Pau) was 
ot more than average sixe and 
strength ; in reasoning, imagination, 
tact, versatility, suavity and consi* 
tancy, noroot as would presume to be 
like mm. bui in one respect, and that 
tnu greatest, wo muy bo and ought to 
be bis tq'iai. Cjinplolo,unswerving, 
intense loyalty to Cbrist is not con­
ditioned upon the puaserB on ol flinch 
learning or sp'ondid powers. Was 
oar apostle a -man oi groa'. lai th and 
much prayer? So may wo be. Was

same spirit, if honest and humble, ' 
would bring out results, infinitely 

| more important, in tho domain oi 
Christianity. Shall the eager scien­
tist torture nature to make her yield 
up her secrets, and tbo child oi God 
show no concern to explore and test 
his righto in “tbo exceeding great 
end precious promises” which wore 
given that be “ might be a partaker 
of the divine nature? ” It is a matter 
of profound astonishment that so 
many of God's dear children cbould 
attach so little preunt value to many 
of the largest promises in his Wordl 
Tho crying need of this ago is a 
deeper spirituality, more Cbrist-like 
ne ns, more unreserved devotion to the 
will and service of God.

Most Christians seem to have a tol­
erably ooireot idea ot wbat Cbrisi 
has done forthem; but bow few bave 
over seriously thought of wbat be 
proposes to do fa them? It is high 
time for every believer to institute 
snob inquiries as these: “Wbat aro 
my rights in Christ?” “ What does 
my Savior wish me to be?" "What 
would be accomplish in me?" “ Wbat 
are my spiritual pomibilities in tbe 
present life; and bow are these pos­
sibilities to become realities? ” Such 
questions, honestly propounded and 
persistently pressed at a throne of 
grace, would be speedily followed by 
the happiest results. In tbe light of 
snob inquiries, the difference between 
wbat bo is and what be ought io be, 
would impel tho believer to lay 
stronger grasp upon the omnipotent 
Savior, through whom alooe deliver-

grounded in Jove, may be able to 
oom pre he cd with all saints, what Ib 
tbe breadth, and length, and depth, 
and height; and to know tbe love of 
Christ, which paaoBth knowledge, 
that ye might be filled with all tbe

possible. Self ia more in the way ol 
cur spiritual progress than any o bor 
power, unless we except Sa<an. What 
we need is tbe perpetual denial ot 
self. An omnipotent Savior should 
be permitted to bring bis strength to 
bear in breaking down the principle 
ot depravity that lurks in our hearts, 
and in expelling everything from us 
ibat actagouisM bi. reign witbin da 
Uhrist died to remove all tbe evils 
from the hearts of bis.peoplo, with 
the view of establishing bis own 
reign therein ; and we should not of-

work of inward cleansing. Ho de­
sires lbs*, his people shall bo holy. 
Indeed, it was their sin and unboli- 
dobs that made it necessary for bim 
to die. To put these things ont of 
tbe way, was one of tbe chief objects 
ot his mission to earth. Tue Scrip 
tnres inform us that God cbose us “in 
Christ before tbo foundation of tbe 
world, that we should bo holy and 
wituout blame before him in fave.”

Should we not'Well consider these 
additional declarations oi Scripture? 
“ He gave himself for ns, that ho 
might redeem ub from all in qaity 
and purify unto -himself a pocahar 
people, x •alone of good works." Was 
it not manifestly the design ol Christ 
that those wbom bo BhouH rodoum 
from the penalty ol Bin should bo 
Ireed from its paw^r also?

These two texts, fully appropriat­

ed, would present tbe believer in just 
that attitude which would render 
him pleasing to the trinne God. His 
heart would be cleansed from the act­
ive presence ot every sinful element, 
and hi. life would be in thorough har­
mony with Christ. Ho would then 
know, from experience, the blossod- 
nes. ot that heart purity which in­
sure. a spiritual apprehension ot God. 
“ Blessed are tho pure in heart, tor 
they shall see God/' would no longer 
be a beautiful abstract declaration, 
but it would embody tbe truth of his 
own experience. Tbe triune God- 
Spirit, Son, and Father—admitted 
into tbe heart as permanent Guests, 
would fashion it to suit the divine 
pleasure. All essentially malevolent 
paMions and appetites would doubt­
less ba ejected from tbe heart made 
tbe abode of God, or be rendered 
barmlcM to him in whom tbe blessed 
Savior is enthroned as Prophet, 
Priest, and King. “ Walk id tbe 
Spirit, and yo sbail not fulfill the. lusts 
ot tbe flesh.” Tbe omnipotent God, 
when welcomed as a permanent Guest 
intent he heart, is more loan a match 
for nbman depravity oven. (Besides 
puttingbut of t»o heart elements of­
fensive to himself, tbo Holy Spirit 
will joyfully adorn tbe soul, lully

It surely is 
possible for him to give himself 
wholly to Gjd, to “ b« filled with cue 
Spirit" and with his blessed fruit, to 
bave continuous “fellowship; with 
the Father and with hie Son Jo»us 
Christ," to have Chrmi dwell in his 
neart by faitn, and to rcabao a grow- 
ing conlormi y to the moral imago of 
Cnriet. These are privihges to 
which 1 understand eV. ry believer to 
be invited; and should any child of 
God ai to verify these doctrines and 
promieeB in hie own experience, bo 
should know that tbo responsibility 
ot bis fearful failure is chargeable, 
not to Father, Son, or Spirit, but to 
nimBolt—possibly, bis religious teach- 
ore, also, may nyl be wbohy innocent 
in- regard to bi. failures.

Antonia (named after Mark Antony by 
Herod the Great), on the northwest corner

Va82, 88 Thia military tribune of the 
cohort, whose name waa Lysias (Aota 28:26), 
ran down Immediately with “soldiers and 
centurions "—or captains of a hundred men, 
to qpell the tumult, acting with the usual 
Roman promptitude.

Dlselpllasry Offeree*.

In a former article, brief mention 
was made ot some of the evil* exist­
ing in our churches, sapping tbo very 
foundations of tbeir spirituality. In 
this, We-propose to speak of some ot 
the oflfense* that should be made dis 
oipliuary. Before entering upon this, 
bowevbr.juat this word: Discipline 
should always be exercised in tbo 
spirit df Christ, and for the good both 
of th* Offending party and tbo churoh. 
It*om*time* happens that tbe sub­
ject of discipline seem* to regard the 
members of the cburcb, especially 
those Who have moved in the mutter, 

' a* bis personal enemies; that be is a 
sort oi .martyr, the subject of a mali­
cious persecution. Every possible 
ground for such feeling should be re­
move 1 by tbe cburcb. Every stop 
should be deliberately Uken—taken , 
after much prayer, taken under the 
conscious and manitost guidance of , 
tbe Holy Spirit. Every aot per ( 
formed, and every word spoken, 
should be pervaded by tender love , 
for the &llen, and earnest desire for ( 
his reclamation. Tuere is a “spirit , 
of meekness" in which the “spirit­
ual” are to “restore” tbo erring , 
ones. It is evidently both right and 
duty for a church to administer dis-i( 
cipitne. Tais, common sense and the , 
Scriptupes unito in testifying. Tbo . 
churched owe this to themselves and 
tbeir Lord. -With tbeir life pervaded 
by a wirldly spirit, their garments 
stained by the sine of members, or 
their internal peace and harmony ' 
disturbed by a defection from tbo 
faith, upon the part of some, they 
must be robbed of their power. But 
it is tho duty of a church to “ put on 
strength?'—to keep her garments 
pure at the spouse of Carist. Hence 
evorythihg that would hinder must 
be carefully guarded against F rat 
of all, discipline—and in tna term wo 
include the watch-care that wo have 
covenanted to exercise tbe one for ( 
tho other—should have respect to tho 
beginnings ot sin.

bo.fed and clothed, ifhoy oat ns 
much in the country as in th£ o;ty, 
and it r quires just as much 4oth' to 
tbo sq'iaro inch to cover tboir persons 
in one place as in another. And tbo 
truth is, our country pastors, as a 
rule, Are starved. They can not live 
on the salaries they receive, unless 
they are more thoroughly angelic 
than are most of those wo chance to 
know. Hence tboy are compelled to 
return to their farms, tbeir oonnting- 
rooms, or other secular pursuits ; and 
all thia in face of the fact that the 
ohuEches are abundantly able to give 
an ample support, and should do it. 
Thore are brethren, not a few, giving 
their fives or tons, who ought to give 
their fifties and hundreds for the sup 
port of the gospel; and tbis is the 
remedy for pastoral remiMnoss. It 
is a burning shame, not to say sin, 
that there are hundreds of brethren, 
with an income of from ono to three 
thousand dollars a'year, who give 
five, ten, or twenty five dollars a year 
for tbo gospel. Let our ohurcho* 
support tbe pMtors, and, if they ar» 
worihy the name, they will give 
thomsolpos to prayer, to the study of 
tbe Word, and to tho shepherding of 
the flock.

English-legation, and a remonstrance 
was sent to tbe Porte.

, made to see tbe mon, or open direct 
, communication with them; but in 

vain. Indirect information was re
, ceiled of tbe escape from prison of 

two of the men, and of the fact that 
a court martial was charged by tbe 
Turkish Government With tbe trial 
and punishment of certain guards ot 
tbe prison for connivance with the 
escape of tbe men who bad become

s "infidels.” At the same time that 
this court martial was sitting, the 
Turkish Minister ot Foreign Affairs 
informed the British Legation, in an­
swer to its inquiry, that no such men 
exist or have ever existed. Also, at 
tbe same time, orders were sent by 
the Government to tbe guard-house, 
where the men were confined, to 
arrest any persons found inquiring 
tor tbe priEoners. The evident de 
termination of the Turks to prevent 
investigation, and tbe impudent de­
nial of the existence of anything to 
investigate, taken together with the 
scraps of information which the Brit 
ish Legation bare received from 
thoroughly trustworthy sources, 
leads to the fear that these fifteen dis­
ciples of Christ have been foully dealt 
with by the Moslem despotism at 
Constantinople. How much longer 
will the Christian governments of 
Europe permit snob outrages to be 
committed? The Treaty of St. Steph 
anos covers all such cases.— Tbe In i 
dependent.

Ai Oyeter Wklpe a Desk.

A rough and-tumblo combat bo- 
tween a wild duck and an oyster oc­
curred here tbe other day. Tbe 
duck was a large and full-grown onv 
that bad recently come from the 
North to enjoy our winter climate. 
It was of tbe diving species, which 
inhabit tbe bays till tbe Hpring, when 
they return North. When tbeoyster 
teeda it opens its shell wide till tbe 
full oyster is plainly visible. A sight 
of such a morsel was too much for 
tbe duck. He made a headlong 
plunge, inserting bis bill between 
tbe oyster's open shell. Like a flash, 
and with tbe power of a vice, tbe 
shell closed on the duck's beak. Then 
came the struggle for life. The oys­
ter, which was quite a large one, was 
dragged from its bod with three 
smaller ones clinging to it, toe cl ester 
being heavy enough to keep tbe 
duck's bead under water. In this

buoyancy was sufficient to float with 
tbe oysters, and thus drifted near 
the dock, where it was uapturod. 
When taken out of the water the ani­
mal heat had not loft tbe duck. The 
oyster still clung to the duck's beak. 
Tbe duck has been carefully pre 
pared for exhibition by an exper­
ience taxidermist. The curiosity
