JSo 
such passage has ever bean found. 
No such passage exists. Tnere is no* 
place in all Greek where a scholar 
would feel justified in translating 
bip'iso “sprinkle " or “ pour.” And 
besides the Greek language is-spoken 
to-day in Greece, and differs but lit 
Ue from the language of Plato and 
rhucidydes; and Uiere the people in 
•ist tn at b sptiso means “ immerse," 
and laugh at the idea of its having 
any other meaning. Surely the peo­
ple wuo speak a language ns their 
native tongue, may be 'supposed to 
know what the words of that lan 
g.iagemean. The command to baptise 
is, tneretore, a command to immetse.

Lot us consider brn fly the use of 
this word in the Now Testament; and 
first, we have the acoount of John the 
Baptist. Matthew and Mark both bell 
jb: “Then went out unto him Jeru 
oalem and all Judea, and all Cho 
region round about Jordan, snd they 
were bapt zed of him in the river 
Jordan, confessing their sins.” And 
it is worthy of mention that Jihn 
was clothed in camel’s hair and a 
leathern girdle, the beat dress then 
known for a man who must bo in 
me water a groat deal.

It is fair to take the moaning of a 
word and put it in a sentence in place 
ot that word.

,(n Ongole, Indie, four years ago, 
three Baptist missionaries did im 
merse in-six hour* 2 222 persona At 
this rate tbe twelve applies (lor Mat­
thias had taken Juda*’ place) ciuld 
have immersed 10 000 persons in a 
day easily. And besides, it does not 
take any longer to immerse a mao 
than to sprinkle him.

It is objected agam that the Bible

Conservative and honest souls do 
not n*ed warning from us against the 
tendency of this folly, which borders 
upon the blasphemous. It will be a 
long time before calcium lights and 
magic lanterns will he needed as val­
uable properties in Kentucky church­
es. The danger is in a direction not 
different from that, however. It ia 
the growth of the taste for the spec­
tacular in religitni which baa trans­
formed the rites of Rome: into a taw­
dry and ridiculous show. If 1 thought 
that the grouping of a few of God’s 
beautiful flowers about a pulpit or the 
rendering of some deeply fervent re­
ligious milaic, by a company ot trained 
Bingers, tended to this, 1 would leap 
into the fore front of the war of lat­
ter day iconoclasm. I do not believe 
it yet. Some good and pious people 
disagree with me, I know; and they

Jahn Galvin says: “ The very word 
ba^nn, however, signifies to immersn, 
sad it is oertain that immersion was 
tfr<practice of the ancient church.”

Thon bap­
tism is a burial and a rising to walk 
in newness of life. John Wesley 
says of this passage, ‘ Alluding to tho 
ancient'manner of baptizing by im- 
moreion." (Notes on New Toqt. p. 
376.) Dr. Thomas Chalmers, tho great 
Scotch Presbyterian, says of this 
same passage. '’■Jo* a* Christ by 
death underwent this sort of baptism 
—oven immersion under tho surface 
of tbo ground, whence bo soon 
emerged again by- bis resurrection. 
Wo, by being baptized into bis deaib, 
are conceived to bavo made a similar 
translation. In tbe act of descending 
under the water of baptism to have

But some objections are urged. It 
is said, for example, that immersion 
is inconvenient, particularly to sick 
people and to those who live in cold 
climates. I answer that I have bsp 
tiz^d and kno^n other Biptist preach­
ers to baptize very sick people, and I 
have never hoard of a case where the 
candidate was injured. List year I 
immersed in this baptistery a lady in 
the last stages of oonsamp ion who 
was too weak to raise herself in bed. 
and she sustained no injury. But it 
it be true that a person pan bo too 
sick to be baptized, then God does 
not require baptism of such a ner«on 
till be or she gets better. I (inability 
to do what God command* gives ns 
no right to substitute something else 
for it. And as for cold climates, we 
know as a matter of fact that immer­
sion has been for centuries practiced 
as far north as people live I n Ri«sis 
immersion is the rule, and Northern 
Russia is about as cold as anywhere.

1831, there appears a sermon by 
Henry Ward Beecher, that is quite 
curious and remarkable in many re 
specie, and is appropriately obarao- 
tenc -d by the above beading, though 
tbe distinguished Brooklyn author < 
names it, “ The Scope and Meaning 
of tbe Go'pel of Christ." Tbe text 
ia a lengthy one, embracing Phil. 1 
4 <-9. Tbe middle part of the text 
is mainly tbe foundation of tbe ser- ' 
moo, which reads thus: "Finally, ‘ 
brethren, whatsoever things are true, 
whatsoever things aro honest, what­
soever things aro just, whatsoever 
things are pure, whatsoever things 
are lov. iy, whatsoever things are of 
good report."

Al tbe outset tbe sermon seems to { 
undervalue revelation. It is de­
clared: * “All morality was first ex­
perimental and qot revealed. Men 
ascertained, step by step, how to live 
together, from tbe conditions of sav 
*ge humanity, to the present lime; 
oor is Ibero any evidence oi an au 
iboritativo revelation on that sub 
lent." it would seem, f^m lb0 
ahi ve, that all that men and nations 
want, to rise from the lowest condi­
tions of savage and idolatrous life to ( 
the highest excellence of a pure mor { 
ality, is a little time to experiment. 1 
No divine revelation ia needed. "All , 
morality was first expertmental." Tho ( 
good is ascertained by experience, 
and step by step men appropriate it ,
