being baptized. In tbe early ages 
tbe churohee rrqnired baptism before 
the Sapper. Neander. tho grestestof 
church historians, says of the observ­
ance of tbe Lard's Supper in tbe first 
aonturiee, “ No person could be pres­
ent who was not a member of tbe 
Christian ehnroh and incorporated 
into it hy the rito of baptism. (Hist. 
Chin. Rei. I, p. 327 ) I could weary 
yen with quotations to the same e< 
foot, but will add only one more. 
Dr. Adam Clark, (Eucharist p. 4fi) 
says, “ Aa no parson could partake 
ot the pascal lamb before he was air 
camcisod, so among the early follow 
ora of Ourist, no person was parmiV 
ted to oome to tbe Eucharist till he 
bad been bapt>sed.”

We have, then, tho example ^pf 
Christ, tbe command ol Cbriet and ’

When, four years ago, I came to 
Orlando, it was a rough little pioneer 
village of perhaps 200 inhabitants. 
Rude log huts, with here and there a 
rickety, anpainted, windewless frame, 
like lazy beggar women at a country 
fair, squatted irregularly around tbe 
one decent building, the court house. 
There were two or three scantily 
stocked stores of general merchan 
disc, open for “ business ” when their 
owners were not eating or sleeping 
or “ gone fishing ” or 11 meeting a 
friend" at tbe whisky saloon next 
door. The “town,” such aa it was, 
was in tbe wilderness, twenty miles

A rough, springleea, 
jwo wheeled oart, dragged at a inail 
pace by a single diminutive ox, waa 
the ordinary method of conveyance. 
If, in a moment of reckleae adven­
ture, yon trusted yourself to this 
novel vehicle under the impreeeion 
that you would ever get anywhere, 
you had abundant leisure to correct 
the mistake. II, in sheer despera­
tion, yon decided to walk, you soon 
found that you had corrected the first 
blunder by & greater one. What 
with sun above and sand below, your 
feet soon refused to do duty. Evon a 
" grasshopper " became a “ burden,” 
and unless your patience was inex 
tinguishabie, you probably exclaim­
ed, in bitterness of Spirit, O for Ken­
tucky rocks and snow aud sleet and 
slnsh and mud I—anything, anything 
but ibis everlasting waste of pines 
and wire-grass and sand and sun- 
sunshine I

Fopr years have passed. The sand 
and rhe sunshine are still here and 
some of the pine trees. But tbe 
transformation has been wonderful 
beyond words of mine to tell. In 
tbe pfiico of the little pioneer village 
I found when I came here, there is a 
brisk, active town of some 2,000 in 
habitants. Large hotels and long 
blocks of business bouses stand now 
when) three years since there waa an 
unbroken forest. Orange groves, 
laden with “ apples of gold," dot the 
landscape on every aide. Hundreds 
of charming bouses and .country 
scats, many of them winter resi­
dences for wealthy people from the 
iNorib, greet the eye as one spine 
'along the well-traveled avenues. 
There are high stepping Kentucky 
horses, and carriages aa numerous 
and costly as would bo found in any 
Northern town. One railroad passes 
through here crowded with traffic, 
and another will bave trains running 
in a month or two.

In religious matters tbe change hat 
been equally great At the time 
when I oame here the outlook was 
not encouraging. Thore were no 
churches, no church-edifices, and 
very little prospect of any. Whisky 
was apparently the dominant power 
in social and political life. Some few 
faithful souls were laboring and hop­
ing and praying for better things. 
The Presbyterians were perhaps 
most active. A " union ” Sunday- 
school bad been established, and, 
largely through their agency, amid 
many discouragements, waa faithfully 
maintained. Orlando waa an outly­
ing " mission station ” for various de 
nominations, and through tbe united 
efforts of all, preaching was to be 
heard at the court-house—the com­
mon assembly room—nearly every 
Sabbath. About three years since 
the Rev. Henry Keigwin—formerly, 
I think, pastor of aome church in 
Philadelphia, camo to this place, and 
who is well known throughout Ken­
tucky and Indiana—came and settled 
here. He is a man of fine ability, 
genial and popular, an earnest Chris­
tian worker, and, under hie able lead­
ership the little straggling interest 
has grown apace. They now have 
the finest and most commodious 
church-edifice in town, capable of 
seating five or six hundred people, 
and tbeir congregation will compare 
well in numbers, wealth and intelli­
gence with that of moet city cburches-

But 1 am exceeding tbe limits I 
proposed, and I must reserve for an­
other letter some acoount of the work 
of other denominations here, and es­
pecially of onr own.

) We have specified a few of the 
, leading dutiee attaching to tbe office 
i of deaoon. And from the nature of 
r these dutiee, we are led to anticipate 
! the requisite qualification* of the ih- 
. oumbenta of thia office. We find, 
, moreover that theae anticipation* en* 
। tirely coincide with the qualifications 
. prescribed in God’s Word, so that we 

are auateined, a priori, in our specifl- 
j oation* of duty. Among lome of Che 
. prominent qualifications suggested 
[ by the duties attaching to the office, 
t we mention—
1 1. Deacon* should be men of sound
1 practical judgment. The aeoular- 
• religion* duties to which they are to 
’ attend eminently require sound judg- 
1 meat and great practical wisdom. In 
1 addition to a general knowledge of 
> mon and things, tbey should possess 
- minds sufficiently discriminating to 

enable them to form a sound estimate
1 of the-various relations, secular and 
■ moral, that may claim tbeir attention.

But this trait ot character will ap­
pear especially necessary, oontem- 

, plating the whole circle of tbeir rela 
live duties. Tbey bave to deal with 
mon not only in their civil, social, 
and ecclesiastical relations, but as 
moral beings—aa fellow-subjects of 
God's moral government. Their la­
bors of beneficence are to be directed 

1 to persons in every condition of life, 
of every type of mind and modifica­
tion oFRbaraetor. And these efforts 
contemplate not oniy their present, 
but their eternal interests, and henoe 
involve eternal consequences. Henoe 
appears with exceeding obviousness, 
the great importance of this qualifi­
cation. And such, too, is the specific 
character demanded in God's Word. 
Tbe incumbents of this office were 
required to be men “ pull of wis­
dom " And this is bore given as one 
of their primary qualifications.

2. Deacons should be men of lib­
eral and benevolent dispositions.— 
Wo have already said that they are 
almoners of the church ; that they 
are to attend to its ordinary finances; 
to securing the moans requisite bo 
supply the nocasitics and charities of 
tbe church. Not to say that the 
want of this qualification would fast­
en a serious reproach upon tbeir re­
ligious and official character, it is ob­
vious it would throw an insurmount­
able obstacle into this particular path 
of their duty. For no man could 
reasonably bope to produce a mode 
of action in others, at war with bis i 
own example. Thus tbe Holy Spirit 
has not only warned the churches < 
against tbe sin ot covetousness, which ' 
is idolatry, but in reference to the in- i 
cumbents of the station under consid- < 
eration, has demanded, with great 1 
specificness and solemnity, that tbey ’ 
be " NOT OBXXDT OF FILTHY LUCBX.” < 
They are required, emphatically, to : 
be tbe faithful tiewards nf God, in all i 
tbey possess and in all they can do. i

3. Deacons should be men of ardent 1 
piety. And this qualification wo re* 1 
gard, of all others, of deep and pri- ' 
mary importance. Ardent piety ' 
should move every impulse, and bal- 1 
low every motive. Piety should give 1 
birth to every purpose, and effort, ' 
and energy. Piety should be tbeir 1 
controlling principle, their law and 1 
their life. Even in tbe discharge of 
those religious duties, in all tbeir im­
plications, of a secular cast, often ! 
baffling, by tbeir intricacy, the saga- 1 
city of human wisdom, this qualifies- 1 
tion is of indispensable importance. ’ 
Without it, bow shall tbey counsel 1 
the inquirer for eternal life? How 1 
shall tbey eootbe the afflicted heart 
with heavenly consolation? How I 
shall they direct tbe prayer of the 1 
dying sinner to the throne of mercy? . 
How can tbey, in imitation of their i 
divine Master, " go about doing 1 
good?" Can tbey, from an empty I 
hand, supply tbe bread of salvation I 
to the famishing penitent? "Do 
men gather grapes of thorns, or fig* i 
of thistles?" Thus tbe Almighty I 
baa inscribed upon this office, in liv- I 
ing characters, that be that runneth i 
may read the solemn injunction, that ' 
its incumbents be men " full or thi 1 
Holt Spirit."

We admit that the world baa a ri 
to look upon them aa not only dii

tingui*hed from tbe rest of 
church. It ha* an undoubted 
to require more of them than 
ordinary men, or ordinary Chriiii.^ 
even. It bae a right to requir/^ 

expect of them that they be «u**^ 
of piety and discretion, and liberality 
and integrity. It is requisite 
they be aueb, in order to their «<. 
cienoy and usefulness; in ordsr k 
blunt and turn aside all the poiaoM 
arrows of reproach. Without it, yn 
might as well expect the eagle to 
mount and soar unplumed to th 
skies, as that tbey should di*ch*tp 
the duties ot tbeir offioe succeeafilly 
“ Wherkfobk,” aaye tbe HolySpo^ 

“ LOOK YB OUT FROM AMONG YOU 
MSN OF HONKBT BBPORT, whom *| 
may appoint over this businsM."

5. Deacons should receive th* of. 
cial qualification of solemn ordim. 
tion. On thia point we shottid h 
glad to say much, but our limit* far. 
bid. From the duties tbe deacoM 
are required to perform, we shotii 
anticipate the necessity of some ml 
by the church, by which to invte 
them with a proper official authority 
among their brethren and before th 
world ; and also to impose upon th* 
a lively sense of their own person 
and official responsibility. Whit th* 
act should be, were tbe Scripture* ri- 
lent upon this subject, could only h 
indicated by convenience or by dr 
camstanoes. But God baa left u* th 
authority of a positive exampl* it 
tbe premises, to which we shall "do 
well that wo take hoed, as unto * 
light that ahinotb in a dark plsoa" 
It is recorded in God's Word, at th 
institution of this office, when lint 
the incumbents were chosen, tbey 
wore "set before the apostles. 2*4 
when they had prayed, they laid Mt 
handt on them." And thus they wen 
sot apart to thoir work by tho soleu 
act of ordination.

that we have only tbe same kind and 
amount of authority for tbe ordiu- 
tion of elders. When Paul and Bar- 
nabas received ordination as missies- 
arios to the Gentiles, almost precisely 
the same language is deed descriptin 
of tbe event, as that used in relerena 
to the ordination of the deacons. Nt 
one doubts the necessity and propri­
ety of the ordination of elders. In­
deed, without it, they are deemed en­
tirely incompetent, by tbe usages of 
our churches, to administer tbe ordi- 
nances of the Lord’s house. By par-' 
ity of reasoning, wo are nnable to ar­
rive at any other conclusion in retw 
ence to the deacons. We have, ii 
tact, the same authority in both css* 
The data being tbe same, we are ■*- 
avoidably driven to the same oond*- 
sion in reference to both. If tbe pen- 
tor is inoompetent to dischaige the 
functions of bis ycred office witboO 
solemn ordination, from the same an- 
thority we find ourselves unable tn 
make out the deacons’ competencyin 
its absence. We can not, tberefate 
bnt sincerely regret the prevaliai 
neglect in this matter among th 
churches; md we entreat all <* 
brethren to examine this subject art­
fully and prayerfully, and with hear* 
submissive to the divine requisition

We have th ns specified some of th* 
leading qualifications required ri 
those filling the office of deacon 
And it will be observed that tbs* 
qualifications are not only manifsstif 
feetly correlative to tbe duties sp** 
fled, but are entirely coincident wit 
the positive injunction* of Go^ 
Word. We have said that they ■» 
such as are naturally suggested bf 
the duties iojoined. Tbe apoetl*, b 
bis letter to Timothy, has summed «? 
and urged these qualifications in * 
very explicit and solemn mono* 
“ Likewise must the deacons be grsfb 
not double-tongued, not given • 
much wine, not greedy of filthy > 
ore; bolding the mystery of tbe fait 
in a pure oonaciente, ruling tbrir 
children and tbeir own bouse* wai 
And let theae also first be proved;

Some Indian* 
are ot the ancient Toltec faith, which 
i* older than the Astea Most of tbe 
Mexicans are mixed Spanish and 
Indian. Some of the small children 
are beautiful. The women are re­
ligious; but for tbe women, an emi 
nent man told me, there would bo no 
religion in the republic. The Mexi­
cans are very vain of their little 
hand* and feet. Americana are called 
the big-fboted people. In business 
the Mexican has tbe utmost oonfi- 
denoe in domestics. Porters carry 
bags of silver dollars on their 
shoulder*. Tho people are very 
polite ; they are always at your loot. 
If you admire anything in their 
house they insist on giving it to you. 
You must bo polite enough to decline. 
When religion oom as in their polite­
ness changes to contempt. The 
honor of Mexico, they say, i* in their 
women.

At Walnut-street Baptist church, 
Sunday night, the 15th inst., a good 
congregation gathered from all tho 
Baptist churches of the city to hear 
Rev. Dr. 11. Allen Tepper, Sr., Sec 
rotary ot tho Foreign Mission Board 
of tho Southern Baptists, speak on 
Mexican missions. After prayer by 
Rev. H. A. Topper, Jr., and Bible 
reading by Dr. Eaton, tho speaker 
began oy telling of thu groat interest 
Louisville and Kentucky had shown 
in Mexican missions.

As many young ladies from Ken 
lucky bad applied and would soon 
go as missionaries to Mexico, in re­
sponse to inquiries trom them, ho 
would describe tbe trip of a young 
lady trom Louisville to Saltillo, 
Mexico. Among tho points of inter­
est on the route bo spoke ot tbe Now 
Orleans World’s Fair, whose most 
interesting feature was the Mexican 
display, and whose beat music was 
furnisned by tbe famous Mexican 
Band. Fussing on through Texas, a 
stop was made at San Antonio, and 
tbe Alamo and the Mission stations 
were described. At Laredo, Mexico, 
tbe courteous treatment of the cus­
tom officers was referred to.

“ Grossing the Rio Grande," eno ib 
struck with the intensely level and 
intensely mountainous appearance ot 
tbe oountry. There are table mount­
ains, basin mountains, waterfall 
mountains, and comb ranges like 
garlands aronnd a great qaeen of 
nature. From Lampasas you can sea 
Cho mountain whore tbe Indians 
camo down, murdered our pioneer 
Missionary, John O. Weetrup, and 
threw bis body on a bush of Span- 
isn daggers.

“ Reaching Monterey, which reels 
at the toot ot a kingly peak, yon see 
tbe heights whore lay the oannon of 
the ill-lated Maximilian. Another 
object of interest is the Block tort and 
Bianop's hill, where the stars and 
stripes onoe floated. From Monterey 
to Saltillo, is an ascent of 3,U0U feet, 
mostly through mountain passes. A 
young lady on the trip, familiar witn 
the Rooky mountains, said sho bad 
never seen such rude splendor. A 
gentleman who bud lived in Europe 
agreed that tbe Alps wore not more 
picturesque. There is a greater va­
riety ol scenery in Mexico than any­
where else on eartb. A Spanish 
artist told mo that God has given 
them everything. 1 felt like answer­
ing in the Bishop's words, ' Every 
prospect pleases, and only man is 
vile,' but I made no such charge on 
Mexico.

" Tbo original people of Mexico 
were ot tbo race of tbe Comanche* 
Many look superntitiously at rail­
roads, telegraphs and telephones. 
Arriving at Saltillo, a young girl 
would be struck at tbe reception. 
Men bug each other. The meal is 
prepared *&f foaming chocolate, flat 
bread, garnished with garlic and red 
pepper over everything. If Ameri­
cana are at the meeting, speeches of 
welcome and response* are made, 
though neither will understand the 
other. Saltillo is about 6,000 feet

men. Mr. Shaw, the missionary,-who 
wa* beaten, was a bachelor. 
afterward married and was never 
mobbed again.

“ There is no visiting among the 
young people. Ladies and gentlemen 
maren around tbo plaxas in different 
directions, looking at each other all 
tbe time, and yet give no sign ot 
recognition. A young lady told me 
tney courted only ‘on tbo sly.’ 
Marriage is a civil contract. It wre 
once a sacrament, and none could 
marry save church members. Bro. 
Powell says tbe Baptist proachore 
marry by tbo authority of tbe State. 
Ono ui tbe most interesting lost uro* 
oi SsltUfb is the Madero Institute, 
named after Gov. Madero, who dis­
covered in 1883 A a t, tbo Baptists did 
not boliovo in a union ot church and 
State. Ho gave >3U,0UU to tho insti­
tute. The Archbishop cursed our 
school; women prayed lor weeks 
against it. Ab, that school bad a 
baptism. I wish yon could also see 
our little church ; such singing 1 such 
praying! such going about doinggoodl 
In Bro. Powell's house at night I 
have beard eminent mon asking the 
way to salvation. I have seen great 
men stand up io that church and toil 
a Christian experience; what God 
had done for tnotn. Afl stand np 
before the church and teU why they 
desire baptism. 1 have soon lovely 
little girls faithful Christian*. 1 am 
proud to toll you tho old cathedral is 
now a Baptist church edition. Car­
donas says tho Baptists will sweep 
tho State. Eight churches formed ae 
association while 1 was there. Tbe 
oountry is districted, and work has 
begun. It is tbe land for female mis- 
sionaries. There is a gulf between 
tho oitisen and the clergy.

The 
Judge writes: • Fobrnrary 12, 1885.

We can nei­
ther go beyond, nor fall abort of, the 
exact requirement We are loud, and 
vehement, betimes, in our donunoia 
tion of our Pmiobaptist friends for 
their failure to obey the literal re­
quirement of Christ in the matter of 
baptism. But in our defense of tbe 
faith once; delivered in regard to re­
pentance, faith and baptiem, we for­
get that there is a comprehensive 
dauae, “all things,” appended to tbe 
commission that ia to be “obaerved." 
Nor are we sure that the observance 
of one part ot tbe law of Chriat— 
■aide from that injoining repentance 
and faith—in more important than 
the observance of another. “ What- 
■oever he aaith unto you, do it,” ia 
tbe safe rule for the governance of a 
Christian or a church. Failure to 
comply with the law of Chriat to ei­
ther to positively disobey or to foist 
human opinion into tbe domain of 
the divine: law. And to do either of 
these is to manifest the presence of a 
rebellious spirit, which to incompati­
ble with New Testament Christian­
ity. That prudenoe, caution, wisdom, 
are things.required in the adminis­
tration of discipline, wo will >how in 
a sabeequeptarticle. What we insist 
upon in thia'is, that we moat be gov­
erned by tbe law.

Again: The healthful progress and 
steady enlargement of the kingdom ot 
Chrtot demand the exorcise of the 
disciplinary power.

'to-day are not doing what they should, 
what our Lord requires, for the oon-

stored to physical sonndnoea And 
just thus is it with a ohnroh. While 
spiritually diseased, it can never do 
the Master's work. Worldlings look 
upon the godless and inconsistent
lives ot the professors of tbs religion 
ot Christ, as oftentimes found in onr 
churches, and say: “ We do not want 
anything to do with that kind of re­
ligion.”

Brethren, shall it thus continue f 
Shall ministers thus waste their 
strength for nought? Shall “Icha­
bod " be thus written upon our ban­
ners, we fearing to do our whole duty 
because ties of friendship or of kin­
ship bind us, betimes, to tbe offender? 
Nay, tbe rather let us purify tbe 
churches, that the gospel may become 
a grand conquering power.
