Aided only by the light of reason, 
and with na uro for our text book, 
wo have found infinite wisdom and 
infinite power absolute necessities to 
the existence of tbe material uni­
verse : and now from tbe existence ol 
these two attributes, I argne the ex 
istence of another. Tbo Being who 
is omniscient, i. e., infinite in win- 
do to, and omnipotent—infinite in 
power, must of necessity be omni 
present. N Ot ono ol you know« w bat 
ia going on at your homes at ibis 
moment, for tbe simple rbason that 
you can not know what takes place In 
.your absence.
J It is necessary that we be present 
where a transaction takes place in 
Order to know of its occurrence at tbe 
time it bappona. If wo do not know 
all about it at tbe moment of iis on 
currency, tneb are we ignorant of 
aomething connected with it, at some 
limo or another : bat ignorance is not 
predicated of infinite wisdom, there 
fore, tbe Be ng who baa infinite wis­
dom must be omnipresent.

But I argue the necessity of omnl- 
prqsenco also from bis omnipotent^. 
The Being who baa all power must 
be everywhere, for, throughout the 
whole realm of nature, power ie man 
ifoet, and it any being poMesBi-s in­
finite power, tbe power which . la 
everywhere seen and felt, is bik, 
therefore be must be everywhere to 
apply it. The Being who ie omni* 
dent, and omnipotent, ie also omni 
present.

Again, 1 argue"'from bis omnipd 
tone*, tbat be possesses the attribute 
of sPiaiTUALiTT. Two corporeal be 
Ings can not occupy tbe same space 
at tbo same time. There, ia no mo- 
fment ot time when corporeal bodies 
are not occupying a vaat amount ot 
apace in the universe. But tbat 
space is alao occupied by an omni 
present Being; therefore that Being 
must be a rpiritual, an immaterial 
Being; and beijg a pure Spirit an 
ethereal eseeuoef be can and doee 

’ permeate all matqri*! exiatence; and 
tbu* do niobe of Space ia unoccupied 
by omnipresence, >nd tbat omnipres­
ent Bejag ia also a spintual one.

From tbo attributes which we have 
already discovered to exist, may be 
justly inferred the existence of immu­
tability. The eternity of God ad­
mits of no succession. If the present 
God is the successor of some previ­
ously existing Deity, ho ta not eter­
nal ; but we have seen that he is eter­
nal ; tbat the same God rules bis vast 
empire to-day, that ruled it when tbe 
first scintillation of light illumined 
the darkness of tbe chaotic scenery 
Hia eternity forbids the possibility of 
change- Uochangeablenees applies 
not only to His essence, but to bis at* 
tributes aa well; for if an attribute, 
chabges, the Being who posseiaed it 
io changed th the preeiae UMtent that

have made in our investigation of 
this subject. I have made no allu­
sion to tbe Bible; have not quoted 
a single sentence from Ite sacred page*. 
But nature, speaking with a thousand 
tongues, proclaims a God of infinite 
wisdom and flower; and these de 
dare his omnipresence and his spirit­
uality. Unity, frotp bis wisdom and 
po-ver results, and so of his eternity;

earth onts the moon's orbit: there is 
certain to be an eclipse of the sun at 
either tbe new moon before or tbe 
new moon after tbat time— sometime* 
there will be an eclipse of the sun at 
each of those new moons.

Tbe first piaoe at which an eclipse 
of tbe sun is seen, it begins at sun­
rise; at tho last place at which it is 
seen it ends at sunset. If tbe eclipse 
be total or annular, tbe total or an­
nular phase in like manner, is first 
seen where tbe sun is rising and last 
seen where tbo sun is setting. Tbo 
lino of tbo total or annular phase is 
tbo path across the earth which the 
moon's center would appear to de­
scribe to an observer in tbe sun; 
while tbat lino runs from a westerly 
lo an easterly direction at all time*, 
its inclination to tbo equator depends 
on tbe season of tho year; in tbo 
spring it runs from southwest to 
uorlhoasi; as in Monday's eclipse it 
ran Irom Fort Bidwell, Cal., to Green­
land. In autumn that line runs tram 
northwest to southeast.

After a period of about 18 year*, 11 
days, 18 hours, tho sun, moon and 
earth return to nearly tbe-same rela­
tive posilions; this period is called 
tbe Saros. This period has been long 
used for tho prediction of eclipses;

Publ'C Christian work may all be 
■ummed up under one word—

Paul said to Timothy, “ Keep thy I 
self pure.” 1 Tim. 5:22. Thu in 
junction implies a great deal, a tn brae 
i ng, as it does, purity in all ita forms. 
I confine myself to that view of pur- । 
ity expressed by tbo term chastity in 
its technical sense, requiring abstin 
enea from all sexual iniquities. Thia, 
1 suppose, is Paul's meaning when 
he uses tbe word “ chaste " concern 
ing “young women," in Titus 2:5. 
The efhhet so translated is used in 
lbs quotation from Timothy.

Ministers of tbe gospel are especial 
class of men. They are clothed with 
the robes ot official sanctity, snd this 
sanctity of office should be symbolic 
ot personal sanctity. Tbe sacredness 
aciorded to tbe ministerial character 
gives preachers of the gospel a stand­
ing snd an influence belonging to no 
otbor class of men. Hence there'is 
a general disposition to repose con­
fidence in them. They are thought 
to be above everything that is little, 
and mean, and vulgar, and impure. 
Tbe confidence referred to is largely 
cherished by mothers wbo think it a 
very safe thing to place their daugh­
ters under tbe care of a minister, and 
tbis is often done. Young ladies, in 
the innocence ot tbeir hearts, indulge 
no suspicion of impropriety or dan­
ger. Confidence is unbounded, and 
wben advantage is taken of this con 
fidence, it is as “ cruel as the grave." 
Abuse of such confidence can not be 
denounced in terms too severe, no 
language employed can be the lan 
gnago ol exaggeration. Alaa, mothers 
and tbeir daughters have sometimes 
found that they were too confiding.

Il may be said that preachers some­
times find Ihemselves m tbe company 
ot persons of the other sex whoso 
modesty is not tbeir most prominent 
quality, and whose manners almost 
invite indiscreet familiarities. This 

ministerial dignity eboald rebuke 
and repel all that is unbecoming and 
improper. Lot the man of God show 
that bo in a man ol God.

In tbo couree of a long life I have 
beard of many preachers, snd have 
known some, whose usefulness was 
ruined because they failed to keep 
tuemselvoe “ pure.1' Some of them 
were guilty of sexual sins in violating 
the soventb commandment, and 

prayer should bo exemplified. Tney 
will* permit an old man to say this.

Here a most important question 
arises How should guilty ministers 
be treated f There have been differ 
ent practical answers to this quee 
tion. Some have said let tbeir of 
tenses, when repented of, be no bar 
to their restoration to churoh and 
ministerial fellowship. Others have 
bom in favor ot restricting the restor 
ation to cnurch-fellowship. The lat­
ter view 1 indorse. If a preacher Is 
guilty ot adultery lot tbe church ol 
which he isa member promptly with 
draw its fellowship. No confession, 
no regret, no tears, no lamentations 
should arr-st the withdrawal of fel 
lowsbip. Tbo interests of religion and 
tbo honor of the cause of Christ
